St, Arsenius withdrew himself as far as
possible from the world, and during tifty-
tive years, which was more than the latter
half of his life, took no active
affairs of this world,  There was a marked
difference between the earcers of these two
great men, The one, St Vincent, wias
born inohscurity, but gradually rose to the
highest distinetion by the practice ot that
virtue which shed sueh brilliant light
betore the world: the other, born in dis
tinetion and placed in the highest honors,
flies trom the world and buries himselt in
obscurity. .

Both appeared at the eonrts of sovereigns, |
the one to draw all men to God, the other {
to make the saeritice of earthly dignities: |

the one tinds the sphere of his activity in
conversation with men, the other shuns, as
el as possible, the society of his fellows
creatures,

But, in spite of these diterenees, both
St Vine ntand St Arsenius practice the
game virtues,  In bothy the motive power
that impels them is the love of God and
