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Kcminisceftccs of Mt. CS.fmcl.
[Editorial correspondence by Rev. Dr. A. Heiter in the " Aurora and

Christliche Woche " of Buffalo.]

NUMERtOUS indeed were the cara-vans, and many the travellers

who followed in our traces.

There was also an immense landau full

of pilgrims who landed at K'aipha, and

from there went directly to Nazareth.

(>ur readers will prohably be interested

in knowing that this vehicle was manu-

factured in East Aurora N. V., by a
a;erman.American who is engaged in

thae business, and fliat to (fuite a suc-

ceseful extent.
We had scarcely gone a nsile's dis-

tance along the street when the sen's

v.ast expanse was unfolded to our en-

aptured view. Apparently 10 niear

was it to us that there seemed no
dloubt whatever of our reaching the

harbor of Kaipha by ten o'clock.
Eleven came, and stîll we were not

there, nor for some time later. Kaipha

lies at the foot of the promontory,

south of the Bay of Akka, Lwbere Kiso

gives ito waters to the fathomless

depths of the sea. There is quite a

pretentious flow of water at this place.

It was formerly called Helba-the

Arabians now caîl it Haifa. In the

middle ages it was an Episcopal See,
and also quite a commercial mart, but

it gradually lost its prestige, and only

regaîned some of its importance in our

own day, tbrough the colony of the
Templars.

Jaffa has its "Schwaben,' so too in
Kaiffa, tbey are established, and it can
be provets that the Hloly Land is, at
this point, bighly susceptible of culti-
vatioli.

Diligent and capable hands have

'wrought wonders with Carmel, and

have developed Kaipha into a place of

importance botlî for land and sea.

Indeed we could flot hesitate to cali it

a place of the very first rank. The

(;erman Emperor landed liere when he
miade lus pilgrimage, in anticipation of
which, great preparations were of

coulrse mnade by the (jerînan Colony

for a fltting recel)tlof to their Ruler.

Now tlic pilgrini reas the henefit of

their loyalty. Since that tinie the

harbor and the streets have been kept

in good condition, but owing to the

opposition of the Turks, the railroad to

Nazareth lias not been completed. The

old part of the city bears the stamp of

the East, but displays more cleanliness

than is often evinced in the " dim,

mysterious Orient." The more modern

portion resembles an Amnericen city.

Here the Templars, both American and

(jerman, have set up their Lares and
Penates. Those wbo would enjoy the
sight of beauteous gardens should tarry

here agwhile. We repaired to the

dwelling of a former resident of Buf-

falo, now highly prosperous under the

(1846-1878ý, and Leo
XIII. have pronounced three hundred
and ten beatifications, while the naines
of seventy-eight holy nmen and women
were on the roll of saints. Leo XIII.
bas pronounced thirty-one beatifica.
tions aud ten canonizations during bis
pontificate. Leo XIII. bas taken par.
ticular interest in the martyrs wlîo stîf.
fered under Henry VIII. and Queen

Elizabeth. Nothing, it is said, gave
him grenIer pleasure than the bentifica.
tion of Cardinal Fisher, Margaret Pole
and Sir Thomias More. Two hundred
and five out of the threc litndred and
teti persons beatifled during the cen-
tury were martyrs. 0f tbe seventy.
eiglit canoîîized, forty.six were mnar-
tyrs, twenty-four confessors &nid seven
virgins. 0f the tlîree hundred and ten
lieatihced, two bundrcd and six (lied for
Our Lord, înost of tbein iii Japan dur.
ing the slaughter of the Clîristians
tliere. The îîîîîjority of the forty-six
martyrs canonized suflèred deatb in
Tonuîin il! 185 an>! Iuter.
