You will be glad to hear that since
1847 the number of members has neart doubled,
being now MO, Lange addimons have been made
durng the past year to the Library which now
contine 1514 books, aclreted with great care by
the Commiitee with a view to the danction of the
taste of the jamiar aremnbers into channelsofsound
and useful knowletge.  The Library alone
ought to commend the Institute to an extended sup-
Kon, and 1 ¢ suld indulge inthe expression of a
ope that some of my tair hearers whe do not in-
tend to devote their lives to Crochet work and Ber-
lin woul, will penmitour Librarian to supply them
with atew patterns ol the tlowers and fruits of Lite-
rature. Our reading room, regularly supplied with
the heat periodicals and journals of the day both
English and Amertcan (to the numnber of 3) con-
tinues to be well attended and s the source of
much pleasnre and unlity to our members.  The
drawing class too, has, under most able supervi-
#100, been markedly suceessful , indeedd there s in
cvery department most gratitying evidence of vi-
tahity and sucees.  Added to all this I any happy
o announce that we are out of debt, and have a
balance 1n the hands of onr Treasurer, a small
onc ft 14 true, because our duty 1s to extend the
uscfulness rather than to nurse the icome of the
Insitute.  Agreeable, however, as §s the state-
ment which [ am cnablad 0 make to you in these
imyonanl pomts, we have still our troubles; and
as it is scarcely fair that you should join in onr
rejoicing without sharing aleo in our sorrow, we
anticipate your sympathy when we declare that
weare * cab:n'd, crib o, confined” 1n a builting alto-
ther inadequate to our wants, and whose locality

A new
and more commodions building in a beiter situa-

of Infidelity —~The Chairman resumned his seat
amidet great applause.

Mn Pronosaid he had much pleasure in sub-
mitting the resolution cntrastad to him, Lecause
he consklered the wnembers of the Institite should
be grateful to thowe gentlemen who devote their
time and talents for our beacfit. Ee had been
much benefittad personally in listening to the va-
rione loctures of the past scason, and he fet satis-
fied that no ouc who attended these lectures would
rest contented without further examination into
the varions subjects =0 ably diccussed.  He could
not help taking the [rircscnl oppottunity of sayin
that the attendance of young mechanicsduring this
past scason has not been solarge as he could have
wishad it. It formerly was 2 common sayin
that the best mechanics were the most dissipates
men; but he hoped that this saying would now be
found to be erroncous, and that the best mechan-
ics wonld also be found to be the most intelligent

men.  He felt much gratification at the attend-
ance of so many females (clicers) at the lectures

but he regrettad that an Institution numbering
310 members had not a better situation for their
place of mecting, and a better building to invite
theie friends to. With a buailding such as this
Hall it would be a credit to the mechanics of To-
ronto.  Without however trespassing further, he
begged to move the following resulution,

“*I'hat the members of the Torunto Mechanics’
Institute are much indebted to the Lecturers of
the past xeason for the very valuable assistance
which they have rendered the Institate in dissemi-
nating wseful informativn, and in arousing a
tante for the acquisition of knowledge amony ita
members, and the public generally. That ina
spirit of warm appreciation they herewith tender to
thase gentlemen thelr hearty and united thanks.”

Mgr. TitoMas briefly scconded the resolution
which was then submitted to the meeting an;
carried unanimously.

Mau. T. Q. Ropenrtaoy, said he felt called upon
to express the gratitude of those gentlemen who,
as well as himself, had had the opportusity of
addressing the Institute during the past season,
He wished however to dissent to a certain extent
from the resolution submnitted on this occasion.
They were all well aware that Mechanics’ lnsti-
tutes have progressed so rapidly in public favuur,
that they have an entirely different aspect now to
what they once had.  The audiences which as-
semble to these lectures include a great amount
of information and ability, to which it must be
considered a degree of honour to have the privi-
lege of deliver l;g an address, He for one had
felt that so far from requiring thapks for the cf-
forts he had made, that they should rather return
thanks to the Institute for the compliment paid
them in being permitted to enjoy the pleasure of
delivering lecturvs to these audicnces. These lec-
tures are frequently devoted to abstruse subjects
and such as would excite little general interest,
but he felt that in Toronto there was a great a.
mount of intelligence and taste displayed in regard

». Honorr, was happy that the lectures had
been eo well attendod during the scason,  He joeg
wishal tv make one observation to the commities
who might undertake to make arrangements for
the Jectures of another scason, Lecturers should
afin more at the disscmination of usctul know-.
onlglc, and if two or three gentlemen who were sim.
ilarly suinded, and whose tastes were alike, were
to unite in giving a short scrics of lectures upox
some one subjeet it would tcod more to the advan
tage of the Institution than the practice hitherto
adopted.~—Applause,

Rev. Mg, Luwae moved the following rcso-
lation: X

He cougratulated the Chairman upon the posi-
tion he occupicd as President of this [nstitute, and
trusted that the Institute would progress as satis-
factorily under his presideney as it had done under
that of{h able prelecessor, Professor Croft.  T'o
the lectures of that gentlemen he had often listen-
ed with delight, and he was gratified that a gen-
tlemac occupying a position so honourable should
interest himself in an Institution like this for the
spread of intelligence throughout the community.

¢ complimented the President on the excelient
address he had justdelivered. Thedescription he
had given of the cssays was most adinirable—of
course he wishad to exclude any reference (o his
own lectures, (great applause.) That able ad-
dress had given them all a”chance for im-
mortality, aed he thought that at all events they
should feel thankful, (applause,) He concurnd
most heartily ip the resolution be had the plea.
surc to submit. He rejolced, and he thought
every lover of his country would rejoice in the
efforts made to extend Mechanjcs’ Institutes
throngh this young, rapidly growing, and very
noble coumr{. The intlucnce of these Institutes
when properly conducted is qrc-cmincnlly good.
He had felt in listening to the lectures that it was
gcullarlyheallhful tohimself.

sacred book.  He felt i a privilege that a health-
ful influence of this descripuon pervades this
Inentute, and he congratnlated  all pefsans
connected with the fnstitute upon that happy cie-
cumetance, not simply for ita own sake,
bt for the sake of the countey.  He ex-
pected the cenntry to grow, and he fepoeed in
the prospeet of it growih, and it wae the privileze
of this Instiate to be able to exent a beaeficial -
fluence. It wasa uoble thing and eminently fa.
vuutable to tl ¢ vther Institntes of this cuuntry,
that a healthfal influence should flow out from
this one to them.  He thought it une of the hap-
picst things n connexton with this country , one
of the best glgments in jta characier, the lcxulrncy
there f+ through the length and breadih of the
the land,—amoung all partice—to recognice the
pre-eminent importance of Revelation ke hoped
the influcnce exerted by this Insiitute will be al-
ways of this description, and that atong with the
kugwledge which & may be the means of
communicating there will alzo be the counte.

in the Bible, (great applause) and that we have
in both these develupments tne same manifi sta-
tione of the same benevolence and the same good.
The beuelits of these Institutions are =o numerous
that he conll hardly trust himselfto name them,
as it would lcad him 1w trespass far too lung
upon the time~(Applause.) He would «imply
suggest that they atlond a very honourable oppor-
tunity of enjoyuient at a rate that is exceedingly
casy aad light whether as to the time or expense
involved. ‘The intormation communicated is
another bengfivial virousastance, 18 had beon hia
practice in cvery case,—unless detained by urgent
necessity,—tv be present at the lectures and he
benefitted very largely by his attendance.  Ano-
ther thingfis dnc impulse which they giveto mind,
and the mental habits they assist in forming —
The knowledge cominunicated is rcrhaps about
the smallest part, but the beneficial inducnce in
forming mental habits that qualify the individual
for pursuing advamagcously any study to which
he may give humxcll, tends )nr;;'vly to moral im-
rovement.  Then there is another benckcial in-
uency, the casy, pleasant and affectivnate contact
into which they bring the several purtivns of the
community ; that is a nappy intluence. Then
last—not Jeast, iy the opportunity U)cg'cgivc to the
individuals engaged in lecturing, to benefit thum-
sclves, pethaps even more than lfxcy benefit those
whom they address. It is an exceedingly beauti-
ful sayioyg among the innumerable beautiful say-
fngs of the Wise Man, “In all labuur there fs
roilt.” e had felt the furce of this in his own
onncxion with tke Institate. 1le rejuiced in the
spread of these Institutes through the country.
He liked the idea expressal in his resolation oa
that paint. But it was well to remember that
they may, be made productive of much mischief
in the way they are carried out, although that is
not their Dature or tendency. "Thir tendency is
to do goud, and their effects will be good, in 20
far as they are conducted healthfully, ~ He hoped
the time was not far distant when {t will be felt
by all the lostuitutions of *his Jescription that
“Unlon i3 Strength."—Applause.)

in order to escape another prosccution. There he
formed an acquaintance wilh the players, and
was enrollcd amongst them, though what sort of
characters he performal docs not appear,  Mr,
Rowe ohacrves that he never could meet with an

further account of him as an actor, than that i

highest part was th Glost in his own Hamiet,
Qucen Elizabeth had scvernl of his plays acted
before her, and without doubt gave him marksof
her favor. She was so pleared with the character
of FalstafY in the two patts of Henry VI, that she
commanded him to exhibit him in love, on which
occasion Shakeapeare wrote his rich and admira-
ble con.edy of the ** Merry Wives of Windsor.”
s greatest patron wasthe Earl of Sonthampton,
who {s said on one occaslon to have presented him
with £1000; and he enjoyed the friendship of
his most cminent literary contemporaries. Having
become proprictor and manager of the Globe
Theatrc, he realised a handsome fortune which
enabled him to spend the close of his life at his
navive Wown, where he parchased a honne and es-
tate 1o which he gave the name of New Place,
Here Shakespeare planted the famous mulberry
troe, which remained an object of profit to the
people of Stratford, and veaeration of visitoes till
about 1759, when the possessor,out of hatred to the
juhabitants, cut it down. Shaxespears died on
his 52nd birthday, in 1616, and was buried in the
church of Stratford, whete his monument siill re-
