From Miss M. Melville.

CisaMBa, W.C. Africa, March 14th, 1896.

Dear Mgs, NasyiTH :—My sister and myself have been at
[Kamundonga for two weeks’ visit and rest. We enjoyed our
visit, spending one week with Miss Fay and the second with
Ir. and Mrs, Sanders. The situation is very pretty, on_the
face of a hill at the foot of which flows a small stream. It is
Inuch quieter than Cisamba, there not being so many villages
hear. On Saturday we went with Miss ¥ay to the group of
Bvillages to invite the people to church. The villages in this
fountry are enclosed by a fence made of the trunks of small
frees, placed so close together that not even a small dog can pass
Bhrough. They are very irregular, and ane can easily become

ewildered and probably neglect to visit some of the houses.
[But our homeward journey was perhaps more interesting, at
Beast for us. The distance is about thirty-five miles, the path
ying across level country, through woods none of which are at
bl dense excepting after dark, A short distance we went along
he Portuguese waggon-road leading to the fort. We rose at
ve and were ready for our journey shortly after six, but the
guist that had been hanging over the stream changed mto a
eavy rain. However, atter an hour of weary waiting the clouds
began to break, and the sun shane out; but still the rain poured,
fnd a rainbow appeared, showing unsettled weather. At 7.10
fve placed ourselves in our tepoias and started, enjoying our ride
intil one o’clock, getting out now and again for a little walk, as
ne gets very tired lying still for from ten to thirteen hours.
Ve had our luncheons 8o that we could eat them while travel-
ing, While crossing a river, over half of which there is a bridge
bi native make—being of sticks tied together with bark string—
e had a very small shower, but about vne o'clock we heard the
asin commng, In about five minutes it was upon us, pouring . -
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down in turrents  The men struggled on uver the slippery path,
for the clay makes it su. Of course the men had no protection
from 1t, but went bravely vn.  Svon it passed and was clear for
a short tume, but another shuwer, heavier if pussible than befurg,
came up, with loud thurdet,  Being near a village, the men car,
ried me to the gate. We went into the village, and sat in the
onjango or sitting roumn of the village This iy an vpen hut,
built of sticks placed in a circle, uprightly, covered by a ruf
thatched with grass. The men ate the rvasted corn which the
brought with them. My sister said, in the village in which hej
carriers rested they offered a gourd of beer, \\hicfx all drank Ly
the station buy who accumpanied us.  Resting half an hour, w
agan resumed our journey. The rain svun poured again.
you can picture a hammoch swung on a bamnboo pole, with a to
or cover attached tu protect une from the sun; but when th
rain cumes in a slanting direction, as it generally does, it sou
wets everything I bad my waterproof on, but it soon becam
useless, and my sleeves could easily have been wrung. Th
remains of my luncheon was soaked with water. I, however
kept it, in case I should not reach Cisamba that night. Onw
came, very slowly, the rain getting heavier. The men wen|
splashing through the paths filled with water ; unce both tl
men slipped at once, and of course I found wyself lying flat o
the ground, but only laughed, as it was very difficult for them
walk. Soon it became sv dark that one man had to walk ju
before the tepoia and call tv the men who carried it what lay i
the path. The most difficult part of the path was descending
small hill where the path was very rough, and the men carryin;
the tepoia had to feel each step with their feef before going o
You can 1magine the very slow progress we made. At the fu
of this hill 1s & stream, and my sister says het men had to seard
for quite a while before they could find the bridge. , My tepui
crossed before it was quite dark, so they could just see it. T
men wanted to stay at a village, but we were not three-quarter
of an hour from C.samba, so I said ‘“Goon™ The next anl
last stream was difficult, being deop, but not very wide. Ju
after we had crussed, we heard my sister's carriers singing ,
bad not seen her since 11.30 A.M., as she had taken a differe
path. We were glad to hear them singing. We were, of cour.
met a short distance vut by the buys, who had heard the me§.
singing—which they always do in entering a village with a tepot
Arriving in Cisamba at 8.30, abuut thirteen and a half hou
after leaving Kamundonga, we were glad tu eat a warm supy
and retire. .
We are thankful tv say we are nune the worse of vur wettin
and feel the benefit of our visit. .

Mr. Currie is just preparing to visit the new Captain at the
Portuguese fort aud pay bis tespects. He will be ab<ent for four
days teturnibiyg iu time for Sunday service. Yesterday we had
avery guod congiegation, and goud attention. The stream has
been high, o1 rather, the bridge broken, Letween here and the
villuges, so that crossing was difficult ; now, however, the bridge
lias been mended, but childien had to be cartied over as they
wuld nut wade. The visiting of the villages at a distance in
order to do evangelistic work has not been carried on for a short
time, as there has been smallpox, and Mr. Currie thought it best
not to have much intercourse with the station and those villages.
It will suun be bogun again,  The visiting of the near villages on
Sunday afternvuns has been carried on, the people always hear-
ing the word gladly. Iray that they may soun receive it as
their own.

From Miss Ewmily McCallum.

SMYRNA, May 7, 1896.
To the Ladies of the C.C.W.B.M.
My Dear Friewvps :--Mrs. Sanders has asked me to write a
short account of Galene’s progress this year. Galene, as you
will remember, iy 1..w twelve years old, and she has been in
school just two years, When she came she knew only a few
words of Inglish, and began with the First Reader ; she is now
in the Fourth Reader, and is alsv studying English grammar,
She can translate with great ease either frum English to Greek
or Greek to English, and she speaks English very nicely indeed,
much better than many girls who have been four or five years in |
the school. She also seems to have no difficulty in understand-
ing English sermons; and for a year now she has been reading
Inglish books such as “Jessica's First Prayer,” * Bible Stories,”
etc. In Greek she is reading Zenophon’s * Memorabilia ¥ She
is by far the youngest in the class, all the other girls being from
sixteen to eighteen years of age, and yet Galene is one of the
best scholars. Besides this, she has Bible lessons every day,
geography, Greek history, fancy work, and on alternate days
writing and gymnastics. She is also having music lessons so
_that she may be able to play the organ in her father's church,
Some people might not approve of her having music lessons, but
we feel that it will be a great help to the work if she is able to
play for the services, or for singing in her school. It provesa
great attraction. and often people are drawn in by the sound of
ainging who would not come any other way.
_Galene is 3 good child, Her greatest fault is carelessness; but
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this may be partly due to her age, and I think she is trying to
overcome it. I hope you will remember her in your prayers,
that she may grow in grace as well as in knowledge,

Thanking you most heartily for your kindness to Galeune.

P.S.—I am delighted at the stand the Witness has takem in
regard to the Armenian troubles; and the “Relief Fund® is
doing splendidly. My brother in Marash has not been able tv
get any papers through for a long time, but fortunately he
thought of asking me to re-inail from here, so I am sending vn
the Witness and Congregutionalist, and they reach him safely.
The Turks are not so suspicious of something inailed from
Smyrna. One cannot see any end to the help needed, with the
thousands of people in such sore need of help, and hindered vn
all sides by the government from resting their occupations.
Quite a number of refugees are coming into Smyrna now, so we
shall have a share in the relief work. The German Deaconesses
have offered to take 50 orphans into their orphanage. They will
keep them for eight years, and give them a thorough training--
a certain amount of education—then alsn train them as nurse-
maids, cooks, or something of the kind. We are trying to help
in the money for their travelling expenses. The Avmenian com-
munity here has promised to care for 100 orphans.

Before
the negroslaves in the West Indies were emancipated, a regiment
of British soldiers were stationed near one of the plantations.
.\ soldier offered to teach a slave to read, on condition that he
would teach a second, and that second a third, and so on. This
he faithfully carried out, though severely flogged by the master
of the plantation. Being sent to another plantation, he repeated
the snme thing there, and when at length liberty was proclaimed
throughout the island, and the Bible Society offered a New
Testament to every negro who could read, the number taught
through this slave’s instrumentality was no less than 600.—Irésk
Congregational Magazine. :
