'his was the whole gospel, con-
centrated {n a promise that God
made to Abrahmn, But Paul
defines the gospel, 1 Cor. xv, 3, to
be“ that Christ died for our sins
accordmg to the Seriptmes” The
Janguage of the Abraham .is a
promfue, The death of Christ is
gecomplisingent of that promise
in facl.  The goapel in promise of
Christ, and the gospe] in him,
many centusies before He came,
but the gospel in fact i the death
of Christ according to the gerip-
tures, and the full gospel develop-
¢d through hin, as Paul expiesses
it, *“ made manifest among oll na-
tions for the oledlence of faith.”
In other words, the prowpise to
Abraham preached the gospel pro-
spoctively, or as something good
o come ; but the Apostles, after
tlte resmrection of Chnist,preached
it in fuet, or as something good
that Aad eome, .

RANTIZING XOT BAPTIZING.

In his dobate with Mr, Rice, near-
Iy forty ycars ago, Mr. Compbell sald,
in effoct, that no translater, anciont
or modern, Jew, Gentile or Pagan,
had over translated baptizo or any of
its fomily by sprinkle or pour. Mr.
Rice quoted Rev. xix:13, “and ho
was elothed with a vosture dipped in
blood.”
