England. He is the 93rd in succession to St. Augustine,
who came to the Kingdom of Kent in 597 A.D.

sien thiereof."

Vihe choir altcrwards sang a Te Decum. The formn
of enthroninent adopted <litlercdi iu -everal respects
froint that which bas been wied in recent tinres. ln
soute ways it reseunbled the forin uscd tipon the
occasion cf the' enthronemncent cf Archbishop Wake in
1716.

The procession having been rc-fornied, the Arch-
hishop wvas couducted throuffl the nave and cloisters
to the Cluapter House, where the Arclideaieon placed
His Grace ini the principal scat, %saying (in Latin):
"We assigi thee this seat, Most Reverend Father in
Goa."

After the Arclibishop huat taken an oath to main-
tain the righits of the Churcli of Canterbury, the oath
having been adniinistered on the Holy Gospels, the
