constitution of the Church of England,itutuwl4ch
chere 'vas every prospect ef ito; being receiveti, net
on the gratins]ti t it wnnted divine authority; no,
that sotherjty was conccded; but expressaly on
the grouind that t tyould interfere witb the
Qucen'a prcrogative." In othier wordis, ahe refor-
ration of tiz Church wq.s sacrificed ta narrow

views. of supposeti political conycnicnce.
Il know,"' saya Archbishop WhItgift, "*that hn

tie primxitive chorch they bail, in every church,
certain tenionls 10 whurn the govertiueai cf the
cofigregation %yWoa coaT.ntnlted."
