“ The mere uddition of the mark.
certainly, would not make that val-
uable which before was worthles~.
But as it never is applied except 1o
articles of intrinsic value, it serves
to attest the value of the article on
which it is found. Every piece of
gold and silver plate is required by
law to be tested by duly authorized
persons. If, on ecxamination, it
should be found that an article pre-
sented is, in any degree, below the
standard of purity. that article i«
immediately demolished, and vep-
dered valueless, except as old metal,
But if it is approved, these marks
are affixed to attést its purity and
value 3 and thero they stand o3 «
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permanent memarial that the law
has been complied with, and that
the article is standard gold or silver,
as it purports to be, These marks
were formerly stamped at the Mint
Office, in the Tower of London.—
Hence the name ¢ Tower murks.’
But the Mint is now removed fiom
the Tower, andthe plate is marked
at the ¢(ioldemith’s Hall,” in Lon-
don, Edinburgh, Dublin, Sheffield,
and Birwingham. They are now
more properly called, ¢ Haull-
marks.’?

are other matters, besides silver
goods and plated, in which we are
liable to mistuke or deception.”’—

themselves,’ and many orphans whom
the  provide for, belonging to anme
who have visited Feejee, and others
who have die¢ here. ‘I'bev are very
industrious, and their conduct gond.
Yet they need religion ; and, in order
to that, they need a Miseionary. As
we shall not be likely to be able to
supply them ith one, it is desirable
that something should be done for
them, Their« hildren are growing up,
and eail about Feeje w fih their pa-
rents.  Some of them are able to read

been taught by Mr. Huns, Their
prrents ave very derirous that they
should be educated, and would cheer-
fully contribu.e what they could for
their education.

AREPTILEROOMBY NIGHT

The following wrecount of a visit
by night to the Room in the Zoologi-
cal Gardens, Regents Park, is tak-
en, with some abridgement, from
Bentley's Miscelleny :

About ten o’clock one evening
during the last spring, in company
with two naturalists of eminence,
we entered that apartment. A

small lantern was our only light,
and the faint illumination of this
imparted a ghastly character to the
scene before us. ‘I'be clear plate-
glass which facesthe ciges was in-
visible, and it was difficult to be-
lieve that the mousters were in con-
finement and the spectators secure.
Those who have ounly seen the boas,
and pythons. the rattlesnakes and
cobras, lazily hanging in festoons
from the furks ol the trees in ths
dens, or sluggishly coiled up, can
form no conception of the appear-
ance and actions of the same erea-
tures at night.  ‘The huge boas and
pythons were chasing ench other in
every dircction, whisking about the
dens with the rapidity of lightning,
sometimes clinging in huge coils
round the branches, anon entwining
eich oher in massive folds, then
separating they would rush over
and under the branches hissing, and
lashing their tails in hideous sport
Ever and anon thirsty with their
exertions, they would approach the
pans.of water and drink, eagerly
lapping it with thei: forked tongues.
As our eyes became accustomed to
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“the-darkness, we .perceived objects
better 3 and on the uppermost branch
qf-the tree, in the den of the big-
gest serpent, we perceived a pigcon

-quietly roosting, appurently indil-
ferent alike to the turmoil winch
wag going on around and to the vi-
¢inity of the monster whse weal it
was fo form. In the den of one of
the smaller serpents was a linle
mouge whose pauting s.desand [ast-
beating heart showed that it at
least disliked its company. . . . .

During the time we were looking
at these creatures, all surts of odd
noises were heard. A strange
scratching against the gliss would
be audible—1t was the carnivarous
lizard endeavoring to inform us
that it was a fast-day avith him en-
direly contrary to his inclination.
A sharp hiss would startle us from
another quarter,-—and we stepped
back involuntarily as the lantern
revealed the inflated hood and
threatening action of an angry co-
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bra. Then a rattiesnake wodld
take umbroge, and sounding an’
alarm, would make a stroke against
the gluss, inten: ing lor our person.
The fixed gnze frum the brilliunt
eyes of the huge pythons was more
fuscin-iting than pleasunt,—ond the
scene taking it altogether, more
exciting than agreeable. Each of
the spectators nvaluntarily stooped
to mihe sure that his treusers were
well strapped down 3 and as if our
nerves were jesting, a strange sen-
sition would every now and then
be felt, resembiing the twining of a
small snake about the legs.  Just
before leaving the liouse a great
dorr beetle which had flown in, at-
tracied by the light, struck with
somie force against our right ear.
