iz News, in giving itself a write-up recently,
took occasion to say a few words about news-
paper matters generally in the Queen City,
Fallowing is a condensation of The News’
facts, figuves and dates :

An actual count shows that there e pub.
lished in Toronto no less than 53 weekly jour-
nals, 6o monthlies, 10 semi-monthlics and 10
quarterly, half-ycarly or yearly.

‘Toronto, then called Little York, had no
newspaper until 1794, when The Upper Canada
Gazette or American Oracle was moved over
from Niagaa with the seat of government.
Some time after this Joseph Wilcox started an
opmosition paper called The Upper Canada
Guardian or Freeman’s Journal.  In 1817 Dr.
Holmes took hold of the Gazette and at once
improved its title by leaving off the American
Oracle pat of it.

The Observer appeared in 1820, but lasted
only a shait time and was succeeded by The
Colonial Advocate, published by William Lyon
Mackenzie.

Francis Collins began the publication of The
Canadian Freeman in 18235, and in 1833 The
’atriot first appeared.  The Colonist came out
in 1838, being edited by Hugh Scobie, a Scotch-
man. In 1840 The Examiner first made its
appearance, and it may be catled the precursor
of modern journalism in Toronto.

Gearge Brown came to Toronto in 1843 and
hought out The Banner, which was then pub-
lished as an organ of the Free Presbyterian
church.  From The Banuer sprang The Globe,
which first appeared as a weekly in 1844, asa
semi-weekly in 1846, as a tri-sweekly in 1849,
and as the first Jdaily in Ontario in 1853.  Geo.
Brown died in 1880, was succeeded by his
brother, J. Gordon Brown, who, a few years
after his accession, was succceded by john
Cameron, of the London Advertiser, who in
turn made way for the present conductor of
that paper, J. W, Willison. C. W. Taylor is
business manager of The Globe.

The News omits all mention of The Leader
and The Liberal, the latter of which had a
short existence somewhere about 1873, being
managed by John Cameron, of London. The
Leader, we believe, was started somewhere in
the fifties and dropped out of the ficld i the
carly seventies. There was also The Courier
somiewhere about 1832 and The Mirror later
on.

The Daily Telegraph, Robertson & Cook,
proprictors, appearcd m 1866 and continned
until 1872, when it ccased publication.

The Mail came into existence in 1872, under
the management of 1. C. Patteson, Toronto's
present postmaster.  In 1877 it was purchased
by John Riordan, of St. Catharines, who con.
verted the business into a joint-stock company,
with C. \W. Bunting as managing director and
W J. Douglas as secretary, which positions
both gentlemen still hold.

‘The Telegram appeared in 1876, with John
Ross Robertson as proprictor, and immediately
became a success, and has, unlike all its city
contemporaries, had an uninterrupted career of
prosperity under the control of its founder,

The World made its debut in 1880, with its
present  proprictor, W. F. Maclean, M.P., as
one of its founders.

Next in order came The News in 1881.  In
its carly days it was managed by E. E. Shep.
pard, who retired in 1887 and madc room for
George Darby, who also retired about six
months ago and made way for the present
manager, William Douglas, eldest son of \V.
J. Douglas, of The Mail.

Then for a few years no new papers were
started in Toronto, but through the defection
from the Conservative cause of The Mail about
1886 that political party decided to have an-
other organ and The Empire appeared with
the year 1887. Its proprictor is a joint-stock
company, and David Creighton has managed
the paper and the business from the beginning,

Youngest amongst Toronto’s dailies is The
Star, which came into existence as a working-
man’s paper in the fall of 1893, being edited
by Thos. A. Gregg, formerly editor of The
News. After a brief career The Star suspend-
cd but was resuscitated after a few months by
a joint-stock company, of which J. J. Crabbe is
the managing dircctor and editor of the paper.

Arccord of Toronto’s daily newspapers would
not be complete without The Sun, which was
born and died within a few days in the winter
of 1893-3. E. A. Macdonald officiated as
obstetrician and also at the obscquics.

Economy in the Printing Office.

Tuese are days of keen competition in all
lines of business, and it is most important that
rigid  cconomy should prevail everywhere,
cspecially in printing offices where waste is
sctious and competition severe.  The Engraver
and Printer in a recent number deals with this
subject in a bricf article, and announces as a
true theory the principle of having as few work-
men as can accomplish the labor, and paying
them well.  Have no drones in the office who
fill the places of good men without doing their
work. The dawdler not only wastes his own
time—rather his employer’s—but he sets a bad
example to the others. Have no such person
about the place, throw him overboard with the
superfluous ones.  If the work can be done Iy
four good hands and six indifferent ones are
employed upon it a saving will be cfiected by
reducing the staff to four, even if that four re-
ccive the same wages as the six.  Labor is the
chief expense of printing, and yet in how many
places is the workman allowed to come late, to
be a long time at his meals, to dawdle over his
work, and to depart carly, or to permit his
presses to stand idle a quarter or half an hour
at a stretch? It is the duty of cvery foreman
to sce that nothing is wasted, and that time
and material arec made to go to their limit, and
it is the employer’s duty to see that he has that
kind of a foreman. Working overtime is also
a scrious cause of loss in many printing offices.
As a rule, itis not a good thiny cither for ma-

terial or men. The later may get more wages
on pay day and the employer nay think he is
remuncerated by an extra price charged his cus.
tomer.  As a matter of fact both are worse off,
the workman througl wjury to his constitution,
the cmployer becar  his men are not in fit
condition for their next day's labor, besides his
incidental losses through extra light, heating,
ctc. Besides, it is well established that men
cannot and do not do as much work or as goud
and careful work overtime as they do during
regular hours.  Then, again, the customer
complains of the extra charge and probably
blames the office for its nccessity, forgetting
his own dclinquencics in not prepaving his
copy when he might, or in not returning proofs
promptly as he should.  He is most likely o0
consider only the extra expense and resolve to
try someone else for his next job. Accidents
to presses, waste of materials, danger from fire
and many other catastrophes are more likely
to happen through overtime work, and alto-
gether it is far from compensated for by any
eatra price that the employer is likely to get
for the work.

There are many other things that occasion
unnecessary loss in printing offices, of which a
few may be mentioned:  Time wasted huating
for sorts or furniture, rules, ctc., of which the
officc cither has an insufficient supply or dead
matter containing them is not promptly dis-
tributed : spoiled sheets of paper are crumpled
up and thrown away, whilst fine sheets of good
paper are uscd for scribbling purposes : wrap.
ping papers and twines are unnecessarily wast.
cd when they might be cavcfully put away for
use s vollers are not properly cared for and inks
arc left open to dry and skin up, for the better
the quality of the ink the more certain it is to
skin over if left open. These may appear
small things at the first glance, but life is made
up of small things, and cconomy cannot be
practised on a large scale if it is neglected on a
small one.

BookMakiR: English printers are complain.
ing that cheap library cditions are being printed
abroad, and they say the system is extending,
much to the detiment of the trade at home. 1t
is not needful here to say that is a just griev-
ance. It is obviously so on the face of it, and
we believe with a contemporary that such
“wanton cheeseparing  will inevitably recoil
upon the houses which practice it,” no matter
in what country they may be located.  Home
industrics and home labor have 2 right to
demand consideration from peaple who look to
the home market for their profits.
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The Copyright Question.

The dernal copsright question is again cropping
upin evers dircetion. A the dinner of the Authors!
socicty on Thursday night Canadian publishers
were rogndly denouneed  as vampires who lived
upon the brains and blood of writers. A picture
was pamted o a st of desperadoes iving in Toronte
who were deseribed upon the doorplates and in the
local directory as printers and booksellers, but were
reallv land pirates with hoofs and fangs, It was
amounced that the neat battle of the authors will
I against the pirate business as carried on in the
Dominion,

The above appeaed as a cable despatch
from London in the Toronto papers recently.
It is about as silly & despatch as was ever wired
across the Atlantic Ocean. The facts are that
Canadian pesses are standing idle because a
fair solution of the question has not heen as-
sented to by the Imperial authorities.  No
Biitish or forcign works can be published in
this country simply for the reason that the
Dominion Copyright Act is not allowed to be.
come law.  Under existing laws all such work
is now being done in the United States, wheie
their legistators look after the interests of their
own country, and the Canadian market is
placed wholly at the disposal of foreign pub.
lishers.  If the British authorities desired to
kill off the Canadian publishing business for
the benefit of United States printers they could
not go about it in a more effective way.  The
stupid insult conveyed in the above despatch
goes to show that the Authors® Society is com-
posed of aset of people who read nothing but
their own valuable writings.  This copyright
question has been fully set forth by Sir John
Thompson in a most able paper which was
niude public on both sides of the Adantic. |t
would be more becoming in the Authors® So-
cicty to debate the guestion on its merits and
answer the Canadian arguments, i they are
competent to doso, rather than insult Canadian
publishers by such asinine twaddle as that con-
tiined in the despatch quoted above. It is bad
cnough for our publishing firms to find their
businesses ruined without being denounced as
vampires and land pirates.  Apparently the
only true soluton of the difficulty is for our
Government to put the Canadian Copyright Act
m force and thus compel the prnung to be
done in Canada mstead of as now in foreign
countries. Avgument, or even courtesy, would
seem o be thrown away upon the Authors’
Socicty,

IN Germany an inquiry has been made into
the causes of sickness and mortality among
printers, showing that 61 per cent. of the deaths
recorded in this trade during the past ten years
were due to lung discase. The source of the
trouble is attributed to the dust allowed to accu-
mulate in the type cases which contains a large
proportion of lead. Consumption has often
been described as the printer’s scourge, and
this inquiry would seem to confirm the idca.
Some makes of type also contain arsenic, which
1> far more fatal even than lead.  Toronto type
is guaranteed to contain no arsenic and much
less lead than is usually employed, so that this
type, from a sanitary standpoint, is the most
desirable. -

Work.

Turke and one-hall square inches of type
weigh one pound.  Find out the number of
square inches and divide by 33, which will give
the net weight of the matter when set up,  T'o
allow for type remaining in cases, over sorts,
cte., add 50 per cent. where the net weight is
100 lbs. or less, 40 per cent. where weight is
200 lbs., 25 per cont. for goo Ihs., and 20 per
cent. for larger quantitics. A pair of news
cases will hold tifty pounds of type.

The following arc the number of cms in one
pound of type:

Small Pica . . . 170 Minion, . . . 300
Long Primer. . . 200 Nonpareil. 520

One pound of leads or slugs covers fonr
square inches. A pound of 6-to-pica leads will
extend 128 inches in length. One thousand
ems of leaded matter contains following weights
of 6-to-pica leads.

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Folding Machine Paste.

Users of folding machines with pasting at-
tachments, as a rule experience a lot of trouble
in getting them to work properly.  In fact this
is so gencerally the case that it is a common
thing for the pasting appliances to be quictly
discarded and the papers sent out in two
sheets.  Itis not a difficult matter to overcome
all troubles of this kind, if the following recons-
mendations are followed out :

The paste should be made of good wheat
flour. Fhe best way to prepare it is to mix the
flour in cold water to the consistency of a niod-
crately thick batter.  Sce that it is well and
cvenly mixed, so that it is perfectly free from
lumps. Next pour hoiling hot water into the
batter, stirring it effectually during the opera.
tion. The water must be at boiling heat as
otherwise the paste will not be sufficiently
cooked; it is not necessary to do this over a
fire, as that mecthod tends to overcook the
paste, possibly burn it and render it lumpy and
uscless.  As soon as the paste is quite cold it is
ready for use, and if too thick must be thinned
with cold water until it flows quite freely.
though not so freely as to leak out of the
receptacle.  If required to be kept for any
length of time, a little pulverized alum will
cause it to remain sweet.

Cleanliness is essential to the proper work-
ing of the paster. Seethatit is kept scrup-
ulously clean always. It should be thorough-
ly cleancd, dried and oiled before using as well
as afterward. By obscrving these directions
carcfully, any ordinary pasting attachment will
be found to work perfectly.
