‘What constitutes a good aninal of uny
given breed or type? This is a proposi-
tion which should interest every farmer.
Tt is a notorious fact that many failmes
in breeding can bo traced to an utter Jack
of tinf as to the diff
between good and bad specimens of the
dafferent breeds. Theo heavaest bull, stal-
hon, boar or ram 1s not necessanly the
bestone. Thereareother points of vastly
more consequence than mere pounds
uvoir&lu‘{:ois. ‘oo much importance_is
attached by most farmers to mere weight.
Information_touching that })oint. how-
ever, is usually the burden of the queries
addressed to owners and helpers by visit-
ors at the fairs. Education along this
line lies at the very basis of success in
stock-keepin{.

The mistake the average individual
makes in this matter is based upon a
fecling of false pride. The average man
dislikes to admit that he needs light upon
this subject, and so we see men examin-
ing stock on breeding farms or at fairs,
pretending to know all about what they
are ipspecting, when, asa matter of fact,
their lack of information is only too evi-
dent. Rather than make a frank confes-
sion and ask_an experienced breeder or
judge to kindly give some advice as to
what are the real cardinal points to be
sought, this class of people will go on
blundering and even buying in the dark
for years; but they pay a good price—in
the school of experience~for their as-
sumption of a knowledge which thoy do
not possess. There is nothing gives the
average biceder or the experienced critic
moro genuine satisfaction than to hel,
young men or old who come to them wi
the frank statement that they need light
upon he subject of breed points, There
is no sacrifice of either dignity or pride
on the part of even the most intelligent
farmer in sdmitting = lack of expert

i to imp: Vo
stock. It is really astonishing how fow
the number of people who avail them-
selves in this manner of the experience of
others, The uninformed person who
confesses ignorance and candidly asks
for “ pointers® will usually receive tho
most courteous trcatment, even at tho
hands of themost inveterate joker amon
the herdsmen and grooms in_charge o
animals on exhibition, It isthe ‘'smart
aleck” that usually forms the target for
tho wit of the attendants in charge of

Preserving Eggs.

Tur Buouxonan Process.—At tho
Birmingham, England, show last year
there was acompetition for the best d.
of preserved egrs. The cges had to be
sent in to tho custody of the sceretary
prior to October 1st, 50 that at tho time
of examination by the judges they had
to bo at least two months old, and it was
objected by many that the timo was too
short and_ought to have covered six
months, The ‘pl:m of testing by tho
Judges was as follows: To break one of
cach set into a clean saucer, then to
bring tho best cight together in the same
sanco pan, patung then into the cold
water and removing from tho fireas soon
as boiled, and alowing than to ramain
one minute and a half before testing.
Another sct, one from cach selected
dozen, were boiled ten minutes, and
opened when cold. Those preserved in
lime water were not satisfactmy, milk of
limeo being more hizhly recommended.
Others that had been coated with melted
drippings or beeswax were also found
wanting, the whites heing thin and
watery. Thobest had been simply packed
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common salt. These had not Jost sen-
sibly by evap i 00! i
albu and tasted best when boiled.
"Tho ¢xzis that took the sccond prizo were
adjudged nearly as good as the first.
Tho young lady who packed them gave
tho following a8 her method:

Melt one pait of white wax to two
parts of sperinaceti, boil and mix thor-
oughly ; or two partsclarified s
of wax and two of spermaceti.
new laid eggs, rub with anticeptic salt
or fino rico starch. Wrap cach egg in
fine tissuo paper, putting tho broad end
downwards; screw the paper tightly at
tho top, leaving an inch to hold it by,
Dip each ez rapidly into the fat heated
to ono hundred degrees.  Withdraw and
leave to cool. Pack broad end down-
wards, in dry whito sand or sawdust.

AT the meeting of medical health
officers held a few days ago at Ottawa,
a gentleman from Magsachusetts who
has‘ had considerable experience in ex-
amining cattle for tuberculosis, read a
paper in which he protested against
what is known as the tuberculin test, as
a final means of determining whether
Ca.ttle ought to be condemned as affected
with the contagious tuberculosis. He
stated that in his official capacity he had
seen thousands of dollars wasted in the
slaughter of cattle, condemned on the
tuberculin test, but which, upon post-
mortem examination, were proved to have
be.on free from disease, or affectedin such
mild form that under proper treatment &
cure would have been possible. In brief,
the medical gentleman in question con-
demned the tuberculin test as unsatisfac-
tory and costly (in cattle, or the value
thereof), to the state.

It may be so. We pretend tono clinical
or veterinary knowledge; but the con-
census of opinion at the meeting of the
medical health officers was—and is among
the majority of scientists in America and
Europe—that the tuberculin test is
t}}e safest and most reliable means yeb
dlsf?overed for the detection of tubercu-
losis. Consequently, it is the only sure
safeguard to human life against the in-
crease of this terrible malady, which in
different ways may be communicated
trom beast to man.

_ The government is, therefore, wise in
insisting on its use on imported cattle to
prevent, so far as possible, pringing the
disease intc this coantry. The govern-
ment is also to be commended for the
provisions .y 1av2 riade by which. on
making application to the Dominion ¥x-
perimental Farm at Ottawd, farmers
flhl‘oughout the country may hav: their
e(gds treg.ted gratuitously.

gium to-day, and it 18, I am afraid,
Thainly through our women that they

fail with us,”

gays this outspoken English woman.
What she says of England is in part
applicable to Canada, and the hints that
she gives to her own countrywomen may
be read, marked, learned and inwardly
digested by many Canadian wives and
daughters, with not a little advantage to

themselves.

It is true that the conditions existing
in Canada are not exactly the same as
ghose obtaining in England,but this much
is common to both countrics; the small
agriculturist and the market gardener
do not lie on & bed of roscs. While
during the last year or two there has
been in Ontario a slight movement in
the right direction, in the greater atten-
tion that is being givento theimportance
of studying the scientific side of farming.
the recognition of this principle, much
more the practice of it, is so far from

Most of the openings between the
curves in_this pattein_aro left free, but
in the middle of the largest space is a
sort of wheel made of very fine silk cord.
‘This_is sewn duwn upon the wmaterial
lightly, the stitches being well hidden
among,_ the twists, and the ends pushed
through to the wrong side and there sewn
down flat. In the middleof tho wheel is
a large sequin with a bead 1 the centre
of 1t, and in the eight spaces between tho
Darsof cord are as many beads like those
on the margin of the braid.

A very varied appearance will be given
to this pattern, according to the colois
used.  Specially good will bo the effect of
two narrow biaids instead of one wide
onc. On a navy blus cloth dress, for
instance, one braid may be blue or black,

and the second gold. Tho
small heads may be metal-
lic blue, tho cord rather
1ich blug—somewhat paler
than the background —
and the spanglo black,
with a metallic bead for
the centre of it. Endless
other changes of color
may be mado in this de-
sign, which will at all
times_prove both pretty
and effective.

rLIQUE DECORATION.

The second illustration
shows only a portion of
a bold appliqué pattern.
such as might cover the
greater part of a habit bo-
dice, a talor-made waistcoat, or, on_a
smaller scale, the revers of a coat, We
will suppose that the background is thin
cloth of a dull gieen color. All the de-
tails of tho design are intended to bo cut
out in cluth of a petty brownish shade
of tan, This matenial is then to be laid
on thé gicen and tacked down rather
thoroughly, so that there is no fear of 1ts
shipping ont of place when the braiding
is being done.
