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CONSTITUTION.

PREAMBLE.

The objects of this Association are, to assist
ts members in acquiring kunowledge in regard
3o Philately; to cultivate a feeling of friend-
fhip among philatelists ; and to enable them to
affiliate with members of similar societies in
abther countries.
g ARTICLE 1. —NAME,
SectioN 1. This organization shall be
known as the Canadian Philatelic Associ-
tion.
ARTICLE IL—MEMBERSHIP.

SecrioN 1. Any stamp collector may be-
owe a member of this Association by applying
o the Secretary; such application shall be
tivned by at least two members of the Associ-
tion and shall be accompanied by the sum of
boe dollar to be credited on account of annual
Hues if the applicant is admitted, and to be re-
uroed if admission be refused. The Secretary
liall thereupon cause the name and address of
he applicant and his references to be published
n the next number of the Official Journal, or
o an official cireular, and if uo objection shall
be received by the Secretary within one month
biter such publication the applicant shall be
onsidered elected, and entitled to receive the
oi:mbership card of the Association. In case
ny member shall object to an applicant the ap-
iication shall be submitted to the Tiustees,
he Seeretary shall notify the objecting mem-
er that he must submit the reasous for his ob-
c.tion and proofs to substantiate them. The
pinicant shall also be notified of the reasons
«r the objection and of the proofs offered and
4y submit his defense. The Trustees shall
-urider the matter and shall accept or reject
applicant sending the papers in each case
Fith their report to the Secretary as soon as
'y have determined the matter.

g “EcTionN 2. Only those membeis of the Asso-
®..uon resident in Canada, Newfoundland acd

the United States, and who have attained the
age of sixteen years, shall be entitled to vote,
either in person or by proxy, in any Counvention,
at any election, or upon any yuestion submitted
to a general vote of the Association.

SEcTiON 3. Auy member of the Association
against whom charges shall be preferred in
writing, addressed to the Trustees, shall be
tried by a court composed of ove of the Trus-
tees, acting ex officio as the presiding officer,
and four members of the Association,
appointed by the Trusteces. The court may, in
its jundgment, suspend or expel such member,
and their action shall be final and binding upon
all parties.

ARTICLE 111.—CO! VENTION,

SectioN 1. The Association shall meet in
Convention each year, at such date and ut such
place as may have been designated by the last
preceding Convention.

SecTION 2. A quorum for the transaction of
business shal! consist of one-half of the voting
membership there represented in person or by
proxy.

’ ARTICLE IV.—OFFICERS.

SectioN 1. The officers of the Association
shall be a Presiuent, a Viee Prevident, a Secre-
tary, a Treasurer, a Librarian, a Superintend-
ent of Exchange, a Purchasiag Agent, a
Counterfeit Detector, and three Trustees,

No member of the Association <hall be
eligible to any office who has not attained the
age of twenty-one years,

SectioN 2. The President, Vice President,
Secretary and Treasurer shall be elected by the
Association. These officers shall constitute the
Official Board, and appoiut all other officers pro-
vided for by the Constitution, whose terms of
office shall expire with those of the Official
Board appointing them.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS.

SecTioN 3. A Geoeral election for elective
officers of this Associatic 4 shall be held every
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year, and they shall serve until the close of the
Aunnual Convention following their eleotion, and
until their successors shall have qualified; pro-
vided however that the otficers elected in 1889
shall hold office until the close of the Conven-
tion in 1891. The clective officers shall be
chosen by ballot under the direction of the
Board of Trustees, and the polls for such elec-
tions shall close at noon of the first day of .the
Annual Counvention. At all such elections a
plurality of the votes cast shall elect, but no
vote by proxy shall be counted.
VACANCIES.

SecTioN 4. In case of death or resignation
of any elective officer during his term of office
the Trustees are empowered to call a special
election, unless such vacancy oceur within three
months of the general election, in which case
they will temporariiy fill the vacancy created.

In case any officer appointed by the Official
Board is prevented by sickness or other cause
from performing his duties, the Board may in
their discretion appoint a substitute to act dur-
ing such incapacity.

IMPEACHMENT OF OFFICEES.

SecTroN 5. Whenever ten members of the
Association shall support charges against any
officer of the Association for dereliction of offi-
cial duty, or violation of the Constitution, he
shall be tried by a court composed of one of the
Trustees, acting ex officio as the presiding offi-
cer, and four members of the Association, to be
appointed by the Trustees.

The finding of such court shall be final and
binding upon both the Association and the offi-

cer tried.
ARTICLE V.—DUTIES OF OFFICERS,

President,

SectioN 1. The President shall preside at
all meetings of the Association. He shall sub-
mit an Annual Report, to be printed in the Offi-
cial Journal. He shall sign all warrants on
the Treasurer for moneys required by the Asso-
* clation.

Prior to every Aupual Convention he shall
appoint a Committee of Arrangements, and all
expenses incurred by such committee in the
performance of their duties, shall be defrayed
from the general fund of the Association.

By and with the consent of the Official
Board, or at the call of twenty-five members, he

shall call for a-geueral vote of the members of
the Association upon any desired question, Thef
vote shall be by ballot under the direction of§
the Trustees, and a majority of the votes casi§
shall determine the question submitted. H

{ SecTioN 1. The revenues of the Associa-
tion shall be derived from the dues of members
and the revenues from the different depart-

1 Sectron 2. The revenues shall be used for
Slefraying the expenses of the Association,
including its publications.

Section 3. All dues shall be payable semi-
2unually in advance, on the 1st day of January
od the first day of July of each year.

§ SectroN 4. The fiscal year shall commence
©n the first day of Jaouary and shall be
ivided jnto quarters. The dues to be paid by
new members shall be computed from the begio-

ning of the followipg yuarter in which they
shall have been elected to membership in the
Association.

ARTICLE VIL—PROPERTY.

Section 1. All officers shall, at the expira.
tion of their terms of office, deliver to their suc
cessors all books, papers, moneys, and other
property in their possession, belonging to the
Association; and they shall not be relieved
from their obligations until this requircment be
complied with.

ARTICLE VIIL—BRANCH SOCIETIES.

SecTIoN 1. The establishment of Branch
Societies shall be encouraged in every location
containing five or more members of this Associ-
ation, and shall be subject to the provisions
therefor laid down in the By-Laws,

ARTICLE IX.
AMENDMENTS—CONSTITUTION,

Sectron 1. This Constitution can be altered
or amended only by the assent of two-thirds of
the members of the Association voting on such
alteration or amendment, and provided such
two-thirds shall constitute a majority of the
voting membership of the Association.

The vote shall be by ballot under the direc-
tion of the Trastees, or in open Convention.

BY-LAWS.

Secrion 2. Auy By-Laws of this Associa-
tion, rot in conflict with this Constitution, may
be made or amended by the Official Board ; but
in case ten members shall object to the propost.d
by-law, or amendment, it must be submitted
to a general vote in the manner provided in
Article V, Section 1, of this Constitution.

Section 3. It shall require the assent of
a majority of all the voting membership of the
Association to make, amend, or alter any By-
law in Convention.

Section 4. In all cases where an election
or a general vote of the Association becomes
necessary under this Constitution or the by-
laws, not less than 30 days shall intervene
between the date of mailing the notice of such
election or vote and the date of closing the
polis ; and the votes of such members only
as were entitled to vote on the day of mailing
such notice shall be counted or taken into
consideration in determining the result.

The editor of the ‘“ New Issues” Depart-
ment in the ¢ American Philatelist” secems
inadvertantly to have fallen into the mistake
of supposing that the word * Brasil,” as spelled,
with “s,” instead of “z,” in the new issue of
Journal stamps, is an error of the cagraver.
i This is not the case, as the Goverament treas-
ury notes have kad the word spelled upon them
in that way for years. I am wnot prepared to

say just when the change was made, but I think
}it must have been on the bank uvotes at least
four or five years ago. Though why the word
should be spelled in a different manner on the
notes from that on the stamps is incomprehen-
sible. The Brazillian language being a mix-
ture of Spanish and Portuguese, a “F is”

If he remains a member of
the A. P. A, until he “gets even ” (as he puts
it) with the ‘“eastern curs” he will be very
likely to bequeath to his descendants a legacy
in the shape of a mission he could not fulfil
in his own lifetime. I think Mr. Corwin must
have leased a piece of the floor in the hail the
Convention used, as he seems to have occupied
it most indefatigably, and I am frze to admit
he used it to a very good purpose. In choosing
New York city for the next place of meeting,
the Convention undoubtedly made a wise
choice, as it is of all places the philatelic centre
of the continent. The selection is certain to
be a popular one and without doubt the atten-
dance next year will be very large. In the
choice of a successor to Mr. Bradford, the io-
dications point toward Mr. Milliard F. Walton,
of Philadelphia, who would certainly prove a
thoroughly capable officer.

THE N. S. SHILLING.

DEAR Sir:

In the notes by “Acadia™ in the last Do-
INION PHILATELIST there arc some remarks
about the Nova Scotia and New Brunswick
Shillings, which in all fairness I cannot allow
to go unquestioned. That both of these stamps
are beautiful rareities will go without comment,
but there is more truth than poetry in what
Mr. Stone says in his article in the American
Philatelist, and the N. S. Shilling particularly
is not so rare a stamp as our Halifax friend -
would like to make out. T know of five Nova
Scotia Shillings in a very small radius which
were not in the Halifax cabinets, and ope
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friend of mine had in his collection two beauti-
ful specimens, one violet, onec mauve. There
is a fecling abroad that the dealers and col-
lectors in Halifax are putting a fancy price on
the N. S. Shilling and bad leagued together to
keep the price at any cost above $25. |
think “Acadia "’ had better withdraw his offer
in reference to giving a perfect specimen of a
N. S. Shilling at half-price to the finder of
«12 other N. S. and N. B. Shillings,” but
then I forzet, he may be safe enough in his
offer for we do not know what he considers the
Shilling worth. It is my huwble opinion that
New Brunswick and Nova Scotia each has a
better stamp than the Shilling, (of course ITam
not taking the Connell into consideration), and
that is the 6 pence of cither province cut and
used as 3 pence on the envelope. At any rate
my experience is that I can find you two speci-
mens of the Shilling of either province for one
specimen of the cut 6 pence. I cannot buy a.
N.S. Shilling in Halifax for less thun $25,
while a decaler in Boston, has more than
once offered me a good specimen at $20. Why
is this thusly ?
