POSTAL DOCUMENTS.

ITALY.

HumserT 1., ETCc.—Seeing Article 239 of
the Regulativns approved by the Royal decree
of June 29, 1889, No. 6152, third series, by
which there were put out of use the postage
stamps of 30 cent. and 50 cent., rendered use-
less by the reduction of the rate, etc.;

Sceing that there remains a large supply of
these stamps which it is not convenient to
destroy ;

Seeing also that there has been found in
stock a quantity of foreign post cards of 15
cent. and 30 cent., which it is best tp utilize in
some manner ; '

Seeing Article 137 of said Regulations;

Upon the suggestion of our Minister, Secre-
tary of State for Posts and Telegraphs, we
have decreed and do decree as follows:

Article I, The postage stamps of 30 cent,
and 50 cent. retired from circulation by Article
239 of the Regulations approved by the royal

decree of JJune 20, 1889, No. 6152 (3rd series)
will be put on sale at the price of 20 centimes,
cach to be used in place of this last value after
the publie printer has surcharged upon each
stamp the legend: “cent 20"

Avrticle II. A part of the stock of post cards
of 15 cent. and 30 cent. for foreign countries
which were found in the vaults of the printing
office and which sre now useless, will be con-
verted into 10 cent. cards for the interior which
will also be put on sale after having surcharged
upon those of 15 cent. and upon each of those
of 30 cent. the inscription *Valevole anche
por {'interno” and for the indicated price will
be-substituted that of 10 cent.

Article JII. The stamps and cards above
mentioned can be used by the public from June
1, 1890, to the corresponding month of the
year 1891 ; after this time they will be of no
value, but they may be received in exchange
until the end of the first quarter of 1892.

We ordain that the present decree, bearing
the State seal, shall be inserted in the Official
Collection of the Laws and Decrees of the
Kingdom of Italy that it may be seen and ob-
gerved.

Mr. Watson says
that the prices asked’ for some of these cards,
which have been sent him, range from $4.75
to $25!—dmerican Philatelist.
