By continvally having your eyes
open when you receive selections of
stamps on approval you can sometimes
secmie bargains in stamps. Take my
advite, and when you receive some
sheets or books on approval carcfully
examine all the staamps which are cata-
logued in diffevent sizes of perforations,

Cwatermarks, thades, ete., and see if
you cannot get some rare stamps at
cheap prices, 'way down. Onthe sheoets
of small dealers a good many stamps
can be found catalogued at several
dollars cach, but which they in their
ignorapce price at a few cents,

The Se carwine and slate of the
1874 issue of Norway also appears in
the color of the 1l¢ of this issue—
wauve and slate. T have seen speci-
mens of the 4¢ blue and slate and 8e
carwing and slate the outside Lorder
of which appears to be (an'd prohalb'y
is) in blue, igstead of' in slate, color.

The Ceylon 1861 issue, 1s. Gp. was
never put in use.  This stawp was
probably printed by mistake, and the
Post-office officials finding that there
was no eall for it ordered it to be with-
drawn. Unused specimens are very
scarce, and in fact tho price for them
is advancing every year.

The 1860 20 centavos of Spain color
lilac was prinied in place of the 1864
19¢ because tho latter stamp was
counterfeited.

Berlin has seen the rise and fall of a
number of philatelic journals. The first
stamp paper hailing from our good
town was the PET PHILATELIST. It
was a small 3x4 8 page and cover
paper and lived four months, issuing
from September to December 1895,
The PHILATELIC ADVOCATE Was es-
tablished in September 1896 by Messrs
Starnaman Bros, and F. 1. Weaver.
Starnaman Bros became sole owners
one year later and are still successfully
co .ducting the paper which is one of
the Jeading philatelic journals in Amer-
ica. The Boy’s Own Philatelist was es-
tablished in Dec 1897, was conducted
as a monthly for six numbers then
changed to a weekly. The name was
subsequently changed to the Canadian
Philatelic Weekly. In all fourteen
pumbers of the weekly appeared. Then
it was changed to the Canadian Phila-
telic Review and published fortnightly.
After five issues under rhis name the
paper was discontinued. ENERGY, es-
tablished in Juné 1899, took over the
subscription list. ENERGY was then a
variety monthly but since Feoruary
has been devoted entirely to philately.
Now we have the Philatelic Spectator,
published by Geo E Mueller, which
has issued eight numbers up to darte.

The stamp books which we announc-
ed in our last number as being in pre
paration by the Postmaster General,
have since been issued and aro finding
ready sale.
