DEFINED.

By J #yduncy Dalton

There are some terms in our cata-
logue that are like “double Dutch” to
the boginner and he oftea gets dis-
gusted with i, owing to the fact that
he can’t understaud it. At other
times hs might lose money by selling
a stawp which is catalogued—for ex-
ample, 5¢ on wove paper, 50¢ on 1laid,
neithe. « { which he understands and
therafore be sells it for 5¢, thinking it
must be ths cheap variety. In order
to avoid these mistakes we will endea-
vor to explain sowe things from the
catalogue which would puzzle the
beginner and we may prevent bim
from getting discouraged. The first
thing we will deal with will be paper.

WOTE PAPER is smooth aud wien
held up to the light will not show
light and dark parts but will be oven
in shade.

LAID PAPERi8 the contiary to wove
paper, and is of a light and dark shade
alternately. 7The shades are in lines
and will appear in light and dark
lines.. The lines will be close together
immediately following one another.

RIBBED PAPER consists of rough

linrs appearing on both back and
front.

WATERMARKS. A watermark isa .

figure, such as a crown, star, anchor,
letters, etec., impressed in the paper
tho stamp is printed on. It appears
of a light shade when held up to the
light. Ifitis difficult to distinguish
what it is, or if the stamp is heavily
cancelled drop the stamp face down-
wards in some benzine and the mark -
will appear of a dark shade. Or
again, apply a little ben:iine to the
‘back of the stamp having the face laid
on a piece of black paper.

REPRINTS. Reprints worry the be-
ginner also, he being not able’ to tell
them from the originals.. It is imposs-
ible to ¢ive any advice on these but by
consulting tlie catalegue and some
other advanced collector or dealer the
beginner will generally bo able to tell
them. ' :

EMBOSSED STAMPS aro stamps
which have the paper pressed into
little “square lumps” which can b
secn generally on the back, ’

SILK PAPER very often troubles him
also, such ac in some of the U. S. Rev-
enues. It coneists of small colored
fibres pressed into the stamp, so to
speak. Thoy can be scen ou the back:.
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PART PERFORATED WOITY more
than tho beginner. This is a variety
which should not be in the eatalogue,
and, slow:y but surely they arve falling
from the line of distinction. It will
not be long before they will be an un-
known thing, and the sooner the better
for all parties, for they are unnecess-
ary.

Dies are hard to distinguish some-
times and some are 8o ridiculous that
they—1like the part perforated stamps
—should not be noticed.

OUR OPINION ON RATES.

There has been some discussion of
late as to thoe right and wrong of a
paper demanding cash in advance
from advertisers.

“cash with copy” rule enforced by
Epergy, the Philatelic Advocate, the
Alleghany Philatelist, and other pa-
pers, saying that it protects only ihe
publishers.

But on the
whole we have found the cash in ad-
vance principle very effective in ward-
inz off unprincipled advertisers. . With
allprecaution however, it is possible.for
parasites to find their way into pbila-
telic or other ‘mewspapers. If any of
Energy’s advertisers are found.doing
crooked work we will consider it a
favor if notification is given us.

As to neatness, it can be
truly said that its typograpbical ap-
pearance is very creditable, and the
publisher’s originality seems to be
shared by the printer, for the cover
designs are different: from the ordinary
cover designs of inagazines vad presoent
a most pleasing appearance. This
brings us to the third of theChronicle’s
good qualities: enterprise. It has this
in quantity else the paper would not
occupy the prond position ie the phil-
atelic literary world whizh it dees. To
make a paper a leader in the short
space of t me which Mr. Williams has
takon showy that he nas plonty of “go
and where he succeeded in his ambi-
tion srobably nine out of every ten
who might have tried to do as he did,
whould bave failed.

But through all, t:ere peeps the
awmateur. It does not take a cobnois-
seur {o see that tho paper is managed
by one whn has not had a careful
training in tho work. As the publisher
grows in the work we can look forward
to better things atill.
