T H E ancestrv referred to in ont last number is as
follows: Charles Martel, d. 741, was grand-
father of the Emnperor Charlemagne, wvho

througyh his great granddaughter Judith, was ancestor

of Baudouin the Bold, Count of Flanders and Artois,
who married lifreda, daughter of Alfred the Great,
Ring of England, from which marriage xvas descended
Matilda, Queen of William the Conqueror, ancestor of
the Norman and Plantagenet kings. Alfred the Great
was ancestor of arreQueen of -Malcolm Canmecre,
King of Scotland, and their daugliter wvas Matildla
Queen of Henry I., of England.

MLost English Royal descents are traced in female
lines from Edward I. and Edward III. There are a
very few families wvho derive from ultimate heiresses
of Plantagenet princes, and are thus entitled to
quarter the Royal Arrns of the Plantagenet dyna--st\.
One of these is represented in this province by ',\r.
Horace W'ilson of Walkerton, and his brother Mr.
Archdale Wilson of Hamilton, and others. 0f the
former class there are several families in Ontario.

Scottish Royal descents are probably numerous, in
consequence of marriagres of chiefs of clans with
ladies of the Royal Fa mily; this class is also repre.
sented in Ontario.



I)cscents froîn the kings of lreland are perhaps
nurnerous but rarelv traceable. The O'Briens of
Barrie and Troronto are descenffants of the farnous
I3rian Boroimbie, Kinr- of Ireland. (sec Ont. F<uus, ii. 141.)

The fainily of Forsvth, well known in Quebec, and
formerly also in K\ingsto)n, represented in Toronto by
Capt. FIorsvth Gran t, caimn descent from a son of
Charlernagne. The senior representative of this
descent is the Vicomte Forsvth de Fronsac, at present
resiclminl Toronto.

ACOR R ESPO-NDENTT, whose knowledge of mii-
tarv' matters and repu tation as an author and
journalist entitie lus rernarks to respect, writes

questioning the correctness of the statemnent in the
Givca1ei/ois/ ii., 26, that Col. the Hon. Archibald
McLean was presenit at the taking of Toronto and
saved the colours o)f his regyimient, on the g)round that
his naine dees not appear in the list of officers of his
regrin-uent at the capitulation. The statemient wvas
made b)v -us on the authoritv of members of the
famnilv, '«ho would be most unlilcely to be mistaken or
misinformed on such a inatter, andi on the authority of
Read's Lives of the judges, p. 16-3, and History of
the Countv of York, ii., 1oo. On rnaking further
enquirv '«e have received the followinor accou nt of the
affair, '«ritten by a son of Col. MeLean, which seem-s
to us to leave no room for further doubt on the
subject:

"Respectingr the colours of the York ïMilitia; '«e
hiave ail at different times heard my father narrate the



circunîstances, but lie died thirty-four years agro, and
it mnust be nearly forty-five years sixice I hieard hirn
speak on the subject, so that we can easily have for-
grotten thingys that lie rnentioned. My impression is
that lie wvas flot witlî his reginient wlien the Anieri-
cans made thle attack. H-e was brotuglit over
after Queenston, wounded, and Nvas a longr tirne
regaining his heaith and strengyth. After beiigc
wounided at Oueenston lie crawled fromi the field
to the villagre, whlere lis wound wvas hurriedly
dressed. The next day lie rode to Niagrara on thc
limber of thc guin that bore General Brock's rernains,
Mien by scliQoner to Toronto, wvhere hie nearly died,
and -was several months very ili, so that 1 judge lie
was just about convalescent wvhen the Anmerican
attack came. My\I recollection is tlîat hie told me that
while thc actionw~as gcoinçy on liecrossed thc Garrison
creelc, I thin«k about thc head of Adlelaide street, but of

this I ar n ot certain. I-ow lie grot the colours I lave
no recollection, but I reiemiber lis sayingc that he
tore then-L off the staff and wrapped theni round him
under his clothinig, and that lie macle his way to the
McGill residence. Mv sisters remember lis saying
that -wvhi1e there an alarm wvas giveii tlîat the enemy
was approachiiigc, that he wvent out through the back
door of the house, retreaited into the woods, and there
buried the colours. They also remeînber lis statinog,
to thern tlîat lie asked the Bisliop's advice as to
whether lie was b)ound by flhc capitulation, and that
the Bisliop said no that lie lad not citiier surrendcred
or heen taken prisoner. and advised him to mnake the
best of lis xvay to Kingston, whicl lie did, witlî a
liorse lent him by some one at th flc Mcill Flouse. This
accounits for his naine not being in the list of officers."

Tlie IlBishiop " referred to in tbc above letter wvas
the Rev. _John Strachan, afterwards Bisliop of Toronito,
whlo lad a leading part in arranging thc capitulation.
In groingy to Kingyston, Mi\cLeain was followingc General
Slîeaffe for the purpose of reporting for further duty.
