BY-LAWS OF GRAND DIVISION.

Article 1. Any Grand officer being absent
from any meeting, the G, W. P.or other pre-
siding officer, shall appoint, in open meeting,
some one to occupy the place of that absent
officer, pro tempore.

Art. 2. The presiding officer in any meet-
ing of the Grand Division shall have no vote
while in the chair, except in case of atie, or of
an eleetion by ballot, or when the yeas ox nays
are called,

Art. 3. The G. W, P. when making official
visits to Subordinate [)ivisions, shall cause
his intention to be announced ; he shall enter

‘clothed in Lis proper regalia, and shall be re-
ceived in accordance with the established ru-
les and usages of the Order.

Art. 4. Such delegate or delegates as may
have organized or visited any Subordinate Di-
vision, shall report his or their proceedingsin
writing, to the Grand Division, as soon there-
after as possible ; and every such report shall
be disposed of by the Grand Division accord-
ing to the merits of the case, and its own plea-
sure.

Art.5. Until otherwise ordered by proper
authority, the blank left in the Constitution
on the sum required for the privilege of pro-
posing, electing nud initiating a person on the
same evening, who is known to be worthy,

" shall be one shilling and three pence in addi-
tion to the fee otherwise required.

Art. 6. All sums of money directed to be
paid by vote of the Grand Division, shall be
drawn from the Treasury by a draft on the G.
T. signed by the G. W. P. and G. 8., which
draft held by him, the said G. T., shall always

be a sufficient voucher for the payment made.

Art. 7. All petitions, complaints and appeals,
from any person or persons, except verbal ap-
peals from the decision of the presiding offi-
cer, on points of order, shall be presented in
writing to the Grand Division, and shall be
preserved on file, and not recorded in full on
the records of the Grand Division, unless by
special order on the subject.

Axt. 8. At every meeting of the Grand Di-
vision, the G.S. shall make minutes of all the
proceedings, on loose paper, orin a minute
book, and at each meeting, the minutes of the
last preceeding session shall be read, correct-
ed if needful, and approved; after which ap-
proval and not before, they shall be made a
matter of record in the Book of Records by
the G. S.

Art. 9, The regalia and emblems appointed
for the Grand Officers of the G. D. shall be
purchased from time to time as occasion may
require, and owned by the G. D., but every
other member of the G. D. shall procure his
own appointed clothing as a Son of Temper-
ance, and without being properly clothed ac-
cording to the established regulations of the
Order, no brother sha. take part in the busi-
ness of the Division.

Art. 10. The G. D. shall give notice to the
parties of all complaints and appeals to be tri-
ed before it, and shall allow all parties to be
heard personally, or by writing, or by any
member ofthe G. D. acting as counsel, as the
G. D. may deem most conducive to equity,
and the interests of the Order. ‘

Art, 11. Any representative who shall cease
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to be a member ofa Subordinate Division shall
ipso facto cease to be a member of the G, D.
Art, 12. The G. D. shall, at its pleasure,
appoint a standing Hall Commitice, of three
members, who shall, when needful, seek a
suitable place for holding the meetings of the
G.D., engage the same when directed, super-
intend tue preparations needful, appoint a
painter, and bave the general oversight and
charge of the room with all its furniture.

Art. 13. The G. D. shali, at it pleasure, ap-
point a standing Committee of Finance of three
members, whose duty it shall be to receive,
examine, and report on all bills against the
G. D, toaudit quarterly the G. T's accounts,
and, in general, to have charge of all the fi-
nancial interests of the Division.

Art. 14, The G. D. shall, at its pleasure,
appoint a standing Committec on the Institution
of Livisions, to consist of three brethren, to
whom shall be committed all such petitions
for charters as the G. D. inay deem it necessa-
ry to refer, before definmitely acting on the same.

Art. 15. The G. D. shall, at its pleasure,
appoint a standing Committee of Discipline,con-
sisting of three members, to whom shall ordi-
narily be referred all complaints of grievances,
misdemeanors, rejections, suspensions, expul-
sions, restorations, or violations of order in
any of the Subordinate Divisions,

Art. 16 The G.D. shall, atits pleasure,
appoint a standing Committee on Constitution
and By-Laws, toconsist of three members, to
whom shall be referred, when reference is
deemed needful, all matters of doubt and dis-
pute concerning constitutional questions, and
all By-Laws proposed to be adopted hereafter
by the G.D. or by any Subordinate Division,

Art. 17, The G. D. shall, at its pleasure,
appoint a standing Committce on Credentials
and Quarterly Reports from Subordinate Di-
wisions, consisting of three members, whose
duty-iy shall be to report on the regularity and
sufliciéncy, orirregularity and insufficiency
of theisame.,

Art, 18. The G. D. shall at its pleasure, ap-
point a standing Committee of Relicf, of three
members, to whom shall be referred applica-
tions for aid to sick and indigent brothers, or

- others, and who, from time to time, shall re-
port on such measures, and amount of relief as
they may deem proper.

Art. 19. The G. D. shall, at its pleasure,
appoint a standing Committee of Publication,
consisting of three brothers, who shall .be
charged with considering the expediency of
any proposed publication, and who shall su-
perintend and contract for all such publica-
tions by the press asthe G. D. may order.

RULES OF ORDER,

Rule 1. It shali be the duty of the presiding
officer in any meeting of the G. D., to preserve
order, and to endeavour to conduct all busi-
nass hefore the body to a speedy and happy .
result. \

Rule 2. The presiding officer may speak te
points of order, in preference to other mem-
bers of the G. D. rising from his seat for that |
purpose ; and shall decide questions of order,
subject to an appeal to the G. D. by any two i
members; which appeul shall alwaysbe in
writing. On such an appeal no brother shall
speak more than once.

Rule 3. Ifany brother shall deem himself
personally aggrieved by any decision from the
chair, he may appeal from said decision.

Rule 4. A motion must be seconded, and ’
afterwards repeated from the chair, or read
aloud, before it is debated ; and every motion
shall he reduced to writing if any brother re-
quire it.

Rule 5. Any brother having made a motion
may withdraw it with leave of his second, be-
fore it is debated, but not afterwards without
leave of the Divisiow..

Rule 6. Before any motion is declared to be
decided, any two members may require that
it should be decided by calling the yeas and
nays ; and the same shall be recorded if one-
third ofthe brethren present require such a
record, .

Rule 7. The name of n person making mo-
tions shall not be entered on the record, unless
they opecially desire it.

Rule 8. When the decision of any question
iz doubted, the presiding officer shall direct
the G. C. to count the votes in the affirmative,
;{ld in the negative and report the same to

im,

Rule 9. No brother shall speak more than
once without leave of the G. D. until all tke
brothers have spoken who wish to speak, nor
shall any brother at any time occupy the flosr
fora longer time than tea minutes, upon any
subject before the G. D.

Rule 10. When the previous question is
called for by five members, it shall preclude
until that is decided, all debate and all other
motiors, The previous resolution shall be in
this form, ¢Shall the main question now be
put?”’ Ifa majority ofthe members present
vote affirmatively on this question, the main
question shall forthwith be put, without delay.

Rule 11. When two or more members rise




to speak at the same time, the presiding offi-
cer shall decide who is entitled to the floor.

Rule 12. When any blank is to be filled by
the nante of persons a vote shall be taken on
the names in the order oftheir nomination, but
when a blank is to be filled by any sum of mo-
ney or time proposed, the question should be
put first on the largest sum and the most re-
mote time.

Rule I3 While a brother is speaking, no
one shall interrupt him, except for the purpose
of calling him to order, or asking of the pre-
siding officer Jeave to explain or to call the
previous question.

Rule 14. No motion for the reconsideration
of any vote shall be in order, unless it be mov-
ed and seconded at the session at which it was
adopted, or, at the first session held thereafter
and by members who voted in the majority ;

R ‘and to decide in favor of a reconsideration,

shall requirz the names of a majority of the
members present.

Rule 15. The brother first named in the ap-
pointment of a2 committee, shall be chairman
of the same, and shall call the committee to
meet at such time and place as he may elect ;
but when thus convened any committee, in
the ausence of such brother, may appoint its
own chairman and scribe.

Raule 16. For any broiher in speaking, to im-
peeck the motives of a fellow member, or treat
him with personal disrespect, or pass between
him and the Chair while he 1s speaking, shall
be deemed a violation of order, which may in-

cur the censure of the presiding officer or of

the G. D.
Rule17. It shall be the duty of the presid-

ing officer, and the privilege of any member
of the Division to call any member to order
who violates any established rule of order.

Ruli 18, Any conversation, by whispering
or otherwise, which is calculated to disturb a
brother while speaking, or hinder the transac-
tion of business, shall be deemed a violation
oforder, and if persisted in shall incur censure.

Rule 19. The reading ofany paper called
for shall always be in order.

Rule 20. When the presiding officer has
commenced taking a vote, no further debate
or remark shall be admitted, unless there has
accidentally been a mistake committed, in
which case the mistake shall be rectified, and
the presiding officer shall recommence taking
the vote.

Rule21. The following shall be the stand-
ing Docket for business in the G. D., which
shall not be departed from except by special
vote of two-thirds of the members present to
take up some specific basiness, viz :

1. Opening G. D. in due form.

2. Reception of Credentials of new mem-

bers, and initiation of the same.

3. Reading the minutes of the last preceed-

ing session. .

4. Correction and adoption of the minutes

just read.

5. Reception of new communications, and

the action on the same.

6. Heariag and disposing of Reports.

7. Resumntion of unfinished business. pre

sented by the minutes.

8. Action on any new business which may

be proposed.

9. Closing the session.
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
