Officers and Representatives,—

The lapse of another year has brought us up to -our annual
gathering, all hearts imbued, I hope, with zeal and determination
in behalf of our noble cause.

The whole of human life is divided and subdivided into periods
of more or less inteiest or importance, and as cach successive
stage in the short but diversified journey is reached, some new
phase of our being is developed, which gives rise to new thoughts
and aspirations, presenting perchance, marked contrasts to views
and feelings previously entertained.

As with individuals, so with all human undertakings involving
the welfare of society and the world,

Tor instance, what changes has the last quarter of a century
witnessed in the public sentiment upon a variety of important
points connected with the Zemperance movement.

What at certain periods was regarded as unsound or fanatical,
and at others as inexpedient or attended with inswrmountable
obstacles, has sither been accomplished, or is now deemed indis-
pensible to the ultimate triumph of our principles, and indeod so
for as sober thought and enlightened judgment are concerned,
our principles have already triumphed, though practically much
opposition still exists.

Harmonious action, and cordial fecling prevail within the
limits of this jurisdiction, but we have to lament that this is not
the case in the land which gave birth to our Institution. There
the notes of ecivil discord now drown the musie of harmonious
sound, and the unpleasant jav is felt as far as the Order extends.

The state of the National Division for the almost entire year
past has seriously affected the organization in all its parts and
relations, and but for the firmness of its foundations the whole
superstructure must have been overturned.

1 canmot but regard the successful vesistance of the shock by
the Order generally as a most gratifying indication of great
internal strength and vitality, more especially when it is remem-
bered that the condition of many of the Grand and Subordinate
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Divisions has been but little better than that of their recognised
head. As you are aware no meeting of the National Division
was held at Nashville in June last, as appointed. Some corres-
pondence including circular from M. W. 1., relating to the time
and place for holding the nest Session of that body will be duly
submitted for your consideration.

The embarrassments of the National Division have very
naturally suggested the iden of a separate establishment for the
B. N. A. Provinces. The G. 8. will lay before the present
meeting documents in reference to this subjeet also.

State oF Tue ORDER.

During the last official year, eonsiderable additions have been
made to the list of Divisions on our muster roll, and it is gratify-
ing to state that we have shared in the instrumentality which has
raised the standard and unfurled the banner of our Order in far
distant Australia.

No accounts have as yet reached us from the Deputy ap-
pointed there, but ere the close of the year we hope through hin
to receive ““ good tidings from afar.”

Queex’s Counry.

Through the ageney of our worthy and indefatigable Bro.
Blewett, to whom the thanks of this Grand Division are due, we
have to congratulate ourselves upon the resuscitation of the
Order in Queen’s County. New Era Division, in the town of
Liverpool, was formed in July last, and Deputy Bryden reports
present cfficicncy and eneouraging prospects ahead. A report
from Bro. Blewett, giving full particulars, will be laid before you
during the Session.

Green Tree Division, at Greenfield, more yecently opened, is
also doing well, and the zeal of warm-hearted brothers in the
county will not, we trust, suffer the cause again to flag.

Carr BreTox.

G. W. A. Johnston reports favorably from the following
Divisions—Cape Breton, Archangel, Star in the Ilast, Beth
lehem, Coxheath, North Sydney, and Highlander.

Brother M. thinks the rum traffic is carried on with less boldness
than in former days, and gives expression to the heart-felt desire
that it may soon be banished from the carth. Mabou Division
continues to increase slowly but sweely ; all the meetings have
been conducted very harmoniously, and the members hope to
““arrive” at more perfection in the future. The Division is now
fitting up a Temperance Hall in accordance with its means.
Renfrew Division is also in a good condition, and hopes the
Girand Division will meet in its chartered loeality next summer.

Suzrzyrye Couner.

Brother II. Locke, of Star Division, writes, ¢ Our Division
is in good working order, and we hope to have a large increase
this winter. We have had to suspend several brothers for non-
payment of ducs, but hope to reinstate most of them this quarter.

The cause is flourishiag in our locality, and am happy to say
that drunkenness is on the decrease. The Abstairer is getting
to be a very popular little paper, and is well calculated to do
much good for the cause. We are surprised that it is not better
supported.  Our agent has increased subseription list.”

The Divisions under Deputy Crowell, Barrington, appear to
be doing well, except No. 156.

Dicny Couxry.

Deputy W. Nichol reports: *We have not advanced in num-
bers during the last quarter ; yet stand somewhat better than at
its commencement. I feel somewhat encouraged that Royal will
do better for the future, as our meetings are well attended.

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Brother J. S. MeNeil over General Inglis, writes: ¢ We
malke out to keep our numbers about the same, but there seems
to be a want of that life and encrgy which is sometimes exhibi-
ted. Tam, however, anticipating better days.  We have bad
two more vietims to the rum traffic.  On the 8th inst. two young
men lefs Weymouth Bridge in & hoat, to cross over to Dighy
Neck, both of them in a state of intoxication. The following
day the boat was found upon the shore a short distance from the
bridge, one of the men heing fast in it, the other has not yet been
found.”

Brother W. H. Taylor over Union, General Williams, Hope,
Haleyon and Home Division, says, I have not much to report
as regards the Temperance cause here. Think the Divisions are
holding their own with the exception of Uuion, which I am sorry
to say is falling off, but teust it is not going to be extinguished.

On the 13th September the several Divisions held a Pienie,
or basket party at the Joggin, three and a half miles from Digby ;
about four hundred persons were present. Had a very good
time and some good speeches.”

Columbia Division, of Weymouth, in this county, I am happy
to say, ““is again at work with a good prospect of success.”

Kine’s Couney.

Dr. Cramp, the County Deputy, writes: ¢ Wolfville Division
has fallen off in numbers, and the attendance has been small
during the last quarter, which may be sufficiently accounted for
by the fact that it has been a busy season of the year. The lady
visitors have been punctual and active ; they not only occupied
their places a the weekly meetings, but exerted themselves most
vigorously in getting up a Bazaar, the proceeds of which con-
siderably lessened the debt on the hall, and prevented it from
falling into the hands of the encmies of temperance.”
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Deputy Van Buskirk informs me that the Waterloo Division
has not yet got to work ; there are signs of life, and some hopes
are indulged that a place of meceting will soon be found. Enter-
prise is doing but little.

It speaks well for the brotherhood, and
is a proof that our Order is adapted to all classes and cireun-
stances.

Axnarvornts County.

County Deputy Robertsun writes: ¢ Margareiesille and Em-
blem not very promising, although I believe as the long evenings
are now approaching, much improvement in interest and attend-
anee may be expected.  Victoria Mines flourishing.”

T can personally report Nelson, North, Olive Branch, and
Clyde as active and prosperous.  Iinstalled the officers for the
present quarter of Nelson, Olive Branch and Clyde. The in-
stallations were public, attendance large and much interest mani-
fested. Tn some of these divisions uestions of interest are fre-
quently diseussed, the public Luing veeasionally invited to attend
and take part in debate. 'This, of course, is after the business of
the Division is dispatehed. To the adoption of this course, and
the regular attendance of lady visitors, may be ascribed much of
the suceess of these Divisions Guring the past (uarter, and the
interest will, we bope, continue to inerease, as the scason ad-
vances.

There ave also four others in different parts of the Provinee,
under the charge of Wallace, Iron Age, June Rose, and Cape
Breton Divisions, making cight in all. - This Institution is calcu-

for tosting the feeling of the eountry upon this vital question,
but the failure of the scheme, with the causes which contributed
thereto, have been previously reported, and need not now be
repeated.

As the Per Capita Tax to National Division for 1860 (amount-
ing to $78.88), and other sums due that body (viz-, $60 old

The paper, under its present management, scems, since the
last Annual Meeting of the Grand Division, to have given, on
the whole, great and general satisfaction. Many promises of in-
creased support and energetic advoeacy, have been received from
various quarters; but, even if these are fulfilled to the letter,
nuch undoubtedly will remain to be done before the dbstainer
obtains that place among the periodicals of the Province to which
it is entitled by its cheapness, the surpassing importance of the
subject to which it is devoted, and the numbers and respecta-
bility of those whose prineiples bind them to labor in inercasing
its circulation.  Your Committee cannot but regard the fact as
discreditable; that the circulation of the Abstainer is only 1100,
while the advacates of Total Abstinence in this Provinee cannot
be fewer than from 8,000 to 10,000.

that a friendly tone to the Order and the Cause prevailed in the
community generally.

Your Committee find, in the foregoing, some special reasons for

congratulation to Bro. Blewett and the Grand Division.  Liver-
pool held, at one time, high character in the Order, and genes
ally, for its Temperance position. Its ecommercial activity, the
neatness of its appearance, the intelligence of its inhabitants,
verc allegreatly enhanced by its comparative freedom from the
liquor traffic and its consequences, and by the Temperance
organizations which it maintained. A sad reverse followed:
some of the recognized guardians of the community evinced eare-
lessness at their posts—apathy exerted its withering influence—
and, after awhile, not only did ¢ the fine gold become dim,”” hut
the place became marked for some characteristics the opposite of
those which gave it o much honor in the Temperance Reform.
Your Committee rejoice that a brighter day has dawned—that a
“New Era’ has commenced—and they hope and pray that
causes of former declension may never more renew their baneful
influence there, but that unswerving exertions to curb and extir-
pate evil, and to ecstablish Temperance and the virtues that
belong to its train, will be the unwavering experience of Liver-
pool, henceforward.

Your Committee see in Bro. Blewett’s Report much encou-
ragement relative to beneficial enterprize generally. They sub-
mit to the Grand Division that generous aid should be extended
to Temperance efforts in Liverpool,—and as prior claims pre-
cluded the holding of a Session of the Grand Division there, for
the present year, they respectfully recommend that a special
delegation be sent to the town, or, if that be inconvenient, that
some friends in the place or neighborhood be requested and
specially commissioned to hold Temperance visitations there,
so that the work so auspiciously commenced may not lack sowe
of the attention which its interest and importance demand.

The Report presented by P. G. 'W. P. Lippincott yesterday
afternoon, the consideration of which was deferred, was taken
from the table, considerce. clause by eclause, and adopted, after
being slightly amended, as follows: .

The Committee to whom was referred the subject of a contem-
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plated National Division for the British North American Colo~
nies would report as follows:

That the subject is exceedingly important and merits more
time than is possible for them to bestow in their present circum-
stanees ; but, so far as they were able, they have reviewed with
care the proposal of the Grand Division of Canada West, dated
27th April, 1861, and they would not only adopt the language
of their Report, **That a question of such grave importance
should not be hastily determined ”— but would respectfully sug-
gest that it would be very injudicious ui the present time, even
to exhibit a desire on the part of the Grand Division of Nova
Scotia, to change our relation to the National Division ¢f North
Ameriea. :

We are of opinion that we ought rather to show our sympathy
for our brethren, both North and South, by clinging to them in
their dark and trying hour, and in earnestly supplicating the
Great Ruler of Nations that He may soon cause to cease the
strife that now rages so fearfully in that once happy land, and
that He may bid the sword return to its seabbard and cease to
satiate its thirst in brothers’ blood f—that Peace, Harmony and
Prosperity may soon be inseribed on a pure Banner and wave
side by side with our heaven-inspired motto—Lnve, Purity and
Tidelity —over the Hall of the National Division of North
Ameriea !

In considering the locality for the meeting of the Mational
Division for 1862, we would respectfully say, were we actuated
by motives solely gratifying to oursclves we would agree with
the action of the Grand Division of New Brunswick as expressed
by a Resolution passed hy that body, dated 4th of August, 1861,
viz: ““That the Grand Scribe address a Cireular Letter to the
Grand Divisions of the British North American Colonies, re-
questing them to join in a Memorial to the Most Worthy Patri-
arch of the National Division of North America, in favor of hold-
ing the next Scssion of the National Division at a convenient
time at the City of Halifax, N. 8., or at some other appropriate
place in the British North American Colonies, for the »urpose of
considering the present position of the National Juri. “tion, and
such other matters as may constitutionally come before the meet-
ing.

e would repeat, were we governed by motives purely grati-
fying to ourselves, we would recommend Halifax for the next
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Session of the National Division. But, as members of such an
extended Organization as the Sons of Temperance now is, we
dare not allow such influences to interfere with our judgment in
selecting the place most beueficial to the whole Order ; and while
therefore we would recommend the adoption of the suggestion of
the advisary meeting of the National Division, held at Cape May
on the 24th day of July last, viz: «“That the City of Montreal
be the place for the meeting of the National Division in 1862,
on account of its central position and of its being of easy access
from all seetions of the Jurisdiction,” at the same time we would
gratefully record our high sense of the courtesy and kindness of
our brethren of the Grand Division of New Brunswick for the
prominence they have given to the City of Halifax.

We hope at no distant day to enjoy the happiness of receiving
within our city the National Division of North America—its
limits undiminished and its unefy unimpaired—and of extending
it a Nova Scotian welcome.

In reference to the communication from the Grand Division of
Canada East, we are of opinion the foregoing recommendation
will meet the approval of that body.

The Committee have perused with much satisfuction the Cir-
cular of the Most Worthy Patriarch, and would record their
high sense of the zeal and vigilance of the Head of our Order in
watching over its interests. We would recommend the publica-
tion of his interesting statements and valuable counsels for the
benefit of the members generally, and,trust from the information
furnished that our Cause may emerge from its present fiery trials
with undiminished vitality.

During the past yeat the Committee made arrangements with
two lecturers, the Rev. Dr. Clay and Bro. S. M. Hewlett, to
deliver, each. of them, a course of lectires in the city of Halifax.
If the former of these gentlemen could have remained with us
some time longer,. our Cause would probably have been much
benefited. On the whole, however, the Committee cannot but
consider the country a far more promising field for lecturers than
the city, and they highly approve of the determination of the
Grand Division to employ a travelling agent to lecture through-
out the Province, if a suitable person can be procured. The
Permanent Agency Fuund, commenced last winter at Lunen-
burg, they regard asa most important measure for promoting the
progiess of our Cause. ~'hey regret, however, that this Fund
lias, during the nine months which have since elapsed, scarcely
reached the amount.of one hundred dollars; and they fear that,
if a large sum cannot be raised, during the course of this year,
by the three thousand five hundred Sons of Temperance in this
Province, for the propagation of their principles, the prospect of
a speedy triumph of our Cause iz mnot very bright: When
making this remark, liowever, it would bé wunjust not to allude
to the-activity and liberality of our friends in the County of Pic-
tou. They have now over $320 in funds for the payment of
a lecturer, and if all were to imitate their example, a general
closing of rum shops would soon oceur, dnd a bright day dawn
for Nova Scotia. S

LADY VISITORS.

Your Committec feel the increasing importance of this acqui-
sition to our Order, and approve of the granting of Travelling
and Withdrawal Cards, &e., for their use, as suggested by the
Girand Seribe.  'We would therefore reconunend that he be in-
strueted to have Cards prepared for the use of such subordinate
Divisions as may apply for them. We would suggest the pro-
pricty of subordinate Divisions which admit Lady Visitors to
require that cach Visitor contribute a small sun quarterly, (say
not to exeeed 121 cents,) and that the proceeds of such contri-
bution be appropriated as ths Lady Visitors think proper to pro-
mote the cause of Temperance; and that they appoint quarterly
their own Financial Seribe and Treasurer ; that the name of any
Tady Visitor neglecting for twelve months to pay these dues be
crased from the books, and that she forfeit ber right to visit the
Division.

AGENCY.

The employment of 2 competent person to visit the various
subordinate Divisions, and deliver public lectures throughout the
Province, is well descrving the consideration of the Grand
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Division. The colleetions taken at the various public meetings
would, in the opinion of your Committee, materially assist in de-
fraying the expense. We would therefore recommend that the
Agency Committee be instructed to endeavor to procure the ser-
vices of a suitable person, giving them full power to arrange
with him as to his dutics and eompensation.

PROHIBITORY LAW.

We re-affirm the oft-repeated declaration of this Grand Di-
vision respecting the nccessity of a law prohibiting the importa-
tion, manufacture and sale of all ‘intoxicating liyuors as lever
ages.  Nevertheless, as a means of ultimately obtaining this
much-desired objeet, and in order to train the public mind for its
vigorous enforcement, we would urge the Grand Division, for the
present, {o use every cffort to procure the enaction of the amend-
ments to the Ticense Taw which passed the Lower Branch of the
Legislature at its last Session, but was lost in the Legislative
Council,—and therefore recommend that both branches of the
Legislature be respectfully petitioned to reconsider the important
amendents sought for, and that a Committee be apyointed to
prepare and sign such petition on behalf of the Grand Divigion,
and we trust they may he able to present such reasons as will
induce many who have hitherto opposed our views on this sub-
jeet, to change their minds and give it their suppoxt.
