the women took it in hand.  What an influcnce
for the Gospel could Christian women excrt by
making the hiouse of worship the most attractive
place in the whole community, the one beautiful
place to which the poor would be welcome ag
their own home, and made to feel that their
Father's good things are not all shut out from
them,

Bue this maises the question of ways and

fmeans, the question fraught oftentimes with so

much of mischicf as to defeat the most honestly
purposed good, and make upright people dis.
trustful of all measures for raising money except
literally laying by on the first day of the week as
God- has prospered.  Beyond all question pro-
portionate giving is the Lord’s plan for raising
means for this work, and if' it were carried out
with a strict fidelity by Christians as it was by
His people of old, there would be enough and
to spare. ‘Then the Aid Society would simply
uced to say to the Church, *We, your alnoners,
are in need of money for our work,” and the
money would be ready.  But even then it would
be a pleasant and profitable arrangement for the
Society to appoint an evening and place of
meeting, and furnish such entertainment and
refreshments as would promote a genial sociabit-
ity, and invite all the members of the Church to
bring cach an offering to the treasury, and par-
ticipate n the cnjoyments of the hour. The
rich could bring their large offerings, and the
poor their mites, vrecious in the eves of the
Lord, and all feel an individual and common
 interest in the work of the Church, ‘This, too, ¥’
vould give the best results of the Church Social,
with its objectionable features omitted.

An enterprising Aid Society can do some
things teo in the way of business, and in strict

 accordance with right, to icrease their financial

resources. A Society last summer in the touring
season planned a delightful excursion, and, for
using their individval endeavors in calling atten-
tion to i, they were allowed a gencrous per
centage on the sale of tickets which were sold at
very attractive rates; everybody enjoyed the
excursion, and the ladies realized thrée hundred
dollars for their labor. Another Society las
winter furnished a course of three lectures, thus
providing for their community three delightful
and profitable evenings, and adding a hundred
and fifty dollars to their treasury. So, many
things, both lawful and expedient, would suggest
themselves to those who are in earnest.

The all important thing is to cultivate that
spirit of helpfulness that will neglect no oppor-
tunity of doing good. It may be food and
raiment bestuwed to-day, but out of that may
come a higher development to-morrow.  And in
every deed done for the Master we will find our
own lives growing towards the heavenly life. It
is this richness and fullness of life growing out
of highest spiritual development, that can raise
us above the tyranny of circumstances—that ean
make Lazarus at the gate richer than Dives in
purple and fine linen and faring sumptuously
every day.

Why do not the Disciples and the Baptists
mnite? is a question often asked us by Pedo
baptists,

The differemt sections of Methodism have
united, so, also, have the Presbyterians, and why
do not Immersionists do likewise? *

This question would, no doubt, be answered
very differently by representatives of the two
bodics. ‘The Baptists might say in answer to the
question that they look upon the Disciples as
unevangelical—as frightitlly heterodox upon vital
questions.  While the Disciples might say that
the Baptist body 1s a sect, and to become Bap-
tists would be going back to the sectarian bond-
age in which they probably were formerly hela.

It is quite as proper as it is Scriptural that
every man should bear his own burden, We
think also that every religious body should bear
its own responsibilities.

If the Disciples are to blame for standing in
the way of union with the Baptists or any other
religious body they should know it. lowever,
they do not think that they, as a people, are
guilty in the sight of God of this great evil.
Neither do they think that any one at alt acquaint-
cd with their teachings ~ould adjudge them
guilty. There are other branches of the Baptist
family which are sound upon all vital questions,
and gonsequently evangelical, yet we hear of no
proposals of union between them and the Regular
Baptists. We naturally infer that our Heterodoxy

.. has Jittle to do in keeping Immersionists divided.

"

It is often said, both by Disciples and Baptists,
that if the baptismal question was settled nothing
would stand in the way of union among all the
leading denominations.  Don’t be too sanguine.
The Baptists and Disciples agree upon the * One
Baptism,” that it is the hmnersion of a penitent
believer upon a profession of faith in Christ,
“into -the nawe of the Father and of the Son

‘and of.the Holy Spirit,” and yet the first step

towards the union of those two bodies has amot
been taken.. To settle the dispute about the
Y One Baptism” is very important, yet it is
equally as important to drive out of those bodies
the.demon of sectarianism.

Scores of Disciples in the Province have for
convenience united with the Baptists, and were
gladly and freely received, and consistent mem-
bers of the Baptist Church are never refused by
the Disciples.

If members in good standing in these bodies
find the transition so casy, why should the union
of the two bodies be difficult ?

As we do not ask the Baptists to come to us,
they-should not ask us to go to them. We say
to them and to all others, come to the New
Testament, and if you do not find us there, so
much the worse for us. Let us have Christian
union, and that can be had only by building
upon divine truth, LR

THE RE-OPENING AT ERIN CENTRE.

The Erin Church was started in 1840, .\t
first the brethren met in a School House; ina
year or two they put Gpa trame house, which
was subsequently cnlarged, and which in 1860
wus displaced by the wellknown Stone Church.
The meeting-house was placed as nearly as
possible in the centre of the "Fownship, in order
that it might be central to the brethren living in all
parts of the "Township, for at that time there was
but one congregation of Disciples in Erin. We
presume it was when the mother church sent off
colonies to other parts of Erin that she acquired
the name Erin Centre.

On the 29th of October, 1€+0, the Stone
Church was opened; almost exactly 26 years
after, on the 24th of*October, 1886, it was re-
opened, after having undergone eensive repairs.
A new roof Das been put on, "The old square
cumbrous-windows, which must have, tried the
patience, as well as'the muscle, of many a worthy

deacon, have been replaced by windows of the
gothic order, which can be arranged for purposes
of ventilition by a chitd.  “The tloor which had
stk in sonte plices has been rised and levelled,
Al the woodsnork inside and outside has been
pamted, and the ends of the seats grained. “The
side rows of scats have been placed ata skight
angle, .\ finte carpet has been Lid on the exten
sive platform, so that Bro. Ledird wonld now
look in vain for the place where he used ta stand,
and where he wore the paint o, “Theuld desk
has had o give place 1o two neat staids—- one
being used for the oedinance, the other for a
pulpit. “Fhings have quite a modum look, In
tact, were the walls “pointed,” it would take a
perron several degrees sharper than the writer
to deteet that 1t is merely an old howse refur
bished.  .\nd, moreover, the old time <ollection
boses were nat to be seen s it is to be hoped
they were not destroged ¢ they should be sent to
the British Musewtn,  Plates covered with cloth
ar¢ henceforth to be used to receive the contri
butions of the saints,

Bro. O. G. Hertzog was present at the ree
opening, and preached morning and cvening,
and alto on the following Monday evening.
There were large congregations on the Lord’s
Day, and Jerge sermons likewise.  If it be proper
to discriminate it may be said that the mornng
discourse was particularly fine. The text was,
“JYor the Son of Man is come to seck and to
save that which was ost,” (Luke 191 10), ‘The
Saviour’s Mission was carnestly and forcibly
presented, and made the basis of an effective
appeal to all His followers to be faithful and
energetic workers in Iis vineyard,

We are informed that there have been at one

time over 200 members in the Erin Centre
Church 3 at present there are between 150 and
160, Many of the old pioncers have passed
seer the river, many more are drawing nigh to
theriver's brink,  The responsibility for the well.
being of the church will soon rest upon the third
generation.  Among the third generation are
married couples under middle hfe, who are no
disgrace to tieir parents, and not usworchy, we
may venture to say, to cnter mto the labors of
their fathers, and to carry the work to new and
greater victories, And there is also ns fine o
class of young men and young women as can be
found——-well, anywhere. ‘They have now a'
grand_ opportunity to do great things for the
Master,
Nouw that this old church has again a fit temple?
in which to worship Ged, may we not hope that
they will individually and collectively scrive to
make themselves, more and more, fit temples
for the Spirit of God to dwell in, and thus most
largely fit themselves for great success in Chris-
tinn work.

CHRISTIAN MINISTRY.

"That there is sueh a body or class ot persons
as that usually called the Christian Ministry
authorized in the New Testament, scems to be
generally reccived as an undoubted truth,  Soon,
however, as we try to find the name our troubie
begins, for no apostle or inspired man mentions
such a body, No inspired man has said who
shouid belong to such a body. Such a body is
unknown in the Bible. It is human in its origin,
arrangement and authority, Lo define it, would
be difficult, for every pasty is at liberty 10 make
terms of admission for its own friends. Lach
denomination speaks of its own ministry, as
though it was divinely authorized, and had a
right to exercise great authority. ‘I'he Christian
Ministry so called, is not madeafter any Scriptural
law or pattern, and its authority is only assumed.

It is what is now usually called the Christian
Ministry by those claiming to be Disciples of
Christ, that we particularly wish at present to
consider.  We would like to ask cestain persons
what they mean by the Christian Ministry?
What is it, and how do persons get into it?
What qualifications are necessary to obain
membership in 2 What privileges and duties
are peculiar to those in it, and not to all other
Christians ?

Judging from the statements made, it is not a
very numerous body, being composed apparently
of persons who make preaching their business,
or have acquired some official nzme or position,

It may be viewed as composed of two classes,
those who are geneml laborers, and those who
confine their labors to # small locality. “These
last are often called pastors, and confine their
labors to sonie congregation ; and are often self
appointed. The general laborers are-frequently
called evangelists, and claim a high position and
some authority,

The Lotd never gave any authority to any
church to appoint evangelists, therefore no church

can make such appointments now, Angcicntly

Vthe Lerd appointed evangelits, and all other
extraordinary Taborers vither directly or by the
apostles,  Fph. = 11, 12, (Revised ‘Testament.)
There are no extrordinary gifts now in the
chureh, hence evangelists, pastors and all other
estraordinary laborers or the Bible order, have
caased. Congregations have no more authority
to appoint person to act the part of “Fimothy
and “Titus, than to appoint apostles, prophets or
workers of miracles.  These were all chosen and
aualificd by the Lord, and ‘l'imothy and Titus
by his authority also,  The statement frequently
and se confidently made, that, * Paul truned
young men and brought them into the naunstr y,)
héi> no foundation in any Seripture teaching.
Such statements are the outgronth of assumption,
intended to wislead. There was no promise
made by the Lord for any such body, as is now
usually catled the Christian Ministry, composed
of persons called evangehsts, pastors, and a few
others who would preach if they were supported,
No one can claim authority to act as Fimothy
and Titus were instructed to do.  No ¢t sgrega-
tion can confer such power on any one; and
streams never aise higher than their fountains,
The Lord arranged that congregations should
have two, and only two, classes of servants, by
which they should be governed and fed, and ail
their wants attended to.  Nu doubt the ancient
or first congregations used messengersor servants,
and sent out Jaborers, but they had no other
authority than the congregations that sent them
to labor.
