Tn tho sublime utterance of Jasus of |
Nozareth, ** Upon this rock I will buiid !
My church, and the gates of Hades
shall not preveil against it,” wo find
tho first montion of the church of
Christ in the New Testamont. And
Lioro, coupled with tho assnrance of ils
divino origin, growth, and final trinmph ;
ovor death and the powers of darknoss,
is clearly oxpreasod tho ides of its one:
ness  This unity of the church we also
find the apostles constantly omphasiz-
ing in their preaching and lotters to tho
churchos, They spoak of but one
foundation : ** Aecording to the graco
of God whiok was given uuto me, as
& wiso masior.-buildor, I laid a founda-
Lion;" . . . “For other foiundation
¢an no roau lay than that which is laid,
whick is Jesus Christ” (1 Cor. iii. 10,
11).  Aud that tho saiuts are “ built
upou the foundation of the apostles and
propliots, Curisr Jrsus Himself being
tho chief corner stone, in whom each
soveral Luilding, fitly framed togetlior,
growoth iuto a holy temple in tho Lord ")
o « « “or a habitation of God in tho |
Spieit” (Eph. ii. 20 22). Thoy, ' as liv-
ing atonoes, aco built up & spiritual Jouse,
to bo a Lioly priesthood * {1 Poter ii. §).
Tho eaints everywhoro constitnto the
“One body,” as thero is ono Spirit,”
“ono Lord, ono faith, ono baptism,”
ote. (Eph, iv. 4.0); *“ For in ons Spirit
wors we all baptised ioto one body,
whethicr Jews or Grooks, whothor bond
or freo ; aud wero all made to deink of
ono spirit” {1 Cor. xii, 18).

Thus the church, founded upon the
one divius troth, # Jesus ig tho Chriat
tho Son of the living God,” was a unit
in faith and worahip, and obsorved tho
+: 1] things " commanded by tho Lord.
For * they continued ateadfaatly in tho
apostios’ teaching and fellowsbip, in
tho breaking of broad and tho prayers”
(Acteii. 42). It bocame necessary, in
carrying out tho divino commission (o
“mako disciples of all the nations,”
to form nomorons congregationa ae
churchios of Christ, purely as a matter
of convenience, howover, it boing quitoe
impossible for all of the disciples to
worship in oo placo, or meet at Jeru-
ealom, the birth place of tho chureh.
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| But. the forming of distinct oburehios

of Christ was, in no respect, a sopara-
tion of the * ono body " into unsympa-
thizing fragmonte. Nor did it consti.
tuto tho churechies wholly indepondont
ono of anothoer; rathier their individu.
ality becamo a part of tho divino plan
aud purposo for tha wider spread of
the Gospol and moro rapid growth of
Messialh’s kingdom. In all this their
uvity was etill preaerved, in tho *ono
bady,” ubited to the ome diviae
“Hoad.” And lot us noto, also, the
important fact that, notwithatanding
tho far reaching mission of tho Gospel
aud its constant contact with ovory sort
of influonco—political, roligions, phit.
osophic, social aud moral=yat it ovor
maintained ifs original purity and
anity of faith and doctrine. It gained
notbing and lest vothing, Ho new
Goapol was preached at Samaria, An-
tioch, Corinth or-Rome; nothing that
in any scngo differed from that fieat
proclaimed at Jernwsalem. Nagt the
apostles, ovorswhore, spake in the
strongost termes against any attowpt of
that sort. “If avy man preachoth
unto you any.Gospol other than that
whieli he reesived, 1ot him bo anthioma”
(Gal.1.9). “If any cometh unto you,
and bringoth not thie teaching, receive
bim not into your houes, and give him
no grooting” (2 John 10). Contend
earpostly for the faith which was once
for all delivered unto ihe saints” (Jude
8). ¢ That ye all speak the same
thing, and that thero bo no divisions
among you; but that ye bo perfected
togothor in the same mind and in the
same judgment™ (1 Cor, i. 10). Buch
were tho united aud authoritative in.
structions of the apostles as thoy sought
to maintain tho purity and unity of the
Gospel, and cultivate the Christ-like
spirit of love and sympathy in the
churches. Ard it is clear that from
the very first the disciples were fully
imbued with the unity idea. All sol.
fishness was minimized, as tho apostle
says, " The lovo of each ono of you all
toward oue another aboundoth” (2
Thess. i. 8). And tho sacred Listorian
records that, * The multitude of them
that belioved wore of ono hieart and
goul; and not one of them ssid that
aught of tho things which h. posscssed
was his own ; but thoy bad all things
common"” {Acte iv. 82). Nor was any
soctionnl fecling allowed to soparato
tho churchea. Tlho broadest charity
was inculeatod by the apostles and
practised by the churches.  Of this we
havo such oxamples as tho following:
] go unto Jerusalom minletoring
unto the saints. For it bath boen tho
good pleasure of Macedoris and Achain
to make a cerlain contribution for tho
poor amony the esiuts that aro at
Jorusalom. Yea, it hath boen their
good plessuro; and thoir debtors they
aro" (Rom. xv. 25.27). “For accord.
iug to thair power, I bear witness, yoa
and Loyond their power, thoy gave of
their own accord,” oto. (2 Cor. viii. 8).
Now, notwithelanding all this, and
much moze that might be presented
hero touohing the unity idea, that tho
churchos are one, and theroforo depon-
dent, it is frocly granted that thero is
o senao in whicki the churehos of Christ
aro independent of eaoh otler, namoly,
in tho managoment of tAsir oun affairs.
In such qucstions ns purcly rolato {o

kind and style of. houss of worship,
Loura of worship, managemont of ¢ascs
of dirciplino, and a thousand other
matlors portainiag to cach local con.
gregation of tho Jdiseiplos of the Lord,
and for the management of which no
specifio Iaws have boon given, requining
uniformity of action on the part of all
the churehes. Easoh churchk is per.
fecily indopendont of evor)" other, and
muet bo governed largely by its own
peculiar suzroundings in such matters.
But whiloe the churches aro individu.
ally borored with the right of self
govornment they are Leld rasponsible
for thte nso thoy make of this powor,
and are oxpocted to make the wisost
uso of sanotified comwon senso, that
ell things be duno ¢ decently aud in
ordor,”” and that God, in all things,
mey bo glorified. For this purpoze
cach chureh is under tho govornmont
of ita own olders, who aro placed over
tho flook of Ged by divino authority,
and to watch for tho sonls of all as
those who must givo ascount to the
chief Bhephiord at Nis appearing. All
aro thus *“undor law to Christ,” DBut,
in no ecuso is oither a church or an
individnal member amonable to any
ccolesiastical court of pope or presby.
tory, or mere htman anthority what.
ever. lieunce, any alien to the king.
dom of Chriat 3.7 Aelieves in Jesus as
thd Son of ’(iloif,‘i‘dqu"jiéfds obedicuco
to Him in baptiem, is entitled to im.
mediato membership in auy church of
Christ without boing asked to subseribe
to & humau croed or set of fossilized
opinions of men.

Ve bavo already ceen that the prin.
ciple of independency doos 1 ot ralesso
churohes from tho responsibility of
carefully msintaining the wolfaro of
ono another, and thus of tho church at
large. Indeed, oach church should so
feel its responsibility and guard its
liberty with the view of makiug iis
moral power folt for the largest amount
of good, Loth local and gencral. It
must be "a city sot on a hill,” that
fecanuot bo hid;” a *golden candle.
atiok,” thirowing afar tho light of divino
truth to direct tho souls of mon over
the dark sea of lifo, toward a rosting
placo in God's lovo,

1t is true, therefore, that thovo is no
guch thing as absoluts indepondency of
tho churches. Asin the material uni.
vorso, tho grand forccs of nature sro
but the upion of- olomonts, which
takon alone seem antagonistio to
oach other ; 80 in the ohureh, the prin.
ciples of indepondency and depondenoy
unite and co.oporato in tho missionary
epirit and purposs of tho Goapol, and
in tho highest purposos of church dis.
ciplino—*'the odifying of thoe body of
Christ,” that each individual may comeo
*'unto tho mecasuro of tho stature of
thio fulnoss of Christ” {Epl. iv.

find that tho two principles meet, and!

pendeney and dopondenoyin one, -For
it iv dodudiredgea that evely chiurch’
is undor obligation to Christ the Divine
Head to maintain the honor and purity
of His kingdom. '
Tho action of any ono ¢hurel in

miatters of discipline is entitled, there.
tore, to the respect avd support of
evory othor church, No church can
treat the autliority of a sister chureh
with disregard in mattors of disciplino,

sinco tho proper maintonance of purity

of life in tho churches, and tho integ-

rity of tho iustitutions of tho Gospel, e
au obligation from whick no church
can frog itsolf. Tho responsibility rests
aliko upon alt to “IBear yo one an-
other’s burdens, snd so fulfil the law
of Clrist” (Gal. vi. 2). It follows,

therefore, that if any church continnes
to rccognize a member from whom &
sister chiurch has withdrawn, and al.
lows him to sit at tho Lord's tablo,
and otherwiso holds fellowship with
hirm, that church so doiug openly vio-
lates not only all prineiplea of Chris.

Lot ue suppose a chureh has fallen
n prey to falso teaching, by a ¢ wolf in
sheep's olothing,” it may bs, or through
unwiso disciptine, andJosos its power
for' uscfulness, and disgracos the canse
of the Lord, world the prineiplo of in.
dopendency forbid that any kindly
offort shoulil be mado by sietor churches
1o savo that ofe from doath and the
canse of Clrist from disgrace ?
Surcly not.  While no ceelesiastical
anthority can be nsed by cithor ons or
many churches over anothor, yet tho
principlo of chuoreli depoudency de-
mands that assistanca bo offered in
tho spirit of Lrothorly love, by way of
couneel, oxhortation, admounition, and
ovon rebnke.  Such a course is in ac.
cordance with the apostolic injanction,
" Lot no man seek his own, but caeh
bis neighbours’ goott” (1 Cor. x. 21).

'Thus, like tho diverging raysof light,
while they spring Trom one common
source, each performs its iudividual
work of beauty upon tho flowers, with
tiat and shado, or onrickes with doli-
cato flavor tho countloss varioties of
fruit ; yat all cooporate in replenishing
carth's gencroos storo for her variont
tenantry.

elaborato snewer is no! needed,

Certainly Lis language is frank and
eatily underatood, though fow, if any,
will Leliove his atatenionta: *'.A ishop
can do exactly what the apostles did,
and no more or less,” *“Tho apostles
werd MRN, and therefore 1aid on their
hande ; and what they did our bishops
liavo dono from the duys of the aposties
down to the present moment.”

This is surely High Church with a
vengeanco, higher than -the Church of
Rome, withamuch lower Aistorie record
for apostolic succession, and is a falso
and presumptuous claim, which wo be-
lieve to bo in discordnnco with the
viows of the moro humble and uapro.
teatious of Mr. Bevan's own chureh,
Lot tho reader contrast what is cmbod.
ied in tho following words with the
gifts ard powers of modern bishops,
and it is cnough : * God also bearing
them (thoso who heard the Lord) wit
ness both with eigns and wonders, and
with divers miracles and gifis of tho
Holy Ghost,sccording to Fis own will"
(Hob. it 1).

In regand to.tho commission, as re-
corded in Matthew, embLracing only tho
Gentiles, is an assumption without any
siriptural proof. As Luke vecords it
in his gospel, and aleo-in tho sccond
chapter of Acts, the npostles, as suon
as they were ualified, began "at Jeru.
salem " ‘‘to preach tho gospal,” and,
{or tho Brat time, there announced the
conditions of parden; and further than
this, Peter calls to tho mind of the
Jows, whon preaching in the temple,
their priority in privilege when he
sayr: “ Unto you rinsr God, having
raired up his Sou Jesus, sent 1Him to
bless you, in turning away every one
of you from his iniquities” (Acta iii, 26).

Now,it is reallytoo bad tobring forth
& scripture which scems to flatly contra-
dict a clergyman, but truth demands it.
Mr. Bevan says that the word trans.
lated ** nations " with the articlo nlways
weans the Gentiles only: ™ In every
place it means just what I said, viz, the
heathen world, outside Jerusalem ;"
and furtheron @ ' Thia distinction runs
through the whole Now Testament.”

In Matt, xxv. 32, we havo tho fol-
lowing wordsof Christ addreased to the
Jows: * And beforo 1[im sball bo gath-
ercd all nations "=t Panta ta othng,”
which are precisely the asme words, in.
cluding, of course, the article, as o
used in the commission, Will our cor-
reapondent say that ¢ all nations” in
this passago did not include tho Jewad
And, furthermore, we wonder that the
fast has Leen overlooked that in somo
of the pasaages quoted the distinetion
between tho Jow and Gentilo is stated
—*Give nono offence, neither to the
Jows nor tho Gentiles,” which distine-
tlon is often nccessary, for in soveral
places in the Now Testament the Jewa
aro aleo called a nation. Lot ono quo.
tation suflice, tho words ¢f Ono who
spako by divino impulse:; ¢ And this
spako bie, not of himself, bul boing high
pricst that yesr ho prophesied that
Jesun should dio for that nation ; and
not for that nation anly, but that also
Ho sbould gather together in ono tho
children of God that wero seattered
abroad ¥ {John xi. 51, 52},

As this ought to close tho contro-
versy, which is otcupying too much
space, ond is to such a lazgo oxtent bo-

Hereditary means ** capable of being
transmitted from a parent to a child.”

our Lord Jesus Chriat, that of His
bounteous roerey ho will grant ¢» this
c¢hild that thing which by nature ke san-}
not have, that ho may bo baptized with
water and the Holy Ghost, and received
into Chrlst's holy church, and be made
a lively member of the eame.”—DBook
of Common Prayer.

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To the Ministers of the Christian
Churches .

Reverend Sirs,—We take tho liberty
of addressing you on wuat wo cannot
but fcel to be a matter of most
momentous importesnco, not wmoroly
from a social, but also from o retigions
point of viow.  We nced scarcely ro-
mind you that the conditions at pros-
ont oxisting in society are anything
but eatisfactory, nor do wo sco any
tendeucy for them to becomo any bote
tor, nnless groat improvemonts aro
roado in our laws,

Tho trausformation in the rasthods
of producing wealth during tho past
two centuties have Leen so oxtra.
ordinary, that in many departments
wo produce ton, twonty or a hundred.
fold what could bo produced a fow
centurics ago.

What comes of that abundance ?
Doosit go ea the roward of industry to
tho toilera? Does it go to tho mon
to whose induslry it is dao, to tho
men who work ten lours & day, and
tho women who work twelvo or fouy.
toon houra a day, or are we maintain.
jug somo wmothod soriously anjust,
wheroby the Inborer is deprived of the
proper reward of bis industry ?

Tho increaso of population on this
coutinent ia oco of tho wonders of
history. Io & hundred yoars the
population of this country aud of the
noighboring ropublic has increasod

inoreased with tenfold greater rapidity.
Tho effect, coneequently, is that there is
less available Jand lor eack. In our
largo citios, therefore, wo sce people
crowding into bask alleys, close, stully
tznements, often wholo familics ¢com-
pelled to crowd icto ono apartmont,
4il} it is impossible 1o observe proper-
ly tho decencios of lifo, and nnything
liko the dovolopmont of a full.orbed
wmanhood—morally and physically—or
tho proper onjoyment of tho bleasings
of oxistenco, aro utterly ont of tho
question,

Wo lake the Jiberty of asking what
is tho teaching of Obristianity respect-
ing theto two facts, pamely The
abundance in products caused by io-
dustry, and tho scarcity in land caus-
ed by the crowding of population ?
DPoos Obristianity teach that thoso
Lo by their industry cause abundance,
vhould be punished with ecarcity,
whilo anothor portion of socioty should
bo endowed with the-power to appro-
priato a large sharo of tho product,
pot because thoy had aided in any
way in Dbogetling that product, but
mainly on account of the monopoly of
land, capecially in tho Iarger centres
of population,

That is tho law of this country to-
day, and it is to this regulation that
wo desiro most carnesily to call your
attontion.

To many of us this question is of
the moet momontous importance, On
what principle can it bo justified, that
thoso whoindustriously and beneficent.
Iy bring forth products in lavieh abund.
auce, should obtain only seareity—poor
Lomeg, conrss clothing, dograded social
standing, inadequate education, while
other men apd women who wugither
toil nor spin enjoy oxceeding abund.
aunce,

Is this Christianity ? Is this ron.
dering to overyone his due ? Ig this
boneaty, or is it tion ? ls thie
thie rightoondues, 1hatwe aro oxhdrted
80 carnestly {o seck and to follow ?
Whet prospeet to-tho most of us doos
tho futuro offer? Every increaso of
population but increases the tributo
that labor must surrender for oecupy-
ing tho earth.  Wherover population
is likely to centre, thero awaits the
speeniator to extort from na tho pro-
dacts of our industry. Every increaeo
of population, tucreases his power to
appropriate, and our compulsion to
yield up our produet, His growing
fortuno is tho wmeasuro of our msfor-
tuno, bis exaltation involres our do-
gradation. No mattor how many
years wo may contiwue this payment,
no matter how many millions wo may
surrender, our obligation never dimin.
ishos or draws nearer au end. No
matter how rauch wo may increaso the
prodnclivonoss of our industry,-the
regulations al presont in force will
placo us under & tribute o groat that
it will always keop s and our succes.
so0ra impoverished.

Wo caonot enppress tho thouglit
that wo aro liviog woder conditions
radically and terribly unjust. Brouglit
into life, into this universe, mith its
imwmunse poseiluihities and its wondrous
surroundings, can we bo satisfied with
thir regulations that now etist, regula-
ticon that must doom us and our sno.
cessors, {0 be tho mere dradges of
socioty, to degrading sorvitude, and

TORONTO, JULY 1314, 1891,
After the Convention.

A fow words under this heading may
be serviceable to some of our readers
who attended the Annual Meeting in
this city, and to some who did not.

When a large number of Christians
—oearnest Christiang—meet together
and remain together for & few days,
engaged in religious work and worship,
there is cortain to be generated & largy
amount of good feeling, and » great
many resolutions will be formed to do
great things for the Lord. The en-
thusiastic Christian at the Convention
will wonder at his past apathy, and the
thought will come to him that he will
be no leggard in the days to come.
And it is well when Christiane are
shaken cut of their shells and jifted out
of their ruts—that is one of the great
benefits of a convention, But Chris-
tians cannot carry all the enthusinam
home with them, much lees can they
retain it all until the next convention.
Nor is it desirable that they should,
for enthusissm is wearing and exhauat-
ing. It has its uves and its abuses.
One of its abuses is when an effort is
put forth to keep things * enthusiss-
tic” all the year round—the reeult has
often been obeerved, reaction, relax-
ation, discoursgement. We were not
intended to run on high pressure, and
we should not try to. Another of the
abuses of enthusiasm is when, as may
happen not infrequently, some project
is undertaken in a burst of enthusiasm,
which a calmer state of mind cannot
approve of, aud the persons responsible
for the action will not reconsider and
revise it. The reputation of an indivi.
dual or of & convention will not suffer
17 acknowledging such basty action.
Great enterpriees should be care.
folly considersd and cantiomsly ua:
dertaken. Our Lord has given us di.
rections about sitting down and count-
ing the ccet. We have no assursnce
that He will make our work successfal
it we do not usa ordinary prudence in
laying it out.

But we have not yet said what we
started out tzsay, We wished to warn
our brethrea and sisters who live in
the midst of unfavorable religious con-
ditions sgainet discouragement after
getting home and comparing the dul-
ness of the home charch with the en-
thusissm of the Annual Meeting. We
ask them to remember that the high
feeling and lofty tor. of the Conven-
tion, without which it would be of
dittlo use, do not exist anywhere the
year round, Even when tho Church
is accounted prosperons greater moder-
ation prorails—for the most part things
puraue * the even tenor of their way.”

And while we bave cur pen in hand
we may as well say a word with refer-
once to the impression that may exist
more or less in us all, viz, that if the
Annual Mesting be well attended and
enthusiastic and passes atrong resolu-
tions, the mission work will go on
bravely right through the year. How

many of us who were in Toronto felt
that we had delivered our souls for
another twelve months, so for as the
advancement of the cause in Canada is
concerned? Let us not deceive our-
selves on this point. The Annual
Meeting in a good institution—a very
good inatitution—but unless those who
attend it work, and pay, and pry,
throughout the year, the gaod effects of
the Annual Moeetings will be largely
lost. In fact one of the great pur-
poses of the meeting is to enlist the
sympathy and engsge the support of
Christlan men and women, who will
use their influence at home in dovelop-
ing the wissionary spirit and collecting
the miselon fund, Every one who
voted to auppost the mision fields lain
honor bound to do all ia his power to
provide the money requisite to keep
them up, and without this conatant co-
operation the work cannot be main-
tained and enlarged as the needs of
our country require.

Prohibition.

As we anticipated some time sgo,
Parlisment was not persuaded by the
large number of petitions prayiog for
the immediate paseage of a prohibitory
law to enact such s law, We notice
that the Government, ewpecially the
Minister of Fiuance, is being somewhat
soverely criticised for the stand they
took. It is well known that Mr.
Foster is not so urgently aaxious now
to have Prohibition at once ashe wasa
few years ago. It is alleged that s
Cabinet office has so operated on his
mind as to produce the change. We
do not feel like joining in this uncom-
plimentary declaration. Bat whatever
may be the true cause of Mr. Foster'’s
aitered position, we know that many
Prohibitioniste are pretty tauch of his
way of thinking and that without
reference to political party lines. As
'we have before declared, the Scott Act
effected & very marked change in the
opinions of many who favored the
abolition of the liquor teaffic. The
unsatisfactory manner of its operation
and its general rejection when sab-
mitted & second time led wany to ques-
tion whether Canada is ready for Pro.
hibition. Woe hold that a man may be
s good Prohibitionist and not be in
favor of the immediste enactment of
Probibition ; and we are pleased to
observe that such Prohibitionists sre
speaking out more freely than they did
s while ugo. Thes odious tyranny of
profossional temperance men is being
very properly relegated to the rear snd
& more healthy condition now exists
among those who desire to wee the
liguor traffic destroyed. There is &
greater disposition to procesd cau-
tiomsly and surely—io avert the possi-
bility of & backward 0. When
Prehibition is enacted i ~ aldbeas
noarly certain as anythi ‘h‘uu be to
human wisdom that the Hgquor traffic
could mnever be reinstated. That
degree of certainty does not now exist,
notwithstanding the large number of
signatures to the petitions. For us the
Toronte Week well obeerves: “ The
multitude of signatares to the petitions
does not guarantes conforcement, be-
cause no one believes that one in five
of theso signatures represents a positive
force for carrying the law into effect.”
And while the Royal! Commission
about to be appointed is doing its work,
fet us all do what we can to get the
country resdy for Prohibition. We
can do that by pointing out the Bible
teaching on drankenness, by using our
influence In the direction of inducing
pevple to becomo total abstainers, and
by generally lending our aid towards
the education of the people on the whole
quostion. That the report of the Com-
mission will atrongly favor Probibition

wo do not doubt, if the Commismion doss

ite work honestly, as we are willing to
believe it will, Its dutiesars prescribed
inthe resolution authorizing its appoint-
ment, as follows :—

and steal, and take the name of my
God in vain.” “Feed me with food
convenient for me,"” or as the Revised
Version hes it, % Feed me with the
food that is needful for me,” seems to
indicate the golden menu between the
extremes of poverty and riches, and

crestures even In what wo call our

favored land are usually without the
commonest necositles of Jife. And
Christiane have no right to complain,
but shonid rather rejoice, when their
indifference to the poor is pointed out,
eapecially when ft is done in so gentle
and considcrato a way ason the present
occasion. It is, we think, becoming
all tho time more evident that unless
Christians glvs more serious atteation
to social questions, the influence of
Christianity will be sadly and increas-
ingly impaired. Or to put the matter
{n another way, Christians must more
faithfully represent Christ, must do
what they may be certaln He would
do were He on the earth now. We
cannot doubt what His attitade would
be. He would be no indifferent spec-
tator of injustice, no apologist of op-
pression becauss ibe oppressor was
wesalthy and powerful. He would ex.
presa Himaelt with great plainness of
speech, But he would not be unjuat
to the rich either, and any extenuating
circumatances would bs recognized.
And we should ba careful lest in our
zcal for the poor we do wrong to the
wealthy, To illustrate what we mean,
let us say that account must be takén
of the long established order of things,
and of the natural hesitation to adopt
new methods whose results cannot be
foreseen and might be no permanent
improvement on the old. Mauy of the
slaveholders in the Bouthera States,
we have been told, did not approve of
slavery, bt they were born slavehold.
ets, the law of the land supported the
aystem, they did not see how to get
free from it, and so they decided to
submit to what they thought they could
not alter, and treat thelr slaves with
consideration and humanity snd make
their lot sa tolerable as pomibla within
the reilm of bondage. And s0, no
doubt, it is with many wealthy Chris-
tian men today. They do not desire
to have 30 much when others have 8o
little ; they are not indifferent to the
vast inequality that exists all between
them and the poor; but they know not

how to prooeed to inaugurate & system

that would produce and maintain &
better order of things. The beat they
think they can do is to deal kindly
with their own servants and liberally
with the needy—to be faithfal stewards
of the wealth in their hands. Reform.
ora shonld not loso sight of this side of
the question,

Of one thing we are certain, the
better the teaching of Jesus Christ is
understood by s man, and the more
thoroighly he submits his mind to its
guidance, the more deeply will he feel
for all who are in anywise wronged or
oppressed. And, therefore, we would
recommend that while earnest efforts
do not cesse to discover and apply &
remedy for the evils in question, the
Goapel of Christ be preached in all its
fulness with greater diligence than ever
before, and in the intensely practical
way of which we have such atriking
{liustrations with reference to the mat-
ter before us in the Epistlo of James
And we aro confident thet some day,
not very distant, we trust, the persist-
ent exertions of Christian thinkers and
reformers will becrowned with saccoss,

For several weoke tho friends of the
Foroign Socicty Liave heen disquicted
by rumors of riots in China, Thoe feel-
ing against foreigoors is strong. Thero
Liavo been riots in soveral places, Tho
roports published in the daily papers
make matlers appear moro sorious
than they really were. Tho wives and
childron of tho missionarics left Nan.
kin nna Wulu, aud ate now at Shang-
hei. The buildicgs in Nankin woro
not injured ; we havo no property in
Wubu., Tho wissionarics are of the
opinion that the Chineso Governmont
will pay all dawagos and their teavel-
ing expenses. Thero aro soveral gun-
boats near tho scono of tho riots, and
no further tromblo is anticipated for
tho present. E. T. Williawe writes
from Napokin as followa: **Qur work
goca on as usual in all its dopartments,
and we trust ot in princes nor in gun.
boats, but in the Lord of hosts, IfiL
is His will Ho can protect us. If it bo
His will to sufler calamity to bofalt ue,
Ilo can overenle it for the good of His
caune.”” Ilo statos thet on & recent
trip throngh .ibe country with Dr.
Macklin, they wore badly treated;
stoncd and beaten in one city, and all
but mobboed in another. The Roman
Catholic premises in Wuhn havo been
burued,

There aro eoveral causes for this
outbreak. W. P. Beatley mentions
fiva: (1) Tho goneral diesatisfaction
with the present Government; (2) The
formation of a seeret scciety to over-
throw it; (8) Tho iwports far oxcced
tho exports. This takes the mouoy
out of tho country; (1) Fpiluro of
crops and fawine ; (5} Hatred of for-
oigners, Theso rcasons arvo pastly
politicul, partly economio, and partly
natioval. Thero ia no montion of any
religious prejudices, Falsohoods are
persistently reported. Thus it is said
that children aro bowitchod and that
their oyes, and hearts, and intoatines,
and kidneys are taken out, Tho oyes
are used in making telescopes; the
bearts aro used iu waking opium.
Jther roports cqually ridiculous are
sircnlated sud rectived as trao by the
natives.

Thero is nothing remarkablo in thig,
Similar ovents are recorded in tho book
of Acts. The powers of darkncss do
not propose to abaudon tho field they
Lavo beld so long without a struggle.
Thoro is no canso for alarm. This oc-
curronco will bo overtuled for good.
Tho miesionsries will be roinforced and
thoy will enter now fiolds aud sot up
their banoer in tho namo of the Lord.,
Nothing that Las bappencd in our his.
tory promises botter results than theso
recent riofe, Tho brave men in the
front must 1.ud sball bo supported.

meoded thal an earnest cffort bo mado

The Nanking Riot,

To the Editor of the North.China Daily

News

Sir,—Would you kindly allow me a
fow lines in your valuablo paper con-
cerning tho riof at this placo ? Abont
thio 14tb of this month tLo missicnaries
organized to preparo for tho coming
tronbles. Two wero appointod to writo
to the cousule and a committee of threw
to bo on tho alert for information con-
cerning aoy  premeditated  troublo.
Nothiog waa heard of sny tronble oz.
copt a proclamation on the M. E. Hos-
pital, til tho writer wao juformed on
Sunday by a friend who knew that
thers was roal daoger. A meeting of
tho community was at onco ¢allod and
it was decided o sond our wives and
childron to Sbangbai, and two wero
appointed to visit the Vicoroy and
warn him. Dr, Jellison and tho writer
visited Liu Ta-jén who met us most
cordially, shaking hauds in foreign
fashion. (This kinduess is duo to Dr.
Jellison havivg cured him of a sickness
a fow weeka ago.) Wo told him our
errand snd asked for holp, which was
promised. Monday morning thero was
a regulnr stampedo to the steamor and
the Chinese thought tho foreign popu-
lation Lad all run away, but the mon
wero only cscorting the ladies to the
boat. At tho hnlk we heard that loot-
ing had cowmencod. We hurried back
to find tho inission promiscs at the
Drum Tower surrounded by soldiers
end nothiuyg injured. On going to the
North Gato Bridgoe placo wo found that
tho Mothodit Ladies’ Colicgo iad been
looted, beds torn to picces, windowe
smsashed, doors broken, and a pile of
Growocd bad been ignited, nearly burn.
ing tho college Luilding down, but as
it wae, only bLurniug n matshed and
gcorching ono-of tho windows, Mr.
Ferguson's bouso bad beon entored,
but vory littlo damagodone. Tho Rev.
D. W, Nichols Lad a rare oxperionce
at tho West Gato place. Ho had only
cscorted his fanuly just outside the
West Gate whon a sorvant camo to tell
bim that a crowd was abont to burn
the fine M. E. Hospital, He hurried
back to find several thousand people
outside tho gato and seversl hundred
insido making ovorything ready to burn
tho building, Our gallant friend Nich.
ola rushed through tho crowd askiog
for tho ringleader, and on finding Lim
he grabbed his quere and dragged him
through thoe rioters, outside the gato,
the crowd following. Mr. Nichols then
steod in tho door-way and kept the
mob at bay with a rovolver for porhaps
an hour or two, whilo the ringleador
tried to nrgo on tho mob, oneo parti.
aliy pullivg & knito out of hia eleave.
When our Lravo friend was just about
to give up, av-oflicial camo along with
soldiers and Mr. Nichols soized the
ringleador agair and handed Lim over
to the oflicial who said ho would iake
his head off on thoe apot, but Mr, Nich-
ola {o.d them not to do it thore but to
tako him to the yamén and out it off
thore. They then decided to boat him
aud gave him twe hondred blows,
When tho writer visitod the placo in
tho evening tho crowd had mostly dis-
persed. About datk Mr. Ferguson
visited tho Viceroy to complain of thoe
laxity of somo of the officere, who re-

leancd soldiers found carrying off mis.

sion properly. 'The Viceroy took im-
medinto stepe to tryand provent further
tronble in this direction. o bad a
poaceful night surrounded by onr mili.
tary guard, and today all f& quict
oxcopt for somo threats.

Wo regard thom ae tho eic-
dograded doscendants of originally
purer, wicer aud happicr races, IDo-
gradation, liko death, is the wages ¢f
gin; and in this world, as all axperis
enco feanches, it attaclios to nations as
well e to individuals,  Sin reigns iu
Africa, and ein which, in epite of their
heathenism, tho people know to be sin.
But thoy aro ashamed of their cauni-
balism, aud try to'concoal it from the
whito man, and so with other erimes,
Religion thoy havo none, for the fetich.
worship to which thoy are addicted
cannot bo called a religion. They are
not oven idol-worshippers, though they
have certain images which thoy regard
as charms more than ae gods. They
do not worship tho sun or deify the
clements, Their.ignorance of all ro-
ligious truth is utter, sud their solo
point of sound philosophy e a hazy
belief in a fature life. Bnt they aro
teachablo, for thoy aro of childlike na-
tnrca."-—\Ncw World of Central Africa.
