In n recent number of the Riche.
mond Trmes, Rabbi Calisch, of this
city, denies with some feeling, that
the Jews crucificd Christ.  Believing
that his letter to the T¥mes will be of
interest to our readers, we produce
it here in full and add a few words
of comment ;

THE CRUCIFIX{ON.

Ricuaoxn, Virginia, Nov. 15.—

Editor of Times:~—1 teust you will

e lfR g space in your valuable
paper for a ¥2% words in comment
on the defence of Colonel O'Ferrall,
made by Mr. J. 8. Craig, of Goshen,
and published in your issue of to-
day,

The comment is not on the defence
itself, but on the phrase used by the
writer, when he says that *‘the en-
emics of Colonel O'Ferrall worked
as vechemently to defeat him as did
the Jews to crucify the Savior.” Had
Mr. Craig been as cager in defence
of the truth as he was of Colonel
O'Ferrall, he would never have been
guilty of that assertion, For, all
Christians teaching to the contrary
notwithstanding, the Jews did not
crucify Jesus.

To my sorrow do 1 know that the
children of Christian parents, as they
go to their respective Sundayschools,
are there taught the sentimient used
by Mr. Craiy; the pullpit repeats it,
and the language of hyvmn.bocks
often re-enforces it.  This hoary
calumny of ages has been the cause
of mare woe to the Jews and more
unchristian conduct on the part of
Christians than any other thought in
human history, and to-day yet it is
given to innocent children, to sour
the milk of human kindness within
their breasts, and to pave the road
whercon the steps of hate shall walk,
And the pathetic part of it is that it
is untrue.

It is with deep regret that | feel
called upon to oppose the teachings
of pastors and Sunday school super-
intendents and teachers, but the de-
fence of my own, and the regard for
historical truth urge me 10 take hold
of this opportunity.

The Jews did not crucify Jesus,
and they could not have done so had
they wishedto. In the timeof Jesus
Judea was a tributary province of
Rome, as Canada is to-day of Ling-
land. And whilec Rome permitted a
certain autonomy of government to
her provinces in ordinury civil and
criminal jurisdiction, yet the jus
gladii, the powcrover life and death,
was not in their hands, as the gospel
of John itsell states (xviii. 33), it
heing the cxclusive prerogative of
the Roman governor or procurator.

Nor were they morally responsible
for His death, for the cvent was the

result of political and net religious

——

agitation.  Had Jesus never violated
His own teachings, had He “rene
dered unto God  hings that are
God'z, and unte Casar things that
are Casar's,” He doubtless would
have died a peaceful and sidinary
death, and Christianity mayhap
would hive been n thing still unborn,
Had He simply continued to teach
and to perform His healings and His
miracles, and had done nothing else,
Calvary and Golgotha would have
remained unknown and unsung. But
when He permitted Himsell to make
the triumphal procession into ferusa.
lem, and to be hailed by the people as
the  Kinpr of the Jews," then He he-
came guilty of treason to Rome,
precisely as would any onc to-day be
puilty of treason to England did he
set himself pp as king of Canada.

Jesus, by that act, hecame a politi.
cal malefactor, and ns a pelitical
malefactor tHe was condemned by
a Romun procurator, led to the cross
by Roman exccutioners and put to
death by Roman methods of execu-
tion. Crucifixion was an act un.
known to the Jews, They have not
even a word for it in their vocabul.
ary.
That Jesus had no thought of
insurrection against Rome is.doubt.
{ess true, and His life had .been
beautiful and blameless, and of com-
fort and chear and healing to the
sick in soul and body is also true,
ihat He meant only that His was to
be a spiritual kingdom, and not
temporal is likewise unquestioned,
but Rome knew nor cared aught for
these things, not took ¢ogmizance of
the surgings of His soul-life. Suf-
ficient that He dared be proclaimed
“King of the Jews,” had entered
Jerusalem as into Hiy capital city.
The hand of Rome was heavy upon
those who questioned its power and
Jesux felt its weight,

Did T not fear to trespass upon
your space [ could bring the Synop-
tics themselves tu bear out my as-
sertions.  But 1 trust that this will
be sufficient to call the attention of
Me. Craig and many other Chris.
tians to this crror, and to express
the hope that they, and those in
whose power it lics, will remedy the
great injustice that has been done
unto a people, an injustice that has
cast its fearful shadow over the face
of cvery century, that has caused
suffering and terror, and pain such
as, let us pray Heaven, will never be
caused again. I need not say to
whom the iniustice has been done,
nor who has suficred the pain.
Only after all these tardy years let
the shadow be rolled away, and let
the Juews walk side by side with
their fellow-men, without there rest-
ing upon them the burden of a deed
by them never committed,  For the
Romans, and not the Jews, crucified

the guilt of that tragedy, butin vain.
And now Rabbi Calisch, while ad.

his voice to the oft repeated denial.
We do not know whut fresh evi-
dence the Rabbi may have at his
command, but we are decidedly of
the opinion that his denial would
have found greater weight had he
produced a little cvidence, The
only authority that he cites is the
gospel of John, though he xays, “ i
could bring the Synoptics them.

But while the Rabbi gives no
satisfactory cvidence, he does ad-
vance a few reasond in support of
his position, which we shall notice
briefly.

After his triumphal entry into
Jerusalem, Jesus freely moved in
and out of the city, and taught the
people publicly for anumber of days.
Had hc been regarded as a traitor
and rebel against the Roman govern-
ment, this would not have been per-
mitted.

Again, Jesus was arrested by the
Jews,  John tells us that Judas led
out a band of men and officers for that
purpose, John xviil, 3. Whether
these were Rggman officers or Jewish
officers is not stated, but it iz plainly
stated that, whoever they were, they
went out from the chief priests and
Pharisces. Hence, jesus was ar.
restcd by the Jews, not for some
political intrigue, but out of envy,

Morcover, he was first tricd be-
fore the Jewish high priests and the
Jewish council. In this trial they
charged him with blaspheming the
temple and God, claiming to be the
Christ the Son of God. When they
took Him to Pilate the charge of
treason was advanced. But did Dif-
ate find anything in the charge?
Hear him: ¢ And Pilate, when he
had called together the chief priests
and the rulers of the people, said un-
to thum, Ye have brought this man
unto me as one that perverteth the
people ; and behold, I, having exam-
ined Him before you, have found no
fault in this man touching these
things whercof you accuse Him.
No, nor yet Herod ; for 1 sent you to
him ; and lo, nothing worthy of death
is done unto him.

In most cases the
pupil brings the envelope home, and
his ot her parent places in it what-
ever sum they feel at the time they
can afford. This is placed in the
contribution box, and the subject is
dropped for another year, when the
same request is repeated.

The Sunday School Superinten-
dent.

In my last { spoke of the import-
ance of careful selection in the mat-
wrof Sunday schoo) teachers, What
of the supcrintendent? He is the
leader, the guide, the captain, and
he ought to possess such qualifica-
tions and such a spirit that he will
be an inspiration to cvery teacher
and every schofar in his school. He
holds a most amportant place in the
church's work, and should be the
choice of the church and his appoiat-
ment he publicly made by the church,
and so closely are the interests of
the church and Sunday school united
that I sce no reason why he should
not be on the managing board in
company with theelders and deacons.

He should, in the next place, come
nfo close fouch with hfs teuchers, and
know them so well that he wi'l be
perfectly at liberty to commend their
school work, when it can be done,
and to counsel and, if necessary,
reprove or exhort when they fail.
Poor teaching iz often permitted by
A superintendent simply because he
is not at libe-ty to counsel or re-
prove the delinquent teacher, with
the result that the school suffers. So
it is necessary he should know his
teacherz and exercise over them a
careful oversight.

He should be a student, He must
not neglect the lesson simply because
he does not teach a class, but must
have afuller grasp on it than any
teacher in the school, for in review
he has to mect all the classes,
To him the teachers will look to
solve some problem or explain some
text, Solie willneed tobe a student ;
first, of God's word, and sccondly,
of every help within his reach,

He will need to be a man of wise
methods, and to do this he must be
a wise man, Every Sunday school
paper teems with ** methods,” some
good, some not so goeod. The best
may not be applicable to his par-
ticular school, or he may overburden
it with machinery., He must bea
wise man who cun discriminate and
use only what has a practical value.

He must have a correct ideal, or he
will not be a success, To so impart
Bible truth to the young that they
may early in life become Christians,
is the good superintendent’s aim, All
that leads to that desirable end he
will do. Al that hinders he will
avoid. He will be studious and
prayerful ; he will be patient and
wige ; every child will be dear to
him. A soul to be saved, a char-
acter to be formed. Success will
inspire him with renewed zeal, dis.
couragements will make him only
the more determined to conquer
them and make his work a success,
And he will not rest short of the true
end of his work, the salvation of the
children in his school.

Let me close this with a question
to every superintendent in Ontario:
How many of the advanced scholars]
in your school have you ledfto decide
for Christ this winter? To how
many have you made a direct, per-

sonal appeal to come to Christ? And

for how many are you both praying
and working? 1f you are falling at
this point, your own heart will tell
you that you are not a model super-
intemdent nor a model teacher.

They are our fellow crea-
turcs, and must be taught the way
of salvation; and Christian people
must do this, or sin will lie at their
door. They must be e¢quipped in
head and heact to help up, and on,
their own race.

The site of the old
mill is now traversed by the track of
the C. P. R, where it crosses Water
strect.  The mill was not a suceess-
ful venture, and, hisproperty having
become comp'lm!wcly valueless by
the opening of the river, about 32

Last year, the Forcign Socicty
asked the churches in Canada for
$1,600, and received $2,630.48.
True, part of this was a bequest, but
aside from the bequest, the churches
did remarkably well. They are
growing in the grace of giving, as
they are growing in other graces.

The time for the March offering is
athand. Every church in the Dom-
inion ought tv be preparing for this
event. Every Disciple of Christ
ought to be laying by in store, week
by week, as the Lord has ; rospered
him. If nothing is said and nothing
is laid by, the offering will be small.
This year calls for more scif-denidl
than any previous year. Money is
scarce; times are hard; all the
greater reason for self-denial so that
the offering may not be smaller than
before.

out an increased expenditure.

Miss Rioch is in the field, and is
doing a good work. Japan needs
$ 5,000 for buildings. Other ficlds
are calling for more workers and for
better facilities. Their rcquests are
altogether reasonable, and ought to
be granted., If the churches will
respond with liberal offerings in
March, the need of the work can be
supplied. This is the Lord’s work,
and it ought not to be allowed to
suffer.

Union of Baptists and Disciples.

From our United States exchanges
we leacn “"at at a number of points
in that country the question of union
between Baptists and Disciples is
being discussed. Some prominent
Baptists and Disciples are quoted as
strongly favoring the movement:
other some as cither not favoringit,
or not believing that the time for
such union has come. It is grati-
fying to know that the matter is even
being talked about. It indicates
that some Baptists and Disciples are
nearer together, or understand one
another better, than they once did.
It would be grreatly in the interest of
the truth if all evangelical immersion-
ists could unite.

As our St. Thomas correspondent
intimates, the same questic .8 re-
ceiving some attention in Ontario.
We have not seen Mr, Spencer’s
communications to the St. Thomas
Journal, and so ¢an offer no opinion
thercon. But we are free to say
that, so far as the Baptists gencrally
in Ontario are .oncerned, it is not
reasonable to expect very soon
union between them and the Dis-
ciples. A clipping from the Aylmer
Expressillustrates the general feeling
of Baptists on the question :

Just before going to press we not-
ice by a letter in the Journal, that

the Aylmer Baptist church declines
to take part in the proposed union of
the Baptist and Disciple bodies, for
reasons which we have not time or
space to enumerate in ths issue,

‘Fhose who have given the subject
any attention know thatin this coun.
try what is called the Regular Bap-
tist denomination is principally com-
posed of Calvinistic Close Commun-
jon Baptists. Not only are the older
ministers and people of that order,
but many of the young ministers
are. This is not to be marvelled at
when the Principal of McMaster
Fheological College, in Toronto, is
a thorough-groing Baptist of the old
school. It goes with the saying
that so long as that elsment prevails
among the Baptist:, union between
them and the Disciples is not practic-
able.,

Woe trust that, though the Aylmer
Baptist Church will not join in it,
the confercnce will still be held. A
friendly comparison of views on the
part of those who long for the union
of the Lord's people cannot bw do
good,

About Breaking Vows.

« But it is aninsult for them to
ask that fallen priests such as Chini-
quy, Seguin & Co., be treated by
us with the same deference as the
above.-mentioned ministers.  The
latter never made a vow to practice
celibacy all their life; their church
allows them to marry, while a Cath.-
olic priest can marry only by break-
ing vows f‘rom which no human
power can dispense him, and only by
committing a horrible sacrilege by
which he becomes anathematized.
In the ordinary course of life, the
world has not much respect for a
man who is known to deliberately
lic and not to keep his word, What
is to be said then of the man who
shamefully and publicly breaks the
holy vow which he took at thefoot
of the altar to have no other spouse
but the church itself of which he be-
comes the priest? Let our separated
brethren reason thus, and they will
understand all the hocror that a sin-
cere Catholic must feel at a married
priest.” —Minerve.

Itis well, sometimes, to see others
as they see themselves, and to study
their opinions from their own stand-
point. For this reason we give the
above paragraph to our readers.
The other side of the question in
hand may be put in this way. ltis
not a grievous sin, but perfectly law-
ful before God, for a Roman Catholie,
even a Rowan Catholic priest, to re-
nounce the Roman Catholic faith.
When a pricst has done so, he is at
perfect hberty to marry notwithe
standing any vow of celibacy he may
have made. When he learns that
the vow he made was not required
of him by thelaw of God, and knows
that in * breaking * it heis doing
no wrong to any f{ellow-creature, he
is as free to niarry as though he had
never been a priest.

sins is connected with and in a

Some of the more evangelical of
the clergymen in the Church of
England, who have lately resigned
from alarm at the Romanizing teend
of the church, have resolved upon
the issue of a new DPrayer-book,
which is to be free from those fea-
tures which, in the present one, are
so favorable to the anti-cvangelical
movement. Qur Londim {kng.)
namesake, in noticing the proposed
revision, # few weeks since, quoted
the following as the words of onc of
the leading clerical revisers, in ex-
plaining the lines upon which the
tevision of the Praycr-book is being
made. This candid reviser says :

#The question of baptism is a
crucial one. It hasbeen approached
by the revisers with an carnest de-
sire to appeal * to the law and to the
testimony,’ and in this, as in all
other points with which they have
been dealing, to go back to the
teaching and practice, so far as they
can be ascertained, of Christ and
His Apostles, Whatis the Divinely-
given key? We find it in Mark’s
Gospel (xvi. 15, 16): * Go ye into all
the world, and preach the Gospel
to every creature, He that be-
fieveth, and is baptized, shall be
saved.! Thereare thus three stages:
1. The preaching of the Gospel.
2. Faith—coming by hearing it
preached. 3. The baphisid of the
believing person.

% To this, therefore, we come
back, and accordingly reject the
baptism of unconscious infants, with
all the superstitions attaching to
and resulting therefrom. But as
Christian parents must always de-
sire to dedicate their children to
God, a simple service of dedication
is provided. Of course, with infant
baptism, confirmation also disap-
pears.”

Clearly these brethren are not far
from the Baptist fold.—Canadian
Baptist.
