‘There are now about one hundred
thousand converts every year in heathen
lar ds, or 274 every day, or 11 every
hour in the day.

At the beginning of this century the
Bible could be studied by only one-
fifth of the earth’s population ; now it
is translated into languages that make
it accessible to nine-tenths of theworld’s
inhabitants.

—— —

Micronesia saw her first conversions
to Christianity but a little more than a
quarter of a century ago. Now there
are forty-seven self-supporting churches.

e

Pomare, the South Sea Island king,
died at the age of 70 years. At his
birth the first missionaries were just
landing. At his death tiree Aundred of
the Sonth Sea Islanders had become
Christianized.

——

Japan had but ten Christians in 1872,
Now there are 4o,000. Buddhist
priests have dwindled from 244,000 to
50,000—a most significant fact.

In Burmah seventy years ago there
was not a single Christian. Now there
are not far from 100,000. The Baptists
alone have soo churches and nearly
30,000 cOmmunicants.

——

Dr. Paton says of the New Hebrides :
«Since I entered the field, thirty-four
years ago, by God's blessing on the
united labors of our missionaries, He
has given us about 14,000 converts,
and about 200 of them are engaged as
native teachers.”

In 1812 all Christian teaching was
prohibited in India. Now the govern-
ment, in appreciation of missions, gives
large sums and valuable lands for the
ercction of hospitals, educ :ional
buildings and for the support of medical
missionaries.

— —

The Fiji Islands sixty years ago had
never seen a missionary, and were
peopled by ferocious cannibals. In
1879 there were 102,000 regular wor-
shipers out of a population of about
120,000. At that time there were 8oo
churches, all well built and completed.
In every family there was morning and
evening worship.

These facts impress their own lesson.
The success of Foreign Missious is in-
comparable.

Preaching three times a day in India,
in three different villages, it would take
a missionary a year to proclaim the
gospel to the villages of a single state.

Last year 1.402 Churches gave less
than $10 each.

The number of Churches that gave
to this work Jast year was 2,403. An
effort is being made to reach 3,000 this
year. It can be done by a united
effort.

Dwarf Foreign Mis ions and Home
Missions will be rctarded. The light
that shines farthest shines brightest
nearest home.

There are about 100,000 converts
annually on the foreign field. We have
cheering reports from our own missions.

Last year 340 Churches raised as
much or more than their full apportion-
ment for Foreign Missions. We can
easily double the number this year.

Missouri leads in the number of con-
tributing Churches, the number being
288. But Ohio stil' leads in the
amount given, $12,514.92.

‘The number of contributing Churches
has almost doubled in the past two
years, and there has been an increase
in the receipts of $26,169.02. Last
year the receipts were $83,514.03. We
are yet $16,485.97 short of the 8100,000
we have so long been trying to raise.

Enlarge the Foreign Missionary
stream to a mighty flood and it will
flow back to every tributary that min-
istered to its rise, enriching the soil
over which it passes, and making glad
every barren field in the reflex benefit
it confers.

The Foreign Missionary spirit is the
elixir vitte of the Church of Jesus
Christ, a tonic that produces spiritual
health and actvity. Without it no
service can be helpful and inspiring
Without it there will sooner or later
come decay and death,

Nothing can take the place of obedi-
ence to the Divine command to dis-
ciple all nations, and nothing will avail
in the judgment of the great day ex-
cept that the work has been done. He
who trifles with this last command of
Christ does it at his peril,

The greatest study of the age is
Foreign Missions ; the greatest miracle,
what it has accomplished; and the
greatest and weightiest obligation that
rests upon the individual Christian and
upon the Church—the fulfillment of
the last command of the Son of God.

‘To evangelize the world is the duty
of the Church, its supreme duty. Of
all the commands that Jesus gave, this
is the last but most important. It
towers high above all others ; it includes
all others. He who shirks this duty
can afford to shitk all duties, If heis
unfaithful and disobedient here, his de-
votion elsewhere is like ¢“sounding
brass or a clanging cymbal.”

The most prosperous, influential and
successful Chu ches in all the land are
those which are thoroughly missionary
in spurit, and give largely to the con-
version of the world. The missionary
spirit feeds and vitalizes the prayer
meeting, increases the attendance and
interest in the Sunday-school, and
makes the services of the Lord’s Day
an earnest of the sweet rest that
remains for the people of God. What-
ever it touches it blesses. Its reflex
influence is seen and felt everywhere,

The World's Need of the Gospel.

——

One thousand millions of our race
are wandering in darkness and the
shadow of death, without hope, without
God in the world.

About twelve thousand women die
every day in China, without hope,
without God.

At a Sunday-school celebration at
Hilo, 2 woman was seen weeping and
wringing her hands. When asked the
cause of her sorrow, she said : * With
my own hands I destroyed eight of my
children. To-day not one of my
descendants is alive.  Oh, why did not
the missionaries come sooner !

Numbers of babies are murdered in
China every year to get them out of the

way. Do not their death wails cry
* Haste "'?

In Korea there are thirty-two or.
dained missionaries to 12,000,000
heathen.

In India there is one missionary
worker to 135,000 heathen.

They are dying so fast in India!
Twenty thousand a day, eight hundred
an hour, fifieen a minute, one every
four seconds !

Mothers often kill their baby girls in
India to save them from the sorrows
they have suffered.

India has three times the population
to-day it had in the time of Carey.

It has been estimated that, if the
whole heathen population of the world
was divided between all the Christians
in the world, each Christian’s share
would be thirty-three heathen.

Unoccupied mission territory to the
extent of 4,0cd,000 square miles sull
exists in Central Affica, an area larger
than the whole of Europe, says the
Rev. Geo. Greenfell, of the Baptist
Congo Mission.

It is estimated that one hundred
thousand of our race die every twenty-
four hours, without hope, because with-
out Christ. Many of them can say as
they. pass out-into the darkness, *“ No
man has cared for my soul.” Can we
say, ‘“ My skitts are clear” ?

In some parts of Africa when a chief
is buried, 2 number of slaves are
bought, and taken to the grave-side,
where their heads are struck off, and,
with the bodies, thrown in, until they
form a layer, on which the corpse of
the chief is placed, for it must not
touch the earth. Other bodies of
slaves are arrayed all around and over
the top, and so the dead chief rests
imbedded in the &hastly remains of his
murdered victims.

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Lecture.

The lecture delivered last Fridav
evening, at the Baptist Church, by C.
T. Paul, President of the Toronto
School of ranguages, proved most in-
structive and interesting. The learned
and eloquent gentleman was greeted by
an audience which though appreciative
was not as numerous as the high char-
acter of the entertainment merited.

The subject, ¢ Thibet and the Thi-
betans,” is of peculiar interest for vari-
ous reasons, and particularly in this,
that the inner portion of this country is
almost a ferra incognita, as ndt only
the missionaries of the gospel, but all
travelers, are rizidly excluded, and onty
a very few, and they most carefully dis-
guised as natives, have ever succeeded
in penetrating so far as Lhasa, the
capital. The lecturer is the editorof a
periodical called Zhe Thibetan, and
counts among his most intimate per-
sonal friends Mr. Petrus Rheinhardt
and his wifv, Dr. Rheinhardt, both
from Ontario, who, as nussionaries,
have, within the last two years, worked
their way into Northern Thibet, and
who, though in imminent danger of
their lives, when last heard from, vere
determined to push on still farther in-
land, if the Mahommedan rebellion,
then in progress, did not cut them off,
The lecturer’s account of the peaple,
their teligion, manners, customs and
laws, was highly entertaining, and the
closing portion of the lecture set forth
the unwavering faith and indomitable
courage of Missionary Rheinhardt, who
had gone to that distant land unsup-
ported by any society and dependent
entirely on voluntary contributions
made in answer to prayer. The many
instances in which those prayers had,
against all seeming human probability,
been providentially answered, were so
clear and striking as to greatly strength-
en faith, and the pathos and eloquence
of the learned lecturer’s peroration
found few, if any, unresponsive ones in
bis audience. The proceeds of a lib-
eral collection at the close were devoted
to the aid of the Rheinhardt missign.

Annual Meeting of St. Thomas
Church.

St. TsouMas,—There was a large at-
tendance at the annual roll-call and
business meeting of the Church.of
Christ last night. Excellent rteports
were read by the treasurers’ and secte.

indicated marked yet a steady growth
in each depattment of work In re-
sponse to his name at roll-call, Mr.

The secretary of the Junior En
deavor reported ninety-eight members.
They visit the Thomas Williams’ Home
regularly.

Tne Y. P. S. C. E. report 85 mem-
bers, 75 of whom are active. They
maintain a mis.ion Sunday school and
a cottage prayer meeting.

The secretary of ine Sunday school,
reported an enrollment of 248, with an
average attendance of 175. and the
school flourishing.

The Mission S. S. at Yarmouth
Heights has had an average attendance
of forty-two, with fifty-six enrolled.

The present membership of the
church is 267. There were added during
the year 131. 135 are heads of fam-
ilies. Thirteen were baptized who took
membership or remained in other
churches. The seating capacity of tne
church and S. S. are taxed to the ut-
most, and enlargement is talked of.

Two young men from the congre-
nation are in Hiram College, preparing
for the ministry. Others are in the
Bible school preparing for the same
work. As evidence of the deep mis-
sionary spirit of this congregation, nine
of its number have volunteered for
forcign work., The average per meni-
ber given for missionsis $1,74 (this
aside from individual contributions,)
During the year two membzrs went to
join the church triumphant; Mr. W.
A.Smith and Mrs. G. W. Smiley. The

I have heard them
say, “* I will go to theteachers’ meeting,
that will be enough, I will catch enough
to tell the children.,” This will notdo.
Let every teacher be supplied with helps
of all kinds. Readlall you can on the
subject. Begin your study early in the
week. Some teachers put off all prep-
aration, expecting to be filled at the
teachers' meeting. All this s evil.
The plea that they are busy isnota

good plea. It takes no longer to study

-
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the lesson on one day than on another,
The best time to begin the study of the
lesson for the fullowing week is on the
Lord’s day, aiter you have taught the
lesson for the day. The lesson should
be the weck's study. Reading and
thought shuuld be given to it.  Awmple
notes should be made of all the infor-
mation attazined. Every one should
ccme prepared to the utmost possible
extent, with informatiun on the whole
subject, and with the ability to answer
any reasonable question, or to expound
any natural difficulty which may occur.

¥ have great reason to believe that
there is too little actual study of the
appointed lesson, by the most of our
teachers. No true teacher should dare
appear before his or her class with only
a half preparation. In hurried and ex-
temporaneous work in teachers in
God’s Word, I have no confidonce.
The complaint is often made by teach-
ers, **We can't get our children tostudy
the lesson.”  \Vill some onetell us how
to get teachers to study the lesson ?

ABOUT HELPS.

Presuming that you have the inclina.
tion and the industry to prepare your-
self for such a meeting, I will mure
fully express myself in regard to helps.
It is not possible for every teacher to
have access to agood library. I would
advise the purchase of a copy of Pelou.
bet’s Selact notes on the International
Lesson, as one of the best helps out-
side of our own publications, and a
Teacher’s Bible Student, a quarterly for
advanced classes by the Christian Pub-
lishing Co., St. Louis, Mo., ur any other

ed. You see I do not confine myself
to our own publications, Get the best
helps, no matter where they come from.
The intelligent worker will try to select
those that are the most practical. What
we want is the very best method of
teaching the Word of God. Never
mind those who cry, “crutches.” A
crutch is a good thing when one islame.
When I am lame I use a crutch, I'd
rather do that than to remain inactive.
Pay nu attention to those croakers.
Some people would like to make us
believe that they are wonderfully smart
in Scripural knowledge, and need
nothing uf the kind, You will hear them
say, “The Bible is enough for me.”
Bring your helps to the teachers’ meet-
ing, or in other words bring all that you
have been able to get out of them dur-
ing the week. But remember, when
you go before your class, leave your
helps at home. Study the particular
lesson with diligence and care. Go like
the boys on the return from their mar-
auding expedition, turn everything out
into the common pile, and then divide

up as evenly as pussible. I mean by
this, let every teacher take all he or she
can get from the pile.  The infant ‘class
teacher will need as much or more than

any one else present, don't furget that,

fact. I consider what I have said in-
dispensable—indispensable to  useful-
ness to others, indispensablefor personal
satisfactiun in the work.

Somie time since we noticed the fall-
ing away from the truch of the Cedar
Avenue Church, Cleveland, in the re-
spect that that church had decided to
reccive unbaptized pzople into its fel.
lowship. We are sorry to learn
of a similar case in Indianapolis.
Indeed, it is a worse case, for it
is reported that in tbe Indiana.
pous church 1t has been decided
that the confession of Jesus of Nazareth
as the Chrnst, the Son of the hwving
God, will not even be insisted upon as
a condition of membership.

That 15 a big drop, and a fatal one.
We would fain hope that those p=ople
might call a halt, and determine agein
to regulate their church life by the
teaching of the New Testament. But
perhaps they have gone off after scme
t advanced” preacher, who has become
infected with so.called liberal views,
and so will have no use for a * Thus
saith the Lord.”

Our readers are no doubt aware that
all these lapses are the resuit of a
changed attitude towards the New Tes-
tament. Those people no longer re-
gard the New Testament as an abso.
lute, unerring rule of faith. They have
got beyond that, and above that. They
have another, and, to them, a higher
authority-—their own inner conscious-
ness, to wit. Whatever seems good to
them in the New Testament, they re.
ceive, just as they would what they
might approve of in Shakespeare,
Jesus may or may not have beena Li:-
torical character, so far as they are
concerned. It makes no difference. If
they believe He actually lived, upon
earth, as the Gospels declare, they ei-
ther deny His divimity, or are very du.
bious about it. Their position, in a
word, is utterly foreign to that of the
people known as Disciples of Christ.
They have ranged themselves with
Unitarians, and such like. They are
on a down grade, steep and slippery.

It is evident to us that with such
notions of Jesus, Christianity never
could have gained a footing in the
world. The Guspel became a power

through the preaching of Jesus as Lord
and Christ,—the preaching of a real,
not a mythical or legendary character.
As a mere matter of history, what is
more certain than that Jesus lived, died
and rose again—what is more certain,
we say, unless indeed we are to take
the absurd position that the knowledge
of no event, or personage of anciemt
history, has with certainty been trans.
mitted to us. We have wondered how
people could be so sure of Alexander
and Casar,and so doubtful of Jesus, who
lived after them, and has left incom-
parably gieater memorials than they.

It seems to us a most reasonable
faith to believe that Jesus really lived,
that He was indeed the Son of God,
that He brought a message of inestim-
able value from the Father to men, and
that He provided means whereby tnat
message might be available, not only
for the generation then living, but for
all succeeding ones. And what better
means for that end could there be than
au accurate record, which might be
preserved, and distributed, and trans-
lated into all the languages of men?

If we give up the New Testament as
a rule of faith and practice, where are
we? To use a familiar phrase, * We
are at sea, without a compass and with-
out a rudder.” For our part we cling
1 the old faith, and the old standard.
We believe in the historic Christ, and
in the. Gospels, as containing truthful
records of iTis life, and of His teaching,
50 that we have in them what we are
bound to believe, auld ¢~ be guided by.
We regret to hear of congregations of
Disciples departing from the faita,
But we are thankful that the number
of such defections is so small, as to
make eack one remarkable.

Progress.

The readers of the DiscipLE will
not have failed to note, that during the
past year the number of additions
reported has been, we may say, un-
usually large for us. This is matter for
congratulation.  For it is always cause
for thankfulness when sinners are turn-
ing to the Lord, and we cannot but
take increased satisfaction from the
consideration, that they are starting out
after the Apostoic pattern.

There is reason to believe that, to-
gether with an encouraging growth in
numbers, there is a constant and grow-
ing interest in everything that pertains
to the Redeemer’s Kingdom.

Rev. Dr. W. N. Searles, pastor of the
Methodist Episcopal Church, New
York, has refused baptism, to a dying
child, aged fourteen months, daughter
of Dr. Walter E. Andrews, one ot the
stewards of the chuich, because she
was dying, and the minister contended,
did not need it for its salvation. Both
the parents of the child and their
friends who attend Dr. Searles’ church
are very much incensed over his action,
The Rev. Dr. being requested by the
physician in charge, as a messenger of
the family, to perform the rite, replied
that under the circumstances he did
not think it proper to baptize the child,
its salvation being assured without it
The ceremony was not meant for dying
children, he said, and its use in such
cases he regarded as superfluous and of
liitle consequence. The Methodist
ritual provides that the child shall be
presented by the parent, and the
officiating clergyman shall take it up in
his arms and sprinkle it with water.
Now this could not be done in this
case, the baby being so ill that it could
not be removed, and nt would be im-
prudent to throw any water on it, it
being very sensitive, and the water
having, besides, a tendency to give it
convulsions. The question is, whether
Dr. Searles was right in this interpreta-
tion of his duty. It is very unusual for
a clergyman to refuse to do this office
for one who does not belong to his
church.

The above is clipped from an ex-
change. The writer has been asked to
sprinkle infants, but has always declined
on the ground that the New Testament
did not authorize the practice.

The Brotherhood Era, of Toronto, is
publishing a series of sermons on
social questions delivered in the Cecil
St. Church, by Bro.

“The cry of the laborers is the cry
of the ages, and the hire of the laborers
that is kept back by fraud is the ques.

The apostle James
heard the cries of the defrauded reap-
ers, and he declares that the ears of the
Lord of Hosts are not deaf 10 them.
And thos: who live delicately, taking
their pleasure, nourishing their hearts
as in a day of slaughter, in their luxury
wholly forgetful of the poor that are
pinched by hunger and cold; those
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who on the battlefield of life, in the
midst of the hungry and thirsty, the
wounded and groaning and dying, sit
down to feast and rise up to darce,
playing around their golden calves—
they, t00, are seen and heard by the
Lord of Hosts. Women ‘who walk
with stretched forth necks and wanton
cyes, walking and mincing as they go,
and making a tinkling with their feet,’
while their sisters walk in rags and
labor at the loom fir their daily crusts,
or eke wut a pitiful, pale-faced existence
in abominable sweat shops, or ~te
driven by the fierceness of competition,
and the fraud of employers, to walk
the streets or starve—women who in
an age like this, are thus thoughiless of
the actual conditions of some of their
sisters, and of the possible conditions
of many—are they not the true daugh-
ters of Dives, royally clad and faring
on fat things, while Lazarus lies at his
gates, weltering in his wounds and
groaning for bread ?”

The Central Christian Advocale says :

“The pastor, the teacher, and the
Bible student whou do not keep the Re-
vised Version at hand for constant
-eference and study are ignoring the
one version of God’s Word which re-
veals the actual meaning of revelation
with more accuracy and clearness than
any other ever made in our tongue.
Why a pastor should hesitate to use it
in the pulpit we can not imagine.”

The Christsan Commenwealth, of
London, Eng., also has some views on
this topic :

* Of course the Newr Verson should,
and undoubtedly will in time, be gener-
ally advupted, ‘There can rot be two
opinions as to the relative merits of the
two translations. The Reviscd Ver-
sion represents the ripest scholarship,
the latest discovery, the most paiustak-
ing inquiry, the most reverent devotion.
If we want to know what the Bible
really is and teaches, and are not

.merely anxious to bolster up some

theological fad, or to avoid disturbing
our traditional notions, then we must
certainly *adopt’ the Revised Version,
We lose something in music and
thythm of language, and some of our
favorite texts are sadly changed—as,
for instance, when * Though he slay e,
yet will I trust in him 'becomes*® Though
he slay me, yet will I wait for him '—
but we gan in accuracy, and are com-
pensated for the depletion of some
passages by the enrichment of others.
It is natural that older folks should
cling to the version with which they
have been familiar all their lives, and
«here is no need for them to discard
it if they do not wish to do so; but
the religious training of the younger
<eneration ought certainly to be based
on the latest and best translation of the
Scriptures.”

SINS OF OMISSION.

‘There are sins of not doing. We are
not accustomed to look at our sins of
omission as we do at’our sins of com.
mission. We call it a sin when one
does another an injury, but we are not
so likely to call it a sin when one fails
to show another, suffering or in need, a
kindness which it was in his power to
render. Yet, in God’s sight, it is a
grevious sin to withhold the good it is
in our power to do.

This is taught in a most striking way
by our Lord in His representation of
the last judgment. To those on His

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left hand the King will say, * Depart
from me, ye cursed, into the eternal fire
which 1s prepared for the devil and his
angels; for I was hungered, and ye
gave Me no meat; I was thirsty, and
ye gave Me no drink ; I was a stranger,
and ye took Me not in ; naked, and ye
clothed Me noi; sick, and in piison,
and ye visited Me not.” There are no
sins of commission charged against
these condemned persons. It 1s not
said that they were liars, or dishonest ;
that they were unjust, cruel or in.
human ; that they oppressed the poor,
crushed the weak, defrauded the orphan
and the widow, All that is said of
them is that they did not feed the
hungry, did not give drink to the
thirsty, did not provide hospitable
shelter to the stranger, did not clothe
the naked, did not visit the sick or the
prisoner. They were condemined for
not doing the things of love that waitzd
for them day by day. Terrible is the
arraignment, too, and ternble is the
judgment: * Depart from DMe, ye
cursed, into the eternal fire which is
prepared for the devil and his angels”
—because you have not done the
things of love that made their appeal
to you.

All along life’s dusty wayside lie men
and women wounded, hurt, robbed and
left to die. We are continually going
by them. Do we “pass by-on the
other side”? You leained the other
morning of a neighbor in trouble, It
was your thought to go to him with
help, but you did not do it. He bows
in the evening, in the deep darkness,
beneath his burden, crushed, almost in
despair. He might have been rejoic.
ing had it =ot been for your sin of
omission. There was a young man in
sore temptation, the battle was for his
very soul.  You knew of it, and meant
to find him, and say a brave word to
him, but you were busy and did not
go. The young man fell—fell because
you did not take him a.brother's help.

It is not enough that we commit not
evil against others, we must watch lest
we fail to do them the good which is in
our power to do. We shall be judged,
not alone by what we do, but quite as
much by what we leave undone.—

No. 308 —A trip to the North of Japan.
(Continued.)

On this long trip into the country we
get a better knowledge of Japanese life
thanwe could have gotten had we stayed
in the large cities. In the citics the peo-
ple are adovuny foreign ways. They
dress and live in many respects as Amer-
icans and Europeans. Where we were
they live very much as they did before
the advent of Commodore Perryand the
entiance of foreign ideas. We were able
1o get a more accurate view of mission
work as a whole than we could have
gotten otherwise. e saw many proofs
of the fact that the leaven of the gospel
is at work. Ten years ago the hotels
would not entertain a missionary. They
pretended that they were full, Now
they are anxious for his patronage. A
priest in a remote village told one of our
men that his temple and its services
were a part of the Jehovah worsh'p. An
¢!~ inthe same place was asked of
there as any prospect that the people
t.outd soon give uptheworship ofthe Fox
god. He said: “If you will come and
preach a few sermons, I think they will.”
‘The Bible is read in all parts of the Em-
pire. ‘The people are glad to get a copy.
Atnearly every place wevisited we heard
of some who are inquiring about Chris.
uanity. We met and talked with several
of this class. We learned of some
baptisms at different points.  The
Japanese move from place to place a
great deal. Many of them exemplify
the gospel in their own lives and
press its claims upon their associates.
Beyond question, the truth is spread-
ing. The picture is not all bright. We
heard of some who have gone back,
Iniquity abounds, and it is not strange
that the love of some grows cold
Notbhing saddens the heart of a mis.
sionary like the apostasy of his own
children in the faith. This trial is not
peéuliar to Japan.

In the farming districts the people
do not live an their farms, but are
grouped in villages. They go out to
their work in the morning, and return
to their homes in the evening.  As rice
is the main crop, and as rice grows in
water, perhaps this arrangement is a
nccessary one.  One of the hindrances
to the spread of the gospel among the
farmers grows out of this fact. The
village is a unit.  There is almost no
individuality among the people. 1fa
man does not join in the worship
in the temple and in the grave
yard, and participate in the feasts, he
is in danger of being boycotted. If
each man lived on his own farm, he

would be more independent. This is
one reason why so few farmers have
been won to the faith.  In the cities it
is different. There one's circle of ac-
quaintances is small.  There even
neighbors know very little and care
almost nothing about each other.
Nevertheless, among “the farmers there
are some who have heard and believed
and have been baptized. Qune of aur
evangelists is at work among this class,
He is a man of uncommon earnestness.
Once bhe was dissipated.  After his
conversion he resolved that he would
serve the Lord with as much zeal and
fidelity as he had setved the devil, He
is a burning and shining light. His
field is a large one.  His repoits are
encouraging. Under the preaching of
the gospel these farming communities
will be reached as a whole. Then
they will abandon idolatry, and accept
Christianity in a body.

\We saw and heard something of the
poverty of the people. Miners earn
not more than fifty dollars a year,
This is not a large sum if one hasa
family to support.  Thousands of
skilled laborers earn ne more than
this, Rice is cheap, to be sure, and
many have little else. The moncy
used shows the same thing. There are
coins representing the tenth of a cent.
In the hotels and temples and eclse-
where we saw great quantities of cop-
per. It would seem as it most of the
business was done with this kind of
currency. In California at one time
the smallest coin in use was a quarter
of a dollar. Money was abundant.
The community was prosperous. The
houses, as a rule, are small and cheap.
They did not cost more than two
hundred dollars on an average. Many
of them did not cost a third of that
sum. In some large towns most of the
shingles on the roofs are held in place
by cobble-stones. The roofs are paved
and resemble strects.  One man said
to us that in time of flood these
stones held the house on its founda-
tion ; but in an earthquake they were a
source of peril 10 the family. We
called to see one family. We found
three old people living in a shed five
feet wide and eight feet long. How
they lived at all is a mystery. Thou-
sands must lie down hungry every
night.

In Akita we saw a class of people
that interested us exceedingly. They
were once called Eta. The word
signifies son-Auman. They were sup-
posed to be below the level of human--
ity. They are said to be the descend-
ants of Korean prisoners. They made
their living by digging the graves of
criminals, and Dy killing and skinning
cattle. In 1871 there were neatly
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3oo,000 Eta in the Empire. Then
they were raised to the rank of human
beings by: an imperial edict. Their
politi~al disabilities were removed, but
they are still socially ostracised. Men
are not restored to their original pesi
tion in this way. At the time of the
revolution there were about a million
outcasts in Japan. For these Christ
died, and to them the gaspel of His
grace comes with its offer of peace and
joy and eternal life.
