PREACHED BY THE
Rev. James Macarthur, M.A.,
AT THE
OPENING SERVICE OF THE
VISITATION OF THE CLERGY
on Tuesday, September 1st, 1896.

1 Cor: XII. 31.

Mr. Macarthur said that he had accepted,
not without diffidence, the honor proposed
to him by the Bishop, of addressing the
Clergy of the Diocese on the Eve of the Vi-
sitation. He could not speak with any wis-
dom or experience greater than that of
Jnany of them; indeed he felt sure that the
‘conditions incident to their work insucha
Diocese must furnish them with an ex-
perience in which he could claim no share.

Nevertheless human nature and the souls
of raen were much the same overywhere,
and thetask of the Minister of Christ is the
same, to reach these souls, to win them and
to bring them to the quickening life of the
risen Christ.

He hoped he might speak honestly as
one who, in the course of his Ministry, had
‘“coveted earnestly the best gifts,” and as
one who had tried to think out for himself
and to be helped by others in discovering
what these gifts are.

The words of the text were chosen mere-
ly as a motto of the subject. The preced-
ing context had reference to the extra-
ordinary gifts of the Holy Ghost conferred
after Baptism in the Apostolic Age and
with which we had no longer anything to
do. The chapter which followed contained
St. Paul’s great “Psalm of ‘Love,” which
was the atmosphere in which all gifts, if
they were to be profitable, must be exer-
cised. He desired to speak specially of
gifts which we may acquire and which are
the best gifts for the work which we are
called to do.

1. First among such gifts he would men-
tion Naturalness, Unaffectedness, Sincerity.

Nothing so quickly and certainly de-
stroyed influence as the assumption of a
character which had no foundation in the
inner life. Aman could not go through this
world wearing a mask. People had to do
in their ordinary life with stern and severe
realities, anything in the way of & sham or
a counterfeit was abhorrent to them, and
it once the suspicion, not to say the con-
viction of unreality, attached itself in
their minds to a Clergyman, it put an end
to his capability of influencing them for
good.

People did test the reasonableness of re-
ligion by the life of the man whose duty it
was to teach it.

There ought to be a distinct and even a
close correspondence between the repre-
sentation of the Christian religion,which a
man made in his teaching, and the prac-
tice of that religion in his own life. Of
course we must always set before men the
standard of the Sermon on the Mount, in
which our Lord had so carefully delineated
the Christian character, but our teaching
should be, in the main, the expression of
our own personal strivings to realize that
standard. For example he owed his own
position in religion in great measure to tha

writings of John Henry Newman, from
whom he first derived the vision of the
Catholic Church, which had become a
great power in his life. Newman’s ser-
mons had once helped him very much, but
one result of his work in the Ministry had
been to diminigh the belp he could derive
from them. They were too severe, they
did not represent the Christianity of which
he had experience in his own lite. He
would take the sermonon “the Apostolical
Christian,” in the volume on “Subjects of
the Day.’* Newman’s conclusion, in that
sermon, was that the type of the Apostol-
ical Christian was best realized in the
ascetic life. Newman could preach that
doectrine with great sincerity, others could
do the same. He could not. 1t was not
the way in which Christianity had appeal-
ed to him. Christianity bore different
fruits in different lives, and he did not
think, a8 Newman did, that ¢ the humble
moonk and the holy nun and other regu-
lars ” were any more typical of the Apos-
tolical Christian, than the good, unselfish
father of a family, or the faithful mother
and housewife of a Christian home.

The point he wished to press was that of
naturalness in teaching. He could not
preach asceticism, because he was not an
ascetic. He thought it dangerous to use the
expositions or the matter of any man un-
less you were quite sure that his exper-
ience of Christianity had some correspon-
dence in your own life. We shall be safe, if
in our teaching “ we speak that we do
know and testify that which we have seen
and of which we have bad experience in
our own lives.

2. Another gift, which was among the
best, was that of definiteness in our con-
victions and statements with respect to
the means of Grace, and the way of Salva-
tiom.

When he first came to London he had
been told by leading men that the most
suceessful Clergymen were those who took
& somewhat extreme line. Experience had
taught him the truth of this. He regretted
it, because he disliked extremes, and he
thought them inconsistent with the great
and distinetive position of the English
Church in Christendom. But, if there was
gsuccess in extremes, it is hecause they
secure definiteness in teaching, and thatis a
paramount need. People want tobe quite
sure that they have in their Clergyman

one twho has in his own mind a definite
gystem of doctrine about which he has no
sort of doubt, and upon which he is relying
implicitly for his own soul’s progress and
salvation.

A good many years ago, the question
was discussed in the Guwardian, whether
the Church could recognize the Salvation
Army as a Missionary agency and co-
operate with it. The correspondence be-
trayed s great deal of indefiniteness in
the minds of many of the Clergy. It was
impossible t9 co-operate with a society
whose teaching was so different from that
of the Church as to the way in which the
life of Grace was begun, continued and
perfected. The Salvation Army taught
that the life of Grace was begun in emo-
tion. The Church taught that it wasbegun
by incorporation, in Baptism, with the re-
newed human nature of Jesus Christ. The
Salvation Army taught that that life was
continued by conscious experience. The
Church taught that it was continued by
Sacramental communications of the life of
Christ to the soul, which is done very large-
ly apart from consciousness. The Salvation
Army taught that it was -pertected by
exultant and rapturous assurance. The
Church taught that it was perfected by
the gradual extinction of the old nature by
the new, through abiding in Christ, the
gecond Adam, in whom humanity received
its perfection.

3. Another excellent gift was the faculty
and the habit of appreciating the religious
position of others. Much frictlon was oc-
casioned inreligion by the ignorance on
the part of many people of any position ex-
cept their own. Aspects of truth appeal
with different force to different minds.
To himself the Catholic Church, with its
unbroken succession of Ministers, its con-
tinuous teaching, its Sacramentaries and
Liturgies, linking together in a golden
chain the devotions of the Saints of all
ages, was everything. But he knew good
and intellectual men, (some of them in the
Church of England,} who did not feel like
that at all, and ,who thought that modern
societies of Christians were as legitimate
as the great historicalsociety,because they
belleved that Christ intended that His fol-
lowers should organize themselves from
ago to age as seemed most expedient. In
such men he could often see the best fruits
of the Holy Spirit. Their Theology was
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defective, but God did for thom, someghow
or other the very same thing as He did for
those wio knew more of tho mesning of
the Incarnation.

The preacher then drew a picture of tho
hizh value of geniality and sympathy in
the work of the Minintry.

In conclusion he spolie of confidenco. It
had been said lately over the graveo: a
Groeat Leador,“Abovethe changing fortunes
“of his party, he moved as untroubled as
“ the stars in their orbits. Ho was never
“elated by success; never disheartened
“ by temporary disaster or failure—of ul-
“timate success he was always certain.”

It ought to be the same with the Chris-
tian Minister. He should kpow that if,
with a single heart, he was o fellow-worker
with Christ, victory was certain. Christ
was on the Throne, and he had promised to
draw all men unto Him through the power
of his Cross. Let them have Hope thevefore,
which was not only an anchor of the Soul,
holding it fast to Christ amid the vicissi-
tudes of Ministerial expericnce, but a
sweet adormmnent of the Christian life, like
the water-lily which, when thestr~am was
lowest, or the flood highest, was ahw-ys
abreast of the river, crowning,it with a cor-
onal of ornament and grace.

A Message from the Dead,
THE Lare ARCHBISHOP 0F CANTERBURY'S
ANSWER TO ©HE POPE.

“Sir,—I venture to enclose for publica-
tion some paragrephs written by my
father, the late Avchbishop of Canterbury,
very shortly belove his death.

“On Saturday, the 10th October, the day
following his passage from ZTreland, ho
travelled with my mother from Carlisle to
Chester on his way to Hawarden.

“In the train he wrote the first draft of
the document; my mother copied it out for
him, and on the Sunday morning, after tho
early Service, he put his last corrections
tu it, sho oy after which be left the house
to walk to the Morning Service.

“It is possible that later additions and
corrections were to have been made: hut I
have felt it & duby to publish exactly, as it
was left, the last public pronouncement
that cpnice from his pen.

THE LATE ARCHBISHOP'S LAST WORDS.
“Sowe letters, which I receiveo, erpeet (I
believe mistakenly) that positiveness o
assertion may still have an efiect on some,
who mistook the kindliness of a personage
for the thawing of the frozen Church
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Doliey to whieh he is comumitted. If there
remain any such, after the strong dis-
uvowals that bave been made, they ought
not to be thrown over, they arc the very
porsons to be treated with tenderness.

“I write these words to say that o state-~
ment will shortly appear, which may, I
hope, comfort any who think it is required,
Infallibility has, happily, thistime ventur-
ed onreasons. Butthesubject of Ordars, as
needful to a perfectly constituted Church,
bas been as jealously scrutinised in Eng-
land as by Rome, and with much more
knnrwledge of facts. Authorities of theirs
bave till lately, at any rate, taught mere
ludicrous fables alout English Orders, and
the late Papal document exhibits ignor-
ances, of which theirown scholars and crit-
ics are as well aware as we. The result of
serutiny with that fuller knowledse was,
and is, to establish that our Holy Orders
are identical with those of the whole Catho-
lic Church. They are in origin, continuity,
matter, form, intention, and all that be-
lonzs to thern, identical accordingly with
those of the Church of Rome, except in the
one modern point of subjection to the
Pope, on which point at the Reformation
we deliberately resumed our ancient con-
¢ rrence with the whole Catholic world
besides. There is not a break any-
where in our Orders, Sacraments, Creeds,
Scriptures, Spiritual Gifts, in all that com-
pacts and frames the ‘holiness’ of ‘the ‘one
Catholic Apostolic Chureh’ of the ages.

“And, as itwould be an evil unfaithful-
ness to saddle with foreign allegiance the.
gifts that we derive fram Christ, so now
this remarkable challenge, with its ac.
companying cffers, undoubtedly moves
Churchmen to consider what we are ex
poused tu through our unwosthy separa-
tions, to be really in love with unity at
home as well as abroad, not to be deceived
by pretensions to unity abnd assertions,
which bave historically created thewidest
and deepest of all separations, but to draw
closer together in faish, firmness, and for-
bearance.”

The Provincial Sy;od.

The election of a Chief Pastor for the
Missionary Diocese-of Algoma is, in itself,
a matter of such general interest to the
Church in Canada, and of such special in-
terest to members of the Church in our
own Diocese, in view of the choice made,

that we make no apology for supplying
our readers with a brief account of the
proceedings of the recent Session of the
Provincial Synod beld in the City of Mont-
treal on the 11th, 12th and 13tk days of
November.

After Divine Service in Christ Church
Cathedral, which consisted of Litany and
Holy Communion, the preacher being the
Rov. Canon Spenver, the newly appoint-
ed General Secretary of the D. & F. M. S.,
and which, notwithstaading the heavy
downpour of rain, was attended by a large
‘econgregation, the Synod assembled at
2.30 p.m. in the new buildings of the Mont-
venl Diocesan College, on TUniversity
street.

The Archbishop of Ontario, as Metropoli-
tan, attended by all the othor Bishops of
the Ecclesiastical 2rovinee, having opened
the meeting with Prayer and announced
that the proeeedings of the Synod would
be contined to the election of a Bishop of
Algoma, and other matters relating to that
Diovese, besides reforring in apt terms to
the loss sustained by the Church in the
death of the late Archbishop of Canter-
bury, withdrew to the room appointed for
the sittings of the Upper House.

The chief proceedings of the Lower
Houseduringthis day,aftercalling the rolls
of Clergy and Laity, and the appointment
of otficers, were the reading of a special re-
port on the Diocese of Algoma, presented
>y Bishop Sullivap, at which the Upper
House consented to be present, and the
consideration of a message from the Up-
per House relating to the Episcopal En-
dowment Fund of Algoma.

This message gave rise to prolonged dis-
cussions, which were not brought to a close
till after the election of & Bishop had been
made and a conference had been held with
the Upper House, when it was finally
decided that the stipend of the Bishop of
Algoma should be $3,000 per annum, the
difference between this amount and the
interest of the Endowment Fund to be
made up by the Algoma Mission Fuud.

The second day of the Sessior was oceu-
pied till ebout noon with routine work,
reading, amending and counfirming the
minutes of the previous day, as well as the
consideration of certain proposals bearing
upon the provision to be made for the sup-
port of the future Bishop, which were sus-
pended on rceeipt of o message from the
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Upper House, transmitting the names of
the Venerable Archdeacon Brigstocke, of
St. John, New Brunswick, the Reverend
Canon Thorneloe, of Sherbrooke, and the
Venerable Archdeacon Mills, of Montreal,
as nominees for the See of Algoma. )

Previous however to the announcement
of these names, the Prolocutor called upon
the Synod to unite with him in prayer to
Almighty God that He would vonchsafe to
them the guidance of His Holy Spirit in
the work they were engaged in and direct
therh to an issue in accordance with His
Holy Will. After which the Lower House
proceeded to vote by ballot, and on the
reassembling of the Synod after recess, at
2.30 p.m., the scrutineers reported as the
result, that 85 Clerical votes had been cast,
of which 43 were necessary to a choice, and
that Canon Thorneloe had received 26,
Archdeacon Mills 19, Archdeacon Brig-
stocke 9, the rest of the ballots, 31, being
nays and blanks.

The Lay vote cast was 51, necessary to a
choice 26, of these 17 were cast for Arch-
deacon Mills, 15 for Canon Thorneloe, and
5 for Archdeacon Brigstocke,the remaining
ballots being blanks. There was con-
sequently no election. Owing to the large
number of blanks, which indicated on the
part of those who cast them a desire for a
wider field of choice, the Lower House
sent a requnest to the Upper House for
additional names. This request was com-
plied with, and about half-past four the
following names came down to be ballotted
for, together with the three already no-
minated, viz., the Reverend E. P. Crawford,
of Halifax; the Reverend J. C. Farthing, of
Woodstock; the Reverend L. W. Williams,
of Quebec; and the Reverend Professor
‘Worrell, of Kingston.

As the result of the second Ballot, the
scrutineers reported as follows:

Canon Thorneloe was consequently elect-
ed Bishop of Algoma.

Immediately on the announcement of
this happy result, the Synod spontaneously
lifted up their voices in thanksgiving by

singing the Doxology, and the Prolocutor
offered up a brief but impressive prayer,
acknowledging God’s mercy and goodness
in guiding the Synod to the end attained
and supplicating the Divine Aid in behalf
of the Bishop-elect. He then, in solemn
and feeling terms, addressing Canon
Thornelos, said : ““As Prolocutor of this
Synod, I beg to announce to you, that after
its solemn deliberations, led by the Spirit
of Heaven, and carried on with every
manifestation of sincerity, you have been
elected to the vacant Diocese of Aigoma
as its Bishop. I hope and trust that the
same hand which has guided us in your
election may lead vou to scek the respon-
sibility of its acceptance, and, I need
scarcely add, that the gracious influence
of God may rest on you to-night and for-
ever.”

The Bishop-elect, who was deeply moved,
said in reply : “Mr. Prolocutor, my dear
brethren of the Clergy and Laity—1 am
sure that you will feel with me that this is
a critical moment in my life and in the
history of the Church, not only in Algoma,
but in the Dominion of Canada, and you
will understand that it has not been pos-
sible for me to pass through the ordeal,
through which I have been passing this
day without profoundly weighing the re-
sponsibility that might be laid upon me in
the issue to which these proceedings might
lead. I think you will understand me when
Isay, that, with all the pgndering and all
the lifting up of my heart to Almighty
God, to enable me to see my duty ifsuch an
issue should result, I have been unable,
owing to the overwhelming sense of my
own shortcomings, physical, mental and
gpiritual, for the arduous and responsible
position to which you have been, by the
grace and guidance of Almighty God, led
to elect me, to decide whether it was my
duty or not to accept this position, and I
therefore crave your indulgence to allow
me a few hours to consult with my own
heart, with friends who know me better
than I know myself, and, above all, with
Him whose guidance we have been seek-
ing, without whose guidance it would be
presumption on my part to seek to come to
a decision. I beg for a few hours.to enable
me to realize what my duty really is, and
1 ask all of you to grant me your prayers
for the guiding power of the Holy Spirit,
that I may be led to avoid a decision
which would be alike disastrous to myself

and to the Church. I thank you, sir, for
the kind words you have spoken, and I
thank the Synod for the kind way they
have acted throughout the election, and
especially at the announcement of its
issue.”

This closed the second day’s session of
the Synod.

On the reassembling of the Synod pext
day Canon Thorneloe stated that, though
it would be painful to him to sever his con-
nection with the people and the surround~
ings, amid which his ot bad been cast for
S0 many years, vet he believed it was his
duty to undertake the arduous duties and
responsibilities, to which in the Providence
of God he had been called.

He was then conduted by the Prolocutor
and presented to the Upper House as the
Bishop-elect of Algoma and warmly wel-
comed by the Metropolitan. Subsequently
the Bishop of Niagara brought the Bishop-
elect a message from the Upper House re-
questing him to take a seat with their
Lordships.

The main question which occupied the
Synod till prorogation was embodied in a
message from the Upper House, asking
the concurrence of the Lower Housein the
opinion that the time bad arrived when
the Missionary Diocese of Algoma should
be invested with all necessary powers to
constitute itself a self-governing Diocese.

As this proposal did not approve itselfto
a majority of the Lower House, an open
conference with the Upper House was re-
quested. This was agreed to and the sub-
ject discussed at sume length, after which
the members of the Upper House with-
drew. The Lower Housethenadopted the
following resolution:

“That the message from the Upper
House be not concurred in on the grounds
(1) that the Committee on Canons appoint-
ed at the last Session (1895) to consider this
question had not reported; and (2) that, in
the opinion of the Lower House, the time
bad not yet arrived for conferring the
power proposed to be given.

This important question is therfore post-
poned till the ordinary triennial session of
the Provincial Synod in 1898. '

One other matter of moment was dealt
with. The Synod having taken into con-
siderationthe position of the Missicn Fund
of Algoma, which is not in a satisfactory
condition, came to the conclusion that it
would be most unfair to allow the new Bigh-
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op to euter upon his duties, without some
distinet assurance of support for his worls,
and theretore recommended that, until the
next regulay sueciing of the Provineial
Synod, the Diveeses eomposing the Eecle-
siastical Provivee of Cavada be request-
ed to vontinne the payment to the Mission
Fund of Mlgoma of the amounts lLitherto
paid by them to the Episcopal Stipend.
The Upper House concurted in this re-
solution, shortly  after which the Synod

was prorogued, the Archbishop pronoune-
ing the Beuediction, and the Synod singing

the l)(,\_\‘.u]l)g‘\ .

Thus came to a close one of the hup))iest

aud most satisfactory Sessions the Pro-
vincial Synod has ever held.

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Visitation of the Clergy and
Conference.

SUMMARY OF PAPERS AND DISCUSSIONS.

At the Afternoon Session on Wednesday,
September 3rd, the subject for consider-
ation was:—‘ The best methods of retain-
ing and edif¢ing the confirmed, who have |
become Communicants.” The discussion |
of this subject was introduced, as al the
Morning Session, by prepared Papers and
Addresses.

Paper by the Rev. G. T'. Harding - —

“How to retain and edify,” or how so
to retain our Communicants, that they
shall be built up in the Christian life.
That is the proposition before us.

Two divisions of the subject are suggest-
ed to me.—That which directly relates to
the worker; and That which relates to his
work.

1. In regard to the first division some
warning will be appropriate. Weare too
apt I fear to leave God out of our calcula-
tions regarding our work. In our devo-
tions we acknowledge the power of His
spirit; but in practice we often forget that
He is the worker, and that we are but in-
struments, though honoured with the title
of ““ Co-workers.”

I would not here say that we should not
adopt plans, form projects,devise schemes.
Still less would I suggest, that we should
not have a fervent zeal in the work of aur
Ministry. Indeed Ido not see how we can
be awake to the preciousness of the
“ Deposit ”’ committed to us, “by the lay-
ing onof bands,” without being *‘ zealously
affected.” Of course, too, God means us
to use natural wisdom, prudence, fore-
sight and so forth, under the guidance of
the Holy Spirit. But we are constantly in
danger of forgetting that these things,
though in some degree evidences that
“*@od is working in us,” are not what ac-
complishes the great results that are
brought about in His Kingdom. These
results we may never see, or may not re-
cognize them when they come; that 1s,
may not be able to trace any connection
between them and our efforts. As the
cannon ball, which to an ignorant observer
may seem a force irresistible, is, again
and again, togsed into the air like a play-
thing by the yielding water which it
strikes, and does not sink into the deep

until all its force is utterly spent: so it is
frequently found to be in & spiritual sense
affecting our subject; and Holy Scripture
is full of warnings of the fact. .

In the Old Testament we have in Joshua ,
Ezra and Nebemiah instances of men, in
whose time wonderful works were wrought
and yet in each case the slightest examin-
ation shews that the great things per-
formed by these men was the natural re-
sult or fruition of all the burden and toil,
borne so nobly by their immediate prede-
CesSOTs.

We maysay in fact in each case: ““ Other
men laboured, and ve are entered into
their labours.” From such examples as
these we learn that the work of God is car-
ried on by God Himself; that it is always
under His direct control and guidance, and
that what man does, and the outward
manifestations of power and zeal seen in
him as a co-worker, are not what brings
about the result. The first essential then
for the worker, is: realize the presence of
God in the work; in other words: Have
faith in God.

(2) But another thing may be here de-
duced: Have hope in God.

For, although there is warning, there is
also comfort, in the lessons of the past.

Results invariably follow faithful work,
done for God, and it is true that, *In due
season we shall reap if we faint not”

Although Moses brought Israel only to
the border of the promised land, and al-
though they to the last, in bis eyes, might
seem little changed ; and while, bad he
seen their conduet at Jordan, at Jerichos
and at many other places where great re-
sults were accomplished, he might not
have been able to trace any connection
between what be saw and the work he had
done in training the people. Yet I am sure
that Joshua, in his humility, would have
said when he viewed their conduct, had
the matter been suggested to him: * This,
under God, i8 the result of Moses’ work.”

So again, every Bible student now would
probably admit that, humanly speaking,
but for the toil and zeal of the old prophbets
who despaired and lamented, Ezra and
Nehemiah would never have had any
work to do, nor perhaps have been so
much as named in Holy Scripture. In
reality, the projectile whose force was
spent in Jeremiah, sank into the deep dur-
ing the captivity.

On apother ovesasion. in the hearing of
some of my brethren, I suggested private
prayer and meditationin the Chureh, as
one means of personal intereourse with
God. It will always he found to do us
good, on an ordivary week-day—at the
Font, at the Litany Dosk, at the Lectern.
at the Praver Desk, at the Pulpit, aod at
the Altar—-tostand and kneel, as we are
aceustomed toda in the way of routine
on Supdays, and then and there, alone

(1) We all agree that personal contact
“and infercourse with God's peaple, priv-
ately, is a very important part of the Cler-
tgyman’s work. The chief difticulty is how
to accomplish anything in the watter. A=
a rule, to influence individuals by personal
contact we must be constantly within
reach of them; we must see them often,
we must have them ander our eye, and, T
may add, must be a good deal under their
eye: =o that the influence of our person-
ality may be frequently fell. Terhaps,
indeed, more may often be eifested by the
quiet influence of the personality, than by
the more active runuing after individuals
and constantly talking to them, however
gand thatiaay be. TFor the mere fact that
one man,—“A man f God.”—a man by
i profession, on the side of Gorl, is dwelling
iin a community (if he ave not an evil
s reputation) j=, of itselt a continual call to
the carcless amd wicked, and a stronpz
~moving influenee.

But such individual work,in the majorvity
of our Parishes, iz, on aceouni of the
seattered eondition of the people, very
“diffienlt to accomplish, and perhaps may
never become really effective until Clergy-
men have less ground to go over.

Let us however do what we can uanlder
the cirenmstanens which God has given.
We must visit our peuple: must have
quiel talks wifh individuals, when oppor-
tunities arise: and we must ‘ry io make
all with whom we ecome in eontact feel
that we wish to he their friend. But yet,
.at the =ame time, we must not Lo too
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familiar with any: must avoid levity of
mauner, and the Joss of that “gravity,”
which St. Pa:* says the Priest of God
should have.  Sick visiting, of course, and
winistration in ali kinde of trouble, should
he regarded as among our ehief duties;

and this much, at any rate, we can do;’

aud no work will tend more to the reten-
tion and edifivation of Connmunjcants.

(2. Then there is that which is public |

aud general.  Here, among a multitude of
othier things, preaching of course has its
place. This, in wy opinion, should be plain,
simple, practical, thoughtful. The sen-
timeutal and the oruate, as well as the
stosational and execiting kind of preach-
ing should be avoided as a snare.
Most Clergyien, should as a rule, write
their sermons, as this tends to greater ac-
curacy of thought. But an effort should
be made, alsv, to get into the way of talk-
ing to the peovple in a quiet Way uponsome
subject (not necessarily from the Bible,
but)—say, a colleet, a phrase or a word of
a colleet, o doctrine or practice of the
Shurel, a ceremony of the Prayer Book, a
teligious  duty, or something conuected
with tha daily life.

Of course, tou, there are times when the
preachivg should be of a more moving and
solemn character, though still not sensg-
tional. Buf regarding this the best plan
is to follow the Prayer Book. The Clergy-
man should endeavour, by careful thought
and prayer upon the subject, to gct him-
selfl into thorough bharmony with the
Chureh’s system of teaching her seasons ;
that, if I may so express it, hismood will
vary with the Churels wood, and he will
he seen by his people to be under the spell
of the season: to haye the joy of the Fes-
tival, and the, at least, soleinn gravity ap-
propriate to some of the other tirnes.

One othier thing should be notived here
and that isthe need of patienee in dealings
with our people. They require and havea
claim for a goad deal of paticnee at our
Lauds, ax weat theirs, Although anger is
not only justitiable, at times, but even
commendable and  effective, yet, * Not
soon apgry,” as we all know, is an Apostol-
icprecept for the Priesthood.  And pa-
tience often wins when nothing olse will:
for, geuerally speakiuvg, things come round
to sitit our purpe~cif we learn to quietly
wait.

Then there isconduet in the Service. A
good general motto here is,—* Attond to

'

—bo very careful in attending to—tha
small things.” Thoso are just the things
which many Clergymen are aptto neglect,
aud thoreby habits of carclessness are
formed which may follow one through life,
and are sure to be detrimental to the work
of the Ministry. For one thing in this
connection, a careful study of the Rubries
should be made by every Clergyman, and
a strict observance of them should he the
practice.

: please, for the Chorch herself, in speaking
L of ceremonies, says:

“The wilful and contemntuous trans-
cression and breaking of a common order
an discipline is no small offencs before
Goa for the appointinent of the order
pertaineth not to private men; therefore,
no man ought to take in band, nor pre-
sume, to appoint or to alter any public or
conimon order of Christ’s Chureh, except
he be lawfully caded and authorized
thereto.” Weshould remeaber, too, that
that the gift of God, received by us as in-
dividuals at ordination according {0 mea-
sure, dwellsin the Church as a hody in all
its plenitude; aund thaf, thercfore, our
small measure of judgment, rogarding the
utility of a ceremony and such like things,
cannot be equal to that of the Church.

There are many other things of import -
ance which there is not even time to men-
tion in this paper; but ome point more I
should like, in conclusion. merely to al-
lude to.

After all, itis not so mucn what is done
after, as what has been done hefore Con-
firmation, that will tell in the end. In fact,
what is needed is not one but several gon-
erations of work, inorder to secur . perma-
aucnt results.  We need to uave children
under a strong control, and good Chureh in-
flucnce, in the day schools and through
parents, and then to get their children
and their grandebildren in the same way.
Then, from that third generation, we may
expect o reap some durable fruit. We
bave not had the past generation, and we
can hardly Le said to have more than
touched the present gencration. That we
shall gct thenew and the following ones in
the effective way required, is a thing to
be hoped and prayed for, but one which,
Lo say the least, is still uncertain. Let us
remember, however, that the matter is in
God’s hands, and that to do with patience
and faith the smaller things which now lio
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in our path, may lead by His Providence,

in perhaps the near future, to vur being
entrusted with larger and more hopeful
things.

Address by the Reverend Cunon Thorne-
lue:

“Inretaining andedifying the newly con-
firmed, asinall other aims, the methods
employed must depend ‘largely for their
success on those who employ them. If we
know what we want and really want it, the
best method of getting it will soonbe found-
If wo want what we want with tho earnest-
ness and purpose which characterize the

business man, we shall soon achieve our |

ends. With this in mird let us look into our
subjeet. Its wording is significant.

(1.) First it speaks of retaining the young
Communicants and thus reminds us of
the great danger there is of losing them,—
nayof the fact that we do lose far too
large aproportionofthose whoare brought
to Confirmation and Holy Communion.

need special safeguards. If instead of
supplying such safeguards we relax our
effurts, the result can hardly be othor than
disappointing. In order that we may sce
the newly confirmed continue Christ's
faithful soldiers and servants, we must
support them, till their religious habits
are fixed, by the influences of truly Christ~
ian precept and example.

Here it is, I fear, that weare at fault. We
pay a great dealof attention to the very
youung. But once webring them to Confirm-
ationand Holy Communion we feel relieved
and relax our efforts as though the great
end of our striving had been achieved.
We need not wonder there is a serious
falling awey when we do solittle,compara-
tively speaking, to hold the voung Com-
municants steadfast.

Is it not true—I am speaking to myseclf
rather than to others—that we are guilty
of neglecting the young just after their
Confirmation and first Communion—that
is, just at the time when most support is
nceded.

The time of lifc at which Confirmation
takes placeis a very critical time. The
voung ave fast maturing. Their faculties
are ripening and heginning to reach out
with ambitious desire into various ficlds
of enterprise.

The Reverend G. T. Harding writes :—

Two worthy members of our Congregation
here have lately been removed by death, and
it seems to me appropriate to say a few
words In Memorian.

Mrs. Patrick Donovan (née Alexander), a
daughter of one of the early settlers of Sandy
Beach, died on Sunday, October 18th. She
was a most devout Church-woman. For some
years she had not been ablo to attend Chureh,
but was always to be seen at any private
Celebration of the Holy Communion in her
neighbourhood; and very frequently, of late,
T had given her the Sacrament in her own
house. Herattachment to her Prayer Book,
of which she uad a most intelligent knowl-



edge, scemed to me remarkable. Nearly al-
ways, when T went to sce her, it was in her
hands, or lying open near her on the table,
and [ cannot help feeling that the Prayer

Book itself, witbout help from other devo-|

tional books, was, through the grace of Our
Lord, the means of “hringing her peace at
the last.”

Extensive repairs and improvements have
been m-de in St. John’s Church, ramely, two
sides clapboarded over felt paper, four but-
tresses added on each side, chimney and steps
raised and repaired, new floor laid, walls and
ceiling sheathed over the old plastering in ash
and basswood, new doors, new windows of
gothic shape, filled with lead frames and
Cathedral tinted glass with ornamental bord-
ers and central emblems of the Holy Spirit, of
the four Evaugelists and of the Episcopal and
Dastoral offices. The chancel triplet has long
had a beautiful picture of the Guod Shepherd
in memory of the builders of this Church in
1845, Reverend C. P. Reid being then the
Missionary. The vestry has been moved to
the corner on the right of the entrance, seats
for the choir, praver-desk and pulpit are put
in their customary places. In the Church-yard
and grave-yord grading has been done.
