Men and women sometimes ask, ¢ Why should 1 keep

l.cnt 2 ¢« Can I not at any time draw nearer to my Saviour?”

< Can | not at any tum make new resolves to be more watch-
ful over myself ¥ Can I not at any time resolve to serve Him
more de\‘otul!\' ¥

The answer to these three last questions (which spring out
of the first) is that you can do these things at any time.  But
because yvou can do them aut any time, you will probably never
do them at all.  That which weé can do.m\ day, we generally put
off until to-morrow ; that which we put oft until to-morrow, we
generally put off altogether.

And theretore, the Church, in her wisdom and love for her
children, has marked oft and set apart certain days and seasons,
which are to be speat solemnly and devotedly to the spiritual
profit of those children who are dutiful and obedient to her
commands.

There are (hree chief reasons for observing Lent with
strictuess

I It is a perpetual memorial of our Blessed Lord's forty
days’ fast in the wilderness.

H. Jtis an evidence that Christ's disciples arve willing to be
partakers of His sufferings, that they may be found \\orlh\' to
share in Mis glory.

HI. Ttis by a deeper knowledge of self, and human sin
and weakaess, that our sense of the need of an atonement is
quickened ; and by the fuller realization of the fact of Christ’s
Atonement, our faith iind jov)in the Gospel of the Resurrection
ix, vear by yvear, increased.

Our Blessed Lord prescribes three duties as aids to the
spiritual life : Fasting, Praverand AUnisgiving--5. Matt. vi. 1-19.

Fasting - To fast is 10 mortify the Hesh by abstinence from
meit, from delicacies, luxuries, or particular varieties of food and
drink for which we have a special liking. It includes also the
surrender of other things, innocent in themselves, and at other
times right and proper: ¢ g., social umusements, recreation,
novel reading. It includes .11.\0, such special discipline as a
regrular, fixed hour for retiring at night, and a regular, fixed
hour (in some cases an earlier hour) for rising in the morning.
And ail this with an object in view.  Fasting is not an end in
itsel.  Mtis amenns to an end. The end in view is the subjec-
tion of the body to the spirit. The ead 10 be gained is the
triumph of the spirit and the will over the desires of the flesh,
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the deliverance of the spirit from those impulses and influences
which (ift not subdued) would clog and hinder man’s higher
nature from communion with God.  This is the end which fast-
ing ought always to have in view, and if our fasting be upon
these lines, it -will both be acceptable to ¢ Qur Futher, which
seeth in secret, who shall Himself reward us openly,”™ and blest
to ourselves.

Prayer -Lent is a season in which we should seck to deepen
the spirituad life by special and increasea attendance on the
means of Grace.  From what has been said above on the sub-
ject of fasting, it will readily be seen that our bodies may be
brought to such a condition that the soul can attend more closely
to the needs of the spirit. The things of sease will be feltto be
of less importance than the things which are unseen, God, Death
-—the penalty of sin—Eternity ; and we shall by self mortifica-
tion be assisted to meditate on these vital truths, and to profit
by our meditations.  Further, by freedom from social amuse-
ments and recreation, we shall have more time for spiritual ex-
ercizes, and by voluntary surrender of light literature—for the
time - -more leisure for careful study of the Bible or other devo-
tional books. We ought to increase our attendance upon the
public ministrations of the Church : e.g., not only 10 be present
both morning and evening on Sundays, but also at the special
instructions that shall be arranged for us during the week. If
we do no more, at least Friday and one other day in the week
should be specially observed. We should seek also, in our pri-
vate devotions to he more strict in our self-examination, in the
discovery of besetting sins and weaknesses ; 1o be more eager
in our supplications at the Throne of Grace; with a view to
more frequent and more worthy reception of the Blessed Sacra-
ment of the Body and the Blood of Jesus ; with a view to the
uprooting of all sins, and to the gaining of strength to resist
temptation.  Aud here too, we must remember that prayer—
i. e., all spiritual exercises—is not an end in itself, but a means
to an end, viz. : The bringing of the spirit into perfect harmony
with the Spirit of Jesus our Divine Saviour.

Almsgiving—\Ve ought to be careful to be systematicin the
giving of our substance to God ; to His Church, for its material
maintenance, for the continuance of Divine service, and for
mission work at home or abroad; to Church socicties for the
promotion of good works; to our poorer brethren.  We shall
be able to give up something that otherwise we might have
spent upon ourselves. By our fasting we may be able to save
something which we may bestow elsewhere.  Aad all tius not
as an end in itself, but as a means whereby we may grow less
covetous of this world’s goods, and more eager to promote God’s
glory and the welfare of our fellow men.  For the right exer-
cise of these duties, and the spivit in which they should be car-
ried out, it ix well 1o read carefully and 10 consider our Lord's
injunctions concerning them in S, Maut. vi: 1-19.



Why is Lent offen profitless > The writer of this article
answers, Becanse soe do not think about i bcforchand. 1t is well
therefore, before Ash Wednesday comes, 1o know what special
efforts we will make in order, that by the Griace of God, cur
spirituality may be increased. It is even well to write down
what our Rule of Life is to be throughout the forty days—Sun-
days in Lenmt are not fast days--—and to strive to observe that
rule stricty.  Qur parish priests are always ready to give such
advice and help on these points as we need.

It is well nat to Ly down a oo elaborate programme, which
whan we examing it carefully, we shall see ourselves unable—
this year at least—10 fulfil.  The paint to remember is that sohas
sve undertake to do sec musi strize fa perform.

There is 2 benatitui story told of the Veaerable Bede, who,
cven in iilness, was unwilling 1o absent himsell from Churcle.

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There 1s o great benefit to those who cun come of the laity
to the daily service.  In the morning in the Te Deum they
worship G od the Father, the Son and the Holy Ghost.  In the
cvening in the Magnificat, they praise God for so loving the
world that He gove us His ondy Son, God the Word, w ho was
made flesh and dwelt among us ; and so daily the truth of the
doctrines of the Holy Trinity and the Incarnation comes before
them.  Morcover, day by day they can use these services as
means of preparation for the one Service of Divine Command,
the Holy Communion.

There is abenefit next in the daily praye rsfor thosepeople
who cannot come, even if they would. Some are too busy,
some are too ill, some are 0o old, and at least cannot come 1
winter. For all these the hell has a cheering sound.  They
know that they are not forgotten.  God ** knows all, and loves
them better thun He knows.™  They know that they are being
praved for in Church, and z:lthough only ‘*two or three™ may
be gathered together in Christ's name, they remember that
Christ Himself, according to His promise, is **in the midst of
them.™

In the life of George Herbert, the Holy Rector of Bemernton,
it ix told that xame of his flock ** did so love and reverence ™
him *“ that they would let their plough rest ™ when his bell runy
to prayers ¢ that they might also offer their devotions to God
with him; and would thea return back to their plough. The
sick and the infirm, too, as they hear the bell do not feel thae
they are shut out, but have their places as members of the one
family which is united in Christ.

Lot those who have leisure, but have not come hitherto,
make up their minds 10 come. say at first on one day in the
woek.  Let thembegin in Advent or Lent. . They might observe
Weidnesday ax the day of the Lord’s botraval, or Thursday as
the day of the Lord’s ascension, or Friday as the day of the
Lord’s death.

A red cloth is
daily expacted, ordered by the same devoted band of Church
workers,

A new Altar Cross and Vases of Brass now adorn the
Re-table, wiven by the Rector in memory of his futher.

But the chiet and the most useful uddition to the Church
property is the new hall, which stands between the Church and
the Parsonage. It is certainly one of the best proportioned
and most convenient buildings of its kind in Victoria : and does
great credit to the architect, Mr. Mallandaine, who designed it
and superintended its building as 2 lxbour of love.

It was decided that the envelope system should be
adopted and an effort made to clear off the whole of the
liabilities before the end of the present vear.

The Rector gave some encouraging statistics—100 com-
municants—100 Sunday scholars --congregations and offertories
still on the increase.

On the 16th of February the Choir boys had their turn and
were most hospitably entertained by Mr. and Mrs. P. T.
Johnston and Mr. Floyd. The Rector and Churchwardens and
Organist were also invited, and a very pleasant evening was
spent.  Before supper the many handsome prizes, which kind
friends had provided, were distributed by the Rector.

The most
favorite way of teaching seemed 1o be 10 begin with the Old
Testament, but his impression was that the better way wias to
bogin with the New Testament, ::l\m; thorough teaching inthe
life of our Saviour. at the sume time teaching as much of the
Church Catechism as could be understood by the scholars.  As
the children becaime more advanced the use of a manual, such
as the first i the St Paul's series, which was in use in St
Baraabas school, wax recommended.  In summing up, Mr.
Taylor expressed hix belief that even the best Sunday school
work must be more ar less of a fadlure unless backed up by
home teaching.

In the general discussion which followed, Rev. J. B.
Hewetson suggested a course of teaching for infants which he
had scen followed with great success, and which is based upon

the idea that young minds cannat be held 2 attantion on the
same subject for more than a fow minutes ar 2t time. He
recommended that they be taught stmple Hymus for about ten
m’uuzlcs. then the simplist form of 2 Catechism, then change
win to Bible stories. 1o e taught with the wd al' pictures,
.md sud that the staries should be repeated word for word by
whe children.  The Rev. Co Scholeficki said that fie agreed with
e previous speakers, and cmpasised the St Whag youayy duld en

wast e bt by rate asd Gd not think ek loe much of this
eoubd e dose.
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After the meeting those present were most  hospitably
entertained by the Rector and his good wife. The next meeting
is to be held at the Cathedral School room on March the 8th,
and it is hoped that there will he a full attendance, as good
