The term
Meerza still holds its placo
as a distinctive and horor-
ary title of one who can
read and wiite. The schooly
are usually in the mosques,
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with a Mollah for teacher, who holds
sway in the proverbial fashion which
requires overy child to make as much
noise as possible under pain of a rap il
for & moment he censes to ndd to the
general hubbub, Persiun, Avabio aund
sometimes 1M enoh, are the languagea
taught, though the Koran is read
merely with tho eye and not with the
understanding.  The Arabie Bible,
which is frequently trumpeted ag give
ing the Scripture to the 120.000 0n0
of the Mohammedan world, Persin 1n-
cluded, could not be understood by
one in s thousand of our population.
Bub in spite of their deficiency in
kchoo) edueation, tha upper olusses are
intelligent and quite well informed. It
in sometimes surprising to find how
much information on science, history
snd the world’s doings they have ob.
tained without instruction or reading,
I'ne desive for education is doveloping
awong them, and they would gladly
welcome any eflorts whi.lh are not
mixed with disigns to wubvert their
accepted faith.—Presbyterian Banner.

‘What Liquor Costs the Dominion
Annually.

BY REV., D. ROGERS,

It is of great importance to keep
facts and figures relating to the liquor
traffic constantly before our minds, for
in proportion ns we sce the evils ofe
that traflic, will be the earnestness of
our offoits to suppress and remove
them,

Statictics are generally considered
dvy, bui there is a wonderful power
in them aft.r all, and when we are
told that in Canada we spend six
niiilion dollars rore tor liquor than for
either bread or wcollen goods, allthe
poetry i8 taken out of our talk about
‘“the hard times.”

It has always been found difficult to
state with acenracy the expenditure of
any country in !atoxicating drinks,
yet there is a basis from which we can
make our caleulations with a tolerable
degree of correctness as to the cost of
the traflic in Canada.

The dsink bill msy be divided into
two branches, viz,—the direct and the
indirect expenses—the latter including
criminal prosecution, suppo t of pau-
pers, loss of labour, ete. Tho direct
expenses of the drink traflic in Canada
iy abont $65,000,000, the indirect $50 -
000,000, making the enormous sum
of 115,000,000, Let the citizens of
this country weigh that fact well, and
not be carried away with the clap-trap
statement of the whisky dealers that
“Tf you vate for prohibition you will
lose §5,000,000 of revenue. We ex-
pend $115,000 000 to receive back
again $5,000,000. Any country that
will persist in pursuing such an irra-
tional political economy will sooner or
later sink into decay and leave a mass
of mouldering 1uins as a monument of
the gigantic folly of licensing & traflic
that always impoverishes & people and
produces crime, disease and death.
Think of the money thus wasted every
year. It would buy 23,000,000 barrels

loathsome pre.cession of about 60,000
drunkards, ‘These marching in line,
two deop, would form & procession
about thir'y.five miles long. Out of
this linn for every eighty-eight minutes
one falls into a drunkards grave, and
the tavorns have another ready to fill
the place of the one that falls

It has been affirmed, again and again,
that nine-tenths of the criminal cas’s
on the calendar ave directly traceable
to strong drink, and the cost of crim-
inal courts and prisons, which amounts
to thousands of dollars, is chargeable to
the tratlic in drink,

About 30,000 or more use strong
drink to excess, and as a result much
time is lost. A man’s work in some
useful calling is worth about $200
a year. The time he wastos, through
the use of drink, is so much lost of pro-
ductive labour and the country im-
poverished to thatextent, The labour
of many engaged in the traitic, who do
worse than nothing, is also lont from
*he productive resources of the Do
minion,

Then there is another bill that
cannot bo mersured by dollars, For
every one who becomes a drunkard,
there are hearts wrung with grief, and
homes mide sad and desolate when
love and joy might have cheered the
passing hours.

How much more happiness is to be
destroyed ? how many wore Canadian
homes are to be blignted ¥ how many
more parents to look into the faces of
their gons through prison bars? how
mapy more lives lost and immortal
souls ruined before we waken up to the
horrors of the drink traffic, licensed
and made respectabls by law

College,

SHIFTS AND EXPEDIENTS
LIFE,

OF COLLEGE-

‘WE bave pleasure in reprinting from
the Youth's Companion, advertised in
our columns a few weeks ago, the follow-
ing vigorous article, which is ax appli-
cable to Cannda as to the United
States.— Ep,

The Uuited States has very aptly
been termed the Land of Self-Made
Men. Large numbers of its most
famous end successful men have been
born, if not in poverty, in at best but
very humble circumstances, snd heve
risen to eminence mainly by their own
unaided exertions.

Tt is said that in some of our colleges
from onefourth to one-halt of the
young men who have been gradnated,
have paid their expenses with money
thev have earned by their cwn Jabour,

At the college where the writer was
a student, twenty-six of the one
bundred and eight students who were
then obtaining an educaticn there, de-
pended upon their own earnings for
obtaining every dollar that their educa-
tion cost them.

Various were the expedients to
which these aspirants for academic
honours and a liberal education were
sometimes reduced; yet I douht
whether, on the whole, the favoured
sons of wealth enjoyed college-life more
than did these young men.

] remember one in particular whnee
means of earning money were excered-
ingly meagre, and who used to *board
himself” in his room™ During one fall
term of fourteen weeks, Lo felt that he
could spare for the whole term but
seventeon dollars for fool, a sum which
¢ortainly did not admit of many lux-
uries.

To
secure the dabt, in tho ovent of their
deuth, they insured their lives for
fifteen hundred dollars- each, paying
