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Plate Number Collecting.

————

A4 I am an enthusiaslic plate num-
ber collector myself. I beg to say that
these thoughts and suggestions must
be considered as my own individual
views and gathered rather from my
own experience, with my own colleclion
aeg a basis for opinions. Recently in a
dealer’s shop in this city (Denver, Col-
orado,) the question arose over a two-
cent brown (Jackson), whether it was
printed at the National or the Conti-
nental Co., on examination with power-
ful glasses failing to reveal any of the
secret marks illustrated in the cata-
logue. Now if a strip had been pre-
gerved with imprint and plale num-
ber, or even only a single stamp with
the number, as the Lwo concerns used
different notations in this color, the
question would have been settled upon
the face of it.

And this calls to my mind the story
I once heard, that a similar contention
in the establishment of the father of
philately in {(his couniry was only
settled by Mr. Scolt’s producing Lhe
remainder of the entire sheel from
which the stamps in dispute had been
removed, showing imprint and plate
number, thereby proving his side of the
argument. And this L am informed
led to plate number collecting, How-
ever the value of plate numbers is not,
in our time the same, its chief charins
lie in the gradations of tone, and vari-
ations and shade of colors, sometimes
indecd, the diff¢rences are quile be-
yond the range of tint, and assume the
dignity of different colors in [fact.

1 have only words of praise for 3ar-
tel’s catalogue, but it must be apparent
Lo any one who has studied the matter
only a little, that no catalogue could
include every variety of ink. Ia a
general way an issue is listed in its
official color, or as blue and ultra-
marine for the une-cent denomination,
and as pink and carmine for the Lwo-
cent in the unwatermarked series. But
ihis does not nearly cover the field.
It was my privilege to sec a collection
of lop strips only, of the first fifty
numbers ever printed in the 2¢ red.
We have here carmine, pink, rose, dull
red, clarct, salimon, light and dark red,
brownish red and bronze red, this
latter was from plate number 9. It
was a strikingly peculiar red. No two
strips were exactly alike in color, the
whole making a beautiful tone-picture
The expense of collecting all four sides
of a given plate is what appals the
average collector, bt I claim it is not
necessary to collect in this manner,
though I do it myself. Let me sug-
gest o those who are inclined in this
direction, to collecl only a certain side
and stick to it, reserving other po-
sitions for exchange; or choovse the top,
this is invariably cleaner and prettier,
has always large margins, and is often-
est free from ink smudge. The bot-
tom ytrip is the most difficult of all.
The margin is sometimes barely suf-
ficient to permit the number {o show.

As in all other stamp matters, the
bottom strip being the least likely to
be pecf>ct, it is generally higher pric-

ed. The quantily of any position on
the market, regulating the price. But
whatever is decided upon, lei it be
thoroughly understood that a plate
number strip in its accepled form must
b perfect as to the centering of each
stamp, nor mugl the perforations he
allowed to go through the imprint and
the number itself. It means a strip
of absolute perfect stamps to the min-
utest detail of any given number, and
not, merely anything with a certiun
number attached; because we are not
collecting- numbers, but perfect stamps
of a numbér.

Recently the Omaha  Exposition
series and the surcharging of the cur-
rent issues, has crealled a now interest
in this specially. While it iy true the
Omahas require only the top and bol-
tom strips, it is equally true that out
of a dozen strips taken at random,
only two will be found perfectly cen-
tered. Tt seemtf a most difficuit mat-
ter 1o get the perforations just right
on all sides of {hese stamps.

With two kinds of surcharges besides
the inverted surcharge, and the print-
ing of some of the plates in both green
and blue inks, it is quite possible to
gel three, four and five different sets
of strips of the same number; there-
forr{ { ndvise a blank book as a plate
number album. ‘The pages can he di-
vided Ly ruling two or three horizontal
lines across the page, thus allowing a
full page for various sets of the same
number, or for different numbers on
the same page. Bul 1 bope my sug-
gestion of collecting only one posilion
will not go unheededj Let us have
collectors of lefls or rights only, or
tops oc boltom strips only. ‘Phis will
increase the interest and add new re-
cruits to our ranks. Then in the fu-
turo we may have a plate number so-
ciety with its attendant department,
Just as is now done in postal cards.

In the watermarked series we have
but one shade of blue listed, but it is
quite possible to find the same nunber
in three or fou rshades differing great-
lyi from 98 to 122 inclusive.

Just before the Government issued
the lc green, all plates running from
443 to 496 were printed in a very dark
blue in extra heavy ink., The differ-
ence over the ordinary bllue is appar-
ent to anyone. In passing it should
be mentioned that the different shades
are not due to any chemical action of
light or air, but are so just as they
came from the press.

Jt way a long time before a uniform
color for the present 2c red was ad-
opted. Trom No. 80 or there abouts
the ink seems 1o have been pretly gen-
erally the same, but latterly the Gov-
ernment has slarted on an econumical
streak. It wil lbe remembered how
Inst spring the Postmaster General
suggosied that a saving of $19,000 per
annum might be made by using some
less expensive color, bul finding that
the International - Postal Union pre-
seribed red they began_ to cheapen the
ink by the addition of less lake mad-
der. The change was soon apparent
and a referenco to my collection shows
pale reds, and salmon pinks, besides
the rose color in all numbors from 501
to 525. Some very pale shades obtain
in numbers ranging from 499 to 517.
Some of the Jatter look as though they

had been washed out. A very pretty
page consists of the 5Se numbers in
both blue and brown. And finally in
this day of errors, lel ms not forget
that we have ons in plate Nos. also. I
refer {o the 2¢ Postage Due issue of
79 to '94. By some inadventure the
figure 5 was omitted from cerlain
parts of the plate in No. 315, making it
read 31 instead. In conclusion let me
add that. the letlers which precede the
figures in the catalogue aresvery es-
sentinl to a perfect * sirip,-these are
printed sometimes quite apartfrom the
number and the imprint, but they are
very desireable to a complele plate
number.—Weekly DPhilatelic BEra.

British Stamps Used in the Spanish
West. Indies.

Previous to 1877 the native post of-
fices of the Spanish West Indies car-
ried only interniil correspondence; for-
cign mail matter was forwarded either
by the steamship  companies, or else
through the consulates. Branches of
{ho British post offices were esiab-
lished in 18635. The same conditions
and regulations dpplied to the convey-
ance ol letters from these branches as
to those posted from home offices. As
ordinary British stamps were used, the
postmarks arc the only means of de-
termining where they were used.

At Havana stamps were first put on
sale. The letter rate was 1/ per 1-2
97, and the stamps used was the 1)

green, wmk. heraldic emblems, which
only catalogues 15 cents (when post-
ed in Great Britain). For book post
post was 1d per oz., but the only known
stamp of smaller  denomination than
thae shilling is (he 4d of 1862, 't'hiy
stamp in ils ordinary use is another
commion value, but in 1867 three other
denominations, and another shilling is-
sue, which eatalogues somewhatl higher
are known to have been put on sale.
They were the 10d red brown, the 1/
green, and the 2/ blue, wmk. spray of
rose, and the 5 wmk. Mallese cross.
The best of these, singly, is only worth
75 cents, but an entire envelope with
this stamp and the Havana postmark,
though many doubtless wece used dur-
ing the next len years, would be prized
at many times Lhis price.

Simuilancously wilh the opening of
the British post office branch in Have
ana, stamps were put on sale at the
consulate in Lhe capital of Porto Rico.
Lower denominations than the above
mentioned, it is known, were sold at
this and other places, though the rales
were the same as those in Havana. At
that time the place was not commonly
calted San Juan, and Porto Rico is the
name found on the postmarks.

Santiago was thirly years ago an-
other important harbor for British
sailors. 1t is therefors probable that
many letters bearing British stamps
left what was then the post office of
St. Jago de Cuba. The stamps discov-
ered to have been used at this port
are of a common variety; but there
are olhers than philatelists who would
be glad to possess a set with the mark
of the Santiago post office.

Eight years after this system had
been established in these Spanish col-
onies, at four other places in Porto
Rico were branches opened. These
were the ports of Ponce, Aguadilla, Ar-
royo and Mayaguez. “The stamps nsed
were of the variely sold at the home
offices from 1873 to 1877.

In the latter year the Spanish West
Indies joined the DIostal Union, the
same year that Porto Rico, which had
hitherto used surcharged Cuban
stamps, issued adhesives of her own.

As to stamped envelopes of Great
Britain, there is no record of any ever
being sold at these ports, but it is pos-
sible that some were used.

The above seven branches were the
only ones known to have been ecslab-
lished by the post office department
of the Uniled Kingdom. Hence letters
from the interior, or other outside
places, which went through the Brit-
ish offices were franked with a native
stamp, as well ag with the postage for
foreign correspondenco.

Roumania will issue a commemor-
ative stamp (says the Philatelic Month-
1y) upon the occasion of the dedicetion
of its new postal building in Bucharest.
This stamp will be three times the
ordinary size; its design will be of
the Byzantine style, the centre repre-
senting the facade of the new building
flanked by Byzantine colums. Above
will be a medallion portrait of King
Carlo, at eiibier sjle of it the emblems
of the Postal and ‘felegraph services.

Notes of Interest.

The sale of the United States peri-
odical stamps, which began Iebruary
15th, w decided  success.  They
were distributed at the larger post
offices, 5,000 sets being retained by the
department at  Washington, 3,000 at
New York, 2,000 each at Philadelphin
and Chicago, and a smaller number at
other offices, with instructions that
one setl should be sold to a single cus-
tomer. 'The price set by the depart-
ment avas 85 per set. As far as the
United States Government is concern-
ed the sale was a great success, for
after paying all expenses there iy
8249,975 left. ‘There are a million or
o stamp collectors in the United Sta-
tes, and the eagerness with which
these stamps were purchased mikes As-
sistant Postmaster-General Merritt re-
gret that he did not charge $10 2 set
for them and thereby double his pro-
fit,

The United States stamps command-
ing Lhe highest price are probably 1he
15, 24, 30 and 90 cents of the issue of

1869. These stamps are printed in two
colors, anid consequently were run

through two presses. By accident 3ev-
eral of the sheets were inverted dur-
ing the secoad process, with the result
that the central picture or illustration
was printed upside down. - The mis-
take was not noticed until after the
stamps had bzen disposed of to the
public by the post office departnent
and gives them greal value to callee-
tors. These oddities now bring from
$150 to 8500 each.

Some years ago a well known coul-
lector, who is alao a wag,, caused the
publication of a story that an oll lady
in Albany, N.Y., had died and left in
her will a provision that her valuable
collection should be divided among the
collectors in the United Stutes who
were fortunate enough to own Brattle-
boro stamps. He announced himself as
the exccutor of the estate. (n that
way he was able to lozate all the
Brattleboro stamps in the world, and
succeeded in buying one, which be had
long coveted.

Newspaper and Periodical Stamps,

At lust the eiforts of the stamp
collectors have been rewarded. For
years philatelists all over the world
have been cndeavoring to secure for
their collections one or more newspa-
pers and periodical stamps, but with-
out avail, unless, of course, they had
either been stolen or inadvertently got
beyond the precincts of the Postoffice
Department.

A few weeks ago Postmasler Brown
of the Cincinuati Postoffice received
a notice from Wnpshington stating
that the Postmaster General had de-
cided to offer for sale at $5.00 pper
set newspaper and periodical stamps.
Jome of tho stamps were originally
valued at $100 a picce face value. The
Post office Department has on hand
about 50,0C0 sets, and of this number
the Cincinnati Post office will get
3,893 sets, which will now represent
a value of $19,465. The stamps will
Le on .sale only at first-class Post of-
fices -throughout the country. The
last issue of stamps consisted of 12
denominations; as follows: 1c, 2¢. 5c,
10c, 25¢. 50c. §2., $5., $10., $25., $50.
and $1.00, . .

The only way, heretofor in  which

‘the stamps got into the hand of the

public would be through careless PPost-
masters who use them in lieu of the
regular postage stamps, or they were
stolen  from the Postoffices. The
stamps were never pul into circulia-
tion, and if the clerk in charge of them
lost or misplace any he was held re-
sponsible by the deparfment and had
to make up the discrepuncy. These
stamps were merely used by the Post-
offices as a check on the clerk. Every
concern publishing a newspaper or
periodical of any Kind must place on
deposit with the cashier of ihe Post-
office an amount sufficient to cover
the cose of the postage on each issue.
This deposit is supposed to he kept
constantly on hand, and the publishers
are expected to pay promptly on the
publications which they send out.
Whenever such a mail is received at
the postoffice it is weighed and the
number of pounds entered into a re-
cord book. Then sufficient stamps
are placed not on the package, but in
the receipt book. The stamps are
canceled and cvery three months the
original receipt, with the stamps at-
tached, is forwarded to Washington.
A penalty was attached to any em-
ployee ot the postoffice Department
who sold the stamps.

Mr. Jacob Kiffer, who since Novem-
ber 1849, has been stamp clerk at the
local postoffice, is thoroughly posted
regarding the newspaper and peri-
odical stamps. He said that the rat-
ing which is pow called second-class
mail matter came into existance Janu-
ary 1875. The rate then waa two
cents per pound for dailies and week-
lies, and three cents per pound for
semi-weeklies, semi-monthlies and
monthlies and quarterlies. The rate
was changed to one ceni per pound,
as it now stands about two years af-
ter the enactment of the law, the
stamps then in use he says, were prac-
tically of the same size and design as
the present ones. The designs are
works of arts in ever sens~, and it is
n owonder that stamp collectors are
desirous of adding them to their col-
lections. The first newspaper and
periodical stamps were of the follow-
ing denominations: le, 2¢, 3¢, 4c, Gc,
8¢, 9¢c, 10c, 12¢, 24c, 36c, 48c¢, 60c, 72¢
84c, 96c,, and €1,92, $3. $G. 39. 812,
$24, 836. $48 and $060.

The use of the stamps were discon-
tinued last July, since then the clerk
merely uses the receipt as made out
heretofor, This simplifies matters con-
siderably, and gives them less worry.

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Curreat Comment.

Recently a member of the Dominion
Philatelic Association in talking to the
writer stated (hat the library of
that association was of no use to the
members in general. If this be the
case it is only a wuste of postage to
send duplicate stamp papers to the li-
brarian, and in fact there is no need of
appointing a librarian. Perhaps the
state of affairs existing may be ax-
plained in one sentence, “The books
which make up the library may not be
worth sending for or the members do
not know the names of the books pos-
sessed by the association.” If the
member3 are to derive a benefit from
the library more attention must be
given to it. A catalogue should be is-
sued so that the members would have
a list of the books. A supplement of
new books received could be given in
the librarian’s report in the official or-
gan each month. The books should be
bound in volumes as far as possible
and duplicates should be sold, by auc-
tion or otherwise, to defray part of the
expenses. A letter should be sent to
all philatelic publishers soliciting a
copy of their publication, month by
month, or weck by week, for the build-
ing up of our library. This request
would in most cases be complied with.
One philatelic writer explains when
members derive a benefit from a li-
brary as follows: “Trash is no good
anywhere, but good philatelic books
and back numbers of good philatelic

‘| papers, which are out of reach fo the

average collector, individually, became
accessible when in the library of a so-
ciety. Books that would cost from $4
tol $20 to buy may thus be studied at
a cost seldom above a $1. The very
best books should be incorporated into
such libraries first, and every local so-
ciety should have suck a library, in
which case the cost of studying the
best of publications would be reduced
to.a minimum for the individual mem-
.ber.t’ Cheap and poor stuff is good
only to swell the size of a library.”

If the foregoing changes, or some
similar ones, were applied to our lib-
rary it would no doubt prove an im-
portant factor in obtaining new mem-
and revive interest among old members
besides becoming a credit to our be-
loved society.

In a recent number of “Siamps,”
(New York), I find the publishers run-
ning down auction sales and saying the
prices are valueless as guides to stand-
ard prices. Probably their statements
are due to the fact that they may have
placed some stamps in an auction and
because they did not receive as large a
price as they expected, are trying to
belittle auction sales in the eyes of the
collecting fraternity. This action in
the putting of such statements on the
part of suoh a firm should receive se-
vere criticism from every side. It
stands to reason that a rare stamp in
good or perfect condition will bring as
good{a price, if not better, by auction
than!a dealer could retail it to a cus-
tomer for. Yet the “kickers” bemoan
such mode of buying because their sales
are patrounized by “bargain hunters.”
In Iboking through severa) lists of

prices received at auction I find that
‘“hargain hunters” in some cases have
paid over catalogue value fqr good
stampp and still consider their pur-
chase a bargain. Prices as a rule are
good except on trash and that is dear
at any price.

At present we notice that the “co:)—-
dition crank” is becoming more in
number every day. The reason {o this
is that dealers when examining a rave
or medium stamp before purchasing,
generally poinis out all flaws aad de-
ducts amount from the original valu.e
in proportion te Lhe damages. This
makes the collectro, who in the above
was the seller, ai oarc become a “cqn-
dition crank.” In answer {o question
why he i3 so particular hc replies ;“P_or-
fect copies are the ones that will bring
fair prices when youa want le soll,
therefore. when buyiog purchase only

rfect copies.” .

What an unmitigatzd bore the “mo-
del” i3 as a rule, whether as the good
boy of the class at school, as th: San-
day school teacher, the man with a fad
or, in facl, in any line. Thers are,
however, exceptions and the mia who
goss into anylhing with th> idea of
having the best anl keceping his pos-
sessions in the best order and condition
‘is about as good a model as can bn
copied. Of course this wodel is mine
and' to give you a better-idoa o what
I meam\ I will take what should. pa; of
interest to you, the stamp dealer, . I
take him because he is what might be
termed the foundalion stone of the
whole business, though stamp .collect-
ing would go on whether there was
a dealer in existence or not. :

One of the prime necessities—in fact
the first—is neatness with which must
be combined good taste, a knowledge
of stamps, carefulness, accuracy aand
above all he must bs thoroughly hon-
est 80 that all who have anything to
do with him can depend on what he
says. His word must be as good as his
bond if he wishes to gain a nams for
honesty and integrity, two things that
absolutely mecessary in securing the
confidence of collectors, many of whom .
have to trust to these factors when
purchasing through the mails.

You do not care to deal twice with
a dealer who has worked off a damaged
copy on you, just because you are a
long way off and cannot get back-at
him. ) .

The model dealer should be a-phil-
atelist himself, not merely a handler
of stamps, then there i§ but little
chance of having a stamp -sold at a
way up price because: of the absence
of a catalogue and he is.not likely.:to
lose money through the sale:of a valu-
able variety through the lack of know
ledge of what he is handling. . - .. -

There are many other little points
that go to make up the model stamp-
dealer but there are first the poigts
that go to make up the successful pusi-
ness man in any other line and em-
brace such things as courtegus.treat-

ment as customers and enquirers

Stamp Stattshcs.

In a retemly publlshcd Catalogue
ol the postags stamps of Lhe world
are some interesting statistics. ‘The
total number or all known varieties
ol postage stamps issued by all the
governments up te the present fime
is 13,811, Of this number 181 have
been issued in Great Britain, and 3,-
B43 in the various British colonies and
protectorates, leaving 9,837 for the
rest of the world, or dividing the to-
tals among the continents, Lurope is-
sued 3,309, Asin 2,671, Africa 2,320,
America 4,656, and Ocrania 905.

Taking the countries separately, the
most prolidc in stamps is ths United
States, which leads the list with 287,
followed by (ruriously epough) Spain
with 278, Salvador 272 and Uruguay
and Shanghai with 215 each. 1.8
Beta (Beluchistan,) Poland Tierra, del
Fuego and Wadhwan have cach found
o solitary specimen Lo suffice for their
postal  needs, while Cordoba, Crete,
Formosa, Jhalawar, ant New llebrides
have each been content with a pair.
Two of the British colonies have is-
sued more varieties of stamps than the
mother country—Victoria  with 174,
and-Ceylon with 138. The rarest stamps
consequently -the most expensive, are
the two earliest stamps of Mauritius,
worth £1;000 each, one of the British
‘Guiana of the same value, one of Ha-
waii appraised at £800, one of the
Roumania at £300, and several of the
United States at from £100 10 £250
each.—Westminiter Gazetle.
