Fortunate and unfortunate days pointed out by means of Astrology—Prepared by Mr. James Hingston, B.A.,
Oxford University, probably the greatest authority on this science—

A NOVEL feature of to.day’s issue of MoxtrEsL L s the
commencement of a series of astrological predictions,
showing the fortunate and unfortunate days during the com-
ing week, These foreeasts have been prepared by Mr. James
Hingston, B. .\, Oxon, the wellknown star-reader, who is
better known by his nomede-plume **Gabriel,” and similar
forecasts by him will be published in this paper every week.
That there is no one better qualificd than he for work of this
kind, 2 brief sketeh of his life will show.

In 1883 he came to this
country and attached himself to a leading New York daily
paper, with which he has heen conneeted ever since, and on
which he oceupied, until recently, the position of literary
cditor.  Astrology attracted his attention some years ago,
and he has beenstudying it deeply ever since. At the request
of a New York publisher he recently wrote a popular hook on
the subject under *he title *Gospel of the Stars,” the intro.
duction to which was furnished by his friend, Rev. George 1.
Hepworth, DL D, the well-kunown author and divine—the
writer of The New York Herald's weekly sermon. This book
was duly published, and was very favorably reviewed by lead-
ing papers  throughout  the coumry.,  Though he never
advertises in the daily papers, he is widely known, both in this
country and in Burope, as a skilled starcread-r, and much of
his time is now spent in casting horoscope: and in giving
advice to his clients.

As to the value of the predictions published to-day, sutlice
it to say that they are based on the positions and aspeets of
the planets, and are in strict accordancee with the time-honored
rules of astrology, which is the oldest art or science in the
world, and the one by which, it is claimaed, the furtunes of per-
sens can be most accurately foretold.  They may not prove to
he entirely true in all cases, for much depends on the time of
day when each person is born, but Mr. Hingston insists that

they will prove, as a rule, to be wonderfully true. .

A decade or two ago no paper in the country would have
dreamed of publishing anvthing relating to astrology, but,
to-day, the case is different. ** Thousands of persons through.
out Europe and the United States,” says Mr. Hingston, “now
helieve that from the plancts can be learned many facts about
the destiny of haman beings, and the only reason why there
are not more helievers is hecanse there are very few expert
star-readers and very many ignorant fortunetellers, who
thrive by gulling the public and thus help to keep alive the
popular impression that fortune-telling is altogether adelusion
and a snare.”

The experience of centuries, we are told, shows that an
astrologer can tell persons much about theirfuture. According
to My Hingston, he can tell them the fortunate and unfor-
tunate periods of their lives, whether they will be rich or poor,
whether they will be happy or unhappy in married life,

whether they will have children or not. whether they will be
lucky or unlucky in speculation, whether they will obtain
marriage portions or legacies or not, whether they will be
endowed with strong or weak constitutions, whether they will
suffer from diseas® or accidents, and, if so, of what nature,
whether they will quarrel orlive amicably with their neighbors
and relatives, whether they will take many or few journeys
and whethier they will live to a good old age or not.  He can
also tell them what trades or professions they are best suited
for and how much success they may expeet thereing he can
furthermore tell what kind of women men will marry, and
what kind of men women will marry  He can also clearly
depicit the character with all its virtues and blemishes and can
foretell with unerring accuracy whether the life as a whole will
he prosperous or unfortunate. The time when death will occur
he can also predict in many cases, but Mr. Hingston has made
it a rule never to predict on this point.  If he sees that anyone
who has consulted him is not likely to live long, he gives all

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atterward the points,  Be careful to make the face even while
wet; then, when uearly dey, iron lightly on the wrong side
over a thick ironing hlanket or sheet.

Common lace may be washed in Jukewarns soap lather by
squeczing with the hands, then starched in thin hotawater
starch.  After starching voll it in a clotly, and when it is neacly
dry it may be ironed on the wrong side with a moderately hot
iron,

In coloring white or eremm faees, if & deep yellow is desired
use yellow ochre or coflee. It is best first to test the shade on
a small picee of muslin before putting the lacein. When using
coffee great care must be taken to see that no grains are
allowed (o get on the lace, as that wounld make it spotted. It
ig 11 goad plan to mix the coloring material with the starch to
insure even coloring and yet not take the stifiness out.

His
tather was the Hon. Donald Macdonald, sometime President
of the Legshtive Comnetd of Prince Edward Island, s his
paternad grandather was Capt. Juhn Macdonald, cighth chicf’
of the Clan Macdonald. of Glennladate, who, after founding
severnl Scoteh settlements in Prince Edward Island, seeved
under the Britssh durmg the American Revolutionary War as
s eaptan in the Sith, or Royal Highland Ewmigrant Regiment.

Sir Willizun, in speaking of the grant made by him for the
establishment and maintenance of manual training classes,
told e that there was o popular misapprehension that the
object was to gve technical cducation. The real aim was
purely  educational, however, and the casses would not he
teehuival elasswes in any sense. They would be for the purpose
of training the mind in conjunction with the hand.” “As a
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rule, children dow't like books,” said he, “and these classes
will help children who have this aversion.

LORD METHUEN.

\V]i were accustomed to hear o good deal not so long ago
ahout the degenerate aristoericy of Great Hritain. That
there ave dissolnte noblemen, as there are dissolute laboring
men, cannot be denied, and perhaps the temptations of one
who hits wealth, social position, and leisure, are uncommonly
strong and seductive; but the idea that the British nobility is
on the downegrade, physically,
mentally, and morally, is not
borne out very well by the
events of recent years, On the
conteary, there seems to be a
tremendous amount of virility
and talent of @ high order in
the ranks of the aristoeracy.

Lovd Methuen, who has been
doime some hard and hrilliant
figghting with his small colnmn
of troops in South Africa, is a
case in point. This nobleman
has had an eventful career, and
his personality is mwost inter-
esting.  He was 31 years old
on September 3, and is the
third Baron Methuen, his full naume heing Paul Sanford
Methuen.  He has previously seen serviee, on the Gold Coast,
at Ashanti, and in Bechunnaland, <He was also assistant
military seeretary to the Commander-in-Chiet in lreland in 1877,
and military attache at Berlin from that year until 1881, He
hias hield many other important military offices, amongst them
that of commandant at headquarters in Egypt in 1882 and
Deputy  Adjutant-General in South Afri 18588, He was
promoted to the rank of major-general nine years ago.

Lord Methuen's frank, agreeable face 18 an index to his
charsicter. s an officer, e is energetic and exacting, demand-
ing much ot those under hin, hut not spanng himself.

It is related of him that when hewas in Bechuanatand, hesent
out o junior officer and a squad of wen with amessage, which
it was important should be delivered to wonative chief, many
wiles distant, within 48 hours. The young oflicer, cither from
ek of nerve or mautural incompetency, returned sabout 23 hours
after being sent out, without having delivered the message.
He claged to have lost his way,  Methuen was vaging, and
roundly ckrsed the incompetency of his subordinate. But
there was no time to be lost, and a second miscarsiage could
not be risked.  Therefore, jumping on his horse, he set ont in
person, with A handful of troopers hehind him, and, notwith-
standing that darkuess had fadlen, made the chief's camp in
three or four hours, and was back at his own headquarters in
good time to prevent anything ¥mng amiss through his
absence.  Then calling the young officer hefore him, he sternly
saitd: ** The next time 1 give you anything to do, sir, I want
you to do it, and ot to return until itis dose.””  The lessen
was a good one for the youngster, aud, shortly after-
wards, Lord Methuen entrusted him with amother difficalt
commission, which was promptiy and thoroughly cxcented.

The incident is characteristic of Lord Methuen's treatment
of subordinates.  He demands much of them, hut never lets 2
man be permanently shamed or discouraged by asingle mistake,
so long as it is in his power to give him an opportunmity to
retricve his sclforespect.

svider development, and possesses an cverexpanding  ficld,
Consequently, as the year nears its close, there has been a
matrked advance in electrie stocks all over the continent, and
Royal Eleetric is only following a general lead set by General
Electric in the United States, and Canadian General Eleetric in
Canada.  An increase on the present 8 per cent. dividend ds
practically assured, if not in January, certainly in the next half
vear.and, with still wider fickds for operation in manufacturing
clectrical applinnces, and with the growth of Montreal and its
constituent  and  adjacent  municipadities, Royal  Eleetrie,
provided as it is with a goodly rest fund, can well be said, even
at present prices, to be asound proposition.  But it is high
enough from the investor's view point.

The best industrial stock in Cimada wo-day, and one thae
offers o splendid return, is Canadian General Electrie. This
stock should be listed on the Montreal Exchange, for the
Company’s operations extend all over the Dominion, and, in
a national sense, it holds the lead in cleetrical manufacturing.
With only $800,000 common stock, and $300,000 preferred at
six per cent., it has o larger carning power than the more local
cleetrics of higher capitalization.  Its recent rise from 165 to
1S0 has beent due to the almost assured fact that its previous
annual dividend of cight per cent. 35 to be increased on
December 15 to 10 per cent. per s, and the statement of
the year's business will be o excellent that a large fund will be
carried forward to rest account.  This company's business is
not dependent on franchises at all, but on well anequired
patents, and a consolidation of the Thomson-Houston and
Westinghouse forces in Canada, following a similar lead in the
United States.  Last year the net profits weie 182,000,
This year they will reach $275,000.  Those who want 2 good
purchase should buy Camadian General Electric on the Toronto
Stock Exchange. Toronto Electric Light has been showing a
very slight advance.  This company is in 2 most flourishing
coudition, but is not likely to increase its present dividend, At
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138 with it 7 per cent. return the stock is at a firm price. It
aumot recede, beeause the company will this year show an
inerease in the net earnings of about $28,000, bringing up its
balance close on to $100,000. It is hampered in paying
dividends on $2,000,000 common stock and has 400,000
debentures at 41 per cent. but it is quite cqual to the task.
Its property is overcapitalized, but its future is great,

Of all local clectrics, the Loudon Eleetric Light Company.,
with only $500,000 stock and 2t 6 per cente dividend, that is
likely to be raised to 7 percent. next June, is a0 most sound
investment at 120, It is a foster child of Canadian Geueral
Eleetrie,

Bank stocks are another excellent media for investment at
the present time. The hest of all, with regard to future possi-
hilities and for gilteedged investment, is Dominion Bank, with
its 12 per cent. dividend, purehasable now at 270, Operating
an enormounsly growing business on only $1,500,000, this
institution is the next applicant for inereased capital, and
present stockholders will be able to sccure new holdings on a
most fvorable basis. The Dominion’s success in Montreal and
s new Northwest business, ever increaste, demand more
capital.

Street railway stocks are to be avoided at present prices.
Both in Montreal and Toronto street vails there has been too
much inflation. The inflation is better founded in the Montreal
Railway which is going ahead by leaps and bounds and has
atniely safe franchise, but itis now high enough, while Toronto
Street Railway, with an unsceure franchise, absolutely ter-
minable in less than a score of years, is absurdly high at 110
on a4 per cent. hasis. While Toronto is progressing remark.
ably and the street railway carmnygs are increasing and in.
creased returns for sharcholders are 2 fair possibility, Toronto
rails are not an investment,

Those who like railvoad iovestmenms, mand nothing is
sounder than it well-direeted and expanding railroad, can com.
fort themselves with the thought that our owa Canadian
Yacific Raihway is making strides as vemarkable as any road
on the continent to.day. For several weeks it has heen leading
all the Amerienn roads in its earning increnses. After payment
of 88,200,000 for covering the fixed rates on bonds and the
preference stock and the present dividend of 4 per cent. on its
S65,000,000 common stock, the C.ILR., on December 31, will
still have asurplus on the year of $3,000,000. It has beea
branching out in many new lines, but the meeting in February
may very properiy sce its way clear to allowing the com.
mon sharcholders an additional 1T per cent. Whether such
increase s made or not, C.IWR. oflfers a1 most attractive invest-
went. 1t is worth buying and holding in one’s strong box.

The slight flurry in Duluth this week resulted from the
report that Chicago, Milwaukee and St. Panl had made a
tratlic arrangement with the Dututh road.  This stock cannot
be considered in the light of an investment, though it may, on
its low basis, prove a good thing for long-waiting speculators.

Twin City Rapid Transit was also to the fove. There is no
question that Minneapolis and St. Paal are growing very fast,
and Twin City's receipts are leaping up with a1 monthly
increase of $30,000 to $40,000, so that, in spite of its very
heavy load of common stock, Twin City would appear all
right 2t present prices. Famkrax.

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HOW THEY FOOL THE PUBLIC.

Theatee-golng readers of * Life™ admitted to the secrets of
the Stage by an ex-Manager,

l{li.\l.lS.\l has become as great a eratze upon the stage s in
fiction and every other department of art. Those who
saw two men in divers' suits fight a duel, in The White
Heather, at the Academy of Musie this week, were onlylooking
upon an evidence of the same craving tor *the real thing ™ as
induced Rudyard Kipling to exteact some pretty rough oaths
trom the mouth of Thowas Athns, or attracted James Tissot
to the Holy Land to spend years in acquiring accurate infor-
mation for hix pictures of thelife of Christ. The sphere of the
stage-manager has widened sinee the days when Vineent
Crunmles considered the miroduction of a pump and two
tubs on the s notable achievenent in vealism. A
drawing-room seene s now furnished with aluost as wuch
care and expense as ot at were detually an apartment in
London's West End, while the mevitable attack m a modern
military deama is incomplete withont the aid of i complement
of Maxin guns  Where there is such close adherence to reality,
part of the eredit ax due to the upholsterer and the ordnance
manutacturer  IUis m the invention ot subtle devices by which
the spectator is completely allusioned, irequentdy by memns
which e would hardly suspect, that stageeratt is vidsed
almost to the level of an art.

An instance of the care bestowed by Sie Henry Irving in
perfecting even a minor allusion s shown m his dressmg of the
part of = Mathias™ in The Bells. The first scene represents the
interior of the burgomasta’s house, the ume is winter, and
through the Iatticed window the snow i seen falling thick
outside.  The priviteged visitor behind the sceenes on a night
when The Bebs is produced, will see, pliced near the sudewngs,
atub containing soap and witer, which a boy keeps stirring
into a fine, creamy lather  Buore * Matlnas ™ appears on the
sstage, all cloaked and bootad, e steps 1o the tub, and the
hoy splashes the Tather over his person, The next minute the
burgomaster enters the house, and, havie presumably come
through the snowstorm, heisapparently covered with the white
Hakes, which gradually melt and disappear from sight in away
that natural snow could hacdly hope to exeel.

tven at the beginning of his carcer the cminent Lyceum
wmanager displaved his genius for inventing oiganal efleers,
While the vouthtul member of 2 provinaal stock company, he
was, on one aceasion, cast for aomoch supernatural character
in burlesque. With the abject of making the chavacter appear
to have long, clawlike fingers, he panted the back of his
hands with dark streaks that ran upward from the space
between cach tinger  To render the illuston more consmistent,
his fingers were never closed while he was on the stage, but
always spread out against his dark-coloted  costume, Old
playgoers whao saw the actor in this part deseribe the efleet as
singularly weird and sinister.

\Water can be imitated on the stagge in a0 variety of wags,
1n one of the set scenes in The Lights o London, by Mr. George
R. Simy, the author of a brilliant story for Christmas v, the
villain throws his accomplice into the water, and, unmediatety
after, the hero teaps in to rescue him. Each ume the hody
disappears in the turgid stream—represented, of course, by an
open trap, with 2 soft matress conveniently placed in the
cellar below—: handtul of salt is wossed up through the open
trap, to imitate spray splashing off the surfce of the water,

An ingenious contrivance has heen used on the stage to
simnlate o stream of water trickling from a fountain, A trans-
parent glass tabe, spiral or corkserew shaped, and gradually
thickening towards its hase, is fixed hetween the mouth of the
ornamental dolphin above mwnd the bottom of the basin, which
is covered with asheet of glass. Concealed in the framework

gea
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of the fountain is an antomatic appliance by which the glass
tube is set revolving, giving it all the appearance, even at a
short distance, of a jet of ranning walter,

To exhibit a lift-like and apparvently well-fed  dragon,
measuring some 20 feet from his crested head to his flapping
tail; 1o induce him to voll his fiery red éyes in the'r sockets,
and suap his bnge jaws regularly every two minutes, while he
drags bis body tortuously along the stage, may scem anioered-
ible, not to say dangerous, experiment. Yet the dragon, to be
sten in London pantomines, might be safely introduced as a
domestic pet into any houschold,  Terrific as he looked, his
body was only the wrapper that enclosed a number of cleverly
drilled little boys, who, dosely following one another in a
crouching posture, dirceted the movements of the monster,

But when they stage Wagner's operas in first-class style,
they give us adragon that * goes one better,” for he actually
belehes smoke.  Mephistopheles has heen known to make his
first appearance before old Faust in o clond of vapor, tinted 2
weird green by the skilful manipadation of the limedight. A
real steam-launch putling real smoke from @ real funned, and
darting hither and thither in o tank of real water, was sowe
time o afeature in an up-to-date play of society lite.  Then,
inaset-scene with o buailteup cottage, a picturesque effect is
sometimes obtained by showing a wreath of smoke issuing
from the chimney. The method by which this eflfect is pro-
duced contradicts the proveeh, **where there is smoke there is
fire,” for a quantity of hot water poured upon a shoveliul of
quickline will create smoke enough to simulate the smokiest
of chimmeys,  The possibilities of smoke or steam as an aid to
ilusive efiect have not yet, however, been exhausted. Probably
the day is not tar distant when some enterprising manager
will introduce behind the foothghts=hut, we hope, vo farther
~—a reaiistic imitation of a London fog.

Shipwrecks on the stage are invariably depicted as oceurring
at night, or i the obseurity accompanyig 2 thunderstorm;;
doubtless with the twofold object of heightenimg the impression
and concealing the means by which it is attamed. A thrilling
incident m James A, Herne's Shore Acres, recently seen in
Mountreal,is the passage throwgh a stormy seat of o small hoat,
containing three of the characters, who are making their way
to the lighthonse.  To the speetators in front, the slow and
perilous progress of the tiny eraft looks wonderfully realistic,
but when seen from behind it has rather a funay aspeet. The
“raging billows™ are agitated by scene-shifters stationed at
the wings, in the manner usually employed in shaking carpets.
The “*properiy ™ boat is a mere profile—the model of one side
of &t boat—=which the actors hehind it grasp by the gunwale,
and sway vigorously up and down, while they walk leisurely
across the stage, their feet hidden by the ragimg billows
aforesaid,

Playygoers who were abroad and witnessed the early artistic
productions of Les Cloches de Corneville, may remanber tha,
in the seene representing the Crusaders' Hadl in the haunted
chiatean, the variegated colors of the stained-glass window
were reflected on the tloor, apparently cast by the light of the
wmoon shining through the window. But, on the stage, the
poctic cffeets of nature are not always reproduced by the
agencey that would most readily suggest itself to the uninitiated.
Although the window was a painted transparency, lit from
behind by lanelight, to convey the impression of clear moon-
light outside, thix iluminating medivm did not supply the cast
shadow ; linmelight, so employed, would have been too powertul
for the purpose.  There was, therefore, set in the side-wings, a
magic lantern, containing o slide, on which was painted at
fuc-simile of the window.  This lantern threw the colors of the
stained glass correetly upon the floor of the stage.

In Ours, a play produced with considerable success in
f.ondon not long ago, there were certain cffects, which, for
forcibly conveying the desired impression by thoroughly
legitismate means, have never bheen surpassed.  The second act
closes with the departure of troops for the Crimea, and the
climax is so skillfully worked up as to work up the audience to
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T would he a shock to most of us to discover bow very
frequently conversation would languish, were we severely
to exclude from it the state of the weather, and the equally
changeable state of our servants. A well-known wowmwan, who,
at one time, made Montreal her home, will ever be remembered
for the stern rebuke administered to a well-meaning visitor who
happened to refer to the lowness of the temperature—="1s it
cold? 1don't know. 1 never discuss the weather!™  The out.
side frigidity no doubt penctrated the drawing-room after
that,

But the servant question cannot he dispensed with so easily
or so readily,  The comfort of onesell and one’s family lies very
near one's heart, and, though very often bad management is
respousible for its absence, at the same time, the most provi-
dent housckeepers are worried and harrassed by the incap-
ability of their servants, and their unwillingness to be taught.
The time has gone past when young girls entered service, and
stayed in the same family until they came to be proud of heing
considered, to a certain extent, a member of it and felt s
interests 1o be their own. Now, the very best of them e
always ready to change, for no apparent reason but the desire
tor novelty and pastures new.

In Canadit, we can still be thanktul that the feeling
of all being equal, ** Jack as good as his master,” though
rife among some, does not run riot, as across the line. But,
nevertheless, the idea is growing apace that domestic service
is something 1o be shunned, as henenth the dignity of the
danghters of respectable firmers or small tradesmen. For my
part, 1 should infinitely prefer living in a wellordered house,
whether in the capacity of cook, tablemaid, or houseniud, to
spending my days in an il-ventilated shop, at the beek and call
of the public.  But how many, nowadays, would 1 find among
the class that should undertake such work to agree with e ?
Either in the belief that such positions are more compatible
with their dignity, or, tempted by 2 more rapid advance in
wages, into shops, offices, mills, and dressmalang establish.
ments they flock, with the result that, in many cases, we are
left to train and tussle with the lowest class of emigrants, or
the scum of Montreal shuns, as domestic servants. Is it any
wonder that many people attempt to do without help, or have
recourse to keeping fewer servamts than their houses eeally
requirve, vather than waste tine and money in a ceascless
changing of thoroughly hopeless, incapable women?

F

OT a few houscholders here have tried, and some with
l suceess, the experiment of employing a Chinaman as a
Cmaid-ofallawork.”  Yet, though Johu is serupulously clean,
an excellent launderer (2)~—1 supposc one can't say ** laundress ™
—he, somehow or other, does not fend an air of comtort to the
liouse, as he laps about in his exteaordinary slippers, with his
pigtail coiled about his head.  And, though his cooking
may be also very often superior to that of an ordinary
sgeneral,” personally 1 would live in an agony of fear as to
the possibility of strange ingredients in his stews and ragouts,
soups and entrees.

Another plan adopted quite frequently at the present time
is that of having a good plain cook, or it general servant of a
most superior type, with, as a helpmeet, a page, or ** Buttons,”
His wages, to begin with especially, are not high, and he can,
and will, do many extra things that a housemaid ncither

Itews for this departinent should Le in the hands of the wiitor on
Tuesdny, if possible.  No niews whatever can be taken after Wednesday at
5 p.m.
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could nor would accomplish.  He is invaluable for ruuniug
messages; taking orders; shovelling snow; bringing in coal;
atterding to the furnace, stove and grates; cleaning windoaws,
boots and knives, and can be of great use in the kitchen, too.
Of course, 1o keep himin “buttons' is apt 1o be expensive, as
a growing lad will soon appear in his livery, like ** Tommy
Traddles,” all arms and legs.  But, for people of moderate
weany, a goodly stock of white linen jackets will keep him
smart and neat, whether for opening the door or attending to
his other dutics.  The carrying out of this plan, however,
depends very materially upon the discovery of the right boy.
I suggest the idea, beeaunse, in other cities, many have found it
worked well, and, doubtless, in Montreal it has succeeded
admirably wmong afew.

Personally, 1 have found=—or, rather, several of my friends
have done the finding, while I looked on—that an untrained
boy in the house is apt to be a fair imitation of the oft-quoted,
possibly maligued, bull and-its behavior in a china shop. It
one picks out «tsmall ingenuous youth of some 12 or 14 years,
with the idea that “as the twig is bent,” ete., one speedily
learns that, before one can impress much upon the untrained
mind, he has first to be broken of the habit of sliding down the
hanisters, shooting the sparrows with a catapult when he
should be polishing windows, snowballing the butcher-boy
when apparently shovelling the steps, or playing marbles on
the way to the post-box i to say nothing of a heartrending
aptitude for smashing “Crown Derby "—or what takes its
place, according to oue’s means—while, with infinite care, he
washes jiun pots, or even the granite ware, in the kitchen,

On the other hand, if & youth who has reached an age of
discretion, say, 16 or 17, is employed, one has to he equally
circumspect.  For, though childish things are put away, one is
not any the more pleased to find lie smokes cigarettes while he
dries the silver—and those from his master's smoking-room;
that he has an ill.disguised objection to keeping early hours,
and that dime novels are apt to interfere considerably with the
accomplishment of such minor details as domestic dutics.  In
spite of these disadvantages, and probably they are the worst
that can be conjured up, to those who have not so experi.
mented, and are worried heyond endurance, the propusition is
worthy of a trial.

There are many things sadly in want of speedy reformation,
and who knows the time for such may not he far distant, as
far as domestic service is concerned in Montreal 2 When, firstly,
wirls of the working classes make up theirminds that housework
isnot drudgery, nor heneath thedignity of scerespecting people:
when mistresses, as & whole, remiember, that those over whom
they have authority, are, in the main, of a mould not so
totally dissimilar to their own; and last, but not least, when
the iimmigration or emigration societies of the Mother Country
can be suceessfully disabused of the misapprehension that
Canada craves the privilege of acting as a dumping-ground for
their refuse population, then, and then only, may we expect to
have our homes well.ordered at o very much smaller sacrifice
of pains and means,

ERMANXY proposes to alter the desizn ol her new postage
stamps  That aggressive eagle s to give place to a more
praceful, but not less sigmificant, symbol of a united empire.
The figure, or rather the bust, of Germanistis to appear ou the
series of stamps, which will usher in the New Year It s
curious how the Fatherland has stuck to ats eagle.  England
has had her lion shilling, but itis now rather a rarity,  When
Napoleon first put his head on the ive-franc picees of a new
Empire the Gallic cock took a very buck seat on that hand-
some coin.  The postage stamps of the presemt French
Republic are the most artistic in Europe.  The service is sym.-
bolized without any suggestion of dyuasty. or indeed countey
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It will be interesting to see what the head of **Germania®® will
be used. A mere abstraction, o face that suggested nothing,
would be an unfortunate way out of the diflicolty. And yet
there are as many types of German benuty as there are of
British. There will be not only new stamps, but new values,
3d., 1d.

with tus brother, the late Joha Mcelennan, M\LP, he eatered
the gram aad trausportation business.  From this beginning
there developed the Mantreal Transportation Company, of
which Mr. McLennan was stll president at the time of his
death. Me McLennan sevved as president, or on the director-
ate, of many other important finanaal and  commercal
orgamzations, as well as on the executive councit of the
Dommon Board of Trade, the Harbor Commission, the Board
of Gaveruors of McGillUniversity, and numeraus phalanthrope
and socud argasszations . He was, wmdeed, a man whose life
was filled to overflowing with duty and activity of one kind
and another, and he will be greatdy missed wherever his wise,
liberal and dignified counsels were wont to he heard. The
tragic circumstances surrounding his death, within a few
hours after he had followed the remains of his friend, Sir
William Dawson, to their resting place, are still hut too fresh
in the minds of readers of Lire.
