Y an Act of the Ontario Legislature, every County and every
Territorial District in the Province may have the privilege
of having during all Colleye terims one student in atteud-

ance, and receiviag instruction at the College, without pay.
wment of auy tuition fee.  Jn lookiag over the last annual report, we
notice that thirty-three counties availed themselves of the privilege
last yenr. Thus we see that shile a few were fortunate in receiving
the pomination, the greater number of cqually good students were
compelled to sttend under additionnl expense without receiving a cor-
respoeding benefit.  This arrangement has caused us to don hitcle
thinking about tuition fees in geuneral, and those in councction with
our course here in particular.
of our thoughts.

Our public schoals are free because it 1s in the interests of the
people to see that every child is educated.  The High School Boards
aro permitted to charge a fee not exceeing one dollar per month.
We suppose the rosson they are nllowed to charge a fee is heeause the
education obtained fits a person to fill positions which carry with them
certain advantages.

The fotlarwing will judicate the trend

As one advances through  the different institu.
tions of lecrning, however. the fees becomie heavier in proportion as
the advantages accraivg to the student take upon themselves greater
value. This, we tako it, is the basisupon which all tuition fees should
be levied in putlic institutions. .

Upon this basis, then, there would be 2o fees charged during the
course for a diploma at this College. Au nssociate cannot go back to
his farm and charge his neighbors n fixed rate for the use of the idcas
gnined hicre, as many other College graduates can.  Every idea

~hich he npplies upor: his farm can be copied by those nvound him
without let or hindrance.  Tnke for illustmation the following: A
student spends two vears at the O. A. C. aud then goes bzk to his
farm: he adopts mewhods which are more successinl than those of
his neighbors; his friends ag a rule, will keep pace with him; in fact
they sce and adopt any method which is profitable with him. They
also reap the benefits of any experimenting which may be done with.
out the disappointments and losses of the experimenter.  Thus we
sec, that owing o the nature of the work which this course fits one to
do, a person canoot help sharing the benefits with his. ighbors, let
him be as sclfish as he may.

In order to estimato tho personal benefits derived from a course
here, let us teke forcomparison thecaseof twoboysof equalability. Sup-
posc thatafter passingtho Entrance, one goes to High Schoal, the other

The factthat fees
are charged, eaters into the consideration wacu youny men are csti-
mating the cost of attendance here, and it is certain that many times
it is the ncauns of turning the halance against the interests of the Col.
lege and also those of the country. The sholition of fees would resaly
ju a larger attendance, while it wonld not dimninish therevenue to any
great extent, provided those only who are cligible for county nomi
nation are cxempt {rom the tax.

The Government lias provided baildings, eqnipment and cvery-
thing necessar+ to the pursuit of n thorough coureo of study, vet only
a smunll number have been tempted to take the course.  The abolition
of focs would be soand in principle, wise under existing conditions,
and would tend to the production of very desirable results.

AGRICULTURAL.

Common Salt in Relation to Animal..

R1IE proper and intelligent manuer in which salt should

be fed to avimals is a question which should ~.ccive
the attention of all breeders and feeders of stock, aund,
in order that a reasonable conclusion may be arrived
at, it is necessary to study the fuuctions of tho elements, sodium and
cllorine, ir; the animsl economy. The improper feeding of salt on
the part of many feeders certainly has a bad effect on the animals and
often leads to n waste.  Let us study the «uesticn from a scieutific
point of view.

A study of the composition of plants reveals the fact that the two
clements, sodium and chlorine, are not cssential elements for their
growth, and are, therefore, found here only in small quantities,
depending largely on the composition of the s.il in which the plant is
grown.  On the other hand, when we study the composition of ani-
mals it is found that the elements contained in common salt are ab-
0. dely esseatial to the growth of auvimals, and perform important
fi.actionglin the animal ecovory, showing clearly that salt must be
8 'pplied to the animnl in some way other than by grains or fodders.
To well known cravivg for salt which animale cxperieuce, when it is
not supplied, is thercfore easily understood.

Let us now try to draw conclusions regarding the proper use of
salt in .ne feeding of stock. It should bo the object of the feoder to
keer ihe consumption of protein at a minimum. Every clooumn.
stance which decreases it without injury to tho snimal is so much
gained in feeding, as protein is formed from the most valuable sub-
stances in plants.

The influonce of ealt and water is, therefore

An excessive amount of water increases the con.
sumption of protein, and therefcro tho cause of the cxce sive drink-
ing shoald be removed, which means a'moderate and regular supply
of salt. If tho animal is fed regularly, only a small amount will be
oaten at onco and will not perceptibly affect the amount of, watel
drunk. Iu fattening animals especially, every*hing should be avoided
which will have a tendency to causo excessive thirst. Only such
quantitics should be fed as will render their food tarty aud meot the
demand of norroal novrishment of the body. If more attention were
given to this question by feeders we {eel certain that in many cases
better resalts would be obtained.

18 the honey-bee, whose economic importance has impressed itself in
the production of a valuable article of commeree, or such mischievous
iusccts as the comnion potato beetle, whosce destructive habits are o0
strikingly apparent as to demand attention from the most careless
farmer. But the minute history of even those simple creatures is not
generally Fnown, and beyond a few of the comion species, compara-
tively pathing is known of this great class, which represents, it is cs-
timated, over half the entire animal kingdom.

It would thus secm that numbers alone would call for it more
than a merely passing notice, but it is only when tho subject gets the
attention it merits, that its significance will be thoroughly understood.
and this merited atlention will involve an iotelligent study of the
principles which govern life in this departmest, with the peculiaritics
of development and reproduction of the wvarious specics, and an in.
quiry as to their relative importano: in the general cconomy of
nature.

From the farmer’s standpoint tho function of- prim‘o importance
in ing~cte, is the part they play in the {ertilisation of plants. Darwin,
with many othere, who have made the subject of fertilisation a life’s
study. hac found that the closcness of relation of inscct life to plant
life, is such, that if all our insccts were deztroyed, the majority of our
plants would also become extine.  When Rerd Clover was first intro-
duced into New England, it gave promise from its luxurisnt growth
of bacuming ono of the staplo crops of thosace islands, but owing o the
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absance of bees the clover.plant nover perfects its seeds, uud being
thus unablo to reproduce itself the cconomic value of the crop is
greatly minimised if not superseded entirely. It is thus sven that in
the prepagaticn of some plants, insects are absolutely necessary asa
medium for cross-fertil,a. jon. In tho case of most flowering , innts
tho value of iusects is a value of degree rather than of absolute ne-
cessity, cross-fortilisation being generally essentinl to o healthy, vigor-
ous growth.  ii i true that insccts have not the entirc monopoly of
the pollen trade, but the other sgoncies nre comparatively insigoifi-
cant.

It will bo scen that insects in their corelation with plants are, in
geceral, friends of the farmer, and in most cases deserve protection at
hishands. On the other hand n great many whose noxious habits
stamp them as enemies, call for a treatmnent which ill as far as pos-
sible reduce their number or exterminate them altcgether. It is in
this war of extermination that a kuowledge of the chr-acteristics of
tho various orders neserts its va.e. The treatment necessary for the
destruction of some insects will prove to ve incffectusl in the casg of
others, and it is safe to say that, through iguorance of the peculiari-
tics of some insccts, millions of dollars have been wasted in trying to
cope with them. Science has however, of late years, very thoroughly
investigated the insect problem, aud the remedics proposed as a result
of those researches, have proved to be generally effectual, being based
on a proper conception of the insects against which they are directed.

It ouly reneins then for the man who is willing to profit by the
investigations of others, to apply those remedies which have proved
successful, but it is the duty of cvery farmer to study thev-bject
himsaelf, to some extent at least, and thus be ablo to aontizbute to the
sciencs from which he is so willing to draw.  The ples, of a want of
timo to devote to such things, will no longer hold £3 a valid excues,
for every man has timo to do that, which will result in the greate:t
remuneration or prevent the greatest loss, and truly, when wo begn
to count the cost of past depredaticns, no subject can present greaer
claims for considoration. It is estimated that in 1591 the crops of
America were damaged by iusects to the extent of zwvout three hun.
dred and eighty million dollers,and in 1857,in our own country
alone, the damage dono by a single species, the Wheat Midge, is placed
at eight million dollars.  Theso figures only suggest losses that bave
occurred year after year, and which might have beon to o greatextent
provented if tho attacks of tho intruders had been properly met.

In these times of commerxcial activily, insccts find an casy me*
dium for migratiou, ~nd as a result new insects are continually ap.
pearing within our territorics. By becoming familisr wien the dif-
ferent types of insects, and studyiog their habits, we wauld be able on
tho arrival of a new species, to identily it as either a friend or & foe,
and if tho latter, immediate steps could be taken to repel the invader,
A great dosl of time and money might thus, often be saved, if wo
were able to detect the advent of pernicious insects, as they could
then bo quito casily prevented from gruttinga foothold in the country.

Not only do the cropsof tho farm suffer greatly from those
troublesomo little creatures, but the live stock are also victims of
their obooxious habits. Millions of dollars will not cover the loss to
the hords of America. iucurred by the ravages of the recently ictro-
duced Eorn fly, and the ansoying cffects on the farm-stock of a fow

of the commoner parusites, is too well kaown tuueed friher com.
ment.

We have ouly hinted at a few of the ways that theso scemingly
insignificant creatures secert their importance.  Other phases of the
subject might be presented if spaco would permit, but it may be easily
ceon, that it has not in the past received the attention it desorves, and
that present conditions demand for it a closer study with n view of
ascertaining the best means of coping with our enerzies in the inscct
world.  With regard to s practical npplication of those means,
it would be well if farmers could instigde a system
of co-operation, for in this business as in that of weed-eradication,
tners is little inducement for o man to eudeavour to thoroughly clean
his own farm when hie knows that cach succeeding year will bring
him new enemies from his neighbour’s field4.

Maple Essence.

The chemical departmnent ha; been sexrching maple syrup for tho
peculiar essence which gives the characteristic odor and taste which
distinguish maple from cane and beet sugar.  The material is found
to bo a yellowish oil in fresh maple syrup, becoming a waxy solid i
maple suga- and probably in maple syrup after being exposed to sir.
‘This maple cther soon changes by exposure toair.  When first pre-
pared it has a most agreeable odor, snd reminds one very strongly of
tho odor of fresh maplo syrup.  The fact thatit rapidly deteriorates
by exposure to the air is a sat-afactory explanation why maplo syrup
must bo kept from the airin .ight caus or jars to preserve the rich
maple taste. Syrup deprived of this ether is found to have nearly the
odor and taste of canc suger.—Z7e Speculun , Mich. Agricultural
College.
