f Not a few lifo insuravce companies,
in defiance of the above wite observa-
tion, draw attention to the fact that
policies issued by them permit the
policy holderto borrow a portiou of the
resorve after a certain number of an-
nual premiums bave been paid. In
.many instances this par.icular feature
is employed to dispose of the policy,
aud the purchaser is too often led to
belisve that a policy from which he
cannot borrow has no great intrinsic
valuo. This is an all twvo common
error, one which should be exposed at
every opportunity by workers in the
field of pure life insurance. Alife iu-
surance policy should mnot be, and
properly is uot, an article to pledge
for a loan at omne's pleasure for pere
sonal emolument : it ia rather an in
strumant for the protection of persons
who will be depondent upon its pro-
coeods when it becomes a claim, aud it
should thorefore be muintained iu its
integrity, through fortune aud advers:
ity, through sickacss aud health, for
jaevitably it must become a claim.
The tempation to draw upon a ready
ressurco in time of need rather than
make some special cflurt to meet the
requirement is only one of many
