exists, each Pastor or Congregation is
left 10 give, or to direct energies in that
patiicular course which peculiar *views
may suggest. The increase of Christian
benevolence is matter of deep thankful-
ness. DBut the Board feel satisfied, that
the time has arrived, when present modes
of action should he supplanted by well
digested and comprehensive regulatiors;
and this, they fecl satisfied, might be easily
accomplished. The evils of existing pro-
oeedure axe too distinet to vequive illustra-
tion. - :

The views which, heretofore, the Board
have urged upon the Synod, they would
again urge, as the most efficient and safe,
namely, while earnestly extending the
gospel abroad, toaim at its universality
2t heme,~putting bome operations, whe-
ther in extending or consolidating the
Church, upon the best possible footing.
,-This view, thg Bourd are happy to

{find, is awakening attention in the U.

P. Chureh ia Scotland, apd other British
Mora interest in home opera-
tions, and in their reacting influence, is
advecated, and a large share of Funds to
give them efficiency, us not only due:
the Church herselt, but as a wise arrange-
ment in reference to success and extension
of effort in foreign ficlds..

Tu referring tothe spirit of benevolence,
the Board would remark, that giving
should not be tl-e resnlt of constant plead-
ing, too frequently met by reluctancs.—
This state of matters is neither creditable
to a Church nor calculated to secore

success. ™ ia’hful on the on*e side, and
irvitating on the other, it produces
limited “contributions, aud enswres but
limited vperations.” Besides, tco, there is
the absence uf that cheerfulness in giving,
which in the divine view, enters so largely
into the value of the gift. To lay a proper
foundation, the privilege, the blessedvess,
as well as the obligation, to give, should
be«enfurced, together with the rich returns
to the world und the church, arising from
systematic procedure, as stated above,

Phig Board have not understaod aright,
eithexghe encouragements to activity pre-
sente®R: By the Redeemer, or the nature
and -k f that interest in Ilis cause
now pervading the Chureh, if their confi-
dence in the possession of means, sufficient
for every “want, be ill-fonnded; wove
espeeially, if proper steps be tuken to
instruet the church in the importance and
relatign of the diffevent schees of the
Synod, pursuing, though they do, different
courses, yet all terminating in one point.

It is with reluctance that the Board
have to remark, that the siate of their
operations has compelled them to resortto
the system of pleading. A measure of
success has attended this appeal; still, the
Board are of opinion, that, to a consider-
ahle :xtent, thig has been ratheran answer
to their appeal, than the fulfilent of a
duty which should be as cheerfully and
punctnally discharged, as the payment of
a Pastor’s stipend.  Obligation to support
the schemes of the Church has not,
hitherto, occupied the ccmmanding posi-
tion of as absolute a right as any other
divine injunction. This Christiaus feel,
ard it influences their givings in small
contributivus—satisfying their conscience
under a low standard of duty—falling
short of requisite liberality.

_Giving but once a year is another evil
arising from want of just views of com-
manded liberality. Congregations, if they
contribute orce a year, scem to think that
duty is done; whereas, the recessities of
the Church should regulate both the
amount and frequency of giving; and;
where necessity exists, itshould be met
by the abundance of the church. Congre-
gations, thus instructed;> will not hear of’
want with indifference, much less with
the fecling that they have dene 311 they
could. Readiness of mind will be fol-
lowed by liberality in action.

The Board are cleatly of opinion, that
it is asmuch a duty to secure the schemes

of the chureh from pecuniary difficulties,

- - —— gt
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as to maiL 1in siated ordinances ; and, that
for both, there should be conscientious
laying by, as God has prospered. They
have no sympathy with the opinion, that
the schenies of the church will interfere
with the Pastor’s cowfurt, as all exper-
ience testisies to the conteary. They have
little sympathy with the fear, which with-
holds from a congregation opportunities of
giving, because of unticipated partial
dissatisfaction at such calls. Such dissaiis-
faction will always exist. But the workof
Christ must not, on that account} be
neelected. If it b so, in our hgds, Ue
will transfer it to others, who will shrink
neither from responsibility ror reproach.
Laying hy as God prospers, while ne-
cessary to full success, is a comnon duty,
and until freely and fully, the charch, as
a whole, enters into the work,—giving as
often, and as abundantly, as circristances
require,—~keeping the fands always in
advance of claims, ler great mission
cannot be satisfactorily accomplished.
When this is done, much that we regard
as the fiuits of the exertions of future
generations, will gladden our hearts, and
the lesson will not be lost on those who
succeed us.
present, it ought not to be furgoten that
we worl for the future also,—for these
who wish a higher 1oned piety, and more
abundant weaus, may do that, whicit our
circumstances forbid us to attenpt.

In submitting to the Synod a view of
what has been accomplished duving the
year, the Board would remark, that, the’
considerable, it fulls short of the returns
of the preceding year.

With the excepticn of a few Sabbaths,
Mr Grant has been employed in diflerent
Presbyteries ; and the Board hLave had
occaston to express their approval of his
ditigence in fulfilling bis appointivents.

Mr Samuel McCully, after occastonally
supplying vacancies, and stations, has
been missioned to the same place, It is
hoped that these repeated supplies may

awaken the energies of {riends, aud mduce
them to make as ample provision for their
continuance as cirsumstances may permit.

Mr Blackwood hag
been appuinted, by the Presbytery of
Pictou, to New Annan, for a lengthened
period ;and Mr Byers, after two Sabbaths
within the baunds of the samc presbytery,
is under appointments to Prince Edward
Island. v

The Board have to eongratulate ' the
Synod on the arnival of Mr A. L. Wyllie
from the U.P. Church in Scotland.—
Since his arrival, he has been lahoring
withia the bounds of the presbyteries of
Truro and Picton.

In accordance with the order of Synod,
the Doard advertised for a’ Synod’s Mis-
sionary. ‘['woapplications weve received,
but neither of these exactly weeting the
object in view, no appointinent was made;
more especially, as no provision had been
eade for the missionary’s support. The
case was then submitted to the Com. of
Correspondence, but as yet without sue-
cess. In consideration of thg prospect of
supply from the Synod’s Seminary, the
Buard would recommend that the above
order be rescinded, or action for the
present delayed.

Two congregations have, during -the
year, been assisted by the Board, and 2
third application not entertained, owing,
in part. to the state of the funds. -

Aid bas also been granted to the amount
of £10, towards the erection of a church
at Folly DMountain, and -£2 10s con-
tributed by the Truro congregation, for
that express object, still remains undeawn.

‘The expenses of a mission to Shel-
burne. appointed by the presbytery of
Halifux, have been paid by tie Board.

A series of regulations for the guidance
of probationers, has been prepared by the
Secretary, and ade pted, adinterim, till the
opinion of Synod could be obtained. A
capy of these regulations acecompanies this
Report. The Board wauld beg to call{]
attention to this matter, and would sug-
gest that these or similar rules be «dopted
by the Synod, and authority be granted to
the Board, to give to each missionary a
copy, togetber with a letter of instrues
tions, as was the case in former years.

In considering .conflicting claims for
missonary service, the attention of the
Board has_been repeatedly drawn to the
state of P. B. Island. ~ Frcquent and
urgest demands from that Presbytery sug-
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by synodical action, or this power given
to the Board, to pravide such aid to the
brethren in the Island, as may be at ths
disposal of the Synod or Board. For
various reasons, it is desirable that the
hands of that presbytery should be streng-
thened as soon as possible,

In a Report, by the brethren Messrs G.
Walker and G. Patterson,—appointed as
o deputation to the Island by last Synad,
—the claims of the Island are strongly
urged, and it is hoped that the Court will
not rise without taking action on this
mater,

During: the year, an appeal on behalf
of the funds was published by the Boazd,
and they are happy to say that there is
considerable improvement, as compared
with the previous years. From some
congregations nothing has been received,
and apart from the want of their aid, this
backwardness is injurious to contribating
congregations, as well as to the general
operations of the Board ; and, earnestly,
is the appeal made to Christian brethren,
and to Congregations, to remedy this
defect. There may be reasons for back-
wardness, deemed sofficient. But reasons
for either withholding, or directing ener-
gies altogether into one channel, must be
strong, to be sustained at the bar of God.

The Board, again feel constrained to
'refer to the disproportion existing between
missionary demand and supply. Acces-
sions to the Probationers Roll have been
made, but with one excepiion, at the ex-
pense of setiled congregations. Of those
on the Roll, one is under call, and another
as previously stated, has received appoint-
ments extending over a lengthened periad,
leaving the Church nearly in the same
state as at the date of last Report.

The almost hopelessness of foreign aid,
andithe necessity for immediate steps,
require that the subject be again discussed,
in order to ascertain how far, with the ex-
perience of another year’s necessities,
and another year’s instruction, it may be
deemed proper to license sowme of the
advanced students of Theology. At the
close of the current session, one of these
will have completed his full term of study,
while athers will lack but a single term;
and the Board would observe, that the
propriety of no longer delaying has the
strong approval of the Synod’s Professor
of Systematic Theology. = Were the state
of the Church different from what it is,
or, were it designed to Iimit, unneces-
sarily, the term of study, and thus estab-

lish a precedent upon tha violation of a
standing rule, unanswerable arguments
in opposition to the course suggested,
might be adduced. But the state of the
€hurch brooks no delay,~—the prospect of
abundant supply, through the Synod’s
Seminary, ensures safety against prece-
dent, and all that would be Jost would be
one season, with its attendant study,—an
important consideration, but losing much
of its force under existing necessities.
Those to whom the Board refer, will, at
the end of the ierm, have completed their
Classical and Philosophical course, thus

i< ol .
renderiffig the proposed step less object-
jonable. Details, the Board would lrave
to the wisdom of the Court.

From difficulties attending meetings of
the Board in cases of emergency, the
Secretary has been empowe_red, during
interynls of meeting, to reccive, and act
upon‘demands for supply, reporting to the
Board ; and the Board would observe tha
in no instance have they had occasion to
interfere with arrangements thus made,
appointments being such as met their ap-
probation, they would suggest that they
be permitted to continue this course.

By the division, since last Synod, of
the Presbytery of Truro, considerable
difficulty has been experienced, owing to
reluctance on the part of these usually
constituting the Beard, to act as promptly
as if entrusted with the whole manage-
ment. Part of the Board being in the
Phy. of Halifax and part in the Pby. of
Truro, it hecame a matter of difficulty to
convene a full meeting. Twice was this
attempted, more important matters being
reserved, in hopes of a full attendance,
but in both cases the attempt proved a
failure.

The number of members on the Board,
and their widely separated localities, have
occasioned the above diificuities. For|
re-appointment wherever located, it is de-
sirable that the Board should be so re-
duced and the members so situated, that
the work may be promptly done.

In conclusion it may be observed, that,
while no ground has been lost, itcan
scarcely be affirmed that much, if any,
has been gained. Much anxiety exisls
for supply of ordinances, yet, excepting
in vacancies, little hes been done.

By rigid economy, the funds have met
demands, and yet, have barely escaped the
experience of a former year-—an emply.
or indebted treasury. The day, long
anticipated, is however near at hand,

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when the cry Come over and help us, will
no longer be heard as a matter of neces-
sity, but when, of our own, and of our
own training, we will have those whom
wae can commission to go for us and do
our work.

That prospect and its weighty responsi-
bilites, should influence the Church by
leading to preparation for a decided ard
extensive missionary effort, embracing the
length and breadth of the land, and which,
by the Divine blessing, will operate pow-
erfully in moulding the future moral char-
acter of our land.  Tinses and seasons in-
dicate a Church’s duty, and the aspeets of
Providence announce the rapid approach
of a period when the field must either be
abandoned to others, or like those who
have preceeded us, we must ¢ earnestly
centend for the faith once delivered to the
saints,’? and sow broadeast over the land
the good-Seed, cre the enemy sow fares.
However we may shrink from responsibil-
ity, the work must be done, and will be
done, and neglect answered at the tribunal,
not of man, but of God; and it cannot be,
that .the pravers and labors of those who
have preceeded us should be lost. Let
us look to it, that we lose not the things
that remain.

A deeper interest in the work is de-
manded,—more pointed and thorough
training of our churches in the knowledge
of duty is required,—more abundant
givings to Him whose are the silver and
goid and 1he cattle on a thousand hills,
and more of that guiding pastoral influence
which ministers have it in their power to
wield.,

Tarnestly therefore, would the Board,
through the Synod, urge those who have

given, to give again, and to give system-
atically and prayerfully, and those who
withhold more than is meet, to bear in
wind, that withholding brings no profit in
the latter end.  And farther, that duty
consists in forwarding the work of God,
a work which will take its onward way,
whether they hear er whether they for-
hear,

It is not for the present only that pro-
vision is to be made, but to establish a
system, which, by its elasticity and adapt-
ations, may alike meet the wants of the}
present and accommodate itself to the
changes and necessities of the future.—
W ith the glory of God, in the extension
ot Religion, for its object,—with duty to
Christ tor its incentive,—with the aid and
prayers of the Church as it means,—with
the Spirit from on high as its life giving
principle,—and with the souls of men
as jts reward, we may safely leave our
¢ work with the Lord, and our judgement
with our God.”

This work must advance. God has so
ordered. He requires us to engape in it.
He has given us the means,—the object
and end ave before us. The blessing has
been pledged in the Divine faithfulness,
and it becomes us as a solemn duty, fo
undertake it unitedly and perseveringly,
and doubt of success cannot exist. ¢ For
God reigneth let the earth rejoice,’”” and
though, as in days past, clouds and dark-
ness tay be often ronnd about Him, the
time is fast appreaching when the dark-
ness shall be dispelled, and the shadows
flee away, and the Son of Righteousness
arise upon the whole earth with healing
in his wings.

worl, Many who were our avowed
enemies when the last vear began, now
profess thomselves to be on the Lord's
side, and are ready te suffer for the cause
which at one time they strove to destroy.
And while our little band of native con-
verts have iIncreased in numbers, some
advances have likewise heen made in the
knowledge of divine things. The past
year has witnessed the commencement of
the struggle between christianity and
heathenism on this island, a struggle which

}{must go on until the former system rises

triumphantly over the latter. 1Yor such a
conflict,we ourselves and all the friends of
the cause ought to be prepared. Satan
has reigned without molestation over these
poor islanders for untold generations, and
he will not give place 1o the Redeemer of
souls without a scvere countest. All suc-
cessful missions have had their conflicts as
well astheir triuraphs. May wewho now
sow in tears be permitted :o reap in juy.
We commence the present year expecting
great things for the cause of Gud. May
this prove a year worthy to be cubaimed
in the memory of future generations on
this island. Condescend, O TFather of
Mercies, to manifest thy power and grace
in the conversion of many souls.
ATTEMPT AT SUICIDE.

Jan. 2. A painful event has just occur-
red. A poor woman who fur some time
past has regclarly attended our Sabbath
day services, attempted to strangle her-
self. She lhas heen driven to this by the
ill treatment of her .hushand, who is a
heathen, and who is enraged ai her for
receiving christian instruction. She was
discovered suspended in the Dbush, and
happily rescned before life was extinct.—
We were shocked at the conduct of the
unhappy woman. May God enable her
in fature to bear her trials with more piety.
Suicide is not uncownmon among the
female sex in this island. Wives, when
ill used by their inhuman husbands, often
terminate their sufferings in this world hy
laying violent hands on themselves. On
this island. women are treated as an
inferior order of beings.

WARS AND FIGHTINGS.

Jun. 6. A fight has just taken place in
the neighborhund of the mission premises,
between two pariies of natives belonging
to different villages. The aflair origin-
ated in 2 case of adultery, which is a
common sin on this island.  None of the

christinn natives took any port in the
quarre!, thongh several of them belonged
to the contending villages. Four natives
were wounded in the fight, three of whom
had spears completely through their thighs.
Ldressed all their wounds. none of which
were likely to prove fatal. Our natives
are using their influence o prevent a
venewal of the fighting, They have
besought their heathen countrymento give
up their dark and savage customs, and like
hrethren 1o dwell tozcther in peace and
love. It was an interesting spectacle to
behold them acting the part of pece
makers. May we not hope that such
developments of christian character will
go far to recommend the religion of Jesus
to these benighted islauders.

OPPOSITION — PERSECUTION OF CONVERTS,

Fdb. 1. The opposition” to the cause of
God jincreases, As the chiefs are all
priests or_sacred men, devoted to their
respective Nat-musses.the influence against
us is formidable. They are now con-
vinced that christianity admits of no com-
promise with heathenism, and they see
that their eraft is in danger if the [{ospc)
succeeds.  Tivery chief is either a disease
maker, a rain maker, a fish maker, a fruit
maker, &ec, and to his sacerdotal office,
which is supposed to include these axtra-
ordinary powers, he is more indebted for
his influence over the people than to his
chieftainship. DBy some of these persons,
dronght, famine and pestilence have been
threatened, should the natives embrace
christianity. Thus wany of the heathen
who are secretly onr friends darc not joiu
us, from fear, and others who do not
understand our object are much enraged
agaiust us. The christian party suffer
much at the present timc from their
heathen countrymen. Their little cloth-
ing and other property js stolen from them,
and the plantations of 1any have been
destrayed.  All manner of evil is spoken
against them, and the heathen constantly
threaten war. A native named Vakli,
who lately joined us, had his clothes
stolen, his taro and piher fuod destroyed,
and house burnt. At one time a party of
his neighbors surrounded him with spears
and stones, and he was obliged to break
through the circle and flee for his life.
Spears and stones were thrown after him,
but he escaped unhurt. His crime was
eating a native fruit called in-mop before
the first fruits of the crop had been
presenied to the Natmaeses, On this

1 went and
remonstrated with the woman’s relations,
and they gave up with reluectance their
murderous design. I should have ex-
pected different conduct from this man and
his wife—but such are the heathen.

DEATH OF A WOMAN—DISPOSAL OF THZ
BODY.

Maych, 1. A poor woman died suddenly
this/orning. Her death was caused by
1nternal injury sustained by a fall from a
cocoa-nut tree. I was sent for to go awd
see her, but she was dead before my )
arrival.  Her husband belonging to the
christian party, be resolved to bury her.
As the burial of a woman was a thing
unheard of on Aneiteum, it was deemed
advizable to convey her body to the mission
premises, and let it remain here until
arrangements could be mude for her
funeral. This was done in anticipation
that some excitement might arise by so
great a deviation from old and dark
customs. I had gone out with some
natives to dig the grave, and was dirccting
their operations, when I received a mess-
age to come home without delay. On my
return, I found alarge body of armed
natives, among whom were the woman’s

away and throw it into the sea ; a number
of the christian party were also present. I
found the heathen much excited, and they
ascribed her death to her embracing chris-
tianjty, and threatened to fight and destroy
all who had forsaken heathenism. I told
them that they knew our custom well,
and that all angry and improper language
must be avoided on my premises, and that
if they had any thing to say they must
say it in 3 gentle manper. They told me

woman and were resolved to have it. The
christian party now came forward, and
said, that as the woman had died profess-
ing herself to be a christian, that she
ought to be buried according 10 christian
customs, and that they could not yield the
point to their adversaries. They told
them to do what they pleased with the
heathen after death, but that the christians
must be left to themselves.  One man said
that they were not satisfied with endeavor-
ing to ruin their souls, but they wished to
give their bodies to feed the fish of the
sea. In the mean time, while this talk
wis going ua, I had the body rolled up in
cloth and mats, and bound round with cinet.
Iinding that the two parties were not
likely to coms to an agreement, and that
feeling ran high, I thought it my duty to
interfere. 1 told them that the body was
now ‘ready to be talen away, that it was
not material to the wowman whether her
remains were buried in tue earth or thrown
into thesea—that we would gladly lay hes
in the grave which was already dug, but
if the heathen still insisted on having the
body, their wishes would not be opposed.
Some of the christian party called me
agide, and expressed a wish that I would
revoke what I'had said, as they thought ]
had yielded too easily ; but I would not.
The matter now lay with the heathen
themselves ; and some who had been most
vociferous about taking avay the body,
now appeared ashumed, and said nothing.
Adtter the point had veen so quietly yielded
te them, they secemed as if they did not
know what to do. Sometimes one would
soy to another, ‘Go you and get a canoe,’
but no one moved. As night was ap-
proaching, I told the heathen that theyhad
better quickly decide what was to be done,
and let me know. Afier an underione
conversation among themselves, they said,
“We leave the body with you, to dispose
of it as you please;’ and retired in a body
from the prerpises, and sat down av alittle
distance off. AsI dil nol wish to take
any responsibility in the matter, I told
them that I wanted mere than 2 negative
coneurrence, and I must have their word
to bury before it would be done; so sev-
eral voices eried out ‘bury.’ Iasked if]
this was the word of all, or if there were
still opposers? All were silent. 1 now
selected two of the heathen and two of|
the christian party to carry the body, and
requested the%xealhen 1o accompany us to
the grave, which most of them did.—
After laying the body in its narrow home,

grave, and dispersed. I feel thankful to
God that this difficult matter ended so
quietly. Itis a serious matter to infringe
on 2 custom established from time imme-
morial, This is the first known instance
on this island in which the honor of burial
has been conferred ena woman. All with
the exceptior: of the highest chiefs are
thrown into the sea.

INTERVIEW WITH NOHOAT.

The evening after the funeral I met
Nohoat, the chief. He was very much
excited and out of temper. il told me
that the Nalcingahen: was a lie, for
Uumra. the first man who had embraced
it on this island was dead, and this woman
hadalsodied, and by and by the Nat-masses
waould cause us all to die. T told him that
the Naleingaheni which 1 had come to teach
them was the only true religion, and that
it did notsave usfrom death, but it taught
us the way to be happy after we died.
¢ Before you Samoans came to the island,’
he said, ‘there was neither sickness nor
death among us.” T asked him where his
forefathers were. At all events, he said,
none died until their heads were ccvered
with grey hairs. Mrs Geddic, who was
along with me, mentioned the names of
several young persons, and children, who
had died previous to our arrival, and of
whose death she had heard. Hc had
inothing to say to this. He then said that
the Natmasses were becoming enrzged
with the people of this island for allowing
1{the Word of God to spread in it, and he
expected that soon there would not be
any cocoa-nuts or bread-fruit, or taro in
the land. I answered that it was He
whose word we were trying to spread in
this dark land who caused the sun to shine
and the rain to fall, that the earth might
bring forth her fruits; and that the Nat-
masses, whose power they dreaded, had
no cxistence. Before parting with No-
hoat, I to’1 him that 1 was grieved to think
that he was so wedded to his superstitions,
and still kept aloof from the word of God.
Ile said that although he Jid not embrace
the new religion, ke abstained from all
bad conduct, and diu not kill people now,
as ho formerly did, [ iold him that his
heart was very bad in the sight of God,
and so was his life also, and that if he did
not repent he would be miserable forever.
May God in merey bring this dark hearted
man to reflection. His opposition to the
cause keeps back numbers from hearing

the word of God. Means have been
employed by wkite men on this island to
keep this heathen chief bevond the influ-]]
ence of christian instructien.

DEATH OF RAROTONGAN Y3LOHER.

March 10th. Kirker the Rarotongan
teacher who has heen at this station for|
several months died yesterday. He had
been laid up with the fever and ague, for
some time, but his illness was uot such
as excite alarin until this mowning. 1 visit
ed him early and found him in great agony.
He was not able to take the medicine
which I took to him, at first 1 thought his
illness might turn to be severe-colic but I
scon found that he had cramp in the
stomach, which graduaily spread over
other parts of the body. We used warm
applications, and forced him to take such
medicines as were most Jikely to alleviate
his sufferings, but without effect. 'The
atrack was too much for his constitution,
already enfeebled by disease. I spent the
forenoon with him, and he several times
said his end was near. He gave his sister
(the Rarotongan widow whom I brought
from Tanna eleven months ago), all ai-
rections abont the distribution of his little
property. It was pleasing to see +ith
what composure he looked forward to
death, for it had no terrors to him, and
like Paul he desired to depart and be with
Christ. Tt was only during the intervals
between the paroxysms of pain that he
could speak. It was about one o'clock p.
m., when T saw a severe paroxysm coming
on. T asked him where his pain was?
ITe said all over his body. This was the
Jast time that he spoke to me. I left him
to go and tell Mrs Geddie that T thought
he was dying. I had scarcely reached
my own house when his sister came
ranning afier me to tell me he was very
vad. I went back with her, but alas, the
strnggale was nearly over. He was breath-
ing hislast.  All that 1 could do was to
kneel down and cominend his departing
spirit into His hands who gave it being.
Thus died this devoted teacher, far from
home, in a barbarous land. He had not
so0 far mastered the language as to lahor
effectively among the natives, but he did
much for the cause by "his pions couver-
sation and holy lite. Had he been spaved,
he promised to become a more useful man
than the generality of teachers who came
to these islands. His sudden death has
crezted much grief among the christian
natives, and great rejoicing among the

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TUNION WITIT THE FRLE CHURCIL
WY NOT.

Anold and worthy correspondent,whose
whole life has breathed the spirit of union
among all evangelical Christians,puts to us
the question, Whether we do not think
there might be union between the Free
Church and the United Presbyterian
Charch? Various points must be consid-
ered before an answer can be given 10 this
question. The doctrines which zre helid by
hoth bodies are those of the Westminster
Confession of Faith, and the polity of both
L‘is,wiLh unimportant differences, the sume;
so that whether you Jook to their docirinal
views or to their chureh governthent,there
seems to be no good reason why they
might not form one hody. They are vast
ly nearer one another than different sect-
ion of the same church have ofien been.
But siill there are great, perhaps Zisur-
wountable, obstacles to a union. At all
events, there must be very great changes
befuore such a consummation can be brought
ahout.

The first difficnlty Jies with the vexed
question of the magistrate’s aunthority in
religion; not that we imagine difference of
opinion on this subject to be a  snflicient
reason for separation,but because the Free
Church attaches, as we think, undue im-
portance to it.  In our church the volun-
tary prizciple is not made a term of com-
munion; but the establishment principle
is made a term of Communion in the
Free Church. The dectrine of the cou-
fession of Faith on this subject is express-
edin the foilowing words:—*The civil
megistrate hath authority, aed it i~ his
duty, 10 take order that unity and peace
bz preserved in the church, the truth of
Gad be kept pure and entire, that all
blasphemies and heresies be suppressed,
all corruptions and abuses in worship and
disciplin> prevented or reformed, und all
the ordinances of God duly settled, adimnin-
istered, and obhserved. TFor the better
efiecting whereof, he hath power to call
synods, to be present at them, and provid-
ed that whatseever is transacted in them
be according to the mind of God.™ (chap.
xxiil. seet. 1ii) Now this clause, which
appears to give to the magistrate all the
power he could desire in church courts,
must be signed by every minister and eider
The acknowledg-

ment of the magistrate’s right to do the
things described in the words quoted is
made a term of communion. 1lere, then,
lies the .areat ohstacle to a unien; and it is
altogether in the Free Church. In our
Church, the question of the Magistrate’s
authority in religicus matter is left an
open question. We neither requirc the
denial nor the acknowledgment of it as
essential fo communion with us. The
doctrine of the Confession on the subject
that yecommends itself to the judgment
of individuals. It is obvieus, that not un-
til the Free Church begins to deal with
the subject in the same manner, will a
unien between the two bodies be possible.
We do not ask the Free Church 1o re-
nounce their views on the subiect of con-
nectien between Church and State as pre
liminary to a union with vs: we only ask
them not to force their views upon us.—

Only let the Free Church make the
subject of the magistrate’s anthority a
matier of forbearance, as we do, and then
aTion may be affected without a single
individual, either in the Free Church or
in the UnitedPresbyterian, being required
to change his view in the smallest. What
an amount of mischief and division, differ-
ences about the magistrate’s authority
have caused in the church of Christ!—
Al our separations in Scotland have been:

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assoilzied the parties from all blame, and
received them back into communion.—
Now these proceedings stultify the I'ree
Charch, and are only fitted to excite der-
ision. For if the parties who retived

{ from the Establishment in 1843 came out

as the true Church of Scotland, not-
withstanding they were a minority simply
because they had truth on their side; then
for the very same reason, the original
Seceders, who left the establishment more
than a centlury ago, on substantially the
same grounds, and who are now acknow-
ledged by the Free Church to have been
rightin their views, must have been zll
alung, though a minority, the true Church
of Scotland.  Since the secession of the
Tirskines, the listablishment cauuot have
been the church of 3cotland at all. Yet
we were told before the Free Church
came into existence, by those who are
now leaders in the Tree Church, that the
Erskines aund their descendants  were
uothing but sectaries, and that the Estab-
lishment alone was theChareh of Scotland.
If this really wasihe case, if thelistablish-
ment,during the many long years between
the secession of the Erskines and 1643,
for areat part of which time she wasmuch
worse than she is at the present moment,
yet still remained the Church of Scotlaud,
after a secession on sound and true princi-
ples had taken place, what is it that hin-
ders her from being the Church of Secut-
Jand now, though another secession—
effected also, let it be allowed, on trucaad
sound principles—has accurred ! By no
argument, will you prove the FreeChurch
§tn be now pre-crninently the Church of
'S aland, that will not equally demon-
s zate the first secession to have been the
“harch of Scotland from the time it took
place. The Original Seceders go to the
Free Church Assembly with their protest
1 be disposed of. What an absurd an-
achronism ! The Irce Church should
have gone with their protest of 1843 to
be disposed of by the body that had held,
as they acinewledge, the true principles
of the Church of Scotland, for more than a
centeiy before that time. But the whole
affairis worthy of serious consideration.
The question as to who is best entitled to
be called the Church of Scetland, is a
mere dispute about words. If rumbers are
to settle this foolish question,then a census
would require to he made of the different
competing bodies. If actual connection

| with the state is to be taken as the test,

then the Establishment is the Church of

Seotland. If close and continuous adher-
ence to the original principles of ourPres-
bvterian forefathers isto be made the rule,
then, dccording to the acknowledgment of
the Free Church, the original Seceders
were the true Church of Scotland. If the
voice of Scriptures is to be heard ih the
case, then the church of Scotland consists
of all the genuinz followers of Christ in
thelacd. But by no imaginable test
whatever, excepting the arbitrary will of
the Free Church leaders, will you prove
the Free Church to be pre-cminently the
Chaurch of Scotland.

The claims put forth by theFreeChureh
to be something morethan other dissenters
or seceders from the Establishment, some!
thing more than any otker body in the!
Jand. will*be a complete barrier to union,
so far as the United Presbyterian Chareh
is concernad. The maxim we act upon
may be expressed in our Lord’s \\’ords;i
“One is your Master,even Christ, and all!
ye are brethren.” We claim no preced-|:
ence over the Free Chureh, though if well
were disposed 1o do so, longer smudiug”
would afford a  -ound of no litile p!ausi—ii
bility; still we claim no precedence; but!!

We dwell not
upon the contemptuous phraseology here
employed, “‘known by the name,” as if
the United Presbyterian Church were
not as_well known in Scotland as the
I'ree Church, and as if she had not as
good a right to the name she bears. Iow
would our friends like that we should
speak of them as that large and influential
body known by the name of the Free
Church? But that is a trifle, a mere
straw showing how the wind blows. The
thing to be reprobated in the words above
quoted is the wish they imply, that the
United Presbyterian Church may be dis-
membered. es, let her be broken into
fragments, if, perchance, some of the
fragments may be brought to us for our
aggrandizement ! But what gain would
it be to the cause of vnion,that the United
Presbyterian Church should be split into
pieces, even though some of them should
go to the Free Church?  Or how can our
friends suppose we will be pleased or
fiattered with the idea, that it is for the
advantage of religion that the bonds of
our union should be broken, in order to
augment their numbers! What arrogance
and self conceit does not the expression
of such an idea on their part imply? Re-
verse the case,and whatwounld theadherents
ofthe Free Church thiuk if the hope were
publicly expressed in our Synod, and the
sentithent loudly applauded, that numbers
of them might yet feel it to be their duty
to leave the Free Church and to join us?
Would they not feel that we were acting
an unbrotherly part towards them?—
Would they not feel that all friendly re-
lations must _henceforth be at an end he-
tween us! The only proper reason we
can imagine - for desiring a union between
different bodies is, that the number of se-
parate sects may be diminished, and that
the unity of the Church may thus be more
openly exhibited ; but we conceive it bet.
ter that bodies remain as they are, than
that a union should be attempted whose
effect must be to produce other divisions.
When the tnion between the Relief and
Secession Churches was under consider-
ation, the universal feeling was that we
mast carry all the membars of both hodies
along with us ; that it would scrve no
good purpose to amaigamate as on> body,
if such numbers refused concurrence as
would lead to the formation of one, or per
haps two, other bodies. And,in fact, tho
union was de;.yed for a considerable time

‘afzer decided majorities were favourable

to it, that it might be accomplished with-
out leaving a single fragement to exist
separately irom the united body: and this
end has been guined. Where is there uow
a Relief Church—where is their now a
Secession Church ?  If, therefore, there
should ever be a union between the Free
Church and the United Presbyterian
Church, we could reckon such an event
desirable, only if accomplished in the
same manner. Of what benefit would it
be to the gene:al interest of religion, that
there should bea change consisting simply
in the trunsfeitence of a number of
churches fromw the United Presbyterian
Church to the Free Chureh, or from the
Free Church to the United Presbyterian
Church?  Such changes might gratify in-
dividual pride and ambition,but it is diffi-
cult to see how they would advance the
cause of christian union. We know not
whether our correspondent may agree with
us or not ; but we ascure him, that the
proceedings of the I'ree Church have made
us feel that great changes must take place
before a union between them and us-can
become practicable. In the private inter-
course of hfe, we meet with Free church-
men whose views quite accord with our
own; but the proceedings of public bodies
are as yet quite uninfluenced by this un-
der-current.— U7, P. Magazine.

In the rising towns and settlements of the
Ausiralian colonjes, there are ‘not a few
of the people of God who have manifested
a deep and growing interest in the cause
of Missions.  Repeatedly have these
valued {riends welcomed the arrival of;
Captain Morgan and his passengers, as an
occasion for a sacred festival. Their
hospitable dwellings have been thrown
open to the Mlissionaries, and, by active
service and pecuniary hiberality, they have
testified the warmest sympatuy in the
great object which had induced their
visliors to exchange the comforts of home
for a life of tvil among the heathen.

But in no former instance have our
Christian  countrymen, settled in these
distant colonies, accorded to the Society’s
Missionaries a more cordial welcome, or
rendered more effectual succour in further-
ance of their work,than on the occusion of
the last outward voyage of the Jokn
Walliams.

ther with their wives, of Rev. D. Darling,
returning to Tahiti ; Rev. Messrs Lind
and Speuser, appointed to the same island.
Rev. A. Buzacott. returnieg to Raro-
tonga ; and Revds. W. W. Gill and Law,
respectively appointed to DMangaia and
and Sawmoa.

The ship, having leit Iingland on the
15th of July, 1851, reached 1lobart town,
Van Dieman’s Land, the first point of
destination, afler a pleasant and prosper-
ous voyage, on Saturday the 1st of Nov-
ember following. Before a lunding could
be eifected, the Rev. Frederick Miller,
one of the Congregational ministers of
the place, H.' Hopkins, and W. Rout:
Esqrs., and other gentlemen, came on!
board to salute the missionaries, and to
ake axrangenents for their taking a part
iftithe services of the following day, being
e Sabhatly.
~%1he friends wished,” observes Mr

arling, in his report of the procecdings,
sto commence Missionary® labors und
services immediately. Four of us were
appointed to preach at diilerent places
during the Sabbath. Afier each service a’
collection was made on behalf of’ the funds
of the Society. The friends had resolved
that, when the Jo&n Villimns came, they
would have a Missionary weck, in order
to stir up the churches in obart Town
in the cause of Missions to the heathen.

«The proceedings accordingly comn-
menced on Monday evening with a Mis-
sionary meeting, including congregations,
and &her friends in the town. The whole
of the eveaing was occupicd by us Mis-
sionaries. The attendance was large,
and all seemed highly delighted with ihe
information which was given. ‘Puesday
evening was spent at New Town, at the

settlement  of a minister over a small In-
dependent juterest just commencing there.

*Oun Wednesday, two of us preached
again at the two chapels in Hobart town.
Thursday afiernoon anid evening had been
set apart for the missionaries und friends
w take tea together, osnd afterwards a
meetiug was held in the chapel, when
most of us again delivered addresses. On
Friday eveniug also, we had a service at
Collins-street Chapel.  Subbath, the 9ih
Nov., three of us were ut Launceston,
and three at Hobait Town, where we
were all cugaged preuching st varions
places of worship, luglish and Secotch
and although the weather was unfavorable,
we Rad good congiegations 1o hear us at
each place.  On Monduy, a juveniic meet-]
ing was held at the Rev. F. Miller's,
chapel, at which three of us gave ad-
dresscs Lo the youthful andience. On'Tues-
day, according o appointiment, the Revds.
F. Aliller and D. Darling went up the
country ahout thirty miles, in order to
iold a Missionary ecting at a place
called Green Ponds, where a small [nde-
pendeat interest hus been cstablished, and
a winister settled. Mr Law met Mr
Darlieg  there, on his way back from
Launcestown, and  both attended  the
meeting in the evening ; and we hoype a
Missionary feeling was ereated.

“On the retgrn of the brethiren, we held
our lust mecting with the friends at
Hobart Town, on Wedaesday eveninz.
It was considered more especislly a deva-
tiona] farewell service. Two of us gave
addresses, and returned thanks to the
Christian friends for all the kindness
shown us since our arrival in the colony ;
and thus we took leave of them.”’—[Miss
