Dear Sig, I have the pleasure to acknoawl-
edge receipt of your letter of the 13th
ult. containing a remittance, amounting to
£205 sterling, inteaded to cover IMr.
Geddie’s salary for one year, and other
items 6f expenditure therein enumerated.
The evens that have transpired at Anei-
teum since vour devoted missionary Mr.
Geddic coramenced his labors on that Isl-
and, are indeed most gratifying. That
within so short a perid, one half at least
of the pupalation should have been brought
1o abandon heathenism and to become do-
cile pupils in the rchool of Chirist, isa
result so traly sarprising that 1t can scarce-
1y he paralleled in the history of missions.
’Jihis preat moveraent nust needs have a
powerful influence on the other Islands of
the Group, and, in effect, we learn from
Mr. Geddie’s statements, corroborated by
those of our missiorary Brethren who
Jatcly visited the New lebrides in the
John Williams, that, in the good provi-
dence of God, the way is rapidly prepar-
.ing for the spread of the Gospel through-
*out the entire Group.
We were happy to hear of Mr. Geddie

By the
combired efforts of the missionaries of
the two Societies;we may therefre hope,
with the Divine blessing, forithe yet more
extensive and general diffusion of the
Gospel throughout the Group.

I regret to find that in repeated instan-
ces, your letters to Mr. Geddie have not
reached him, nor am I able to account for;
their miscarriage. The best mode of,
addressing your correspondence would be,
to the care of the Rev. D¢.

British and Foreign Bible Society.

NEW JIEBRIDES.

The gratifying intelligence has reach-
ed your Committee of an Ausiliary
having been formed in these far distant
islands. A small remittance has been
already reccived awa Free Contribution,
and a supply of 200 ‘Bibles and Testa-
ments, in several languages, has been
gent out, in compliance with the inti-
mation given at the close of the follow-
ing interesting communication from
the Secretary, the Rev. John Inglis:—

o
¢ This Auxiliary has been formed
witha view of furnishing the Secrip-
tures, as speedily as our Jimited means
and agency will permit, to the Abori-
gines of this group : and of supplying
the word of (God to transient foreigners.
<« Viewing your Society, as the grand
Auxiliary of all Missionary Societies,
permit us to call your attention to one
or two of the featurcs of this group.
It is cxtensive, comprising not fewer
than thirty or forty islands, and con-
teining a population greatly more nu-
merous than the whole native popula-
tion of New Zerland, and amounting
robably to from 100,000 to 200,000.
The natives are nearly all of the Papu-
an race, and speak languages entirely
distinct from those spoken hy the Malay
races in Fastern Polynesia. In every
Frincipal island 2 totally distinet dia-
cct or language is spoken, which will
greatly inerease the lubor of both Mis-
sionary and Bible Societies. But the
|natives appear susceptible of rapid dm-
provement.
¢ Interesting historical associations
are connected with this group. In 1506
1it was discovered by Quiros, who sup-
Iposed it to be the great southern conti-
jnent, the dream of the early geogra-
fphers. At the Bay of St. Tago, in Hs-
ipiritu Santo, the largest island in the
group, he founded a - cttlement called
the New Jerusalem. In 1763, Bougain-
ville discovered that it was not a conti-
nent, but a group of islands, and called
them the Cyclades. In 1773, they were
fully explored hy Cook, who cglled them
;the New IHebrides, suppesing them to
be the most western group in these sens.

. Martyr blood hias heen shed on there
islands. In 1839, the murder of Jolm{

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Williams on Eramanga has rendered tho
naume of that island familinr to the
whole Christian world. Not & few of
the native teachers located on these isl-
ands havo lost their lives, either by vio-
lence, or from the effects of the climate,
A few months ago, s native Christian!
fell & victim to the malignant treachery '
of his heathen countrymen.

¢t The missionary operations on this
group are only commencing. Native
teachers from Samon and Rarotongn
have heen laboring on these islands for
whout twelve years. In 1842, two of
London Society’s Miseionaries were sei-!
tled on Tana ; but inless than a year
they wore obliged to leave the island,
in consequence of the conduct of the
natives, The Presbyterian Mission on
this island, under the auspices of the
London Missionary Suciety, has been in'
operation about four years. At present!
there are two Missionaries on this is--
land : one from Nova Scotin, the other!
from Scotland, but mewly removed hi-
ther from New Zenland. ~ There are no!
other Missionarics at present in this'
group.

¢« Three elementary bookshave been
printed in the language of this island. i
The Gospel of Musthew is nearly ready !
for the press: to be followed by other '’
portions of the Seripture as fast as pos-
sible. The nutives arenow evincinga '
great desire for Scripture knowledge ; !
and we hope before long, by the Dbless-
ing of Gud, to be in circumstances for !
availing ourselves of the aid which your
Society is ready to afford to all missions
to the heathen. .

¢- There are few foreign residents in |
these islands; buv a good many vessecls, ’ \
in the sandal-wood and wheling trade,’
visit this harboz, hoving on board Bri- |
tish and American seamen ; alsc Portu-
guese, Chinese, Malays, Tehitians, and !
Sandwich Islanders; and copies of the |
New Testament could often be advanta- ',
geously distributed among them. At !
present there isa vessel lying in the,
harbor with six Chinese and as many
Portuguese on bourd. Our supply of
B.bles is 2ll but eshausted. We have!
little prospect of sellmg many, and!

The
result of all was, a full persunsion that
the doar was open ; and, on Tuesduy,
the 25th, the teachers and their wives
and property were landed, in eircum-
stances peculiarly interesting and en-
coursiging. We landed them at the
mouth of the strenm already mentioned,
and aboup 130 Eramangans gave them o
cordial welcome. The chiefs begged
that a Missionary or Missionaries might
soon be brought to them. This they
did of their own accord. We only
asked thein regpecting teachers. Thus,
Eramanga, at’length,” stretches out her
hands, it not to” God himself, (Him,
alas! they know not), to the servants
and people of God. ~ Surely, they will,
not be backward to respond.

" Continued Cruclties of White Men.

Outrages continued to be committed
by parties engagod in the sandal-wood
brade on the F amangans.  Only a fow
months ago, four were murdered at a
place caliod ¢ Fourteen Bay,” by par-
ties belonging to a schooner connected
with the Aneiteum sandal-wood esta-
blishment, At a still later Qeriod, o
brother of the chief Naioan, with whom'
we left the teachers, was shot dead by
an Englishman from Sydney, also be-
longing to a small vessel from Anei-
teum. The murderer and the native
got into o dispute about the price of o
quantity of sandal-wood, the native
wishing 'a shell for his sandal-wood,
which the other was unwilling to give.
IIo offered tobacco, which thi¢ -native
declined : and the dispute was terminat-
ed by the Englisliman shootiug the Era-
mangan. We arce in possession of the
names of the parties concerned, and
other faucts connected with the above
tragic deeds. May he who exeeateth
justice and judgement for all that are
oppressed & eeﬁily appear for craelly
wronged and oppressed Eramangans!

wo anchored in a bay near Erakor, the

While war, cannibalism, murder, and
other heathen abominations have en-
compassed the Christian district,unbro-
ken pence has obtained there, the more
%ross practices of heathenism have
been abandoned, and a very emcourag-
ing measure of attention has been given
to public services. The average atten-
dance on Subbath morning has been
uhout 100 ; in the afternoon, sometimes
less. There have occarionally been much
larger congregations, sometinies exceed-
ing 200. They have kept up a month-
ly missionary prayer-meeting, whichi
has been atiended, on an avetrage, by,
about fifty. The Sabbath is very gener-,
elly observed in the neighborhood of the,
principal station, and out-stations also,|
by those professedly Christian; some
observe family worship, and o few are

accustomed to ‘retire for secret pravar.'
The chapel was crected in 1849. 1t is!
built after the manner of . Samoan!
houses, and emcloged with reeds. 1t:
holds about 150. 'The teachers hnve!
visited. more or less regularly, two orl
three oat-gtations. The chief of these

are Pangg and Olatapu, places in which,
tcachers resided in former years, and at

which some impression has been mude.!
At Pango, as many as 200 profess to'
have received Christianity ; and & con-!
grvegation averaging n» hundred attend

when the teachers visit it, whicl: is very

frequently. There has been very little,
war at either of these places since last)
visited. Slight disturbances have ac:|
curred,, which bave led to the loss of
four or five lives. It is not yet safe for
foreigners to - put themsclves in the
power of the matives, though a great:
change has taken place’ in their views,
and feelings towards thenr. This change|
is partly to be attributed to the visits

of 'H. B. M. ships of war, the « Fly,™:
Capt. Oliver, and the ¢ Havannab,™|
Capt. Erskine. Both these gentlemen)
acted in such a manner as to producea!
very favorable impression. Two bouts’

crews, who went ashore at Olatapu, to{
trade, in June, 50, were in greaf dan-
ger of their lives, perhaps unknown to

themselves. They were suved by a
Christian chief named Talipoa. Infan-

ticide and other revolting heathen prac-,
tices still continue among the heathen
party. Occasionally, the teachers f‘“‘lg
the chief’ Pomare, with whom they Iive,
succceded in saving partivs whom the

K
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cruel superstitions of the country had
doomed to destruction. In September,
1850, o woman and her daughter were
thus saved from being buried alive.
Having finished our business nt Erakor
wa sniled for anothier part of theisland,
wlierd wo intended to recommenco opors
ations.

Havannah Harbos.

This is o splondid harbor. We have
scen nothing equal to it either in Fas-
tern or ‘Western Polynesin, Itis cight
or nine miles deey, and varies from per-
haps one to three miles in breadth.” It
is completely land-locked. We were

CHARACTFR OF THE CHINESE INSURGENTS.

Ms Tulmage, in writing form Amoy,
June 3, makes the following statements in
respeet to the men who are in arms
against the present government of China.

If the insurgents triumph over the pre-
sent dyrnasty, we have reasun to expect
that the whole Chinese empire will be
thrown open to the preaching of the gos-
pel. Many of the insurgents professto,
be warshippers of God and believers in |
Jesus. Possibly this profession is gener-
al among them. They have a portion of
the sacred Scriptures, printed by them-
sefves, and circalated among them. We
have seen a part of the Book of Genesis
which they had printed. They are well
acquainted with many facts of the Ol
T'éstament history, and with some of the
zets of the New Testament. They have
publishied several tracis. Their Commen-
tary on the Ten Commandments 1s rvery,
gaod. A tract which they have publish- |
ed against idolatry is said to be excellent.
In their prayers they usually insert the
petition of the Lord's Prayer, * Thy
kmgdom come.”” They offer their prayers
in the nume of Jesus, relying on his atone-
ment for the forgiveness of sin and the sal-
vation of the soul.  They keep the Sab-i
bath and evjoin movning urd evenite wors
.ship. In some of their books-there. is
|

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‘much superstition and fatal error. From
all that we can vet learn, we may hope
ithat there ure many sincere Christians
among them, and we have reason to fear
that there alss many fanatics, and some
wicked impostors. Their boaks show a
much more intimate acquaintance with
the writings of Moses than with the writ-
ings of the evangelists, and apustles.
Thus we may account for many of their
acts and religious rites which are incousis-
tent with the spirit and teachings of the
New Testament. .

* this first half of Genesis be only the
commencement of a series which the in,
surgent chiefs intend to continue as scoa
as they have opportunily, and as soon as
the various documents comprising the
