THE COLONIAL CHURCH BILL}

In our last number sve inserted such clauses of the proposed Colenial Church
Bill as would affect this Diocese. We now give the title of cach clause and, as far
us we ean, its intention. ‘

The judgment of the Privy Council has laid down this important eonstitutional
principle :— ) .

¢ The United Church of England and Ireland i¢ not a part of the Coustitution in
any colonial settlement, nor can its authorities, or those who bear office in it. claim
to be recognized by the law of the colony otherwire than as the members of a volun-
tary assoctation. It candot be said that any ceelesiastical tribunal or jurisdiction is
required in any coloay of settlement where there is no Established Church, aund in
the case of a settled colapy the ecclesiastical law of Kngland cannot, for the same
reason, be treated as parffof the law which the scttlers earried with them from the
mother country.” g >

Under thiis decision, from the bighest legal- tribunal to grhich we are subject, the
Chureh in the Colonies would 8e@m to have full likerty t%ovem itself and manage
all its own affairs, as other relip bodies do, without let or hinderance from the
state. Yot we find that in spite of this judgment legal dfficnlties and vesatious
obstacles are thrown in the, way of the Churches’ action, beeause of letters patent
and- crown appointments.: It does seom hard to lese the advantaggs of state connex-
ion and yet be forced to retain its evils. S .

It is to remove any doiibts as to the position of the colonial chireh, and to admit,
uat enforce, the only solation of the present difficulty in the way of self-government
that the Bill was introduced into the Imperial Parliament. Thé‘igeneral eff:ct of it
would be to allow every tie (except the spirtual one, which ig’the strongest and
best) between the chureh in England and in the colanies, to besovered at once :
and to provide that it shall be so in future. Where letters patdnt are held by the
bishops, it seems that the tie cannot be quite broBien except by their valuntary
surrender.  For we presume the crown would not cancel them exeSpt at the request
of the holder, altho’ it will issue none boreafter. ~, Whether or not this separation
will be for théunffinate good of the duughter cherehes remains to be proved.  There
can however by little dowbt butthat it is or soon will be-our ppsition. Our part
must be to look the difficulties falyly in the face and to make the Best of oz altered
statas by uaity of action. We wiuld certainly hope to see the c%ljonial chrehes in
such a pnziton that no holding \of letters patent, no erown apptintments and no
impediments of EaglishvceclesiastioalInw, could keep them in the position of the
church in South Afsica, struggling to.frea herself from heretical teachers, but unable
quite to affect her purpose because of some indefinite status given by the Crown.

Our own synod at its last session did ot ignore the change or shun it~ responsi-
bility, but claimed and exercised the right to frame rules and segulations for the
governmetit of the Charch in Nova Scotin. Now that a synod is about to be estab-
lished in New Brunswick, it Is to be hoped thit a combination of- the maritime
dioceses under a metropolitan cleeted hy thehselved will ensure unity of action.

* The proposed bill was withdrawn' toward the close of the last session of Parlia-+
ment, but will no doubt be brought in again at anearly date.  The present Colonial

Secretary is decidedly in fuvor of sucha bill. He says: ¢ For myself, T can certainly
say that I should be most anxious to pecede to the measure.” :

““ On.taking a general view of colonial society you will sce from year to year an
increase of' ¢ivil action, and it has been the policy of this country t.. give almost
absolute f{‘ccdom in many of the colonies which possess representative insiitutions,
and they have deliberately reduced the Church in many instances to the level of
the other religious bodies. - Therefore it scems to me that, such being the case, it
would amount to a revolution if we were to attempt to deprive them of that liberty
of action.in ecclesiastical matters”

“ For my own part, I do not feel that there is any risk of the spiritaal ties being
severed by this procedure. On the contrary, during recent years there has beena
tendoncy to increase them. It has been clearly demoustrated that as vou give civil
liberty to those colonies their loyalty to the Crown increases; and so I beleive that
if you deal generously with the colonies in-ecclesiastical matters you will find that
their allegiance to the Church of England will increase in proportion to the liborty
you bestow upon them.” " .

_With a Colonial Scerctary holding these sentiments, we may justly hope that the
Bill will receivethe prompt and favourable attention of Her Majesty’s Govermmeént.

This clause provides that o clergyman uvless holding a licenee from an English
ir Irish.Bishop, shall * offieiate on more than ene day within three months, in any
hurch or chapel in any "(one?) diocese in Eugland of Ircland,” without permission
rom the Diocesap, under penalty of Ten pounds to the Governor of Queen Aune’s
ounty. Similar restrictions we believe have heretofore existed. -

Jiocesan.”

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The last two clauses do not extend to those who may bo ordained by any other
Bishop, at the request of a Bishop of a Diocese in England or Ireland, and with
the written cousent of the Archbishop. . .

as to Title, &c.,” (and as to vaths and subscriptions, as provided and established by
law,) “and registered in English or Irish Discese.”

Providing, that the holding of Lotters Patent, although thoy do not confer legal
Jurisdiction, does not iavalidate such Episcopal acts as might lawfully bave been
done by a Bishop chosen and eonseerated by the fres and voluntary consent of per-
sons accepting him ag their Bishop, unless contrary to the law of the place.

This is one of the most important clauses of the Bill, inasmuch as it offers a
rovision against a Wiffienlty such as has arizen in the Church of Sauth Africa.
Should the Bill pass the Imporial Parliument, we would gladly see all the Colonial
Bishops follow the example of those of New Zealand.

10. ¢« Roi'a! License may be given in licu of Mandate for consecration of Bishops
to ¢Xercise their functions out of the United Kingdom.”

What may bo the precise difference between 3 Mandate and a Licouse, (except
so far ar"the words suggest) we confess not to kuow; but the clause enables us
hereafter to have our Bishops consecrated either in Xngland or elsewhere, for it
-ends with theso important words: **And 2o such mandute or license shall be neces-
sary for any such consecration elsewhere than within the United Kingdom.” This
reminds us of the rule of our own Synod for the elcction of a Bishop, which says
that ** the name of the Bishop elect shall be forwarded to the proper nuthorities in
England.” -We cannot see what proper authorities there can be in England with
reference to ** a voluntary association * in no better, but in no worse, position than
other religious bodies. .

11. « Status, &ec., of Bishop to be judged by ordinary Courts of Law.”

Thig.clause scoms to have the intention of placing the Bishops and Clergy of
our Chureh precisely on the same ground, as regards status, which the other reli-
gious bodies enjoy, no better and no worse. .

12, Saving Clause.—¢ Nothing in this Act contained shall confer upon- an
Bishop any jurisdiction to'which he would not otherwise have been by law entitled,
i shail give to any such letters patent, or royal maadate or license as aforesaid, or
0 any act done {y any such ]gishop. any force or effect which they would not
stherivise by law resgectively have had, save as herein expressly provided.” )

18. Meaning of Bishop.—*In this Act the word ‘ Bishop’ shall be construed to
rclude Archbishep.

N.B.—Mr. Pratt is not responsible for any part of these papers which is printed in
italics. It must ulso be noted that Mr. Pratt’s instructions apply to societies open to
all denominations, whereas the project now under consideration is a strietly Church
Institution.

———

The ohject of the following 1NsTRUCTIONS is to promote the general welfare of
tho WORKING cLAsSES, by enubling them to establish, upon sound principles,
. Friendly Societies, to provide agajnst the natural evils dud exigeneies of sickyess,
oLD Ack and DEATH, and to act on those principles of mutual assurance and support
which are now so generally adopted by the moure opulent members of socicty, and -to
guard them against the many plausible but ruinous scheg}xes 1y which they are too
often deceived.  In a society foundedvon the following tables, it is as certain, as it
is possible to be, that the benefits subseribed for by the members will be veceived by
them. The sickness tables cease at 60, 65 or TU years of age, up to which period
the pATA upon which they are founded are well tested. The axXurTiES, or oLD Ack
pAY, commericing at 60, 65 or 70, will be guaranteed by the Government, and the
sums payable at peaTH, by an insurante compuny of long standing, or by contribu-
tions aceording to the tables. Nao further certainty in these respeets is attainable.

On the subject of ennuities, further {nformation is expected from England,

as 1t 18 upcertain how far a Colontal Institution could recetve the guarantee of the
Binglish Government tn this matter. Mr. Pratt kindly forwdyded the enquiry to
the proper quarter, but an answer has not-get been received.—£D. C, M.
. Bvery momber should be at liberty to subscribe to onefor all of the objects,
acecording to his ability or inclination, with the exceptionfthat persons insufing
agninst SICKNESS, MUST also insurc for MEDICAL ATTENDANCE. 8s long as they reside
within the limhits of the Society ; and remavLks, as well as Mavks, may be members
for any of the bencfits, cxeept RELILP IN SICKNESS.

1t is proposed that, with regard to nedical uttendance, a rule should be.inscrted
Sfor the  Church Institution,” to gead somewhat thus : * As long as they reside
within five miles of the medical at%tdanl of the branch to whick they belong ; be-
yond which distance the insurance ¥all be vcluntary.”  As otherwise the expense
of journeys would be larger than the medical man would include in his ordinary
Jee, or than the Society could ajford to pay extra for, and must become a matter -
of private contract with cither or both.—~D. C. M.

CHURCH REFORMATION {N ITALY.

Two Bishops of the English and. American branches of the Chureh bave lately -
met repeatedly in Italian cities, from Naples to Milan, and have taken much pains
to form an accurate opinion upon tho fuots of the Church reformation movement in .
Italy. That opinion, apparently published by autherity, is found in both the
* Guardian” and the ** Church Journal.”

« These Bishops have found undoubted. proofs that thefe is a large and inereas-
ing body both of clergy and laity who have beeome convinced of the errors and
corrupticns of the Church of Rome. . )

* Many of thes¢ persons can mo longer conscicutiously shave in the ardinances
of religion as at present administored by the Romau Catholic Chureh, Moreover,
on the open avowal of their conscientious seruples and their desire for reformation,
they are ejected from Rome’s communion. , :

** These results are clearly traceable, in the first instauce, to long-standing and
wide-spread discontent with the practical abuses of the Church in Italy. This dis-
content has been nggravated by the antagonism which the Papacy has assumed
towards the Kiugdom of Italy, and it has recently been heightened by the solemn
and cmphatic manner in which the Pope bas identified himself entirely with the-
Jesuits ps the nuthofised exponents of the views and aims of the Papaey.

‘ Secondly, these Fesults are traceable to the vigorous efforts which have been
made during the last few years, by native Italian as well as other agenoies, for the °
digsemination-of the Holy.Setiptures and of other information tending to show how

far the Church of Rome has departed from the priuciples and practices of the pri-

mitive Catholic Church. .
" “There aré many congregtions of separatists from the Chureh of Rome, who

bavo cannected themselves with the Vaudois or other non-Episcopal bodies,

* But in addition to these, there is clear %roof of a wide-spread, though often:
vague, yearning for a return to-primitive Catholicism on the part of many of the
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clergy and laity, who desire to reform, not to destroy, the ancient historical Church
of Ttaly. .

* Many are 'convineed of the evils resulting from the exaggorated pretensions
of the Bishop of Rome, from the genoral disuse of Bible reading, from liturgical
worship in a dead tongue. from cuforced colibacy awl similar distinetive Roman
practices, espeeintly from the increase of Maviolatry, by which the mediatorinl cha-
racter of onr Blessed Liord is so serionsly obseured. .

“ The two Bishops have had the satisfaction of holding several conferences with
Ttaliang thus disposed to Church Reformation.

+*They bave no doubt whatever that a desire exists for a liturgieal worship, in
the vernncular tongue, free from the superstitions gradually introduced by the
JOhurch of Rome. v

“This desire, the Bishops conceive, is a necossary and logitimate rosult of the
information which has beeu copveyed and the convicetions It has produced ; they
bolieve that the effect of diseouraging it would, be in every way disastrous.

* When consulted by Italians, they have disclaimed all notion of reproducing
in Ttaly u copy of the Anglican Liturgy (as used either in England or Amerien);
but they are satisfied, from much evidence that has reached them, that those
Italians, whether priests or laymen, who hre cast out of their original communion,
too often find no opportunity of -satisfying their religious needs in accordance with
Chureh principles and Church order, and thus have no resaurce but to unite thewm-
selves to one or other of the non-Episcopal bodies ; or they lapse into a conditien in
which, practically, they have no opportunities of worsliip, -and thus,run grievous
uisk of drifting into infidelity. - . T
~ *“The two Bisfiops helieve that priests who may be no longer able to submit to-
the unseriptural and uncatholic terms of communion "which the Church of Rome

" imposes are nevertheless bound, undér these circumstances, to supply the means of
grace to their countrymen situated like themselves. This duty, the Bishops con-
ceive, flows from the, original comimission of such priests to minister God’s word and
sacraments. ' .

“ Before parting, on the termination of a journey which, in the orderings of
(tod’s Providence, bas so unexpectedly énablel them jointly to make these
enquiries and observations, the two Bishops are anxious jointly to commend to the
various members of their respective branches of the Church the duty of assisting
the following objects :—

. (1) The dissemination of the Holy Seriptures anl such information as may
tend to promote a sound and sober Reformation of the [talian Chureh-on primitive
Catholic bnses

*(2) Toward the support of such priests, of undoubted moral and religious
character, as may, for conscience’ sake, suffer loss of their ecclesiastical preferment,
awd consequently fall into- distress.

4(3) Toward the maintenance of religions services conducted by such priests
as & temporary and provisional measure, during the transitional stage which ‘inust
clapse before the Reformation movement can be expectod to become national,

“They hold that an indispensable condition, of - rendering assistance to this- lnst
object should be careful investigation on the spot to ascertain that such religious.
services spring from a. genuine and spontaneous desire on the part of the Italian
clergy and luity, and that the sincerity of this desire should: be attested by earnest.*

““The Socretary laid before the Board o letter received from Admiral Sir
+Fairfax Moreshy,saccompanied by o copy of a statement addressed by the Admiral
to the Right Hon. Edward Cardwell, Seeretary of State for the Colunies, in rofer-
ence to the removal of the Pitcairn Islanders, and their settlement in Norfolk
Islund, with extgaets from various offieial correspondence, and letters from the Rev.
George Nobbs, the Chaplain of Norfolk Island.  As the early friend and adviser
of the Piteairn Islanders, Sir Ifairfax Moresby has not ceased to he true to the
commission they pressed on him, to care for their welfure. It appeared that they
had complained of what they conceived to be certain needless and unjustifiable
-deviations from the promised isolation and continued domesticity under the simple,
laws and polity which they enjoyed as denizens of Piteairn and of interference with
the regulations for the allotment and appropriation of land? whieh they conceived
to have been guaranteed to them ; and that Sir Fairfux Moresby had interposed
successfully in their behalf. He drew attention particularly to a copy of a letter
of Mr. Cardwell's to Sir George Young, the Governor of Australia, dated May 25,
1866, which letter, he said, appeared to hun-to be very satisfactory, as it did also
equally to Sir Thomas Acland and others who were members of the Piteairn Qpm-
mittee, * In this letter Mr. Cardwell wrote I entertaip no objection to the esta-
blishment of, a Melanesian Mission on the island which you advocate....I can
readily believe the step may be of great advantage to the islanders, by placing them
within reach_of good ~lerical superintendence, and by bringing them periodically
under the eye of Bishop Patteson, from whom you will doubtless receive from time
" to time, trustworthy information respecting their wants and their progress ; nordo I
object to the proposal, that a few selecteg settlers, of a class likely to live in har-
mony with these islanders, shall be allowed to establish themselves at. Norfolk
JIsland. T think it, however, unadvitable to commence any system of indiscrimi-
nate land-sale, or to adopt any step which the islanders'might deem at variance

with the pledge held out to them w{wn they left Piteairn Island.’

“ Sir %uirfax Moresby requested that these paggiculars might be ‘ communicated
to the Society for promoting Christian Knowledge, who have so gencrously inter-
ested themselves from the earliest period in the welfare of the Pitcairn community.”

- OXFORD DIOCESAN CONFERENCE. ,

IMPORTANT STATEMENT OF THE BISIUOP OF OXFORD,

At the Thursday weck sitting the following subject was discussed, the Bishop in the
chair :—*How practically ean the maintenance of the distinctiveness of the gﬁnisto
crial Commission. be combined with the employment of Lny Agenoy, so as to prevent

“the spirit of Separation amongst those desiring to labour for Christ.” The Bishop
called on the Rev. Mr. Isham, who read a paper on the subject, after which the
Right Rev. Prelato called on the Rev. Canon Miller, D. D., to give the results of
his long exporience.  After some remarks from the Rov, Mr. Chamberlain, especi-
ally with reference to the agenoy of Christian women, and from Archdeacon Words-
worth, who warmly advocated the admission of laymen iute Synodical Counecils.—

The Bishop.of Oxford said that evidently all the speakers had an earnest craving
for lay help. They would be interested in learning that on Holy Tharsday,- after
E;ayer and communidn, this subject haid engaged the anxious attention of o lar

eoting of the Episc?p:xt.c, including all the Arabbishaps, and several of the Colon-
isl Bichops. Thoy bad resolved. sﬁbjcdt‘to the inquiry ag to whether one point of
their scheme ‘could be carried out consistently with the -Act of ‘Uniformity, that an
order of “*Readers” should be established—*‘Lay Deacons,” as a designation, hgd .
baen rejected. - Theso *Readers” were to be publioly appointed, with prayer (not
imposition of hanfis)and were to labour, under the parish clergythan, after episcopa
xamination, and*with episcopal authority, in the outlying districts, in ministering
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the Word, &c. The clergy would visit the station periodieally and administer the
the Communion. The communicants thus gathered in would be invited once an-
nually, at least, to communicate in the mother church. In this church the Readers
were not to officiate.  In answer to Archdeacon Wordsworth, ths Bshop stated
that the “Readers” were not to be addressed as “‘Reverend’ and were to wear the
surplice in their ministrations. What was needed was official recognition and status.

The Bishop’s statement was listened to with deep attention, exciting lively interest.

“CENTRAL AFRICA.

Atja meeting held at Lincoln on behalf of the Universities’ Mission to Central
Alfrica, Colonel Playfair, who, as Consul at Zanzibas, had been in daily intercourse .
with Bishop Tozer during the last two years, give a highly interesting deseription™
of Zanzibar and its people. He assuffd his hearers that the African was not the
hopelessly stupid being some persons thought him, but that he could not only be
taught to wtite in a fow months, as the copy-books from Bishop Tozer’s school, han-
ded round the room, showed ; but that hd knew some whose intelligence, not only
in the acquisition of book-knowledge, but in the acquirement of English games, was

uvite equal to that of our own boys. He considered that Zanzibar was a hopeful
site for the Mission, his reasons for this opinion being the friendliness which the
present Sultan had shown to the Mission, 1ts position as the centre from which all
trade into the interior flowed, and the protection consequent thoteon.

RUPERT'S LAND.

The Bishop of Rupert’s Land has recently completed a visitation tour over more
than a thousand miles across the snow. His Lordship, in a letter addressed to the
Christian Knowledge Society from Bishop's Court Red River Settlement, speaks
in terms of much satisfaction of the efforts made since his arrival to get the people to
do something for themselves, which, he observes, were succeeding beyond expecta-
tion. They bad the weekly offertory established in all the ten churches of the
settlement, and in one of the Missions in the interior. : )

The Bishop was about to hold a conference, at the end of May, of the licensed
clergy of the diocese, and two lay delegates from each of the four parishes of the
settlement, preliminary to the calling of the first Synod of Ripert’s Land. His
Lordship also contemplates the resuscitation of St. John's College, for educating
catechists and teachers for the Missions, and. these again as clergymen—as well as
for giving a general education. The Bishop considers such an institution an abso-
lute necessty, and if successful, the greatest boon that could be conferred upon the
country. T shall,” he adds, *‘be prepared to take part in the theological instrue-
tion, or, if necessary, patt of the general course of instruetion myself.”

TASMANIA.,

The Churek News for this diocese speaks in terms of great satisfaction of the results
of the meeting of the Synod held at }gobart Pown in the course of April last: ins-
tancing particularly the attemapt made to extend into the- parishes the ramifications
of the ageney of the Synod, by the establishment of ‘“Parochial Associations,”’whose
reprosentatives are to have an official place in the Finance Committee of the Synod.

.
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SCANDINAVIA.

The visit of the Bishop of Tilinois, on behalf of the Bishop of London, to the Eng"
lish eongregations in the Scandinavian North, which we have noticed elsewhere, has,
through a most unexpected and, at the same time, most gratifying chain of circum-
stances, led to the establishment, by a formal and official act, of intercommunion
between the Swedish Church and the Churches of the Anglican Communion. On
the occasion of the Confirmation held at Stockholm, the Archbishop of Upsal, accom-
panied by the Dean of the Archdiocese. attended in the temporary chureh to witness
the ceremony, and at the celebration of the Holy Communion, which followed the
administration of the rite, the Archbishop and the Dean received the Encharistic
clements at the hands of Bishop Whitehouse, and the Rev. F. 8. May, an Eng-
lish presbyter, who had been appointed to act as his chaplain. Subsequently, at
the Consecration at the new English church at Stockholm, dedieated to SS. Peter
and Sigfrid, the Archbishop was again: present, and with him three other Swedish
Bishops, in their pontifical robes, as well as several Swedish priests; and on this
occasion the Archbishop took an official part in the service. Information of these
events has only just reached us at the moment of going to press ; and we must defer
to our next number a fuller account of transactions which have thus realized the
aspirations after Catholic intercommunion—now so provalent among Anglican
Churchmen, both in England and in America, and in other parts of the globe—as far
18 the Swedish Chu:ch is concerned, by making it simply a fait accompls.

In the Danish Chureh. likewise, 2 movement in the same direetion, some indicati-
ons of which, as weil as the difficultics incident to it, we have noticed on former
occasions, has received a fresh impulse, by the seeond betrothal of the Princess
Dagmar to a Russian Prince. A series of highly interesting letters on the subject
has been published by Provost Block of Kierteminden, extracts from which we are
glad to see have already appeared in the London Churckman. ™\ .

To THE EDITORS OF THE CHURCH CHRONICLE.

The visits of the Diocesan are generally visits of interest to our country parishes”
and to the Church in the Province stand as a Report of the progress or otherwise of
the varions branches which compose the whole. The visit of the Bishop to this
Parish is therefore a matter not of local interest alone, but one which has a tendency
to affect the wholk Diocese in so far as a favorable and satisfactory progress is the
state of the parish. With deep gratitudeto God we can_report a larger number of
candidates this year than in many years previous, composed of all ages from the youth
of fifteen summers to the sged veteran of over three score years and ten. Most of
these were confirmed at the Parish Church, on June 17th and the remainder at Walton
and Cogmagun, two distant outlying districts connected with the Parish of Newport.
His Lordship paid this Mission two visits this summer; the first ta hold Confirmation
at the Parish €hurth and consecrate the new Chapel at Woodrille, the second to hold
Confirmation at Waltonand Cogmagun.
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The 17th June proved a very fine day, but rather too warm for personal comfort ;
yet a large assembly collected in the Parish Church by the hour named for
eginning the (morning service, which was rend by Rev. Dr. Blackman ; previous to
the confirmation, four adults were baptized, and after morning service, the Bishop
proceeded with the confirmation; his address to the candidates was solemn and plain,
and it is to be.hoped may prove its efficacy in after years by its recurrence to the
memories of those for whom it was intended. His Lordship’s Sermon was listened to
with artention and it is to be hoped carried with it a blessing to the hearers, The
Holy Communion was administered to a large number of communicants including
those newly confirmed. In the afternoon the Bishop drove to Woodville, a settlement
seme four or five miles distant, and although the heat was very great yet the new
Chapel was densely crowded and many, anxious to be present at the service, went
away unable to get in. Being the first time the Bishop had ever been in this district
to hold service, a large assemblage of people from the surrounding: neighbourhood
had taken the opportunity to join in the service and witness the exercise of episcopal
functions. The Chapel was consecrated by the name of St. Anne; it is a small gothic
building, neat, and well finished, but is as yet without a chancel. It is hoped some
day to complete the building, making it in every respect both useful and ornamental.
His Lordehip’s second visit was on the 17th July, when he went to Walton in the
moraing,-a drive of about 20 miles, reachiug there at 10 o’clock. Before service he
visited the site given by E. Churehill, Esq., for a new Church, which will be in 8 more
convenient place than the present one. It was with much satisfaction and we trust
with great benefit to Walton, that hiz lordship announced its separation from Newport
and that shortly he would send a resident Missionary there. For a quarter of a cen-
tury the incumbents at Newport have held a monthly service at this far off mission,
and many attempts have been made to supply the increasing need of a clergyman
there, but all have hitherto failed for lack of means. Thesp have in part been supplied
and Mr. Cox, who has just completed his collegiate course, will at once take up his
residence snd enter on the work. After the confirmation at Walton and dinner at the
house of Mr. Stephens, Sr., we went to Cogmagun where a few candidates presented
themselves for confirmation, and duly received the sacred rita at the Bishop's hands.
Would that we had more men and means to carry on the great work of sewing the
field with the pure uncorruptible seed of life, and that we might witness many more
anxiously enquiring the way of life. However few though there mayx seem to be, and
infrequent these harvesting of souls,y et they encourage the fellowlaborer with him
whose field it is to persevere and hope on that permanent good may result, and the
stream of evil be turned aside by the more powerful one of the gospel of Christ.

VISIT OF THE BISHOP OF NOV A SCOTIA TO THE ARCHDEACONRY

OF PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND.

Tux Bishop of Nova Scotia, held his Visitation of the Archdeaconry of Prince
Edward Island. on Wednesday, 1st August, for Ordination Consecrations and other
episcopal acts throughout the Island. Divine Service was held in the parish church
of Charlotte Town ; the Prayers were read by the Rev. D. Parather ; after which
bis lordship delivered to the Clergy, one of the most lucid and admirable charges
which it has been our privilége to hear, giving utterance to words of wamin% and
encouragement, which made a deep and we hopé a lasting impression on all who
were_there. \

Thd several delegates who had been elected from.the different parishes were
present, with a few exceptions.

ST Sy
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The Roll of the Clergy of the Island was called by The Archdeacon, and all
answored to their names, but one who was absent from infirmity.  After the Charge,
the Holy Communion was administered, in which several of the delegates present
partieipated. .

In the afternoon of the same day a Mecting was_held, to arrnge the prelimis
naries for the following day, when his Lordship explained the present position of the
Churchin this Island, and stated many points of interest and importance.

On Thursday, 2ud August, a Meeting of the Clergy and Delegates was held in
the Masonic Hall. i

The Biskop called on the Rector of Charlottetown, to open the Meeting with
prayer.  The Roll of the Clergy and delegates was called. Al answered their
uames, except a few of the Delegates, who were necessarily absent.  The Bishop
directed Rev. D. Pamther to act as Secretary. :

His lordship then entered fully into the subject of our peculiar position as a
Church, now separated from the Mother Church of-England, and thewed the nevessity
of our baving laws by which we are to be governed. He also recommensled that
Prince Edward Island become a Diocese independuent of Nova Scotia ; our Guvern-
ments being different.  On the question, whether a Synod should b formed or not,
the Bis‘imp lefe it entirely to the Meeting to decide ; stk being to him personally,
a matter of perfeet indifference, .

The Question of -Establishiag a Synod for the Island fras then taken up by the
Meeting.  Whercupon it was moved by the Ven. the Ardhdeacon, and scconded by
William Cundall, Esq., and Resolved :— g

1.—That this Island, although under the jurisdiction of the Bishop of Nova Scotia,
iz, and shall from henceforth continue to be, a separate and distinct Diocese.

Moved by the Rev. D. Fitzgeruld, seconded by Hon. John Longworth, and
Resolved :—

2.~That thiz Meeting, though not appointed for the express purpose of Establish-
ing a8 Synod in this Island, nevertheless are of opinion that sucg Church Assemblies
(when properly constituted) would be beneficial to the interests of the Church,.and
since Prince Edward Island is regarded as a separate Diocese, and that some steps
shonld_be taken for the future welfare of the Churcl;™ (considering its present
position) this Meeting express their desire, that such steps beNmmediately taken by
the several Parishes, * as will bring the matter to a speedy issue.‘}‘

Moved by Hon. John Longworth, seconded by Rev. Joseph Forsythe, and-—
Resolved :—

38.—That cach Congregation do send one Delegate, (except Charlottetown which
shall send three) to meet the Bishop, and report the opinious of the people, respeet-
ing the Synad, at a Meeting to be convened by his lordship; the clection of such
zuch Delegates, to take place prior to the Easter Meeting of 1867,

Moved by Hon. John Longworth, seconded by W. B. Buckerfield, Eeq.,
Resolved :—

4.—That any Parish deciding in favor of the Synod, elect its Representatives to
attend the first Synod. -

Moved by the Rev. D. Fitzgerald, seconded by Rev. J. A Richey, and
"Resolved :

5.—That—{he new forms of Subseription as authorized by the revised:Canons of
the Charch of England, be adopted. Resolved :—That the Declaration of the Con-,
stitution Principles, and Regulations of the Synod be the same, as those adopted in
Nova Scotia.

Moved by the Ven. Archdeacon Read, seconded by the Rev. D. Fitzgerald, and
unanimously Resolved :—
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« That the thanks of this Mceting be tendercd"to the Lord Bishop, for the valu.
able and important information atforded by him in ruference to the objects foy
which it was convened, and also for his lordship’s excellent charge delivered yester-'
day, to the clergy of this archdeaconry ., '

The Bishop spoke of the 8. P. C. K. Hymnal as one which might generally be

. adopted for the use of the Church in Prince Edward Island. After referring to
some other matters connected with ecclesiastical affairs,

His Lordship closed the Meeting with the Benediction.

SUMMARY OF CHURCH NEWS.

Grear Brirarx.—Dr. Graves, Bishop of Limerick, was c((usccratcd on 6th July,
at Dublin, by the Archbishop and the Bishops of Killaloe and Down and Couor.
With reference to the following questions—

1. By the Bishop of Capetown—\Vhether the Church of England holds com-
munion with Dr. Colenso aud the heretical Chureh which he is seeking to establish
in Natal, or whether it is in- communion with the orthodox Bishops who in Syaod
declared him to be {pso fucto excommunicated ?

2.—By the Dean of Marjtzburgh—Whether the aceeptance of » new Bishop on
our part, whilst Bishop Colenso still retains the Letters Patent of the Crown,
would in any way sevét us from the mother Church of England ?

3. By the Dean of Maritzbiirgh——Supposing the reply to the'last question to

be that they would ngu::iﬁ‘ any way mmmw
- take to obtain-wvew Bishop? . :

~Loth Houses of Couvocation passed the foflowing resolutions:

“ That in the opinion of thi$ house the Church of England holds communion with
the Bishup of Capetown and those Bishops who lately with him in Synol declared
Dr. Colenso to be épso facld excommunicated.”

“'That as it has been decided on appeal to the highest judicial court in this king-
dom on the one hand that the Church in the proviee of Natal, in Communion with
the United Church of England and Ireland, isin the eyes of thelaw a mere voluutary

_association; and, on the other hand, as the letters patent do not profess to confer
spiritual power, and have been declared by the court to convey no Episcopal jurisdic-
tion, it is the judgment of this house that the ettceptance of & new Bishop does not
impair the connection or alter the relativns existing between the members of the
Church in the proviuce of Natal snd the Church of England, provided—1. That the
Bishop be ranonically consecrated according to the use of the Church of England ; 2
That there be no invasion of the title of the Bishop of Natal conveyed by her Majes-
ty's letters patent.” -t .

«1. That an instrument should be prepared declaratory of the doctrine and disei-
pline of the Church of South Africa, which every Priest and Deacon appointed to any
office should be required to subscribe. 2. That a gedly and well-learned man should
be chosen, with the consent of the communicants of the Church, to be the Bishop. 3.
That the person so sélected should be presented for consecration either to the Arch-.
bishop of Canterbury or to the Bishops of the Church in South Africa,as might be
bereafter deemed most advisable.”

*“In wemorial of Keble, the sweet singer of the  English Chureh,” it is pro-
posed to establish a College in which young men now debarred from University
education way be trained in simple aud religions habits, and in strict fidelity to the
Church of KEngland, with the hope that, among other advantages, it will tend to

_promote the supply of eandidates for boly orders.”

-
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Not less than £50,000 is the sum proposed, and several magnificent donations
have already led the way. The subscriptions now amount to £23,324

The Standing Committee of the S. i; G. have recently appoiated a very influ-
ential sub-Committee to consider the Colonial Bishops Bill and to report thereon.
The report, which is decidedly favorable to the principle the Bill, has been accept-
ed and adopted by the Standing Committee, and will be laid before the General
Board at their next meoting.

In the Upper House of Convocation, u committee recommended bringing into
active operation the act of Heanry VII[, which empowers the nomination of Suffra-
gan Bishops to different posts in England, who may render every assistance that

- may be reguired—the Bishop to nominate two, and the Crown to select one of
these. The recommendation was apyroved by the House and the President was re-
quested to give effect to it.

The Lower House presented the following resolutions :— 4

1. That his Grace the President be requested to direct. the appointmeut of a com-
mittee to examine the constitutions and canon ecclesiastical with a_view to their
amendment and adaptation to the present necessities of the Church, and to report to
the housy vwhether in the opinion of such committee it is expedient to apply for the
consent of the Crown'to alter and amend such constitutions and canons.

2. Thut his Grace the.President be requested to direet the hoiise to appoint a com-
mittee to consider and report upon that part of the report of the joint committde on
Missionary Bishops, June 19, 1861, relating to the establishment of a Board of Missions.

In the Upper House of Convoeation June 28, the President laid before the
house the folowing communication from the Ameriean house of Bishops :— ~

“Whereas it has come to the knowledge of the Bishops, clergy and laity of the Prot-
estant Episcopal Church in the United States, in General Convention assembled, that

: gy of the province of Canterbury, in the United Church of Lng-
land and lreland, have desired whe Primate of All Englamitoexpresstheir-hearty admi

ration of the courage, firmness, and devoted love of the truths of the Gospel. as this
Church has received the same, which have been manifested by the Right Rev. Rabert
Gray, Bishop of Capetown and Metropolitan of South Africa, and the Bishops who
assembled with bim, in dealing with the rad departure from Christian doctrine by
which one of the Bishops of that province had hecome-notorious, and have declared
their thanks to those right rev. brethren for the noble stand made by them against
heretical and false doctrine, and their trust that even out of the present difficulties and
embarrassments surrounding the church in South Africa it may pleass God to provide
some safeguard for the maintenance ‘of the truths once for all committed to the saints.
“Resolved—That the said Bishops, clergy, and laity deem it due to the holy cause
in which the Right Rev. the Metropolitan and other gishops of the Church in South
Africa have borne such timely and efficient restimony in the face of so great difficulties,
to declare our hearty concurrence in the expression of admiration, thanks, and trust
made by the Convocation of Canterbury, and desire the Secretaries of the Houses of
Bishops and Clerical and Lay Deputies to communicate to his Grace the Archbishop of
Cau;erbury and to the Rt. Rev. the Bishop of Capetown duly attested copies of this
resolution.
“(Attest) Lewis F. W. Bavrcu, D. D., Secretary of the House of Bishops.
- %To his Grace the Archbishop of Canterbury.” ‘ )

Tbe Bishop of Salisbury most heartily welcomed this voice from America.
“It ought to relieve in a great degree any anxious questionings which have arisen
in some minds as to how it would be possible under altered circumstancés to keep up
- the union of Churches once legally connected with each other under e different state
of things, and which we should slways desire to remain one. We see if we look to -
America, a Church maintaived in a different community, and in a very different state
of things from our own, which has one fuith and one object with our awn, and to preserve

\
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communion with which olight to he our.constant aim. I think therefore, this message -
ought to be a very great relief to those amongst us, who have had such fears as I have
alluded to. This sddress remmds us that there is a Church in America, which once
formed legally as'well as spiritually-a portion of our own Church, and so continued
during a long pcr?od of colonial history,—a Church with which we must be ansious to
maintain communion, and to ﬁmcken a friendly and brotherly intercourse on every
opportunity which is presente )

His Grace the President stated that as the letter had heen addressed to himself
perronally he bad already sent an answer.

The following motion by the Bishop of Oxford was passed :—

That this Hnuw hag received the communication now made to it by its President
with the greatest interest.  That this House prays his Grace to return to the General
Convention of the Episcopul Church of the United States the assutance of the dee
joy with wheh we have received the expression of their brotherly sympathy with us an
our admiration of the large-hearted firmness and devoted love of the truth as it is in
the Gospel, und as the Church has received the same, which was manifested by the Rt.
Rev. Robert Gray, Bishop of Capetown, and \/[etrppohtan and the Bishops who sub-
scribed with him on the oceasion to which reference was niade.

Nuw Brusswick —DBefore the Anniversary meeting of the Diocesan Church
Society in St. John, N.B., a preliminary one was held relative to Synodical action:
Thirty-two of the clergy were present and twelve others, tho’ absent. were favor-
able to the movement, This would leave 14 who have not yet signified their assent.

It appears that thirty-five parishes elected delegates to this meeting. They
passed unanimously a resolution in favor of having a Synod and appointed a commit-
tee of five. two clergymen and three laymen, to propose a scheme for its organization.

A Synod will no doubt be established in that {’)mce~0 also, and all the parlsbes
gradually come into it as its absolute necessity is apparent.
