British Guiana had its first
stamps with watermarks of C C and
a crown in 1876, In 1882, owing to
the supply of stamps of the smaller
denominations running short, alarge
variely of provisionals was iutrodue-
ed. Among theso that are worthy
of - note were thoso that were not
struek Irom a cut but that were set
up with ordinary type.. These were
the 1c black on ved and 2¢ blick on
yellow. Some of them bore the cut
of a ship and others of a brig in the

centre. To guard against forgery
the government had the word

across their centre.  These
superseded in the same year by a re-
issuc of the type of 1876 but the new
stamps bore the watermark of C A
and & crown. B
British Honduras.—The first
issuc consisting of 1d, 6d and 13
made their appearance in  18065.
They are without walermark and
are valued, used, at-from 6d to 3s 6d.
In 1872 a 3d and a 44 wero added to
tho above and the entire set received
the watermark of C Cand a crown.
In 1882 new colors were adopted for
the stamps and the watermark was
changed to C A and acrown  The
old colo® of the 1d was blue and it
was changed to rose, but before this

change was effocted somo of the 1d
stamps were struck in b'ue on the
paper with the new watermark.
Theso are rare and rank with those .
of the first issuo as tovalue.

The question as to whoether the
French Colonies’ stamps surcharged
8. P. M. originated through privatoe
speculation, or were duly ordered
by the postal authorities to be sur-
charged, secems by this time to be
pretty well settled in the philatelic
world.  Their genuineness being
established, whicli by the way has
taken along time to decide, 1 thought
it would not be amiss to give your
readers a little information con-
cerning the subject, having made |
different vavioties of them a special
study.

In the lattor purt of 1884 we finda
scarcity of tho smaller denomina-
tions of the stamps of the Freunch
Colonies , and conscquently it was
thought expedient to have some of
the larger values surcharged in
order to tide the panic over, and
accordingly we find in January
1885, the first surcharged stamps
“poping up serenely.” Wo beho'd the
regalar 2 centimes surcharged with
alarge 5 in two varitics, viz: some
with tho 5 upside down and others
with it in regular position. The
numbers surchargrd of this variety
boing according to Le Timbre Poste
300. Now, before proceeding fur-
ther we will just take a few moments
for the consideration of these.  Wo
will suppose that out of the 300 sur-
charge1 100 being destroyed and
iost through the mails, which leaves
a'balance of 200 for tho collectors in
the world to grapple for; now out
of these 200 to my personal know-
ledge 50 at least ave in possession of

rarties in Halifax,thus the absurdity

is at once apparvent when we read
in French and German  phiiatelic
papers, advertisements offering these
varities, not on!y at a sma'l price,
but (think of the cheek) also by the
dozen, and I must say that it serves
collectors right to allow themse!ves
to be gulled by unprincipled vendors,
when a single thought will show
that they can be nothing but simple
frauds, and shouid never have a place
in any collection kept by gent'emen
of principle. As these 300 would
not satisfy the cravings of corres—
vondonts, we find next a batch of
3600 appeating, this time it being
the 1 franc surcharged with 25. Of
this lot we a'so find two varieties,
the difference being in the surcharge,
onoe with b'ock lectters, the other
with italics, the variety with the
b'ock letters shows the 25 in vertical
position with the S P M upside down,
This last lot appoared carly injMuarch
1885.  With regard to this last
variety, although quite 2 number
were issued, somehow or other they
arc hard to obtain genuine, and
we would infer that cither they
have slipped out of cxistance, or
are kept in the shade by some specu-
lator until the * times are better ”
and then we will hear of them at a
fancy figure no doubt.
