Athletes in large numbers have not,
exceyt when in training, been eager to shun the cup
that inebriates. The ambition of many of the sporting
fraternity on retiring from professional life is torun a
tavern. If Mr. Weston succeeds ip his task he will
not only confirm the belief that temperance is most
conduclvé to pbysical vigour, but that eve.. sportsmen
can distinguish themselves on the blusribbon princi-
ples.

OUR Methodist friends are devoting much attention
to the subject of higher education. There is now no
longer any disposition to disparage ar educated min.-
istry.  They are losing none of their spiritual devo-
tion, bug ‘they wisely recognize the value of intelli-
gence and tratning for the worlkk of the Christian
ministry. Mr. Willlam Goodetham of Toronto, is
anxlous to secure the establishment of a thoroughly
equipped Methodist university in this city. Other
places are contending for the honour of its location,
Peterborough and Himilton would be pleased to wel-
come such an institation, Cobourg and Belleville, asis
natural aredesirous of retaining the adv:mtagcs they
bavein the possession of Victoriaand Albert Universi-
ties. What conclusion may be arrived at it would be
difficult to anticipate, it is, however, not unlikely that
the attractions of Toronto as an academic centre will
be too powerful for resistance.

THR Presbyterians of Moantzeal have ‘adopted an
excellent plan for arousing publicinterestin the various
schemes of the Church. For-zeveral years they have
beld  anniversary missionary mectings. There is a
contagtous sympathy-in farge aumbers. Iac meetings
have  been hithertorconducted ‘in. such a manner
that their success is now assured, They ‘were
held last week in Erskine Churchi Tuesday night
%as devoted to the interests of Home Missions, It
was addrcssui by the Rev. Prinapal Grant, of King-
ston, and the. Rev. J. Barclay, M.A,, of St. Panls
Charch, Wednesday evening French Evangehizatton
was the topic.  The Rev. Principal MacVicar presids.
cd, and addresses wcre delivered by the Rev.. Prof.
Campbell,tha Rev: W. D, Atmstrong, M. A, of Ottawa,

and the Rev. Prof. Coussitat, On Thursday evening
the Rev. f. Edgar Hill, and the Rer. H. A Robertson,
missionary from Eromanga, spoke an forelgn mission
work. The plan]pursued in Montreal might with ad-
vantage be followed elsewhere,

THR Ouawn “ Freo Press ™ says . It Is now stated
that there will be strong opposition to the bill, which
will come before Parllament next session, uniting the
various Methodist denominations in the Dominion
into one body, designated the Methodist Church ia
Canada. Although the majority of the district con
ferences as well as the General Conference at Belle
villa decided in favour of accepting the Basis of Unlon,
pot becanse of its perfection, but as It was the
best which our different religious denominattons could
adopt under the circumstances, yet there was a strong
opposmon to the union belog accomplished, not a few
prominent ministers holding that the means employed
were illegal. However, thero is no reason to appre-
hend that unton will be retardad, as whatever obstacles
may be in the way Parllament can remove seeing that
a substantial majority of those interested, have de.
clared in favour of one Methodist Church, It was so
with the Presbyterian Church, and io all likehhood it
will be the same with Methodism.

ExXIREME ritualism springs up In the most unlikely
places occasionally. At Halifax the vagarles of “ mis-
sloners ¥ have caused great excitement. The active
agents in this misslon are described as Cowley and
Paulist fathers, Their get-up is said to be aclose
imitation of the Roman Catholic priesthcod. These
men are not meeting with great crcouragment. The
rectors and people generally de not appreciate the
doctrines or methods of these extremists. The bishop,
however, pronounces in their favour, much to the
astonishment and regret of many, Oae of these
“fathers” preached to a crowded congregation on ab-
solution and aurlcular confession, strongly asserting
the necessity of each. He took the ground that the
Almighty works through material means and had au-
thorized the regularly ordained priests of Christ to re-
mit by virtue of their office, the sins of all those who
confessed to them. After the sermon he gave an ad.
dress ,on preparation for the confessional, and an-
nounced certain hours for the next day when he would
be in the vestry of the church to receive confesswns,
The provoczation to treat this and similar exhibitions
of Anglican aberration seriously is very strong.

VERY gratifying instances from time to time occur
of geserouy hearted individuals establishing handsome
charities for the publicgood. An effort has been made
to establish a city hospital in Brantford. A libaral
citizen has come forward with an offer to erect a build-
ing at 2 cost of $12,000 and decd it to the city., He
attaches however singular and inconsistent conditions
to his benefaction. One of these and very properly is
that the hospital shall be strictly non-sectarian. But he
goes on to insist that no clergyman, priest, or member
of a religious sect, secret cr other sodiety, shall hold
religious or other services within its walls or grounds
except a patlent shall request the attendance of such,
and then only for that patient’s personal benefit. Elo.
quent things are sald about religious bigotry, but it
does not appear that irreligious bigotry Is one whit
lessodious, Christian people would respect the con.
scientious objections of everyone who declines religious
services.  Butit does seem both illiberal and unfeeling,
-peresnprorily to exclude Christian'ministers and people
from a public institution where the consolations of the
Gospel are highly valued and productive of great good,
Thys wealthy Braotford citizen should not permat an
illiberal crotchet to'neutralize his beneficence,

THERE are reports in .Rome that many private
documents referring to the. Papacy have disappeared
from the Vatican. It is feared that the Italian Govern-
ment may take ander its protection those treasures of
the. Hoiy Seo. which bave been collected with “the

people’s money. To thess treasures belong libraries
containing more: than 180,000 codices and A.;o,uw
manuscripts, among them fifth-six gospels la the

Oriental tongues written on scrolls, To meet the
emergency the clergy are sald to have been hiding,
fiest, the archives of extraordinary ecclesiasucal afe
fairs , second, the archives of the Propaganda ; third,
the archives of the Inqalsition, and fourth, thearchives
of the Congregation of the Index Expurgatorius,
These documents were once kept in (e Falace of the
wutrinal, but weretransferred to the Vatlcan by a papal
emissary, who persuaded the commander of the Italian
troops that the said documents were simply baptismal
teg.wcts, without historical value. Some of them are
now well guarded in the oid tower near Anagl. The
lewters of FPope Alexander Vi.are still In the Vatican,
together with other papers which the Pope would
oever voluntarily place at the disposal of the public.
Many of these volumes are hidden on secret shelves,
in walls and behind other papers.

Faum an exchange we observe that the Rev, Chas,
Chiniquy, of St. Anne, the noted lecturer addressed
the peoplo of Kankakee, on the 11th inst, at the
Second Presbyterian \French) Church and in the
evening at the First Presbyterian Church, in honour of
the four hundredth anniversary of the birth of Martin
Luther. He was greeted by large audiences at both
churches, spoke in French inthefornoon and Eoglish
in the evening. Every pew was filled early in the
evenipR at the Furst Church.  The Rev. C, Chintqay's
subject was. “ The Pnnciples and Results of the
Reformation of the Sixteenth Century” It was a
carefuily prepared analysis of the difference 1n doctrine
and practice between the Protestant and Roman
Catholic churches including a sketch of the plan of
salvation, growth of the Romish Church, the vast in-
fluence exerted by Martin Luther, and the poslllon of
the two churches to-day. There was a great curloslty
among the greater number of persons present to hear
the lecture having never heard him. Although his
mastery of the English tongue is not complete, yet his
language is choice, powerful and expressive, Hegives
a hearer much to think about ; is original and attimes
brilliant inn his word pictures.

WEEKLY HEALTH BULLETIN.—The weather of the
week has been marked by extremes, both of baromeatric
pressure and of temperature, The results upon-the
public health from these conditions do not show any
great change from that of the preceding week, the
total aumber of cases being comparatively small, and
their respective relations remaining much the same.
In fact a very close similarity exists between the re-
ports for several weeks past. ‘We- notice, however,
that several diseases, but slightly present last week,
show a marked advance, the chief amongst these
being Scarlatina. Diseases of the respiratory organs
are, as before, amongst the most prevalent ; Bronchitis
still being the highest of all recorded diseases, Fevers
do not show any notable change from last week.
Enteric or Typhoid has, however, receded somewhat
from its position of a month or so ago, but Intermittent
still remains prevalent. Amongst the Zymotic dis-
eases, in addition to theadvance of Scarlatina, already
mentioned, the prevalence of Diphtheria in the
western portion of the Province again claims our at-
tention. There is probably no discase in the whole
list which exhibits more evideaces of a sporadic
nature, and none which seems more arbitrary inits
manner of appearance and disappearance, and less de-
pendent upon some well-defined meteorological con-
dition than Diphtheria. Almost all that can bs said
of it in this connection is that unsanitary -condi-
tions are those most commonly associated with its
appearance; its fatal character showing itself miost
matkedly when such conditions are. actually. pre-
sent, or bave previcusly debilitated and rendered
persons anxcmic from constant exposure ‘to .sucli,
Kuowing the wide-spread and fatal nature of Typhoid
Fever, and. recognizing the fact.that-last .year Diyh
theria claimed many more. victims. thau. it evep,
we obtain some Idea of how potént are the inflaences
tending to produce fatal results from this discase, and
what wide spread municipal - action’is rcquucd to se:
move those unbygienic conditions, proved to: beits

very constant attendants.
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ISRAEL'S CHOICE OF 4 XING.

The people of Israel wers very desirous to have a
king. They though a fit oppartunity had come for
them to press their wish, Samuel was now anold
man, and his sons had given evidence that they were
not fit to be his successors, They embraced this op-
portunity and through their elders came to Samuel
with the request . ” Now make us s kir g te judge us
like all the nations.” Samuel was displeased with
tbis action of the people, but wisely carried the matter
to the Lord for counsel. Tho answer he received
strengthened his convictions that the notion of the
people was sinful, but, at the same time, was told to
comply with their request. Samuel told the people of
their sin and presented to them some additional bur.
dens which would come upon them should they have
a klog, Ofthese additional burdens they bad no fear;
of theso they were willing to rup all risk so great was
their anxlety to have their desite granted. They
would have a king what ever might be the conse.
quence, and answered . ¢ But we will have a king that
we also may be like all the naticns and that our king

_may judge us and go out before us and fight our

battles.”

Whea they presented this request they seem not to
have had hefore their minds any person whom they
thought fit for the duties they specified. None had
appeared among them who gave evidence of supetior
skill to judge the people or lead their armies to victorv.
Thers was no hero who had distinguished himself in
latecontests, whom they could name as the object of
their choice, but they make the extraordinary request
of Samuel to find a king for them.

Like many who have a wish to gratify, but know not
how it is to be done, they seek others to do the work
and bear the responsibility. This conduct shows that
their wish was one to which they had given little con-
sideration. Apparently the idea of having a king like
other nations was that which constrained them to pre-
sent this request.

This unreasonable state of mind, in which they per-
severed In the face of all argument to the conpirary,
the Lord complied with, and, by means of a simple
event in His providence, led a man into the presence
of Samuel whom He commanded j0 anoint as king.
The young man sul was sent away to seek his father’s
asses, and in the course of his fruitless search for the
asses, greatly to his surprise and manifest confusion,
found a throne,

The Lord well understood that deslre which the
people cherished and knew what qualities they wished
their king to possess, so he provided a man for them
endowed with those qualities which they sought. He
chose their delusions and let them have their will,

Thess passages present some important practical
thoughts regarding the truth that God sometimes
grants the evil desires of men. The first thought in
connection with this to which I ask zsttention is :

1. Men kave freedom of choice

We enter not here upon the consideration of the
much disputed question of freedom and necessity.
With us that is 2 metaphysical and not a practical
question. We desire here to confine ounrseives to the
truth which is admitted by seasonable men and whick
is 50 fully assumed in all God's invitations, warnings,
exhortations and dealings.

Whatever mystery there may be about the pre-
arrangement of God, and the power of motive over
men’s wills, the truth is manifest that must be pressed
hkome upon the conscience, man is free lo choose.  As
free now as were the children of Isracl at any time in
their history. Though we do not always get the things
we choose we have full freedom to make the choice.
No one can compel us to choose, and, generally, men
get those things which they themselves have chosen.

‘We may not kave chosen the things in detail as
they have come to us, but we have chosen that line of
life in which thoss things were to be found. We have
chosen the trade or profession or company in which
we find ourselves, In choosing any of these we have
placed ourselves face to face with those - things which
are necessatily allied with these varied paths of life
we have chosen to enter, The scholar who chooses
to ba idle and trifles with his opportunity, of necessity
has-chosra all the natural consequences which flow
from the course of life he has chosen, The man who

chooses to idlo his time und allow therns and thistles
to grow and spread over bls fields may fiad many
things he did not chooso in detail, but he choosa the
way in which these things naturally arise. A Chris-
tian man or woman makes choice of a partner foz life
who Is godless, And afterwards finds the misery of
belog allied to one who has no sympathy with the
holiest and highest aspirations of the soul, There may
not have been a conscious choleo of this lonely isola-
tion which is felt in being bound for life to ono who
bas no response tn give to the purest sentiment that
is felt by the Christian spirit, There may not have
been a consclous choice of this spiritual loneliness, yet
this is the necessary conscquence of the cholce which
the Christian has made.

The personal suffering and family desolition were
not the things the drunkard made cholce of when he
chose to put the cup to his lips, but when he chosa tbe
cup be also embraced the consequences and finds the
misery in the way be bas chosen. So s it with the
criminal shutup in the dungeon, hs choso tho way
which naturally ends there,

On the other hand, the diligent man may not have
made choice of all the ladividual things which have
come to himin his prosperity,but hemade cholcsof the
path where the hand of the diligent maksth xich, The
Cbnstan, when he became a follower of Christ, did not
anticipate all the sweet experiences which ho after-
wards found, and therefore conld not then have chosen
them in detail ; but, having chosen Christ in whom are
hid all the treasures of wisdom and knowledge, these
experiences were included in his cholce. The trans.
gressor and the beliaver, to-day have therefore very
much of that which they have freely chosen. Be not
deceived, God 1s not mocked, that which a man
soweth—we may add that which a man chooseth—he
shall also reap. If we chooze the things of the flesh
we shall of e flesh reap corruption. If we choose
the things of the spirit we shall of the spirit reap life
everlasting,

11, Frequently the ckoice ss made from very inferior
molsyes,

The reason is often one which should have very
Iittle snfluence with reasonable belngs. Often it is
hike rejecting the gold and choosing the tin, as it was
with the ignorant Kaffir who gave up the gold sover-
eign for a tin button. It was 50 with Israel in their
choice of a king, They rejected God and desired a
man instead, They desired a king but thought not of
the high qualifications required for the coffice, and
scemed so bent on obtaining their wish that they
were ready to accept any man Samuel might present.
Oae reason they had for their choice was that they
might be hike otbers, This is a reason still by which
many determine thelr choice, Itis a power{ul argu-
ment among men for dolng many things. When
changes are desired the question is not settled on the
ground of need nor on the ground of usefulness, nor
whether it will be right in God’s sight, but only be-
cause it 15 the way of others, Qut of this motive
spring many of the evil habits of men which are
learned through a considerable amount of - self-denial.
Men make their hps 2 smoke funnel because others do
it. Men drink strong drink because others do it
Men and women keep themselves in poverty and dis-
comfort in order to be like othess in the gay fashions
in life; while there islack of consideration whether
these things are in accordance with bodily wants or
the will of God.

Again, they desired a kiog that he might defend
them from their enemies. With many this reason
would have force, and yet it might not, had they ze-
flected on the past, in which they had been delivered
without the presence of the king they now desired.
God bad saved them whenever they had trusted Him.
They were rejecting the Most High and purpasing to
lean upon an arm of fiesh,

Again, they made choice of Saul because he wasa
head higher that the rest of the people. They were
cherishing the prospect of war and when they. saw
him he was the man they scught. They scemed not
to have foundzd their choice on the fact that God had
given him, but because be was a giant who would bea
fit match for the sons of Anak,

These surely were very inferior reasons they had for

their choice, But let us not suppose these:peopls
werce singular in so acting, Men stll.make the out.
ward appearance a reason for choosing and - refusing,

The mind which finds its comfert and safety only in
carthly things is easily pleased with large postions of
material, How often itis men are fightiog an jmagin-

ary batt’a with poverty, so that they are looking out
for some giant in the form of material wealth to go be-
fore them to overcoms the foa which may never ap.
pear,and when God In His providenca gives sucha
giant they pray for his preservation, then say to
thelr soul, thou hast goods lald up for many years,
tako thins ease.

Thess ate not wisrcpresentations uftha grounds on
which men make thelecholce. Thess may be regard-
ed as an exampls of the teasous all unbslievers In
God's superintending providence have for thelr cholce,
‘They choose tho inferlor and reject the superor.
They choose the materialand reject the spiritual, They
choose man and reject God. They chooss their- own
way of lifa and reject the way by the Son of God.
Belog warned by the {olly of-Isreal let us be wiser In
our cholce,

Il God somalimes chooses to let nmen have thelr
choice,

We misinterpret God's providence if we coaclude
that, becauss success attends our prospects Heglves
His approval, ‘Ths facts in history ara sufficlently
numerous to correct such a mistake, This case in
which God graated the desire of Istael, alter urgent
pressure for a king, i3 a case 10 which themisinterpre-
tatlon of Isreal is manifest, Evidently they thought
that because the Lord had complied with their desire
they therefore bad His full approval and feltjthey bad
reason to triumph over Samuel snd no longer to lean
on his judgemnt. He objected to thele having aking,
but God had given them one. Was not this a clear
evidence that fiey were night in their desire and that
Samuel was wrong. Prosperity attended their effort
and Is not that a good reason for the conclusion that
God has given his approval ¥

It is truo that, God gave them their desire and al
lowed \hem their choice ; more, by an act in his pro-
vidence he provided for ther: a man such as they
sought for. Yetwe know thys was not with his approval,
instead o this be has spoken by the prophet ; 1 gave
theea king in mine anger and took him awayin My
wrath.”

The truth we learn from Isaiah: # They have chosen
their owd waya. 1 also will choose their delusions
They chose that in which 1 delighteth not.”

We may believe that the providence of God in the
days of Noah was misinterpreted. As far as we kaow,
while Noah built the ark and told the peopls of the
coming flood their crops grew s before, and might be
pointed to asevidence that God was approving of their
actions.

We can believe that a like mismterpretation was
made of God’s long suffering as the people worshipped
the golden calf in the wildemess. The manna con-
tinued to fall every momning. The water ceased net
to flow from the rock, and to these men might point as
evidence that God was not disapproving of their con-
duct. Balzam may havo so reasoned whan he got
permission to go with the servants of king Balak,

At the beginning ho was plainly told *¢ thou shalt
not go.with them,” but he pressed his request and per-
mission was given but with such conditions that he
could not comply with the king's desire, yo. he went, §
and seemed to delude humselt that he woald gain the §
Lord's approval. .

In all these cases we have evidence that s successin B
gaining the objection which ous hearts are set, with-
out any visible mark of God's displeasure, dozs not
embrace his appraval of our course of actions, :

Becauss Benjamin at the beginniog prospered inwar
against the other tribes ; because the sonthern army §
succeeded in the first baule with the northern ; be- |
cause a dishonest merchant prospers in his ieccpticn. y
because a robber escapes with his bouty ; because §
the sun shines and the rain falls on a wicked man's
field so that his crops grow abundantly, it wonld be
a very great misinterpretation of God’s providance
were wa to conclude that in these o in any like cases, |
prosperity is a proof of God'’s approval. Hemay choose
to give prosperity in the ways men have chosen
though they be ways in which he delightéth not.

IV. God somelimes grants men ihesy ckoice as a
Zuniskment, ‘

He says 1 wlll choose their delusions and will btlng
their fears upon them,

The spirit of Lot bad become much engrossed with
the world while he was in company with Abraham,
His flocks and herds increased, but not-so rapidiy as

-the-covetous spirit desired. He saw an. opportunity

by.which his wealth might grow more, rapidly, so he
pitched his tent toward. Sodom ‘and forsook all the
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valuable spiritual influences which he had in the fol.
fowshlp of his uncle, and sisked all the evil influences
of Sodom’s inhabitantu

There was no vision from God waming him agalnst
thestep heproposed for himselt, Io providencethers
was no evidence of God's displeasure,

Sofarasweknow hewas a successful man, Hisbeart
was wrong and delightinginthe things of earth, God
permitted that for a time Lot might be chastised and
punished in the way he had chosen that through tho
punishment be might behold hisown sin. Thapeople
in the wilderness with unthankful hearts spoke spite.
fully of the manna which was so well adapied to thelr
bodily hiealth, In scorn they called it * thislight food”
and urged for something else. God granted thls re-
quest and seat among them abundance of flesh and it
wastc them a punishment because of the spirit they
were cherdshing,  'While the flesh was beteeen thelr
teeth, cro it was chewed, the wrath of the Lord was
kindled against the people and the Lord smote the
people with a great plague.

The man who zefuses to hear, the Lord sometimes
gives prosperity so that his wealth increases to
such a degree that it becomes his tormentor. There
ara some men who get riches and not by right and
leavI: themin the midst of thelz days and at theend are
foo

When the soul lives not for God it turns every bless-
ing into a cut_e for itself. Some men In the days of
thelr poverty and adversity have given great
promise of future usefulness in the church but riches
have increased and they have become unfruitful
They have turned thelr prosperity into a punishment,
so that their souls have becomo withered like the
heath in the desert and see not when good comes.

Let us regard the liberty of choosing and refusing asa
precioustreasurecommitted to ourtrust, theuseof which
involves great responsibilities ; and seeing that mea
have determined theit cholce through wrong motives
and that these sinfnl desires have sometimes been
granted by God in accordance with persistent rebellion
against His declared will in order that the rebellion
might be chastised and punished. Let these great
mistakes of man in the past urge us to choose Him
who is the wisdom of God ; Whom He has sent to
work for us righteousness and dellverance, Let us
choose Him as our king to go befora us to conquer all
His and our enemies,

SHOULD WE HAVE A PRESBYTERIAN
PUBLISHING HOUSE?

MR. EDITOR,—The question placed at the head of
this letter is one to which I should like, with your
kind permission, to call the attenticn of your readers.

Leok first at the position attained and the work
done by other denominational publishing houses, In
your own city there is a goed example of them in the
Methodist Book Room and Publishing House, ‘That
institution bas been in operation for more than halfa

centary and has prospered financially to such an ex.

tent that it has a capital stock worth more than a
hundred tbousand dollars. During the yearsof its ex-
isteace it hds dispeased a good healiby Christian lit-
erature to the Methodist churches and the general
community, which must have been of very great value,
It publiskes vasious Sabbath school periodicals, the
hymn books and other strictly denominational works
rejuired by the body, besides bringiog into circn-
lation a great deal of general literature of a goed and
odifying description. The fact that it has met with
such financial success shows-that its services have
been thoroughly eppreciated. People will not support
an institution unless it is really worth supporting, and
our MetHodist brethren who are a bighly practical peo-
ple have testified to the value of this book room by
sustaining it in a -vigorous ana flourishing condition,
and it {s not without good reagon that they have done
503 for this publishing ‘house has not only grown
wenithy Curing its past existence, bt lso annually

contributes a Jarge sum of money to the betevolent
funds ofthe Methodist Church, Ifwe mistakenot the
superannuation fund of the Church receives annually
alarge donation from this source. Inconncction with
tke same large and enterprising Church there is o
branch of the Toronto book.room in Montrea! and an
indescdant house in Hallfax,

1€ now we cast our eyes to theneighbouring Repub.
lic we have a still more magnificent example of de-
nominational publishing cnterprise in the Presbyterian
Board of Publication. It would be impossible, in the
space to which I wish to confine myself, to describe
th= good which has been and Is being done by this
great institution, We are familiar In our Canadian
Sabbath schools with the Sabhath school literature, in
theshapa of helps, periodicals and books, produced and
published by the Presbyterlan Board, And In addi-
tion it isthemeans of disseminating a very large body
of literature of a gencral kind, and also a great deal
partaking more or less ofa denominationalcharacter.
In theso days when so muchtrash ig theshape of books
ig scattersd broadcast throughout the land, who can
doubt the importance of ar institution which cffers
and brings within easy reach of the'people a sound,
good and cheap Chrirtian and general literature?
The Presbyterian Board does nos corfing itself to tho
publication of good literature. It Is agreat mission.
ary agency 22 well. Tt sends its literature by means of
colporteurs and ¢zt ‘aistsand missionaries throughout
thelength and * :adth of the Unitrd States and is
thus dolng a wotk of immense value,

In England, too, denominational publishifig houses
have been established and attained to great propor-
tions and done valuable work.

Now, we of the Presbyterian Church in Canada have
entered, but a short time ago, upon a new epoch of
out history. Weare strongandvigorous ; ournumbers
increasing ; cur wealth increasing ; ourterritory rapid-
iy growing larger ; urgent calls continually made upon
us to go on and take up wider possession of the land.
Has the time not come when we should consider
whetber an institution which has been so helpful
and so successful in other bodies and otber lands
might not hs established, with great advantage, by
ourselves? Will you kindly allow me space in your
valuable periodical for a few letters upon this ques-
ticn? And will your readers kindly give their calm
and patient attention to its conslderation ?

THE M'ALL MISSION IN FRANCE.

MR. Ep1TOR,—The readers of THE CANADA PRES-
BYTERIAN cannot be altogether ignorant of the McAll
Mission and its wonderful success and extensiop. It
began at first in an obscure and apparently unpromis.
ing part of Paris. It has now extended itself not only
in Paris, but outzide the walls as well as in many cities
and towns of France. Up to the end of 1882 there
were in all eighty mission stations with upwards of
13,000 sittings.  In Lyons, Bordeaux, Lille, Boulogne-
sur mer, LaRockelle, Montauban and Toulouse, Biar-
ritz and Bayonue, Dunkirk and a sumber of other
towns. The work has been begun and carried on
with very marked success.® During the year 1882 up-
wards of 10,500 religious meetings had been held at-
tended by upward of 717,000  Domiciliary visits had
been made to upwards of 12,500 families ; while 227,
252 Bibles, New Testaments, portions of Scripture,
books, tracts and illustrated papers had been circu-
{ated, In almost every place the people are not only
willing, but eager to veceive conies of the Scriptures
and evangelical books and tracts.
The blessing of God has, in 2 most marked way,
been vouchsafed to the missionary agents, and doors
are opened in every dirention. A severe trial was
experienced in the removal of the Rev. G. Theophilas
Dodds, who died a little more than a yearago; but
although this Leloved worker was in the providence of
God removed, the work still goes on and workers are
raised up for the worle
The quarterly report for Octnber, 1883, gives an in-
“teresting account of .the work done at Boulogne-sur-
mer on board the mission boat ¢ Antie  kindly put at
the disposal of Mr. McAll by Mr. X, Cook, of Portz-
.mounth., 7The ssrvicesonboard the ** Annie” attracted
‘many sailors‘and ‘others connected with the sea.
“They listened: attentively (o the. addresses, joined
. heactily in the siuging of hymns, and received gladly
tha eracts andillustrated papers which ware distributed.

"Epglish, Guman, Swedlsh and Norweglan sailors:

wero also met with, and many of them weredesply in-
terested,

The same quarterly report givesTa tost interesting
account of & misslonary round of visits'at Charenton,a
suburb of Parls, not wanting in Hoguenot memoties.
The missionary with a friend spent three days In this
missionary round, carrying a large baversack well
stored with Gospels, tracts and illustrated papers, In
almaost every casa these were thankfully recelved, and
meetings were well attended. At the closs a woman
remarked " at the church all they give us is holy
water § here we get & book and a shake of the hard.”
At another village they learned that'the village church
is abandoned, that out of a population of 650 not
twenty attend ‘mass. The conclusion they came to
was that now is a golden opportunity for winning
France to a pure Gospel. Town and country aliko
are ready for the Gospel.

THE LATE REV. D. M'CANNELL, B A., OF
CARBERRY, MANITOEBA.

In the early removal by death of the Rev, D. Mc.
Canuell, B.A,, minister of Carboiry and Petrel, in the
Presbytery of Manitoba, after & short illness, on the
evening of Tuesday, 3oth Oct., the Church sustaing a
severe loss,  Mr. McCannell was a native of Colling
wood, Ont., where his parents still reside.  Having re:
ceived the necessary trainiog in the schools of that
town, he entered Queen's College, Kingston, whers he
completed the full course of studies sa the spring of
1881, Shortly afterwards he recaved licence and
ordunauon from the Presbytesy of Kingston, with the
view of an appointment by the Home Mission Com-
mittee as a missiopary to the North-West, arnving in
Winnipeg a hittle over two years ago. After supply.
ing Springfield and Sunnyside for a few Sabbaths, he
was appointed by the Presbytery at its December
meetng to the large and important district known as
the Big Plain, where he entered upon duties of ths
most arduous kind with a cheerful earnestness that
secured for him the fullest confideace of the Presby-
tery and the highest esteem and warmest affection of
the people scattered over the large district of which he
nad charge. Possessed of exceptional strength and
vigour of mind and body, he threw himself into his
work. with an earnestness and enthusiasm that pro-
duced the gratifying results of two well organized
congregations, Oae, Carberry and Petrel, over which
he was regularly settled in May last, being salf-suse
taining and baving a handsome and comfortable
church, and another, Oberon, with associated stations
fast approaching the same position, ’

1n addition to the onorous duties of his own charge,
a large share of Presbytery work fell upon him, This
he aiways undertook with aunvarying readiness and
discharged with the greatest cheerfulness and faithful
ness. The last work hedud was to preach and presida
on the occasion of Mr, Wellwood's induction 1o the
charge of Minnedosa. Ia order to fill this appointe
ment he had to drive a distance of fifty miles. This
long 1oumney he undertook, the day betng one of the
most disagreeable ot the season, although feeling very
unwell before Ieaving home. Immediately after re.
turning home, he was prostrated with typhoid fever,
resulung after about thres weeks’ suffering in hls
death.

The early and unexpected removal of a young min-
ister, just when he bad laid the foundation of what
promised to be a lile of great uscfulness in the ser-
vice of Chusy, is indeed a striking proof that God's
ways are not our ways, nor His thoughts as our
thoughts, and emphasises anew the solemn injunction ;
“ Be ye also ready for y& know neither the day nor
the hour when the Son of man cometh,”

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SWEARING IN PUBLIC.

Profane languuge Is sinful and useless enough In all
cases, but the hebit of cursing ln the public streets is,
if possible, even more reprehensible ; for there people
who detest the practice are compelled to listen to it,
and those are not always absent who are easily led to
adopt tho custom, The fnnocent child, the 1nodest
Iady and the God-fearlog man are all at the mercy of
blasphemers when in the highways, and are often
forced to hear the most terrible oaths and wicked ex:
pressions, The laws agalnst profanity have been al.
most dead letters in many communitles for years, and
very little restralnt In this matter is imposed. In the
meantime oaths are frequéntly heard in all places
from the lips of oid and young,

Several newspapers have been taking this subject
Into consideration, aud it is to be hoped that the
attention of the public will be finally attracted, and
popular feeling, which is sometimes more efficacious
than the law, be aroused, so that a'chéck at least may
be put to thls growing evil,

How can the children’s mouths be keep free from
oaths when they hear them used at ¢very comer as
mediums of expressing anger, sutprise or joy, as the
case may be, by their elders—often respectable-look.

- Ing ... weli-behaved people in other ways? Wonder
is often expressed at infantile depravity among the
children who live in alleys and make a playground
of the streets. Is it not even more surprising, all
things considered, that they are not much worse?
They know litle of parents except as tyrants who
abuse and curse them, At home they have no re-
straints, and abroad they are generally allowed to
swear and fight without hindrance, provided their
wealthy neighbours are not troutled. In a few years
most of the boys so raised grow into the roughs who

* push and use profanity in the streets, loaf at the

corners, making rematks on passers by, and supply
the deeds of crime and debauchery descriptions of
which fill the columns of the daily papers.

But swearing s not confined to the poorer and less
educated classes. To their shame be it said, many
mea who bave been taught better allow words to pass
their teeth which they know are wicked and useless,
and which they would be sorry to bear upon the lips
of their childten. They forget that as heads of
familles they are entitled to filial respect they are in
some sense also exantples, The boy will bardly fail to
imitate his father, and when oaths appear to be a part
of that father’s manly attributes, will be likely to
adopt them. He may be reproved for it at home by
both parents, but ont of their hearing the words
coming to mind wmay soon be fcund upoa their lips,
and their effect upon other boys will make him think
that he bas done something remarkable, and feel an-
xious to display his temerity again, A mother’s loving
care may in a few cases counteract all this, but it is
hard for one parent’s counsel to combat with anotber’s
example,

Ladies’ society Las some restraining irfluence, but
if 2 young man koows that a young ladies father is in
the habit of swearing everywhers, her presence will
not Jopy act as a check upon him. So it follows that
at times oaths may be bandied in parlours as well ason
streets.

These are a few of the features of this growing vice,
and it Is time that the eyes of all good people should
be turned upon it in orderthat they may realize its ex-
tent and devise means for its suppression,

CHRISTIAN HOME TRAINING,

OME life is still one of the most powerful influ.
ences In the formation and development of
character. Parental Instruction and examplo possess
a value peculiatly their own, They can neither bo
replaced nor superseded. Soclal conditions chasnge,
but the paramount necessity of family training is not
removed by the altered condltions of social existence.
Do Christian people generally over-estimate the im.
portance of the domestic sanctities? Are thero not
in these days strong tendencies mbving In an opposite
direction? i !

In every branch of the Christian Crurch the Sab-
bath school i3 an impestant institution and a high
place is assigned it in popular esteem. It isdoing a
grand work, and is doubtless destined to accomplish
results more important than any it has yet achleved.
Those who value it most, and who with intelligence
and consecration seck the promotion of its efficlency
are the readiest to confess that it is not lntended to
interfere with parental obligation in the training of
the young., It {s no doubt in many instances supply-
ing the place of parents to numbers cf children, This
Is no reproach to carnest Sabbath school teachers,
but it is a reflection on too many professing . istian
parests. ‘Thero are thousands of self-denying earnest
sud intellipent instructors engaged in our Sabbath
schools. Yet the best of them cannot do the work
which Christlan parents can. delegate to no other,
Without, in the faintest degree, secking to lessen the
value or weaken the clalms of the Sabbath school,
it is but right to urga that parents should reallze more
vividly thelr own pexsonal responsibility in Jmpartisg
religions education to their owa children

There Is a general appreciation of the peed for this.
It finds expression in various forms  Ministers and
others are alive to the importance of the riligious and
moral training of the young. They see that to per-
mit successivo geaerations of children to grow up
«sithout moral and religivus instruction isto exdanger
the soclety of the future. Hence earaest appeals for
religlous instructicz in our common schoals, and the
carnest efforts to promote theefigiency of the Sabbath
school. While these discussiqus_are in progress it
would be foolish for parents to Wit listlessly till poli-
ticlans and moralists arrive at a mutual agreenient
likely to Iead to practical results, Even if 2 method
could be satisfactorily agreed upon by which Christian
etbics could be taught in every common school in the
Dominion, the parents’ personal 1esponsibility woul.!
remain undiminisked. Neither the Sabbath school
nor the common school can supply the pareats’ place,

It would bz easy to state objections tc this conten-
tion. Manycould no donbt plead inability ¢to impart
religious instruction to their children, and witH equal
truth urge that the, lscxed timd and opportunity.
These, however, are. pleas thyt, Christian pareats
should not bave tc present. Christians profess a
desire to grow in religious knowledge, and the study of
. the Scriptures with thelr children would be 3 valuable
incentive and ald. A portica of the Sabbath after-
nooa or ¢cvening might be profitably devoted to this
most important 2ad acdghitful duty, The blessing
accompanying the effort wonld be'manifold,

FEW weeks apo it was announced that Et Mehd)
the falss prozdet of the Soudan, had been de-
feated, dnd his aimy annihilated. It was at that time
further surmised that be himself was elther & fugitive
or had been slain, The telrgraph conveys speedy in.
telligence, but it Is pot always correct, Itsaccuracyls
vulnerable. It now turns out that tha latest pretendear
to supretnacy over the Moslem wotld is one of the most
promineat menin Egypt. Fozthe past few days omin.
ous reports of disaster to tae Egyptianarmy have baen
current. They now turn out to be only too well found.
ed

In most cases where there is fightiog ths respective
strength and movements ol the combatants are genes.
ally known. The presskeeps the public well informed
of the Incidents and fluctuations of a campaign wher-
ever it is carrled on. In the present case there bas
been g siogular silence as 1o the fortunes of the war
against the false prophet. The news of ths over-
whelming disaster bas taken people generally by sur-
prise. ‘The full extent of itis not yet known, but it is
of sufficient magnitude to cause dismay.

The accounts of the three days’ fight are at present
contradictory. ‘The forces under cominand of the re-
spective Ieaders are variously represented. Those of
HicksPasha are approximately about 10,000, while the
hordes of El Mehdi are reptesented as raoging from
200,000 to 20,000, Several regiments of the former
army are composed of troops who were engaged in
the rebellion under Arabi Pasha, It is not said that
they were mutinous, butthey fought withoutenthusiasm,
while those following the green banner of the prophet
bore themselves hike men inspited. One account of
the conflict leaves the 1mpression that the Egyptian
forces were victortousafter a hard fought fghbt of three
days at El Obeid and were afterwards led into an am.
buscade by a treacherous guide and there massacred.
Another report represents that Hicks’ army was bomne
down in the three days’ fight in the open field and an-
nibilated. Of the uuer deieat of the Eggptian army
there is no doubt. The results of this upezpected
occurrence may be very momentous,

‘There are no forces in Egypt capable of resisting
this {formidable following of E) Mehdi. Flushed with
victory they may advance northward, Egypt slowly
recovering irom the effects of Arabi Pasha’s rising, is
in no condition to deal eflectively with thisnew danger
that mancces ber existence, There is also the added
danger of Turkish intrigue. Though the claims of the
Falss Prophet are incompatible with those of the Sul-
tan it is not impossible that an understandipg might
be arrived at between them, There certainly was
such an understanding between the Porte and Arabi
Pasha. England hasa deep interest in Egypt at the
present time.  The work of crushing the late rebellion
and restoriog peace and order to a distracted cotntry
is undone. Will she permit affairs to take their course
in Egypt, or will she take prompt and effective
measures for avenging thedufeat of the Egyptian army
in the Soudan and ‘arresting the victorious march of
El Mebdi? In any casetliedisaster of El Obeid will
iead to important conseguences not dreamt of a few
vrecks ago.

THE RBV, SIR HANRY WEL;.WOOD AMON-
CRIEFF,

AN OTHER of the dlsruption worthles of the Free

Church of Scotland has passed away. The Rev.
Sir Heory Wellwood Monctiefr died at Edinburgh on
the morning ¢f Sabbath, the fourth of November. He
had attained aripe old uge. He occupied a place of
honour and influence in the Free Church and was
much respected far beyond his own ccclesiastical com-
munlon,

Sir Henry began his ministry in the Patish of Bal-
demock In 1836, Next year he was settled in the
pastorate of East Kilbride, where men who have risen
todictinction In the ranks of the ministry began thels
labours. Taking a deep interest in the burning ques-
tlons that led to the disruption of 1843 he cast in his
lot with the Free Church, In 1853 Sir Henry accept-
cd a call to Free St. Cuthbert's, Edinburgh, In which
city ho remained till the closeofhis life. His intimate
acquaintance with all questions of Church consti-
tutional law was widely .recognized and led to his ap-
pointment in 1869 as clerk of the Assembly which office
hio held at the time of his death.

The Rev. Sir Henry Moncrieff possessed a singularly
clear and logical mind. He was distingulshed by a
splrit of great fairness and impartiality. He had bot
littlo sympatby with the younger vrogressive schoo!
of the Free Church, \When the negotiations fcr union
with tho United Presbytesian Church wero in progress
Sir Henry took an active part in the interesting dis-
cussions that characterized the union movement.
Sinceits fallure he has acted cordially with the more
conservative section of the Fres Church, working in
pretty close harmony with Dr. Begg. ‘The movement
in the direction of discstablishment did not commend
itself to his mind, and it met with his consistent though
temperate opposition.

In the death of Sir Henry Wellwood™ Moncrieff the
Free Church bas lost one of its most distinguished and
worthy sons. His life and attainments were devoted
to its services, but his fise Christian sympathles were
not coafined by denominational restrictions, His
Christianity was large.hearted, catholicand evangeli-
cal, and his name will be associated with Chalmers,
Cunningham, Candlish, Gutheris and Begg in the
history ot the Free Church of Scotland

KNOX COLLEGE METAPHYSICAL AND
LITERARY SQCIETY,

wards of $1,200 hava already beea subscribed by mem-
bers of Knox Church, for 1883, Mr. Mackay waited
also on a few of the members of Old St Aadrew's,
Central and Charles Street Churches with very satls
factory results, St. Andrew’s, Toronto, has been
appropriating one filth of each Sunday collection since
13t July to this object, and special contributions will be
added for the present year in order to help inthe suc-
cessful launching of the scheme, Central Church,
Hamuilton, which was visited by Mr. Macdonnell on the
18th inst, will probably give at thy rate of $2,000 a
year, and MacNab Street, Hamilton, it Is hoped, at the
rate of $1,000, Thus the work goes biavely on, and
while the stronger city congregations are tsking the
lead in devising liberal things in this matter, it is
eamestly hoped that many of our large country congre-
gations will follow not very fat behind.

Cochrane, the representative of the Assembly’s Home
Mls “on Committee, on the Scheme for the Augmenta-
tion of Stipends, the Presbytery record thelr great
satisfaction with the manper in which Dr. Cochrane
discharges his duty in this matter, express their entire
sympathy with the plan proposed and resolve to take
acticn in the matter forthwith, It wasagreed to dsafer
consideration of the remits till next meeting.

THE LESSON OF PETER COOPERS LIFE,

In an anecdotal paper on Peter Cooper, in the December
“ Century” (the frontispiece of which 1s 2 portrait of the
philanthropist) the wnter, Mre. Susan N. Carter, says:
** The tughest lesson taupht by Mr. Cooper was the lesson
of his own life. As much as, or more than any one I ever
knew, Mr. Cooper solved the problem: ‘Is life worth
lining 2°

““Observing him carefully for o long series of years, it
appeared that certain parts of his natace were culiivated 1n-
tentionally, as the 1esult of a wisdom which discriminated
what was zcally worth caring for from what was not worthy
of pursuit.  Personal ambitions ot selfish aims had no weight
with him, and disappointments and annoyances which would
have left deep wounads with many passed oft from him with
scatcely an observation. He was most kind and loving ;
but if ke were uselully employed, no domestic loss or separ.
atior from friends seemed to touch his bappiness seriously,
He spoke often of his preference for plaio liviog, and his
habits were as simple as those of a child. Love of pomp or
display never touched hum 1n the slightest, and he had an
innocent openness of character which concealed nothing.
Never, ander any cucumsiance, did he show a parucle of
malignity, revenge, ot meanness, If peopls disappointed
bim, he passed over the wound it made and let his mind
dwell op something more sausfactury.  Swedesburg's
phrase, ‘the wisdom of inoocence,” often cccurred to wy
mind in observing Mr. Cooper. He knew shat was wise,
and to that his heart was piven. Sensitive as any yourg
man in all works of sympathy or kindness, the faean and
bad ways of the world fcll off from his perception.

** So his life passed in New York and in the Cooper
Union, screne, happy, and contented.  With ‘honour,
love, obedience, hosts of friends,” he was an example and

PRESBYTERY OF OTTAWA.—~The Presbytery of
Ottawa met on the sixth day of Novamber. Rew.
Gecrge McKay, of Osgoode, moderator. Thero wars
sixteen ministers and six clders present. Messrs,
Warden, Christie, Archibald and A. McLaren, belng
pres¢nt were invited to it 23 corresponding members.
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Messrs, White, Armstrong and Ami were added to
the committee oa the studies of Mr. P. S. Vernler.
Tha sesslon records of Daly Street Church, Ottawa,
Rochestorville, Hull, Carp and Kinburn were attested
in the usual form, The committes on the Revision of
Questionsfor PresbyterialVisitation not belng prepared
to report was continued. In the absence of Mr, Clark,
Dr. Moora reported that East Gloucester had been de-
clared vacant. Mr. Farries, convener of Home Mis.
sion Committee of Presbytery, submitted his repont.
He called attention specially to the Scheme for the
Augmentation of Ministers’ Stipends. Mr. Warden, of
Montreal, presentas a deputy from the Home Mission
Committee was heard on this scheme. He gaveafull
explaoation of the scheme, and answered such questions
as werc proposed in connection with it, after which
Mr. Armstrong moved, seconded by Mr. Farries
and agreed : “that the Preshytery thank Mr. Warden
for his lucid explanation of the Assembly's Scheme for
the Augmentation of Ministers’ Stipends, and assure
him that this Presbytery will use their best endeavours
to carry out the Assembly’s directions.”” Deputations
in connectlon with the augmentation scheme were
appointed as follows :—Fitzroy Harbour, etc., Dr.
Moore ; L'Origoal, etc,, Mr, Cavea ; Cumberland, Mr.
Caven; Russell and Metcalfe, Mr. Armstrong ;
Nepean and Bell’s Corners, Dr. Moore and Mr. White ;
Manotick and South Gloucester, Mr. Clark; Rich.
mond aad Stittsville, Mr. Bennett ; Alymer, Mr. Far-
ries ; Osgoode and Kenmore, My, Farties; Notth
Gower, Mr. Clark ; Aylwin and Desert, Mr, Whillans ;
Rochesterville, Messrs. Farries, Armstrong and E. H.
Bronson. The reports of these deputations to be all
in by the 25th of December. East Gloucester, being
vacant was left in the hands of Mr. Clark, interim
moderator of session, to be dealt with when a callis
moderated in. It was also agreed that certain con-
gregations self-supporting should be visited ; and that
Mess “v_ies (commissioner), Dr. Moore, Arm.
strong ~E. H. Bronson be a committee to take
charge of the whole work in connection with the aug-
mentation scheme, and report to Presbytery from
time to time till the work is completed. A Presbyter-
ial certifitate was granted to Rev. Mzr. S. Oxley, B.A.,
and letters of transference to the Rev. A, F. Kemp,
LL.D., from this Presbytery to the Presbytery of
Hamilton. The report of the committee to prepare
minutes on the removal of Messrs. McDiarmid and
Bayne from this Presbytery to the Presbytery of
Brockville was received and the clerk instructed to
forward copies of said minutes to Messrs, McD:armid
2nd Bayne. Mr, McCusker, who appeared for exam-
ination with a view to entering upon a course of study
preparatory to the work of the holy ministry, was ex-
amined and his examination sustained ; and the Pres-
bytery agreed to certify bim accordingly. A resolu-
tion of condolence with Mr, Clark in bis great sorrow
was passed in the following tarms :—** That the Pres-
bytery of Ottawa have heard with deep sorrow of the
great afiliction which has befallen their brother, the
Rev. G. M. Clark, in the death of his wife. They
assure Mr. Clark of their heart-felt sympathy with him
in his bereavement, and their prayer that it roay please
the great Head of the Church to grant bim such sup-
port in his trial that he may be able by his holy resig-
nation to the divine will to witness a good confession of
his faith, so that this afflictiop may in the end be both
10 his own spratual profit and the good of the Church.
Mr. Caven was appointed convener of the commattee
on education in the Province of (juebec in the stead
of Mr. Bayne. It was agreed to hold Conference on
Sabbath Schools and French Evangelization at the
February meeling. Presbytery adjourned to meet on
the first Tuesday of February, :n Koox Church, at
half-past ssven p.m.—JOSEPR WHITE, Pres, Clerk,
PRESBYTERY OF GUELPH.—ThLis Presbytery metin
Kacx Church on the 20th inst., waslargely attended and
a great amount of business transacted.  After reading
and sustaining the minutes of last meeting, and invitiog
the Rev. D. J. Macdonzell, of St. Andrew’s Church,
‘Toronto, to sit as a corresponding member, the Pres-
bytery proceeded to take up the statistical and finan.
cial returns irom congregations in the bounds as they
are published with the minutes of the General Assem-
bly. Theclerk submitted atabulated statementhe had
prepared of the aversge sums contributed by families
and commonicants towards stipend, tbe schemes of
the Church and all purposes, and showing the com-
parative proportion by each. Atfter some deliberation
it was agreed to thank him for the labour he had ex-
pended, and to refer the report to a committes with
instructions to report thergon at aext ordinary meet-

ing. Mr. Cameron reported from the Committee on
Conferences, recommending that sald Conferences be
held in Knox Church, Acton, beginning on the third
.Tuesday of January, 1884, the one on the State of
Religlon in the afternoon of that day, the one on
Temperance in the evening, and the onc on Sabbath
schools beginning on Weduesday forenaon. A Com-
mittee was appuinted to consider matters contained
in the proceedings of the General Assembly calling
for Presbyterinl notice. Reports of missionary depu-
tations were delayed till meeting. Mr. Torrance re.
ported that he had moderated in a call in Knox Church,
Guelph, which had come out unanimously in favour of
Mr. R. J. Beattie, of Port Hope, The call and rela-
tive documents were preduced, and commissloaers
from the session and congregation were heard. The
call having been sustained was ordered to be for-
warded to the Presbytery of Peterborough with the
request that they tzke all necessary steps to have it
placed in Mr. Beattie’s bands, and Mr. Torrance was
appointed commissioner from this Presbytery to
prosecute it before that court, The Presbytery took
up the resignation by Mr. Fisher of his pastoral charge
of the congregation of Knox Church, Elora. Proof
was produced that the congregation had heen cited to
appear for its interests at this meeting. Commis-~
sioners were heard who spoke in warm terms of the
value set upon Mr. Fisher’s labours, in which he had
beea abundant, and of the attachment of his people to
him, and the same thing was stated in a resolution
adopted by the congregation, a copy of which was
read. After due deliberation, in the course of which
several members of the court expressed their esteem
for Mr. Fisher, the resignation was accepted, and the
clerk was authorized to take steps for having the pul-
pit declared vacant on the first Sabbath of December.
Mr. Mullan was appointed moderator of session dur-
ing the vacancy. Mr, D. J. Macdonnell who was
appointed for the purpose by the sub-committee of
the General Assembly’s Home Mission Committee,
addressed the Presbycery on the scheme proposed for
the Augmentatton of Ministers’ Stipends, explaining
the nature of the scheme, entering fully into thr, details
of its woiking, showing the amount required to be
raised in the western section of the Church in order to
its successful operation, and the proportion of this
that should be contributed by congregations in the
bounds of the Guelph Presbytery, namely $4 s500.
Afterwards a Committes was appointed to take chasge
of the matter. A memorial was read from certain
persons in Garafraxa, declaring their adherenceto the
faith, doctrine, worship and discipline of the Presby-
terian Church in Canada, and desiring to be admitted
to the status of a congtegation, with a statement of
the amount they were willing to pay for supply of
preaching. Parties were heard in explanation and
support of the meworial, after which it was resolved
that it be received, and that the clerk be instructed
to notify sessions likely to be efiected if its request
were granted. A report was presented from the Com-
mittee to Preston, containing recommendations, one
to theeffect that the sale of the church there beallowed
to proceed, the second that the Presbytery press its
claim of right to the two lots originally purchased as
a site for 2 manse, but which had been disposed of
without their autbority, and the third that, as the
English speaking portion of the congregation had
raised their allowance for the supply of preaching, the
treasurer of the Presbytery be authorized to pay any
balances that may be due for that supply. The
auditor’s report and the report of the Committee on
Church Property were submitted and approved. Some
other matters of minor importance were disposed of,
after which the Presbytery adjourned to meet in
Knox Church, C 1ph, on Friday the 7th December,
attea o’clock, f. =«noon, and the next regular meetiogy
was appcinted to be held in Knox Church, Acton, on
the third Tuesday of January, 1884, at the same hour.
The Roll baving been called and marked, the proceed.
