BRIGHT'S DISEASE.
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Tue death of the Rev. George Moberly, D.C.L,,
tishop of Sulisbury, is anngunced.  He was born i
1803, graduated at Oxford 1n 1825, and beeamne suc-
cessively Fellow and T'utor in Balliol College, public
cxaminer and sclect preacher before the University.
In 1835 he was appointed head master of Winchester
School. In 1868 he was the Bampton Lecturer, and
in 1869 was made Bishop of Salisbury. He was the
author of several volumes of sermons, including a work
entitled : “Sayings of the Great Forty Days,” with
an Examination of Mr. Newman's Theory of Devel-
opment.

Smith, an endowment, cqual to the estimated value of
the gift of the founder of the institution, has been
made specially for the higher cducation of women, to
be utilized in maintaining a scparate special course or
college for women, where they will be trained up to
the standard now required for the I3.A. examinations,

IT was taken for granted that hostilities between
France and China had ceased, and that the treaty of
peace had been concluded, and yct an uneapected out-
break has occurred at Hué  The Annamese rose
suddenly and attacked the French, inflicting consider-
able injury, and destroying mur h valuable property.
This, however, may be regarded as only the expiring
flicker of the Franco-Chinese conflagration, not seri-
ously endangering the peace so recently concluded.
In Madagascar French avms have met with a very
decided reverse.  The Hovas are a brave people and
have striven hard to defend their island from French
aggression.  For the present they have mnflicted a
scvere defeat on the invaders, and are determined to
make a resolute defence  An additional vote of credt,
amounting to nearly two and a half million dollars,
and reinforcements numbering 4,000 men, have been
asked for in the French Chamber of Deputies.

CHOLERA has for weeks been making awful havoe
in Spain. The southern part of the Peninsula has
been swept by its destructive force.  The death rate
has been appalling, about 10,000 hives have already
been lost by- this dread scourge.  The epidemic has
at length made its appearance in the capital, and it is
to be feared that during the heated term the death
roll will be large. The-desolation of the southern
provinces 1s ternble to contemplate.  Business is
panalyzed, and all who can escape from the -infected
districts flee to places where the contagion has not
reached. It is stated that where cholera has done
the greatest injury the sanitary conditions-were just
such as to invite the approach of disease. Cleanliness,

personal, domestic and municipal, is certainly bemng
enforced with tremendous emphasis.  ‘The United
States authorities have made arrangements for the
strictest enforcement of adequate quarantine regulas
tions to exclude cholera and yellow-fever if possible.

Tir London Chrisitan Horldisays that Dr. Dyke's
recent telling address at the Exeter Hall ve.unton may
lead to same practical step being taken to reach the
artisans in the large centres of population.  There
are several buildings connected wath the Churdh i
London admuably adapted for cfforts of this kind, of
strong congregations can be induced to take them in
hand. Thereis a prabability of a permanent super-
intendent evangelist being set apart for the oversight
of such a work, as suggested by Dr Gibson.  Aud the
Home Mission work of the English Vresbytenan
Church will rest on a.new basis for the futue. While
the Centrut Committee condinues to meet regularly in
Londan, it is formed into three divisions, the members
of each of which can associate other persons with
them, and sv constitute a Iistnet Board, the thiee
headquarters bemg London, Liverpool, Newcastle,
and these have the power of distributing the whole
of the money ratsed within their districts on Home
Mission work.

A Majurny of the Donumon Senate have shown a
marvellous degree of persistency in their endcavours
It cannot be shown that
the Canathan people have changed their opmions
respecting its value as a means of greatly restricting
the vice and crine of drunkenness.  Thealienity with
which large majoritics in somany counties have adop-
ted the Act has toused an unlooked-for opposition.
The liquor mterest has used every cffort to defeat the
law. It has had its agents at Ottawa usipe every en-
deavour to prevent the Act getung fawr play. A maj-
ority of the House of Commons voted against the
Senate's amendment, permtting the sale of wines and
Leer in countics where the Act was in force.  With
marvcllous persistency the latter body of Canadian
legislators have replaced the amendment. Final ac-
tion for the session is awaited with interest. That
this temporary check to progressive legislation will
end the agitation no onc behieves.  The earnest Tem-
perance reformers of Canada by whose cflorts the
movement has attamned its present proportion, will only
cease when complete success crowns their work.

FATHER ANDRE, Supeniur of the Roman Catholic
Mission in the Carleton District, N, 1L, writes a
long letter to the Winnipeg Free Jress, in which he
says some very severe things concerning Lows Riel,
and repudiates on behalf of his Church all comphaty
with the rebellion.  The trial of the rebel leader and
his associates, and full inquiry into the causes of the
recent rising of Half-Breeds and Indians will enable
the public to judge where the responsibility rests.
Mcantime passiunate accusations and no less passion-
ate disavowals will neither help matters nor bring out
the truth. In onc of his lines of defence, Father
Andrchas egregiously blundered.  The candid ecclesi-
astic does not say in 0 many words that the ministers
of other denominations fled from their charges to c¢s-
cape danger. To insinuate that they did s about as
cowardly as to run away from one's post of duty when
danger threatens, In Father Andre’s own town of
Prince Albert our missionary, the Rev. W, McWilliam,
remained all through the disturbances ; so did the
brethren at Battleford and Edmonton.  Father Andre
docs not nced to strike below the belt in his own de-
fence.

THE crime of suicide is obviously on the ¢ rease
What are the causes, physical and moral, of thisin-
crease ? The sound mind in a sound bLuedy is not
given to suicidal inclination. This state of things
clearly indicates the growth of moral disorder, the ab-
sence of self-restraint, and parental training when so
many - young people are found yiclding to so desper-
ate an impulse. The Chicago Zridune declares that

Among these e seve
eral boys from eleven to seventeen years, who sui-
cided because of a reprimand from a father or
mothier; one boy of cleven suicided because he had
to take medicine ; another beeause he failed of adinis-
sion to @ college; another from reading  about
a suicide : several of both sexes, quite youny, because
their parvents would not allow them to marry,  The
suivide of a young girl by drowning at Rockfield, 1ih.
nois, developed several cases of suraidal mana among
young gurls —one of them, Nellie Canfield, grand-niece
of Ahraham Lincoln, who shot herself ina New Jersey
Loarding-school,

Tut following strungly worded resolution, none too
much so for the occasion, signed by Rev. Dr, Mec-
Gregor, Maderator gro fem., appears in several of
our Maritime Province exchanges : At a joint meet-

small measure in repairing the injury done.

IN a comprehensive article, written in an admirable
spint, the Belfast Hitness has the following among
other references to the Canadian Chureh @ But besides
these Home Missions, so lorge and overwhelming in
their dimensions, the Canadian Presbyterian Church
sustains over twenty missionaries—male and female—
hesides native helpers, in five distinet Foreign Fields—
w the New Hebrides, 1in l’olyncsu’a, amonyg the coolies
of Trimdad, among the Indians of the North-West
Territury, in Formosa and Central India. Nor are
the young overlooked as fellow-helpers in the great
harvest ficld, for the cluldren of the Canadian Church,
besides assisting in various other ways, support four
or five Zenana schools, and provide for forty orphans.
And such is the missionary spirit iving in the Church
that in last March 143 students volunteered for evan-
gelistic work in the summer months, while the givings
of the people for all church purposes amount to the
large sum of £2 11s. per member annually. Now for
a Church about the size of our Presbyterian Church in
Ireland, or a very little larger, to maintain in strength
her settled congregations, support six colleges and 640
mission stations, follow after and supply with ordin-
ances the crowds of emigrants coming to occupy her
virgin soil, take her full sharc in permeating with
Christian influences five millions of people covering a
territory as Iarge as Europe, besides stretching out her
hands of help and hope—ecast to China and Central
India, west to Trinidad, north to the Northern
Indians on the shores of the Arctic, and south to the
Polyncsians in the Antarctic—surely shows a Church
alike earnest and zcalous, and therefore pre-eminently
worthy of our sympathy and awd.  If our Presbyterian
Church in Ireland were called upon'to sustain mission
stations in France and Germany, around Rome and
Jerusalem, and had the task of sending missionaries
to an ever-increasing population over such an area, it
would be nothing more than the burden willingly

borne by the Canadian Church,
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SLEEPING IN CHURCH.

The season for sleeping in church has come,  With
some people this scason lasts all the year round.
Thar time is all the time.  Many, however, snoore
in the sanctuary during the summer months who
would not think of sleeping at any otherscason.  June,
July and August are the months during which they
shut their cyes to make their sense of hearing moie
acute.

Some years before his death, Dr. Guthric wor-
shipped in a church in the North of Scotland.  Six
hundred persons were present and the Doctor declared
that the whole 6oo were asleep at once.  The session
of the slumbering 6oo teok him to task for making
such a statement, and the Doctor defended himself by
saying that, if they were not asleep, “they struck a
very suspicious amitudc.,” In some congregations
nearly everybody sleeps at some time or other during
‘the service.  This contributor worshipped in a church
some years ago in Ontario, in which every grown man
and woman he could sec from where he sat slept during
the service,  No doubt those he didn't see slept as
soundly us their neighbours, ‘They did not all sleep
atonce. Most of them slept during the sermon, but
some preferred the reading of the chapter, while one
had a decided preference for sleep during the singing,
One or two slept two or three times.  There are men
Swho can take several sleeps during an ordinary scr-
vice. There is much more sleeping in church than
good people like to admit.  Very few ministers like
to stop in the middle of a sermon on a hot day and
say: * My friends, if thosc of you who are asleep in
the bady of the church don't stop snoring so loudly,
you will disturb those who are asleep in the gallery !”
That little smipromptu was actually delivered by an
Ontario minister, and he was not a very humorous
man cither.  In some parts of Scotland it seems to
be taken for granted that slecping is one of the privi-
leges of the sanctuary. ‘That must have been the idea
of the woman whose husband’s insomnia baftied the
fanuly doctor. The doctor told her he had tried all the
remedies known to the profession, but could not put her
husbandtosleep. * Now,doctor,” satd she, “ginwecould
tak’ him tae the kirk ! 1t 1s not hard to tell at least
onc of the purposes for which her -church vas used,

The causes that produce sleep m  church are
various.  With many it is a habut that has grown
upon the sleepers unconsciously, and has grown to
such strength that they cannot shiake it off. They
know that it"is an abominable, irreverent and sinful
habit, but habits long indulged in are powerful and
often bind even good men against therr will.  Bad
ventilation produces much sleep in church,  Many
churches scem to have been constructed for the pur-
pose of slumber. They are badly hghted, are kept
perfectly closed during the week, and on Sabbath
pure ir is kept out more carefully ¢han Satan. Some
of the people have a superstitious dread of draughts,
and will not allow the windows to be opened.  They
do not know that foul air nroduces more colds- than
moderate draughts, and they breathe the foul air
cheerfully. Men who have been in the pure, open air
all week sit down in that foul, stuffy atmosphere, and
they are asleep before they know. DBad health makes
some people sleep.  ‘There are conditions of the di-
gestive organs that make the maost devout hearer
slecpy. A man in that condition is more to be pitied
than blamed. In Canadian tewns and cities over-
work on Saturday evening causes a large proportion
of Sabbath slumber. Stores are kept open until eleven
o'clock or,perhaps, even longer. Theemployes gohome
at midnight so tited that they can scarcely walk.
‘They arc not half rested on Sabbath morning, and
when they sit down in church nature goes in scarch of
“tired nature’s sweet restorer, balmy sleep.”  Whois
responsible for the sleep in church caused in this way ?
Not the worn-out workers who sleep. Not the mer-
chants whose business places have been kept open
until ncar Sabbath morning.  The people whodo their
shopping late on Saturday night arc responsible.
They arc the sinners. In many Ontario tewns and
cities Saturday night is the principal night for bis-
iness. The stre~ts are crowded.  The stores are full.
People who rarely go “ down town® during the week
always take a tramp on Saturday evening. They would
not think that the week had been properly rounded ofi

if they did not take a promenade and a run through
the stares late on Saturday night.  This habit not only
makes employes in stores sleep In church- it keeps
hundreds out of church altogether.  And yet many of
the peaple who thus conduct themselves on Saturday
cvening are church-gaing people themselves.  Many
of them are members of churches. It is right that
Christian people should combine to"stop Sabbath ex-
cursions and stamp out Sabbhath newspapers. ‘This
husiness of turnjng out on Saturday evening and keep-
ing stores open until midnight does a thousand times
moreharm than & Sabhath newspaper during war time ;
but nobody s=ens to take any notice of it.  Sabbath
newspapers are or were published in Toronto alone ;
but this form of Sabbath desceration exists over all
the country. 1t opposes the work of Christ directly

in every town and city in the Domimon.  And what

is worse- -much of it is carried on by professing Chris-
tian people,

Wethinkwe hearabout 10,000rcadersof THE PrESHY-
TERIAN shout : * Preachers arc responsible for much
of the sleeping in church.” Thatis just what we are
coming to. Some preachers arc undoubtedly to blame
for much of the slecping in their churches.  Pulpit
humdrum has marvellous power asa soporific. Mono-
tony in matter and delivery makes men sleep as
soundly as Adam slept when Eve was taken out of his
side. It would almost seem as if some sermons were
constructed and delivered for the purpose of putting
people asleep. At all events, they produce that cffect
with painful regularity.  But let it be remembered
that some hearers would sleep under any preacher.
At lcast one young man went to sleep under the
preaching of Paul.  Paul must have been a rousing
preacher and the matter of his sermons was good,
but he could not keep all his Troas congregation
awake. Futychus fell asleep, although hesat on a
window sill on the third storey. If all the people in
Ontario who sleep in ¢l vrch should fall as far as
Eutychus did, there would be an alarming deciease in
our population,

But before we condemn too severely any minister
for putting people asleep, let us consider some of the
difficulties he has to contend against.  He preaches
in the humdrum style, does he? A good many ofhis
congregation think that is the right style for preach-
ing If he preached in a lively style they would
say he was not pious. They believe that picty and
humdrum are as closcly related astwins, Heis'/cazy,
is he? Butif be preackedin a fresh, crisp, pointed and
interesting style, some of the people would he sure to
say he was not deep.  The good man has to say a
number of incomprehensible things every Sabbath to
keep his hold on that portion of his congregation who
like to hear about the subjective and objective, the
absolute and infinite.  They would lose all confidence
in their winisterif they understood him.  He 1s mone-
touons, is he?  Butif he spoke inany other way sume
of his good people would say he was theatnical and
that would kill him.  He is dr//, is he?  Quite likely,
but don't you know that if he was anything clse a
number of his people would say he was not dignificd.
Itis rather 100 bad to force a man to preach n such
a way as to put people asleep, and then blame him
because they are asleep. Some of the people who
sleep the most are the very men who demand the
style that puts them asleep.  That may be onc reason
why they like it

A REMARKABLE CAREER.

——

A STORY QF REAL LIFE,

[The following narrative was given before the Pres.
bytery of Montreal, July 7, 18835, by the Rev. Princi-
pal MacVicar, LD, LI.D,, Presbyterian College, and
is published at the unanimous request of the brethren,
in the belief that it will scrve to elicit increased inter-
est and prayer in behalf of those throughout our Do-
minion who are struggling after intellectual and spiri-
tual light and freedom. ]

1 first met T. Zotique Lefebvre in the year 1863, i
the course of iy pastoral visitations as minister of the
Free Church, Cote Street, Montreal. He was then a
boy of ten or cleven years old and inthe service of Mr.
James Fleicher, milkman. Having read and prayed
with the family, as [ was leaving, Mr. Fletcher’s sis-
ter Agnes, said to me- * You must speak to the
French boy, Zotique”  She rccompanicd me to the
birn door where I found him busy upon a load of

hay He was the picture of health, vigour and intel-

ligence. ‘The ruddy glow upon his cheeks and
sparkling animation of lhis quick, dark eyes nught
have cnabled him to pass for a lad just fresh over
from the most highly-favoured parts of Scotland or
lrefand. U ealled b down from the load of hay,
and asked if he could read, e said he could read
a little French, I gave him a French Testament
which chanced to be in my pocket, and heard hun
read a few verses in the Gospel by St John, He
had been taught to read English by Agnes Fletcher,
who had, herself, been brought to the knowledge of
the Saviour in thie great revival  the North of Ire.
land, and has ever since continued devotedly to serve
the Master. [ invited Zotique to attend my Sabbath
school. It was my custom, and one to which I now
look back with satisfaction, to advise young people
of all sorts to join my Sabbath schoel and Bible
class. He, of course, did not know what a Sabbath
school meant. Roman Catholics follow no such
methods s ours of Biblical instruction.  He agreed,
however, to attend and did so regularly and with decp-
cstinterest.

But here I must go aside to say that he was the son
of a widow of limited means, residing near New
Glasgow, about thirty miles from Montreal. He had
come into the city to make his own way as best ge
could, and was, as his family :Td ancestors had
always been, a devout Roman Catholic, counury
beads, wearing a scapulary to scare away the dev),
praying to saints and angels and especially to the
Vargin Mary who, sad to say, is more honoured n
this Province than Jesus Christ.

The pious influcuce of the humble home of the
Fletchers told upon his youthful mind, and their pains-
taking dihgence in teaching him’to read and in point.
g hun to “the Lamb of God who taketh away the
s of the world ” furnishes an example that wight
well be universally followed by Christian masters and
mistresses in dealing with their servants, It was not
many months until his Sunday school teacher called
to tell me that Zotique was a real convert, i believe
in the gospel.  Glad of this grood news I advised him
to continuc his instruction and seck especially to es
tablish him in the faith. 1 took occasion to come
into personal contact with the lad—to examine and
teach him- -and was fully satisfied that the teachers
opinion was correct.

As ume passed thoughts of home often rose in his
nind, and he expressed a strong desire to visit his
mother and family. He felt that he had somethingto
tell them, and was impatient at the thought of putting
his light uader a bushel. He was cager to cnric
those he loved with the'treasures of the kingdom., V.t
could not but think with anxiety and some measureof
fear of his return into thoroughly Romish surround:
ings. We have scen cnough to know what ths
means. But he had no fear. Armed with the liuk
French Testament Le had reccived he believed him-
sclf fit, with the promised help of his Saviour, to mett
and withstand the entreaties of relatives and the skil
of the priest—and he was right.

Earlyin the fall of 1867 he made the proposed visit,
and frankly told his religious experience, and the nes
light he had received. They were filled with conster-
nation as he read from the Gospel and claimed tous
derstand and believe it.  To persons from whom the
Word of God is carcfully withheld, and who are taugh
that itis wicked for them to suppose that any but priests
and bishops can compreliend its meaning, it scemed
blasphemy to hear a mere lad read and explain it
His mothcer earnestly besought him to give up the book
and hasten to make confession and submission to the
priests. A bachelor uncle offered to give hin bs
farm if he would do so. The priest rcasoned with hig
told him of his rashness, ignorance and mortal sin s,
the course he was pursuing, plied him with leamed;
arguments and terrible threats, but all to no purpose”
He was firm and immovable, and found something &
his Testament to meet cverything they could advance
They were equally unyielding, and after several weeks,
spent in this way he begged again and again to beat
lowed to return to-Montreal.  Finally his mother
luctantly consented. It was a sad parting on bo-
sides—the mother grieved beyond utterance at the
errors of her child, and the lad constrained to follor.
the truth in spite of his warm filial affection. But k
must go. He had even then learned that fidelity to°
the Saviour is supreme and hinperative.  He sct od,
on foot to make the thirty miles journey. He hadret,
walked more than gvep or cight miles until he 3

1
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overcome for a moment by thoughts ofhis mother and
his home. e stopped. *I turned back about half-
an-acre,” ns he afterwands expressed it to me,  “1
stopped ng’un and uneovered my head and made this
prayer : ¢ Lord, dircct me this one day.”  ‘Then 1 felt
in my heart that I must come into Montreal.” 1t was
the turning point in his life.  He came in weary and
{oot-sore, and was heartity wetcomed by his old friends
who were anxiously wondering what had berome of
him. He was soon followed by his mother and
brother and sister, who applied 1o Mayor Villeneuve,
of the village of Ste Jean Baptiste who at once had
him arrested and lodged in gaol.  ‘This was on Tues

day, October 15, 1867. Mr. Fletcher brought me the
news of his imprisonment as 1 was on the platform of
the Bonaventure Hall at a meeting in the interests of
French Evanpelization.  Without a moment’s deiay,
accompanicd by the late Mr. Des Islet, for some time
Principal of the Pointe-aux-Trembles Schools, we set
out to try to cffect his release.  We had not gone
far when it occurred to me that our journey would be
in vain, and I suggested that the best thing for us to
do was to follow the example of the Apostohe Church
when Peter, the so-called first Pope, was in gaol,and go
home and pray for our prisoner. \We did, and heard
nothing ofhim for two days when he appeared in my
louse and told his own story. He was in gaol only one
night.  Mayor Villeneuve brought him out and ex-
amined him in the morning.  * Is it true,” said he,
“that you arc going to become a Protestanti” * No,”
said Zotique, “ I Zaze Lecome one.”  * You ought to
be ashamed of yourself,” said his worship, “do you
not know that Jesus Christ came into the world to set
up the Holy Catholic Church2”  “ [ am notashamed
of myself,” the lad answered, “because 1 read in my

The Mayorsnatched the book from
his hand with undisguised displeasure; and that was
the last of my little gift to Lefebvre. | never heard
what this zealous municipal officer did with it.  Pro-
bably it met the fate of a good many Testaments and
believers in Christ when Rome was dominant in Brit-
ain--was burned.  He locked up his youny prisoner
once more and told him that he would sce the judge
who might sead him to the penitentiary.  After sev-
eral hours he returned and said the judge was willing
to release him if he would go with his mother, e at
once agreed to do so, and was soon oft' with his mother
and brother and sister, the whole family group rattling
over the road in their orimitive French cart.

As they rested at a wayside inn, Zotique continued
the journey on foot and was overtaken by a stranger
who took him up in his cart. They came to a piece
of forest in which he took refuge and remained con-
cealed until he saw his mother pass. Again a sore
mental and spiritual struggle ensued. \What was his
duty in the premises 7 Assert his freedom and right
of conscicnce to follow the Saviour, or go home to be
watched and worried by the priest and possibly tosutfer
imprisonment in the end? It was mght, and lus de-
cision had to be quickly made.  He bethought him-
self where to go. He remembered having had the
litle house of an old colporteur, at Mascouche, named
Richard, pointed out to him as the dwelling of onc of
the mischief-making Swiss who persisted in selling and
distributing Bibles. Emerging from the woods he
made fer this.  He knocked at the door and told his
story, ending by saying : “If you are afraid to be dis-
terbed, don't take me in, because they may come
after me to-night.” * *“ Come in, my boy,” said the old
colporteur.  ““If they come after you st run out into
my barn ; and when they ask if you < here, 1 will
say no, for you will be in the barn.”™ The old man
talked much, and as a Frenchman only knows how
totaltk. e read and prayed, and put Zotique to bed
promising to have him up at three m the morning
and drive in the colporteur’s cart to Terrebonne, to
take steamer for Montrcal. This programme was
successfully carricd out ; and the next night he went
to Lachine, and the day following to Greaville on the
Ottawa River, where he remained a year as a pupil
in the Mission School taught by Mr. Matthieu. The
following year he went to the United States, to be out
of the reach of possible persecution, and to carn money
to continue his education. He next attended three
scssions at the Pointe-aux-Trembles Schools,
thereafter entered the McGill Normal School, taking
successively its clementary, mnodel school and aca-
demy diplomas.  On leaving the Normal School he

and-

was nppomtcd assistant teacher in one of lhc puhlu
schools of Montreal, and soon became Head Master.
He was then v anoted to be teadher of French and
other branches in the 1high School, and contimued
the senvice of the Board of School Commissioners for
ten years.  During this time he prosecuted s herary
studies, and also attended a full course of lectures i
the Faculty of Law of McGill University, paseed all
the law examinations and carnied off the gold medal
when he graduated as B.C.L. in 1882, He subse
quently took a full theological course m the I'reslyy

terian College, Montreal, and received its diploma in
April, 18835, In May of the same year he passed very
satisfactory prehminary exammmations before the Pres.
bytery of Glengarry ; and to-day this Presbytery has sus-
tained with approval lus final publictnal discourses and
examinations, and has licensed him to preach the Gos.

der him cmmently useful to his fellow countrymen.
After Wtsimpri-omnent in 1867, 1 alluded, to lim from
the pulpit of Cote Sticet Church, and some unknown
friend sent me $17 * for the Im) who was not ashamed
or afraid to confess the dSaviour although he was ime.
prisoned for it.”  The same winter [ told some of the
incidents of his carcer as a story toa little girl in
Toronto,  Her guardun sepeated them to the late
Rev. Dr. Thornton, of Oshawa, Omtario, who shortly
after sent me $40 for the education of the lad.

‘These stins were devoted to the support of the Mis-
sion Schools at Pointe-aux-Ticiables which, as al-
ready stated, he attended for three sessions.  Like all
other French and English students in our colleges,Mr.

THE 1HIRD CHALLENGE.

Mr. Bootl’s third challenge is “to point to a single
ordination by presbyters in communion with the
Church, say in the first 1,500 years.”

Without insisting on the ordination of elders Ly
Timothy and  Titus {which Mr. Booth would probably
not admit as examples in point, although we believe
this could be made good), we shall allow Bishop
Lightfoot to furnish the answer.  That distinguished
writer, in the Dissertation on the Christian Ministry
appended to his Commentary on the Epistle to the
Philippians, says that “As late as the close of the
second century, at Alexandria the bishop was nomi-
nated and apparently ordained by the twelve presby-
ters out of their own number.”  As evidence of thishe
quotes Eutychius as saying “That ‘the evangelist Mark
appointed that when the patriarchate was vacant the
twelve preshyters should choose one of their number,
on whose hecad the remaining eleven, laying thewr
hands, should bless him and create hun patriarch.’
The vacant place was then to be filled up, so that the
number twelve might be constant.”  So here we have
presbyters not only ordaining a presbyter to 4l up
their own number, but ordzining and conscerating o
bishop of the highcst degree.  And this custom con-
tinucd, he says, till A.D. 313,

We have cvidence also (to quote from the same
work) that the practice of ordination by presbyters
prevailed elsewhere in * A decree of the + ouncil of An-
cyra (A.D. 314, which ordains that it be not allowed
to country bishops (xwperioxdmors) to ordain prasby-
ters or deacons, nor cven to City-piesbyters, except
permission be given in cach parish by the bishop in
‘writing.' Thus, while restramning the existing hicense,
the framers of the decree still allow very considerable
Irtitade.

And it is especially important to observe

that th) lay mote stress un cplsrolnl sanction lh'\n
on cpiscopal ordination.”

As this comes from a successor of the npdsllce, and
one so lngh in rank and reputatton as the Ihshup of
Durham, Mr. Booth will probably accept st as suffi-
aent.  If not, we are ready to corroburate it by other
testimony.  Having thus, 1 think, fa iy et the
friendly challenge, and 1 hope i »  Lendly and
brotherly spirit, perhaps your kindness, Mr. Kditor,
will grant space for a few wonls regarding those who
followed the apostles in the work of the Church.

FHE SUCCESSORS OF THIL APOSTLES,

While the apostles had no successors in the apostle-
slup, there were, of course, after they were, gone, other
men who preached the Gospel, administered the sacra.
ments, and governed the Church ; men who were ap-
pointed bytheaposties,or under their direction ; and by
these agam others, and so on,in succession downwards,
All these, so far, ay be said to have succeeded the
apw stles.  They are their successors in this particuiar
serse ; and that,whether they be presbyters such as the
apostles themselves ordained, or prelates who, in some
branches of the Church, rule over presbyters, yet
the fonmer scem to have more of the succession than
the latter, as doing more of the work which the apos-
tles were expressly appointed to do.  For, while they,
tviz,, the Preshyterian ministers) rule, yet they are
mostly cmnployed in preaching, whereas modern bis.
hops,although they may preach often, are chiefly occu-
picd in ruling, as their distinctive appellation indeed
inplies.  And we are mistaken if it is not practically
the case that the higher a man rises in the “apostoli-
cal succession,” up to him who claims to be universal
Lishop, the fess he does of that which was the great
work of the apostles—* Go ye into all the world and
preach the Gospel to every creature.”  Their truest
suceessors in our day we apprehend to be the mission-
aries of the Gospel.  These go forth to witness for
Christ throughout the world, they preach amungst the
heathen His unsearchable riches, and in His name
they establish churches and ondain elders 1o fead and
to rule the tlock.

THE EARLY BISHOPS,

The carly bishops were much more apostolie than
their modern successors iu the name. It has been
admitted that bishops are to be found very early in
the lustory of the Church ; that even m the second
century they appear to have been very general thiough-
outit. But what were those bishops? * They were
not diocesans.  They did not preside over a diocese,
but over a pasish. A ishop was simply the pastorof
a congregation. ‘There were many hundreds of them,
They were tobe found in every city and in every wil-
lage where there was a church ; and the picture given
by carly writers of the bishop sitting on his throne
surrounded by the presbyters, what is it but the pic-
ture of a minister with hus ordained clders around him,
stch as may be scen at this day in the sesgion of any
Presbyterian Church ? Only he does not call his
seat a throne, but by the humbler designation of «
chair.

‘Thus Moshecun says that * One mnspector or bishop
presided over each Christian assembly, to which office
he was clected by the voice of the whole people. To
assist hun he formed a counal of presbyters, etc.”
Dean Milman suggests the same thing, in order to
account for the great number of the bishops ; and it
is admitted also by Bishop lLightfoot, who says that
originally a diocese was just a parish.

This view 1s strengthened by the fact that the early
bishops were set apart especially to preach the word
of God ; and “In the African Churches it would scem
that the duty of preaching was reseived wholly to the
bishop ® (Swmtl’s Dictionary of Christian Anitsg., p.
1,685), as the regular and ordinary pastor of the
church,

We sce then that the Presbyterian system, accord-
ing 1o which each congregation has a winister, who
preaches the word, and governs the congregation, with
the assistance of a bench of elders or presbyters
over whom he presides, but without claiiming any
higher rank or “ order ” than that ef presbyter, scems
a very exact counterpart of the system of the carly
Church.

Ignatius lnmseli; the great champion of Episcopacy,
gives a very sumilar represeantation of the churches of
s day. He soud that every church had a bishop of
its own. Ile spoke constantly of the bishop, the pres-

, byters and the deacons, as we speak of the minis.

ters, the elders, and the deacons or the managers,.
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And, although he frequently uses exalted phrases
about the bishop, which did much, seemingly, to pre-
pare the way for the hierarchical bishop of aftertimes,
yet he occasionally repnesents hum as an something
like the same level with the preshyters, as the servant
of the Churely, liable to lie sent on errands and connis
sions equally with them

Again, later fathers still speak of the Wishop as
of the same order with the presbyters. Thus Clement
of Alexandria, although he sometimes memtions the
bishop separately from the preshyters, yet he speaks
also as if there were two onlers in the Church. Y 1n
all bodies” he says (to use Richard Baster's render-
ing of the passage, Strom. 7, “there are two ranks ;
those that better by govermng, and those that serve,
Soin the Church that par, which bettereth it belongeth
to the presbyters, and that which sciveth to the dea-
cons.” Here evidently, if there was a nshop, heisn-
cluded amonyg the presbyters or clders as of the same
order.

Later on, when cpiscopal authority had grown toa
greater height, and a wider chasm separated nshops
from presbyters, they were still reminded, by the imost
cminent fathers, of their original and ¢ssential cguality,
Both Augustine and Jerome represent the ishop
as above the presbyter, not by divine right, but only
by the usage of the Church ; and more in title than in
oflice,according to the former (4. 82, 4.33) : “Secun-
dum honorum vocabula gqua jam eudeswe usus obte.
nuit.”  Jerome is very cmphatic . * As the presbyters
know they are subject to ther lushop, by the custom
of the Church, o let the ishop know that they are
superior to the preshyters, more by custem  than by
the reality of the divine arrangement”™ (ita episcopn
noverint se magis consuctwdine quam dispusiionis
Dominica veritate, «Hicron,tn /20, 1,5,

It is quite evident, then, and it is adnutted, as we
see, by some of the most learned and cnuinemt
Episcopalians, that Presbyterianism is more ancuent
than Diocesan Episcopacy, and comes nearer to the
form of government instituted by the aposthes.  The
claim, therefore, of Episcopal Churches wherever such
is made, to exclusive apostolical succession, ortoa mo-
nopoly in ministerial grace, is a preposterons clam,
It is out of place in the nincteenth centmy, and ot
altogether inconsistent in lodies that do not clanu i
fallibility, nor the right to “teach for doctnnes the
commandments of men.”

Happily such views are held by a section oaly of
the Churches referred to ; and that scction does not
appear to he increasing.  On the contrary, the spint
of charity is spreading, and the different portiuns of
Christ's Church are coming nearet to vne anuher.
‘The interchange of courtesies lately between the
Diocesan Synods of Huron, Toronte and Montreal and
the General Assembly at London, and a demonstra-
tion of a similar nature in England, are pleasing il-
lustrations of this improved sentument and propisous
omens for the future.  And every true Presbytenan
will join cordhally m Mr, Booth s longing for unity and
in his prayer for the hastening of 1.

Prince Albert has of late been occupying a plare of
no small dignity and importance. ‘The manse, which
your correspondent now occupies, by the gencrosity
of the Foraign Mission Committec and the Assembly
to his congregation, has for months been guarled
with all the *“ pride, pomp and circumstance” which
hedgearound kings and royai palaces.  From a fofty
flagstaft in the centreofthe garden floats the grand old
flag, which reminds those that hve under its protect-
ing shadow that they belong to a country “unnc-
customed to defeat, to subnmssion or to shame” : and
which served to paint the cloguent illustrations of
sermons preached in the stackade.  Night and day
sentries paced before the gate.  From dark to day-
light every passer-by had te respond to the sharp
challenge, “ Halt! who gocs therc?2” and at every
quarter of the hour throughout the night the inmates
of the manse could hear, if they chanced to be awake,
the assurance reverberating trom every square of the
fortification that “all was well.” Two lines of pickets
kept watch and ward at remoter distance, and beyond
these again a line of mounted patrals kept up com-
munication along the hills enrircling the town  The
minister fondly imagined that hie was regarded by the
cleigy of other densminations w.th a teehing of envy

carcfully concealed, It is little wonder if the situation
developed in him too much vanity and selfimportance.
Perhaps he even dared to dream that he might form
some day a member of *hat elevated body of which we
hear so mach just now,the College of ex-Moderators ;
or that one of our numervus degree-confernng institu-
tions aught make of him a Doctor of Divinny !

Yet, Mr, Edstor, the mmates of the manse would
very pladly have bartered all their speaial dignity and
security for a little more quict and less discom-
fort,  \When you are told that on the night of the
“scare” 1t was cstumated that there were crowded
into the mansc about 300 women and children- that
cvery room was filled and every step on the stairs oc-
cupted (m one bedroom, for instance, less than
14 x10 feet, there weretwo mothers with babes only a
few days old, and no less than twenty other persons

that for nearly a week cvery bed was occupicd
by the sick and helpless-—that for six weeks a
number came to sleep (some of them on the tloors) by
night—that carpets were covered with mud and win-
dows broken to give venulaton, and chairs thrown out
of doors and smashed, and doors toin oft the hinges
to give more room—that the only place where for
several days one could get a meal was in a small, duk
celler ; when you are told that the police and volun-
teers and public took possession of the place, thronging
constantly before the windows and around the doors,
appropriating at first whatever their hearts desited—
watking ofl even with the woaod which the minister him-
sclf had painfully sawed and split, ifhe leftit fora few
minutes eaposed, and chuckling secretlyover lis vexas
ton and now 1 have reached the chimax of the agony
| may conclude a long sentence) 3 when you hear of
such eapenences associated with the pomp amd parade
before mentioned, you will not wonder that one even
of lufty, patrtotic sparit, should fall in with the senti-
ment . “ A fig for glory, give e a quict hife.”

Out church itsedf was occupred at first as a goard-
room, but we were able to obtain the use of it for onc
service on the Sabbath afteinoon.  Afteisards it was
vonverted o a gaol, divided off by close bars into
cells and could no longer be used for public woiship.
We then hield senvice in the Mission School winle the
Bushop of Saskatchewan preached m the stockade in
the open air.

tion of a large armed force, and the traffic of count-
less waggons.
Not a blade of grass is scen
\Where the trace of Alaric’s foot has been,
The barrack of the Mounted Police was crected in
the garden, and the supply stores and offices, from
which almast the whole population was fed, are by its
side. Fruit and ornamental bushes, brought up from
Ontario a yearagoby mail and carefullytended over the
first season in this new country where they are so rare
and precious, are now ground into dust and powder be-
neath the waggon track, It was the ambition of the
present occupant of the manse during the term of
scrviee for which he engaged, to improve the physical
as well as the moral aspect of his surroundings.
‘Thase who remember the gardens around the manscs
of Rethesda and Street~~ille will believe that he was
trying to embacllish also the one at Prince Albert and
make it more attractive for his successor, and will
sympathize in the disappointment of his fond desire.
But, Mr. Lditor, this 1s not at all the sort of letter 1
meant to write when Ihegan. It is indeed difficult
to sclect what would be of most interest to your
readers. They must have had details of the rchel-
lion and the various engagements until they must be
weary almost of the subject.  Let me at least assure
you and them with all sincerity and ecarnestness, that
many of us do feel most profoundly grateful to Al-
mighty Gad for the great deliverance from imminent
danger which He has been pleased to grant us in this
place.  “If it had not been the Lord who wason our
“stde when men rose up against us, then ihey had
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swallowed us up guick when their wrath was kindled
agamst us.  Blessed be the Lord who hath not given
us as a prey to theiv teeth,”  Yes, we recognize, |
hope, His gracious hand, and will not be forgetful of
His toving care.  On several accasions our danger
was very great, especially when we had sent off all
our volunteers to aid the police at Carleton, we were
feft * naked to our cnemies.”  But the Lord of Haoxts
was with us and the God of Jacob was our refuge
We gratefully remember, too, and recognize, the de-
votion and sacrifices of our fricnds in the East who
came to our rescue, and those also who remembered
us in prayer.  For ourselves, | think we can say that,
during these long weeks of isolation and suspense,
even while we thought the troops tardy in appearing,
we trusted in God and * ever despaired of our coun.
1y We bated not a jot of heart or hope, but looked
forward with confident assurance that no [rebelliou,
movement could ever prosper long in our Domimon,
and we rejoice that our trust in Providence and
our fricnds and fellow-countrymen has not been m
vain.

1t is with no little indignation and scorn that some
of us have seen a report from the Glode correspomdent
to thic eflect that he had been informed by Colonet
Irvine and Hayter Reed that the force of police and
volunteers was hindered from co-operating with Gen.
eral Middleton’s troops by the state of feeling in our
town {tis reported that when the Mounted Police
offered to march out. *“ The women and children wem
wild with fright, and that many of the inhabitants .
secretly  sympathized with Riel and would ha-e
joined him had he been successful.” I have no hesi
tation in saying that these statements, if they were
ever made, are quite inaccurate.  \What one ot twe
persons may have said in private to Colonel Iivine,
I cannot tell; but the inhabitants generally were
never consulted as to his movements, and never ham
pered themin any way  On one occasion when he
moved out with hisforce for ashort distance, no person
offered to hold him back or askbim to remain.  1do *
not believe that any of the citizens sympathized with
Riel.  Certainly none have any reason 10 be suspected
of wishing to join with him when he rose against the

jaeernment and shed the blood oftheir friends,  The
charge against many of aur citizens, as it appears in
the Glode, is a false and standerous calumny. 1t was
pointed out even to officers of the police that then
force would suffer in reputation if they took no part
with the troops from the Eastin the attack upor
Batoche ; and that while a portion of the police and
volunteers might be requirad to garrison Prince Albert,
the entire farce of 4oo well-equipped men was by ne
means necessary for the effectual defence of the town,
Some say that General Middleton was to blamem
failing to send orders for Irvine to come to his assis-
tance.  Colonel Irvine will need to explain to the
public satisfaction why, between the date of kish
Creck and the capture of biatoche, even if he had no
orders, he did not offer and press upon General Mul-
dicton the services of his superfluous men, and so get
a share in the labour, the sufierings and the glory of
subduing the rebet stronghold.

When the troops warched in from Batoche weary
and worn, with their faces and faded uniforms actoally
black with dust, and saw the Ie-ge body of Mounted
Police paraded before them on sleek horses with
bright scarlet jackets, and spotless white gloves and
polished boots, it is no wonder ifirritation was felt and
expressed.  When the Colonel with questionable
taste expressed a regret that his men were not looking
quite so welt as he would like, it is little wonder that
the General is credited with a stinging though some-
what strong veply.  1f some one has blundered, the
people of Prince Albert do not think that they snould .
be made to bear the blame.  They claim to be cred- -
wed with the same loyalty and public spirit which
have charuacterized other parts of the Dominion.
Immediately after the first rising they sent oft on |
two accasions cighty men- the flower of ther
manhood and strength—with all the arms in the
town to md the police at Carleton, fifty miles away
and left their own town unprotected against the foe
Out of twenty-five voluntcers who went to that unfor-
tunate engagement at Duck Lake, nine were left dead
on the field, and five or six were very scriously
wounded ; while out of sixty police the number of
kilied and wounded respectivelywasonlythree and four
When somany of our friends 1aid down theirlivesatthe
call of their country on the ficld of honour, we :

+

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do not think it just that a slanderous and false ac
cusation should be cast upon those who mourn their
loss.

I may add that our own congregation has had its
share of loss along with the general community. Some
of those with whose faces we wete famihar in our
church services were among the slam at Duck Lake.
Five of the nine killed were wont frequently to worship
with us, though one of these did not belong v our
Church. Eagerly do we seck to cherish the hope that
like Christians, as well as soldiers, they were not un
prepared to die ;- -that when they went out at the
call of duty to *lay dawn their lives for their frends,’
they bad leamned their lesson of self-sacrifice from the
Saviour’s cross,  When therr bodies were brought m
it was found of course that therr pockets had been
rifledd of everything that was of value to the rebels. It
was affecting to lind, however, on the person of one,
the son of Presbytenan parents, a paper, all stamed
with his blood, on which he had wnitten out a few
weeks before the rising, a solemn vow t, give up evil
and for the sake of his Saviour and Ins parentsto lead
abetter life. 1 found also that he had been endea-
vouring to inluce the young men i the town toattend
our weekly prayer-mecting. Another, the son of
members of our congregauon, was a most quiet, ex-
emplary man.  His mother has told me that he took
a d=sp interest in s vounger brothers, and would not
allow them to retire to sleep until they had offered
thar mghtly prayers.  Dear Naprer apd Elhot (the
latter an Epscopahian though he often worshipped
with us) sat with me at the same table for a year,
before my family arrived. It causes a deep pang o0
think that we are never more to see therr forms and
faces, or mect thest kindly smile on our streets and in
aur homes. Two more annable and honourable gentle-
men 1t has ecldom been my privilege to meet.  Mr.
Napier, a taw and stalwart Scotchman, yet gentle and
simple as a child, was a son of that gallant fanuly of
which his nation is so proud, and had arranged to
leave Prince Albert the very week of the outbreak, but
sad he could not go tll it was put down. He was
“the big man” by whose hands the rebels sud two of
their number fell.  When shot, he sad as he fell :
“Tell my father and mother [ died like aman.”  Mr,
Elliot was the agent for our Forcign Misstonary pro-
penty here, the most promusing lawyer i the town,
A bright carcer «.as ent off short, and many hopes of
uscfulness and honour weie buried along wih the
deep sorrow of many friends n lus untimely grave.
Many here, to whom they were neither kith aor kin,
have adopted, as 1t were, these, our dead herocs, .nto
cur own familics, and chensh taeir memory with sor-
rowful and affectionate pride.

1 had intended to write to you of other subjects, es-
pecaily of Riel himsclf, and the canses thatled to the
outbreak, but I feel 1 have already exceeded far the
hinuts which your paper can afford.  The journal kept
by Riel during the rebellion fell into my hands. It
does not contain a narratwve of events; but ismamly a
record of his fancicd visions and his prayers. It is a
strange mixturc of delusion, fanaticism and carnest de-
votion.

I the prayer contained argunientsin
a direet form or by iplication foe cither side, it cer-

. tainly would be out of place and inproper ;3 but if it

wer simply an carnest request for light and strength
to discharge n wost solemn duty, nothing could be
more scemly and proper.  Iandeed, one can imagine
few places where prayer 's move hitting than in a juny
room.

THE SUMMER PACATION.
SoMe: people are industrious while others are con.
stitutionally indolent.  Good, eirnest diligent work
has posttive attractions for many, and they need no
sharp incentive to keep them to their task, while every.
where are to be found those who would gladly resya
abour if only their necessities would permit. A farr
shire of work is every man’s privilege, and if labons
is sometimes regarded as a curse, idleness is 2t curse
muchgreater. Thoseonwhomreststhe pressurcof more
work than they can well undertake may occasionally
grumble at the hardness of their lot, but patient 1od
comes to be recogmized as an undisguised blessing,
In all spheres of acuvity honest work, be it of hand or
brawm, s onc of the clements of happiness,

Constant relentless toil from year'’s end to year's end,
however, is something to which no mortal can become
reconciled. Just as in crowded towns and cities there
must be giateful breathing spaces such as public parks,
so in the dull monotony of toil there must for the
worker’s benefit be brief periods of rest and recreation,
The occasional holidays come as a benison to the
weary toiler.  So the sacred rest of the Sabbath, not
to speak of its precious spiritual privileges, is an
inestimable boon to toiling humanity. Heis no sin-
cere {riend to his kind, who from coivctousness or for
his own selfish gratification would .seck to deprive the
humblest artisan of his inalienable right, the unbroken
rest of the first day of the week.

In the summer time when the thermometer reaches
the nineties, the most indomitable worker begins to
feel languid, and draws mental pictures of the quict
and peaceful country district, where the leaves rustle
in the refreshing lake breeze, or of ocean beach with
its ever changing light and shade, and the varying music
of the sea as the sparkling wavelets beat upon the
shore. 1t is then that the migratory instinct becomes
strong.

The minister of the Gospel, as well as others, feels
strongly the nccessity of a brief respite from his ardu-
ous and responsible duties, The ablest and most
rabust mind needs change and recreation.  This is
now generally recognized, and the churlish growl of
former days if not altagether silent has become so sub-
ducd that it is almost inaudible. Most congregations
now cheetfully grant their pastor an annual holiday,
and several generously make such armangements that |
his trip shail not be such a drain on his limited
exchequer that worrying care spoil his enjoyment, It
is admitted that the minister like other men requires
a vacation; but itis doubtful if it is as generally under-
stood that a brief respite is essential to his ministerial
success.  As he moves about among his people, be
scems the happicst of men ; he is camest and sedate
as he appears in the pulpit, at the prayer meeting ; he
is sad, sorrowful and sympathetic when he visits the
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house of sourning ; e may appear slinost jovial at
the happy and successful teasnceting or pic-nic, and
radiant in the marriage company ; but behind all that
he has o sustain an invisible load of care and anxiety.
There is a constant drain on his nervous encrgy that
impars his hiealth and diminishes his vital force. ‘The
unbreken steain renders it impossible for him to con-
tinue his work, especially his pulpit work, with undi-

orators find it impossible to maintain their position
without frequent breaksin the continuity of their work,
The Transatlantic voyagre and an Eastern trip are with.
in their reach, and they are not slow to avail them-
sclves of their opportunities.  But the great men do
not always perform the hardest work,  Putting adven-
titious distinctions aside, the comparatively obscure
labourer in the remote country chargeor mission fickd
stands as much in need of the summer vacation as the
pastor of the most refined city congregation,  'resby-
terian parity and conmon sense alike should accord
the privilege of a swnmer vacation to all, altbough
the prudent brother will decide that his trip and his
means will be proportionate.

The minister when he leaves his sphere of labour
behind does nat lay aside the sacred character that
pertains to his office.  He may properly enough desire
to avoid preaching, though if there is a gond reason
for it he will not refuse to speak & word in season as
oppottunity dfers, ‘There is not one law for the
minister and anothier for church members when taking
their holidday. It is just as much a part of Christian
duty for them to be faithful in their atcendance on
public worship at the village church asit is when they
are at home.  Many a little owt of the® way church is
bencfited by their presence and is helped by their
contributions and it fosters a kindlier interest in the
minister and people of these important outposts of the
Church, Another thing will be borne in mind by
Christian visitors to suimmer resorts, and that is that
the fourth Commandment is as binding on them there
as it is wlhen they are at home,

SOCIAL CRIME 1IN ENGLAND.

Itis surprising that when some urgent moral reform
is proposed it is met by strenuous opposition,  Resis-
tance is always the more determined when defimite
and cflective measures ase brought forward for the
suppression of an acknowledged imquity.  The Scott
Act was in a fair way to become the recogmeed law
for putting an cnd 10 the growing and destructive evils
of intemperance. No sooner was it perceived that the
people were in carnest n desinng its adoption and
enforcement than a majority of the Dominion Seuate
were determined that the law, by theirill-judged inter-
ference, should be rendered inoperative.  Another
illustration of this tendency is observable in the cffoits
made by the sate august legislative body in the tieat-
ment they mcted out to the Bill designed o make
seduction, what it ought to be, a punishable oftence,

\Why should such persistency be shown in obstruct-
ing all advances in moral and social legislation?
Political partisanship alone doesnot adequately explain
such obduracy. It was found that certain forms of
immorality were extending their debasing and brut-
alising influence in England, and an incieasing trafiic
is being carried on that puts the defunct form of
negro slavery to the blush.  Partics cognizant of this
monstrous evil very properly asked for such legisia-
tion as would stamp out the vile abomination. The
propozal was sneered at and obstructed as such cflorts
in their initiatory stages usually are.  The philan-
thrupists were foiled and the iniquity was permitted to
cont: aue unmolested,

A few weeks ago Mr. Spurgeon sounded a note of
alann which, by its boldness, startled conventional
propricty ; and good people thought,accustomed as he
is o speak in plain Saxon, that he had gone too far.
Stately and decorous England had scarcely time to
compose itsclf afier the pastor of the Metropolitan
Tabernacle had rafiled its serenity, when all England
s swept'by a cyclone of horror and astonishiment.
For months past the stafl’ of the Palt Mall Gazette
have been pursuing investigations with diligent per-
tinacity, and during last wee’: that journal has been
publishing a horrble mass of sickeniny details con-
ceming the abounding profligacy prevalent in the
higher circles of English life.  As might be expected
the disgusting revelations bave created the most pro-
found sensation that has agitated the people for

Thebold
stroke of the conductar of the journal named is by
some attributed to that reckless expedient which goes
by the cuphonious name of journalistic enterprise, ard
has to be discounted accordingly, Others argue that
it is incapedicent to drag such abominations inte the
open light of day andthereby increase the evils that are
beingexposed. Othersmoredetermined areclamourmg
for the condign punishment of the ofiending jovrnal
and all connected with it.

ing sheet s but the sale was linnted only by the impns.
sibility of supplying the popular ‘demand.  As hugh
as $1 for a single copy was offercd by partics cager to
scan the hortible record.  Worst of all, cynical apelo

gists have urged that as the existence of the horritle
evils were generally known, that as these things had
existed in ancient civilization, what was the use of
minding them? let the dark, poisonous river roll to
the wide occan of destruction.

Scasational journalism is certainly not onc of the
moral bulwarks of a nation’s prosperity ;and it has
much to answer for in fostering and catering to a de-
bascd, movbid taste.  The daily rehash of disgusting
details of vicious and criminal deeds is chargeable with
sapping the foundations of many alife that mght have
been virtuous otherwise 3 but this terrible disclosure
comes under another category.  Whether the stroke
was an adroit effort to help the waning fortunes of a
decadent journal or not, the consequences will be far
more eatensive.

Now that the curtain has bien drawn aside and the
dread revelations made, the qu >stion of expediency no
longer remains.  In showing the awful growth and
prevadence of immaorality, the Pall Mall Gazetle has
rendered a most ungrateful, yet at the same time, a
most valuable service to the cause of moralty. To
let this moral leprosy spread its contamnation would
blight any nation with an irrevocable curse.  The
nations of antiquity fell because viee had gained a
terribleascendency.  ‘The Roman Ciesars blasted im-
perial Rome with their infapies.  Sodom and Gomor-

rah and the Citics of the Plains were obliterated by
the fiery deluge because of their enormous wicked-
ness, God's pure and nghteous laws cannot sn any
age or nation be violated with impumty.  I'he day of
vengeance inevitably comes.  The ludeous disclosures
of this moral pestilence ave the first steps leading to
an cflective cure.  Virtuous England will not remain
inactive under the stigma of this terrible reproach.

years of which he labioured diligently in the service of
the Goyj el, and Iahaured with much acceptance and
success,  ‘Those who were best acquainted with him
can bear witness  and many others will endoisc their
testimony  that lus character was singularly pureand
good, that in all the relations sustained by him he
conducted himself with wisdom and honour, and that
both in the circle of his own denomination and in
that of others hie held a high and unsullicd reputation.
Considered also as a preacher and pastor, he did his
work faithfully and well, setting forth in suitak.c terms
the various lesseas of Holy Writ, giving to all who were
under his charge such counsel, or encouragement, or
warning, or comfort, as their several cases might scem
to require, and looking after the instruction of the
young with becoming fatherly aflection and care.
No is it unsuitable to state here that he xided materi-
ally the Schemes of the Church, and other similar
organizations, partly by contributing to them himself,
and partly by inducing his people to do the same. In
relation also to the Courts of the Church he rendered
much valuable service; of one of these he was for
several years a careful and painstaking clerk. At
Preshytery. Synod and Assembly meetings he attended
with very marked regularity, even when old age had
crept upon him ; in the principal matters which came
before them he was sure to take a lively interest, and
on many of them to express his mind ; and whensoever
he addressed his brethren he was heard by them with
attention and respect.

In full harmony with his previous character (and as
was to be expected) his last days were calm and
happy. Down to the close of his life on earth, ks
clung to the merits of the blessed Saviour, in hope ¢f
attaining to the better world.  And new that his spint
has gonc thither, as the Presbytery believe, they

hey have grown old while endeavouring to yrive to the
English-speaking race the Word of God in a translaton 1e -
presenting, as oxactly as possible, the meaning of the
uriginal. - And whatever may be the natute of the recepion
accorded to their labours, at all events they know that they .
have wothed honestly fur thic glory of God, and not for &
human praisc or reward.

Their usual method of working was to meet upon the
morning of a Tuesday in cach alternate month, and to cor-
tinuc their session forten days, until the Friday in the follox:
ing weck. On cach moming they mct at cleven, and
continued their labour until five p.m., except upon the las .
Friday, when, fcr the convenience of trzins, they brokeupat -
a rather catlier hour.  Of these sessions there have been mo
less than eighty-five, and the whole number of days devoled
to the work has been 792, Their method of working wasto
begun wath prayer, after which the Hebrew of the ook o
which they were engaged was tead verse by verse; the dis:
cussion was then upened by the reading of the suggesuons
ahsent members; and Gnally, aficr achberation, the comjasy
procecded to vote,  In this manner the whole of the UM |
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Testament has been gone through twice, and while on the
fust occasion the vote of a wajority was suflicient, at the
second revision nothing was retained which did not command
the approval of two-thirds of those present.  Many changes,
therefore, which half the company would have wished to
make, and which are at least proballe, have been rejected.
At this revision the company had also the benefit of the notes
of the American company, which were often very judicious.
Finally, a third opportunity was permitted for considering
dubious renderings and the correction of contradictory de-
cisions 3 and there was thus ample room for repentance in
case any change had been too thoughtlessly made.  As the
result, the version eres rather in the way ef conservatism
than of rashness ur unnecessary alteration 3 but this is the
smaller fanit of the two.  ‘The revisers could work only with
the materials already provided.  Thewr business was not
original research, but the judging and sifting of what had
been furnished by others. — And, remarkably enough, just as
they are ﬁnishini: their labours, unhoped-for treasures are
being brought to light,  Besides Dr. Ginshurg’s Massorah,
a manuscript of the Old Testament, said to be at least four
centuries older than any in our librarics, bas been discovered
in the synagogue at Aleppo.  Partions, too, of very ancient
codices bave been acquired hoth by the British Musenm and
by the Imperial Library at St. Petersburge, But until they have
been studied, we know not what will be their bearing upon
the present teat.  Measures were at once taken for sending
out Dr. Ginsburg to collate the manuscript at Aleppo, but the
breaking owt of the Russo-Turkish War rcndcrc«‘ Lis misston
impossible.  But our hopes still wurn to him as the scholar
best able to make these treasures really available for ouruse.

HERO NAMES FOX CHILDREN.

Dusing the Russian war Laglan and Arnaud became num-
bered among English Christian names ; so did Garibaldi at
the time of that hero’s prominence.  When the strugs e was
going on at Plevna, Osinan was often given 1o our chudren ;
and Suleiman appeared as a British pracnomen abiout the
same time.  Later still the appellations Garnet and some-
times Garnet Wolseley have commemarated in the repisters
the prowess of the living British General.  But neither is
the heroism of the past entirely fosgotten in naming, for the
wriler has met with the registered appellations Alciliades,
Julius Cresar, Boadicea, Wailiam the Conqueror, Richard
Caeur de Lion, Peter the Great, &e. The desired -qualities
may have been eahibited in the lives of religious characters
and here, perhaps, the past is moge resorted to than the
present. The following may all be found in English regis-
ters of recent years :—Simon Peter, Joseph  Arimathaa,
Talutha, Cyprian, Mattin Luther, Melancthen, John Bunyan,
Sclwyn, and Morley Punshon.

A LAND FLOWING WITH IVINE, AND THE
PEOPLE ALL DRUNKARDS.,

Among the new missionary stations established by the
Awerican Board is that of Inhambane, on the East Cuast of
Altis, situated in about latitude 24° S., and about 200 miles
north-cast of Delagoa Bay. The missionary at the station,
the Rev. Dr. Richards, Iately made an inland tour of 150
miles from the coast, to see what he could sce, and in = re-
cent number of the Misstonary Herald is given a very in.

On the third day out the cxplorers came upon the Amak.
wakwa tribe, of whom Mr. Richards says: ** They have no
gandens at all.  They are so frequently robbed by Umaila’s
tmpis (soldicrs) that they have become quite discouraged,
-Another reason is that the native fruit is capable of sustain.
ang life, and is abundant ; and, again, the palm wine flows
frecly all over the country.  This palm trec is usually four
or five fect high, sckdom “ten fect. It manifests hitle tife,
save at the top, where a few leaves appear, looking like a
flowcr-pot on a stump.  These leaves arc all cut off, and
from the cut cach tree yiclds daily about a pint of delicious
Juiee, but highly intoxicating when allowed to stand for a
few hours., cre seems to be no Timit to these trees, and
we were surrounded on cvery hand by drunken micn and
wamen.  Even little childien were staggering about as in.
glynuus!y as their parents. It was difficult 10 avoud trouble
with these people, yet our guns were respected, and a ball
firad catelessly at a ncar tree woald produce quict for halt
an hour. Thcy were coarse, rough, drunken {=llows, often
Plundering, often plundered, and accusiomed 10 quarecls
and fights nat altngether blocdliess. One could scarce ex-
Pect 1o find pleasure in passing among them.”

To 1esist this terrible wnvasion of :dolatry,
the Lord raised up the greatest of the prophets.  None was
so mighty in divinc poweras he.  His lite recails at diflerent
points the lifc of Moses.  They both tled into the desert for
atime. Both saw cxtraordinary appearances upon Hareh,
and in the clasc of lifc there 1s some similanty.  They were
both terrible exponents of the scverity and nmiajesty of law
and the destruction of the transgressor, and they together
appearcd on the Mount of Transfiguration.  The fact that
so little is said about the reign of other kings and so much
about that of Ahab, shows us the design of the history. It
is not simply to record the history of men, but to show us
the development of the Kingdom of God by the different
means employed for that putpesc. In this_stage the pro-
