The early winter aund talk of a divi-
dend on the (ommon being given as
a reason for the strength.

Last night’s loan crowd was full of
stocks, and even those that have
hitherto been in good demand were

' ‘hard to lend.

Rubber has been quickly picked up
by rubber people since the decline
which foliowed the break in sugar
and tobacco some weeks ago. Trade
conditions could not be more ideal,
and the eariy winter has already de-
pleted retailers’ stocks all over the
country. This has resulted in a flood
of orders for the Company.
