Consols are steady at an advance
of1-15. The markey for Americans
is somewhat heavy, and almost all
stocks show declines the only excep-
tion being S. K. pfd. which is up §.
For the time being it looks as if
speculative activity abroad was
lik¢ly to run in the Kaflir securities
rather than in Americens.

Yesterday’s market was thought to
indicate that perhapsthe speculative
favorites of last week would be suc-
ceeded this week by a new set of
stocks among which Central Pacific,
St. Paul and F.S. Com. and pfd.,
were the most prominent. As to the
advance in F. 8. it wassupposed to be
based on the approach of the divi-
dend period but was largely based
on the Bullish utterances of people
au&posed to represent Mr. Flower.

r. Flower’s prestige in the Street
is such that anything remotely attri-
buted to him, is at once accepted as
a reliable tip on t.e market. The

which will no doubt be largely inter-
ested in the refunding s heme as
Boon as it is definitely arranged.
