THE WHEAT POSITION.

Chicago, Sept. 26.

No really weak feature has devel-
oped unless it was more liberal ac-
ceptance of bide on wheat by the
farmers in the Southwest showmng a
tendency to profit by the recent ad-
vance in price. Wheat has advanced
almost uninterruptedly five cents
per bushel for December and nearly
ten cents for Sptember. Some real-
lzing at the advance is natural and
makes a healthy market. Tfotal
spring and winter wheat receipts con-
tinue consîderably under a year ago,
foreign houses have not ceased buy-
ing, the big Northwest wheat centres
report a decrease in stocks for the
week, and cables, especially from the
Continent, closed strong, if a little
less rampant tban expected. The
bears have been treated to s:umps
on a Saturday for weeks past ; It only
declined fractionaily on Saturday,
although cables were lower in the
morning in sympathy with this side.

From the opening this morning it
was evident cash w ùeat was wanted,
and in spite of a decline of ï on Dec.
ember option it advanced steadily
up to the close.

Corn had a slight advance and it
looks as if it might be bought for a
turn.

Provisions were more active than
oflate and scored a steady advance.
Pork opened at 8.20 for Dec. and
closed at 8.40. Lard opened at 4.82
and closed at 4.92.
