New York, July 18.

The nows with regard to the crops and
the statements of earnings of the more
prominent systems is resulting in an in-
creasing interest for investment account
abroad.

The news from tho strike is reassuring,
and itis practically broken.

The St. Paul earnings for the 2nd week
in July make a very handsome statement,
and are by far the largest in the history of
the Company, for the same period, for the
last soven years. Money yesterday showed
an enadier tendency, but this was dueas
much to alack of demand as anything else.

Tho news, on the whole, may ba regarded
as favorablo, and we are inclined o advise
purchase on declines.

Now York, Noon, July 18.

The opening of the market was even
more uninteresting and apathetic than yes-
torday. There wassome activily in B.R.T.
a3 a congequence of more encouraging re-
ports in regard to the operation of the
diferent lines. It appears thut the number
of strikers is dwindling, and that there is
consequently less interruption than either
on Sunday or Monday.
