INDUSTRIALS WEAK-N. Y. GAS

1ZEDUCES lITS DIVIDEND-MAR-
xrT CLOSE"S EASY.

New York, May 26.
Substantial advanccs are rccordcd in

the London market for Americans, and
from the streîîgth of that market it wvould
appear tlîat the sarne conditions prevail
thora tbat exist haro, namely, that the
short side is Vhe 8ettling aide of the nmarket,
and that thora is a disposition to cover
theso shorts beforo our~ maîrket is closed
fer a thrce-days holiday.

Louavitie & Naashville, St. Paul, Balti-
more & Ohio, Atchisoa pre.forred, and
Union Pacifie are particularly streaîg, and
show advances frein 1 te î.

The fortnightly settleament of the Lona-
don market will net be coaîcluded till WVcd-
nesday, and it is thought that thora are
more shorts te bo covered. Ail things con
sidered, our miarket wama extremely strong
yestorday. Tho price of stocks advanced
in the face of an advancing wheat market
and alarming reporte as to tho condition of
the erops in the West. The question of
crepa will, cf course, continue te bu a dis-
turbing factor for soma tirao, but it was a
noticeable feature, of yesterday's market
that the rcaids mnost nearly concersaed by
the condition of the cropa ail enjoyed
strong markets for their shares on Vhe
local exehange. ln last night's loan crowd
there wcre f ar more stocks offered than
for soma tiie, past, ehowing that soma cf
the shorts had covered during yesterday's
atrong murkot. Thora still continues te
bu a goed demand for Atchison preferred,
St. Paul and other Griangors, and it seerne
quits iikely that tho cevering move will go
furthor bef'ore the market is closed over
itiemorial Day.

The passage of tho Ford bill is thought
t'O have been fairly well discounted, but
nobody thought tho bill wouid be killed.
It is possible, howcvar, that traders may
take axivantage ef its prap.tically beconîing
laMv te hammer the local traction stocks,
ivhieh yield s0 easily when net supported
by the inside intoresta.

ABide frem the crop conditions, influ-
ence bcariug on the local stock market
seem te be Jmhost ni! contained in the
teehoical position in ".3 market, and for
the present nt it ist, it-dooke as if the mrua-
ket would continue to ho rather profes-
sional.

Comparative statistios are apt te ho mis-
loading, unlesa thora gees ifith a considera-
tien, of thora, due regard to differeuces of
conditions whîoh have led'to the results

shown iby contrast. Itiwas flot Coiiparative

statistica or business conditions sucli as
boars are nlow discussing at longtlh ihich
led te several sharp breaks in stock market.

Within the anonth tio succes8 of the
bears was obviously due to the fact that the
bull cnthusîasrn ran too higli iii early par
of the year, and the public persuaded itself
that no important reaction Ivas possible;
ivhile a large ilart of brokerago comanunity
permitted clients to ovortra(Ie, that is, Vo
buy stocks on Inargins toc narrow, aveu
-%era price8 on a, xnuch lowe- level tiîan they
have been in hast fov xnnths.

'Tle mnarket for the tixne being lacks lead-
ership on the bull si(Ie and Iacks a disposi-
tion on the part of the public to foflow an
advanco. 'fhuo is no great disposition ou
the part cf the public te sell. Stocks do net
corne out ir6ely. Tlaey have to ho draagged
out, but declines like those ivhichi occurred
iii Air Power will have a tendency te in-
crosse the disposition to soîl and niay anake
the mnarket more sensitive to attack. It is
practicalhy certain that the tendency wil
not change uutil seoma interest is willing to
do aggressive buying. It anay bc a î>rofcs-
sional biulh interest, or it xnay bc the public
taking stocks, because it thanka thora bas
beau decline eneugh, but the preseut indif-
ference on the pait of buyers means a sag-
ging mnarket if loft te itself; and a yielding
mnarket under attact<.

lIt must bc rememnbered that the mnarket
bas had a inaterial dechine in the last few
mon ths. The faîl bas beau fully as great as
the theory of mnarket swings requires. lIt is
the turne of yoar when pricea ought te be
low. During the progress of a bull mnarket
the low prices are mnade in the fiant haîf of
the ycar, and the high prices in the second
half. The docline this spri:Ig niakes a low
point which will presently bo found attrac-
tive to buyers and calculatcd to proniote a
bull speculation- likely to run well toward
the close of the year.

It is quite likely that the mnarket wvill go
lower for Vhs time, boing, but, unless opera-
tors o- tradars fuel that the bull mnarket of
the period is over, they should utilize breaks
ftom the present level of prices te pick up
stock in moderato ainounts wvith the inten-
tion of holding it for a reasonable tinie in
the expectation of resuniption of the gener
al advance. Stocks se bought ahoula be of
a cînass which the bayer is wvilling to regard
partly at leaut as an iiivestment, e that in
the avant of the advanee net belng resumed
thoy could-still be held with a fair degreo
of profit on account of the ratura and the
possibility of obtairing favorable re8ults by
averiiging.
