THE OCTOBER MONTHLY MEETING Of the Directors was hield on Tuesday,
tche l3th of that mionth. The Hlon. G. W. Mlail, President, neupied the Chair,
and the attendance of Offcers, and both lay and clerical Directors, 'vas large.

iAfter Devoti'anal Exercik;es, and the readingç and confirmtation of the minutes
Iof the previous meeting ,the Report of the Speial ComiUtee appointed ti

mitted and adopted. The principal recommendation in the Committee'sj
report ivas that a certain property, conveyed to the Society in security for a
debti be sold in order to realize amount due. The Depositary's Statement of
Receipta and Expenditure was submitted and passed. The Cornmittee ap-
poiiited in 1872, to consider the best method of carrying out the late MUr.
Ketchumn's intentions with regrard to the Sabbath Sechool and Yorkville
Publie School Bequests, was re-appointed, and requested to act. Gratuities 1,f
Bibles made duriug Septemiber to the amount of $28.39 -wrere confirnxed.
A further gratuity of Scriptures wvas also authorized for the use of prisoners
in the Central Prison. Thc Qmmittee on " The distribution of Scriptures
in Railway Carniages for the use of Passengers," reported through their
Convener Dr. O. B. Hall, that they had placed Bibles, or portions thereof,
in a large number of the Cars on the Northern and Great Western Rail-
wvays. They also reported that they had exhausted, the amount .placed to
tlieir credit, aud asked a furthi grant, which -was allowed to, 1.4e extent of
$925.00. The Reports of Agents and Colporteurs ivere laid before the Board,
and the mieeting wvas brought to a close at 9.45 p.m.

THE YVJUEMBER M3ONTHLY MEETING waVZs lield on Tuesday, the 1Oth of thiat
month .rd was largely attended. The President called upon the venerable Bis-
hop R.ichardson to conduct the devotional exercises, after which the minutes
of the October meeting were read and confirmed. The Coznmittee appointed
" to determine the amount of tùne to be required from, and the remunera-
tion to be given toi, the future Permanent Secretary," presented their Report.
The Report recommended " that the Permanent Secretary shail be required to
devote an average of haîf tirne each day to the duties of his office. That the
timie so given xnay be the latter lia' lof the day, and that the remuneration
offered be %800.00 per annum. The Report wvas adopted, and the Secretaries
requested to advertise for candidates." The Pepositary's Cash Statement was
presented and passed, and gratuities of Scriptures made, amounting to
$16.92, confirmied. The usual time for canvassing the city for subscriptions in
aid of the Society having ahnost arrived, l4he Board decided, ini order to render
the canvass more thorough, that the city be divided into two sections and
a collector appointed to each. After the reception and examination of agents'
and colporteurs' Reports the meeting closed with prayer by the Rev. J. G.
Robbi at 10.10 p.m.

TH r, DECEl'MBER MONTHLY MEETING 0F THE DIRECTORUS was heldl on Tuesday,
the Sth instant. The chair was taken at 7.35 P. M., by the President, the
ilIon. G. W. kilan. There was a very large attendance of officers and
directors. After devotional, exercises, conducted by Rev. S. Rose, the senior
Honorary- Secretary read the minutes of last meeting, iVhich were confirined.
The Depositary's inonthly statemient of Receipts and Expenditure was sub-
niitted and passeci. The Board confirmed the gratuities of Scriptures miade
by the Secretaries duringr the mionth, ameunting to $34.56. Reports were
presented from five of the î.rovisional, agents. The colportage sehedule,
showint the labours of the colporteurs during the monith, and the number

Iof copies of God's Word, (about 50( ) di.itnibuted, w.as read. An applic-ation
for colpcStage work wvas laid before the Board, but no vacancy existing, it lvaS
not entertained. The secretaries then submitted applications for the office
of Permanent Secretary, some fifteen in number, recc-ived in rep]y to thxe
advertisemient iniserted ini the Toronto daily papero. The applications ivere
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read and ca.reftully considered, and on the vote 1wing taken, Robort Baldwi
Esq., was declared dtuly elected. The Treasurer read some correspondence
in respet to the accounts. After some discussion the meeting was closed
with prayer by the Rev. J. M. King, M. A., at .9.20 o'elock.

SYSTEM 0F BIBLE SOCIETY AGENCY.

The question has been incidentally raised by the Board of Directors as to
the expediency of abolishing the present Bystem of local agency of the Bible
Society, and reverting bnik to the former system of permanent agency. There
,%re advantages in both systems ; and the Board, after experience of the two
plans, are d ,posed to discard the present systeni in faveur of the other.
The Directors ivill no doubt be glad tn learn the views and opinione of the
Branches on the su«bjeet.

VISIT 0F TEE OR.IENTAL CONGRESS TO THRE BIBLE SOCIETY'S
flOUSE.

The memberi of the Oriental Oong-ress were inivited to visit the 1,bratry of
the British and Foreigun Bible OSociety, and were receiveci by the
Secretaries. The Jacobite Patriarcli of Antioch was alsr, present, and
was accompanied by the Syriac Bisliop of Jerusalein. The Rev. R. B.
Girdiestene, the Superintendent of the Translation Departmont, took the
Iearned assembly around thc roi-, and explained the contents of the difftr-
eut cases. Deep interest was taken in the exaininations of the ricli treasuires
which the libi7azry cetitains-; and eager if not covetous eyes gazed on such
baoks as Çeverdale's Bible of 1537, (just added to the collection), Matthewvs'
Bible of 1527, Bishop Bedell's Irish Bible, the first Welsh N>.ew Testa-
mùent, the celebrated Frenchi Bit),# Histo).Iée, the pre-Liitleran German
versions, Ludtherý's edition of the Bible of 'ta45 (being the last edited
biy him), a Latin 'Vulgate of A .D. 1479, the first Greek Testament, the first
Septuagint, au ancient Spanis;h Bible in Go-thiie characters, & -., &c.

Last year the Society received a diplorna and inedal from the Oriental
Congrrese assenibled in Paris, in consideration of ifs services in the vay of
Oriental printing; aiid in consequence of -hi- distinction, the attention of the
cornpany was specîally directed on the present oiccasion to some of the
Society's latest Eastern editions, such as the Tamili Bible, the first Cliinese
New Testamient, withi marginal references, the Japa.neso Gospels, and the
Revised Amlbarie Picriptures. Soae of the party took special note cf the
numnerous Indian languages into whicli translations have been macle; others,
of the South Sea languages ; others, again looked with, amazement at the.long
wordsin the North American Indian versions ; whilst the calebrated Palimp-
sest called1 the Codex Zacynthius, and other ancient manusaripts, vere
evidently favourite studies to a few of the lite rati. An impression was evi-
d1ently made upon these learned rien that whilst the Cong--ress w.-s studying
knotty points of literary and ethnological interest, the Britieli and Foreign
Bible Society was practically solving them. There they oritesIe
in the xnidst cf a perfect profusion of foreign lterature in some 250 languages,
not the work cf professors but cf misqienaries ; not inteuded to throw light'
~n hethen castcms, but meant to give the li.ghit of the Gospel to tne heathens,
liimselves.

As for the venerable Patriarcli, ho sat down and contemplated the scorne
wýit1 aient wander. Book after book was brcught to hini te look at. He
was very much struck with the mode cf reading gOhinese, do-vn in columins,
alld at first shook bis head, as if lie doubted whetlher bis informanats were not
deceiying, hina.

The picture
te ho presented was huing on the wall of the staircase, immediately opposite,
the entrance door of the largre room, where the meeting was held, and
the doors being open, it was in -fuli vieNw of ail assembled. The proceedings
ha *Ving been opened by the Rev. Charles Jackson with prayer.

The chairmaR siaid :-Ladies and Gentlemen, a very few -preliminary words
f romn me %vill suffice. Yon have ail, no doubt, seen the very fine picture on
the staircase. That picture, entitied IlLuther's First Study cf the Bible," has

4beon purchased by a large nuiuber of subscribers, who desired tfe present it
to this Society. 1 think that you wrii ail agree with me that a more appro-
1priate gift couid flot ho made, and that a more appropriate place could nut be
1iound for it.

The Rev. S. B. Bergne th ;en read a brief staternent, dealing with the rise
and progress of the Socîety'Es perations in Germnany, and showing the amaz-
inig citent to wvhich, the translation of Luther had been dispersed through its
agency, not ily in the Fiatherland of the Protestant Reformation, and in
those sections cf the Austrian Empire wnere German is the .prevaiiing ver-
nacular, but in other countries far and near, where the German race lias
sought for itself a home.

Froni statisties fumnished it appcaredi that ýhe British and Foreigu, Bible
Society had printed ini German-Bibles 2,4716,240, Testaments 6,098,61I5,
Porti<>ns, 878,182-or a total of 9,453,537. 0f these the vast proportion wvere
according to the version of Luther, which holds the sanie place of h< inoutr
and influence ini Germany, that our own fondly cherishied authorized version
holds in England, and wherever the English language is spoken.

The Hon. A. Kînnaird, M. P.,. then presented th-~ picture to the Society
through the President.
