It la nu
longer possible for nec t aa, " No man
careth for my seul., Tbey are made ta
teel tiret tho churcb dons cire, that, Ilke
our blessed lard, ehon it sees tbe mul-
titude as a sbeep lhaving no ahepherd. It
bas compassion upén tirent, and seeks ta
succour and ta Bave.

Jobn Wesley'& advice tu bis preachera
waz ta go nut inerely ta those, Who
needed tbem., but tioso who needed tireur
mont. Tbis la tha mission of the Home
Department. if there bo a lonely. sor-
row!ul, foroaken, sinful min or woman.
ln the neigbbouiiod. one Who bas
fallen among tbies by the wayside.
Who bas been biýuI«ed and beaten and
left haIt dead. dèspolled of character,
and hope, and hsppiness. andi ail tbret
maires life Worth itving. it la the church's
duty ta find that man, or that; woman.
it muet not, liko tle priant or the Levite,
paso by on tbe otber aide, but. like the
Good Samaritan. .it muet bind up tbe
wounds, wipe awair the tears, Impart the
comforts and consolations5 of God'a grace
and Bo gave a let and erring brother
or sinning sioter..

The church eould provide a special
literature for the MHame Department, for
the shut-ine andi shut-outa. for the
immigrants ta o0 shores whose educa-
tion bas been noa eglectea that they ca
scarcely apell th r owa nome, and who
Phrirk f romr ex l*ng thoir Ignorance ta
the bright-eyed oys and girls ln our
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achools. To these the qglarterly visitor
bringe hope andi belp andi encourage-
ment. and lifte their lives'from their low
leveis to a higher plane 'ot thougbt and
feeling and action.

It Is an aXhibition ot Cbrie-
tien altruiam tbat overcomes prejudice
and wins confidenc4 It is a proof that
the ehurches are 4t mere social clubs
cf the well-to-do, ï$z that they .eek ta
visit the neglected and to bentefit the
needy.

The Intellectuai alimulus of sncb study
upon even eluggislf minris le very great.
Tbey feel the Inspitation cf keeping step
witb the great atmy, whicb la every
week êtudying the& same chapter of the
Bible. Tbey acq~r new intereet ln
tbe greateet classi cf ai te ages, and
many are led to r;formed lives.

One of the most striking resuIts of the
Home Departmnent'la the way ln wbich
it helpe the pator hie i work, and thus
benefits the wbole çhurcb. Tite visitors
cao flnd out those pvbo bave membersbip
letters from othe c urebes but bave
neglected ta preseI them; tbhose wbo are
concerneri about tlýeir salvation, but are
ton timid ta make1 ilt known; those wbo
are In trouble tbrqugb sickness. or sor-
row, or sin; tboee Wvho can be developed
into Christian wotkers ln the Sunday-
school. or League. or Endeavour Society.

A great deal more use ean be madie
of the Sunday-sçbool library than ia
generally madie. It ýcari become the effec-
tive means for eireulating gond reading
ln some familles; wbere anly trasby

literature ls known. The chut-lus es-
pecially wiil appreciate gond booksa. In
some places a "measenger service" bas
been formed f rom the sebool, of boys or
girls wbo take pleasure iln delivering anri
returning the books. Tbe library may
thus go forth on a mission of comfort,
Instruction, andi evangelization. Thr.se
libraries already far outnumber ail tbe
other libraries ln the country, and they
may bc greaily developel ln aise and
scope, andi elevateri ln tone.

The domestic effect of tlie Home De-
partment le, moat salutary. Parents
taite a new interest ln tbe Bible atudies
of their chilliren, and feel a new sym-
patby for the Sunday-acbool. Fresb
themes of 'tbought taire the place of
mental vaculty. New topica of conver-
sation are qiuggested Instead of trivial
goeeip. A love of books and of the Book
of books la greatly faatered.

Wbat an Impulse a gentral effort for
Bible teaching would give ta every de-
partment of. cburcb life and cburcb work!
How it would 1111 aur scbools, enlarge our
congregatiots, Increase the Intelligence
and piety of aur people !
