stress rattles off the children's clothes iu
quick time and counsequently the little oncs
are not taught to make themsslves useful with
the needle,s great want, we think, in thecduca-
tion of any _yo(mg lady. Inthe homes o1 the
poorer clusses where sewing machines are
rare, the need of instraction is still greuter.

Now the object of our School 1y to provide
complete instruction in the art of cutting and-
making plain garments; plain sewing In all its
breaches, including mending and darning'will
be thoroughly tuught, also knitting, crochet-
ting and plain varieties of trhuming. We
hold five gessions & week: Tucsday and Thurs-
day Afternoons, Saturday Moraniang and
Afternoon for specinl‘accomodation of school-
children, and an adult class on Thursday
eveuning for persons employed during tue day.

We have been fortunate in securing the ser-
vices of a lady’ in every v ay competert, to
conduct the School; her salary is securzsd for
this year, and we shall all woik togetherl
trust,heartily and unanimously for the provis-
ions of the future. Ishould like to send you
# copy of our Rules some time, if you feel in-
terested in the work, as they will tell you more

fully of our plan than I can in one letter.
1 visited the School yesberduy, and on open-

ing the door of thy Ladles' Parlor in Uuion
Hall, such a pretty sight as 1 saw ! I wish
you could see, as well as hear, through the
‘Telephons.  About thirty fresh young faces
turned to greet me; all full of enger interest,
sewing and knitting, not as though they felt
obliged to finish a set tagk, but as though they
toss real pleasure in their work, which I
wus permitted to examine, snd very much
surprised I was to sce the improvetnent since
the f'vat day’s lesson. The room was bright,
warm and cheerful, and I have no doubt many
a ray of sunshine will go forth from that little
sewing circle, which will cheer and brighten
many homes.
