A nation is ilted of its people. The
Churcli axit sclîool are the bondl, the cement
that bintis these people Into a soliti, loyal,
whale. No matter bow geood the naturaî
qualities of the building material, without
thc eclîrl andi school a community or na-
tion rapitily disintegrates andi iastens ta its
fail. \Vithout the Church, moral influences
wane; self rules, might makes right. sav-
agery prevails, true national lite ls impos-
sible. The ancient heathen nations tieclineti
an<l fell wlien they lest faitli in tlîeir gotis.
Religion Is a national necessity anti the bet-
ter it is the better the nation. But the
sehool Is also necessary. Without it religion
ivili become inere blind superstition. Scat-
land bas long been noteti alike fer church
andi schoal, anti the world linows the re-
suit. If the alien peoples filling our coun-
try are te be a strengtli ta the country
there must be church andi sehool. anti the
sehoal under tiecitietly religions influence.
Our Homie M.-ission Cammittee is aiming ta
erect among these new settiers in the North-
west, as rapitily as means will admit, build-
ings that wvill answer for both churci anti
school, andi te appoint among tbem mis-
sionaries who wiIl give them knowledge,
secular anti reilus, on week days anti on
Sabbatbs.

Rev. Dr. Robertsoni, wvlien pieading for iielp
to carry on Homo Mission worlc and thus
aid iii nssinillatiîîg the alien masses tliat are
îxouring by tens ef thousands into our fer-
tile Northwest. The phrase lias much of
lneanixxg. l'le United States lias a giganttc
problein la the forelgn multitudes throng-
ixîg tlîitlîerward. But ours Is a more dURi-
cuit one, for many of tiiese foreiga peoples
corne from lands where the sentiment Is dis-
tlnctly antl-British, and wluile many of them
do flot bring much else they bring this sen-
timent. If left te themselves they will bc
centres of disaffection. Tliere lu ne way of
welding them s0 quickly and thorouglîly and
sympathetlcally Into oui, national life as by
,%vlnning them te an Intelligent religious life;
aîid ne agent so valuable to the Empire as
tue maissionary and minister.

0f two thingu our Dominion Government
siiould have a care: First, net te admit tee
large a proportion of foreigners as immi-
grants; second, not te settle them ln large
blocks of! tlîousands, where they wili remain
undlgested, unassimiiated, a foreign, un-
sympathetie, unhealthy elemnent in our body
îelitics. Last year seme 50,000 immigrants
found in our wide land a home. This year
a larger number is cemiîîg. The largeî'
pr'oportion of tliese are from Central and
Nortlîern Europe. Most of thom are ignor-
ant. Many have littie religion werthl tue
name. Every effort sheuld be made te en-
courage Immigration frem Britain and the
eider provinces, and te discourage tee large
an inflow e! alien population, allen in race,
in Janguage, in loyaity te oui' Empire.

13y Our Mlsslouary, Rev. J. A. Sinclair.

Wliat mon endure ln tho search for gold
wiIl nover bo known and the horoisim of
helpfulness by our missionaries and othors
le also beyond our ken. The followlng ox-
tracts of a recent letter ln the "Western
Preshyterian," by Rev. J. Sinclair, our mis-
slonary at Lake Becnnett, give glinipses of
wvhat le done and suffered:-

Week before at a poor fellow got both
bis bauds terrlbly frozen. A'"musher" start-
ed out froni Sumnmit In spite of warnings
lu the face of a big storm. A telegraph
message wvas sent to F~raser, soven miles this
side, teliing them to look out for hlm.

When lie did sot turn up lu a reasonable
ie, Ryani, a section man at Fraser, startod

out to try and meet hlm. Ryan wont four
miles and thon turned back as the storm
wvas Increaslng. But hoe soon found great
difficulty, as the snow and ice '%vould form
over lus eyes s0 that lie could nlot see. Ho
took off the riglit mitt to pick the 8110w
off his face, and lu a minute hoe found thiat
hîs thumb wvas frozen. He thon tookc off
the othex' mitt to rub snowv on the frozen
tbumb and both hands were SOon so bo-
numibed that ho couldn't get on either mitt,
and lîad to walk ail that way baec with
botb hands almost bare. Ho will loso al
his llngers and thumbs of both hands and
half of the righit hand as well.

Iu the meantime the ma ho started to
relieve lîad turned back and wvont into a,
difforent tont from the one from whlch hoe
set out without reporting. Ho wvas safo by
the lire while this herole fellow lest is
bauds in an effort to rescue hlm. Wheul I
visited lm lu the liospital the other day,
hoe was making no complaints, eitber of
the careless fellow's conduct, wvhose lifo hoe
tried to save, or of hie terrible prospect.
Sucb IS the grit and heroismn 0f somo of
our ciiaps lu the North-land.

Our pretty, cosy little church is the most
popular rendezvous in town for the best
people. Tlîey hold sociale, write letters,
have business nmeetings, meot engagements,
read, smoke, file saws (wbeu there are no
ladies present), and somnetimes do a little
courting in the place, whiclî, lu a botter
equippecl town, tiîey wvould reserve exclusive-
ly for «%vor-sliip.

We have as many as oighty and a hundred
at church sometimes ou Sunday eveuisgs,
even in these days whieh Bennett ie almost
deserted by aIl whose business does sot
compol tlîem to romain during the wiuter.
At our weelcly Tuesday evening social we
are always crowded, and Iast Tuesday many
had to go away sot beisg able to get luside
the door.

At those socials 1 have bad collections
givon for the maintenance of our indigent
hospital patients. The flrst collection

axnounted to $55 %vlthin throo minutes aftor
1 lirst mentloned the case and the need !

Tho way it started wvas tho following:-
A inan named Flaherty had been sick for a
month la a littie teut elght feet by ton, dowu
on tho beach, ail alone excepting whoen
somo of the boys wvould drop ln atter worlr
and spend an hour wlh hlm. This %Vas
before I ksnew anythlng about hlm. Ho Was
being treated for Bright's diseuse, but hav-
lng to mako lits own lires and get his own
meals, of course got gradualiy worse. When.
I called hoe had just been told that ho must
go to a hospital or die. Ho had only thirty
dollars loft, tho doctor who had been attend-
isg hlm having takeon flfty dollars for hîs
services. The faro to Skugway would cost
ton dollars, hospital treatment from flfteen
to twenty-flve dollars per wveeli.

That evening -.t a social la our littie
church I told of finding hlm. A chap ln a
front seat wvho had at least smoit tho cork
of a bottle of Scotch, blurted out, to the
intenise amusement of the crowd, "'Let hier
go at that, parsos, pass the hat. l'il start
ter with a flver." "But," 1 said, "Lt lias been
already started -%vith a twentler." "WelI
then," wvas the ready responso, "IlIl maIre it
a ten. Rustie the hat." The bat went round,
lie put his ton on, and ln threo minutes we
had flfty-flve dollars. The fellow who start-
it wlth twenty dollars handed It to me with
an expression that was neither orthodox
nor classical and need sot be reproduced ln
print, but its spirit wvas Christian. I toolc
hlm over and placed hlm iu tho rallway boa-
pital where he cost us three dollars per
day, and that was the Iowest rate thoy could
makoe, being searly what it cost tbem, the
Division Superintendent told me.

Later on 1 had another collectiou-(for at
one time I was personally responsible for
the payment of seveuty-three dollars per
week for Atlin patients), which amounted to
flfty-two dollars, another of forty..two dol-
lars. and last weekç wliile I was absent they
took a collection of twenty-three dollars and
twenty-five cents. What's the matter wlth
Bennett ?

The samne night that I took Flaherty on
the train I board moans frein another part
of the car. I went to see what was the
matter and found a yousg chap from Acton,
Ontario, delirious with typhoid foyer. H1e
had corne thirty miles freim Caribou Cross-
ing in a row boat whon it was blowisg and
four below zero. Soon the conductor of the
train came around and told me that hoe and
bis chum had osly ose ticket betweon thomi
and no funds. 1 bought a ticket for the
sick man, as the chum was also a convales-
cent and could not be put off the train. 1
took the sick man alosg with Flaherty to
the railway hospital and both men were ad-
mitted on my personal guarantee that the
funds would ho provideci. Next day the
Acton msan's temporature fol below normal
and for a week- ho was expected to die. But

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thanks to goed caro and medical attendance,
and te havlng led it cean, tomperato lite
lie rallied and Is now a convalescent ln a
hetel la Skagwvay. 111es cycs fiuiod witli tears
the other day wlien ho askied wliat lie was
to (d0 about his hospital Cees, and wlicn 1
told lmi tlhat tlîey ivore al paid and that
hoe neod not bother about thum until able
to return tho nîoney.

WVhi1o lie wvas ln Bennett resting for three
days before starting for Skcagway, a doctor
liere charged hlm twenty-two dollars for
tour visits and a littie niedicine. 1 made
the dulter "cougli Uip" twelve dollars ot that
oxtertionate charge uxuler threat that 1
would have hlmi arrested for practlslng with-
out Ik(ense. 1, of course, first appeaied te lils
sympatliy. but fournd that lie had neither
sympathy nor conscience.

The chum whîo was travelling witii hlm
travelled on lus ticket, for when hoe recov-
croc] consciousness lie sihowed me that that
one ticket was his. Tis Is "eue better"
than stealing tlie coppers off a dead man's
eyes. I arn confident tbat this Young man
wiII never ferget what the churcli of bis
home and beyhoed lias doue for hlm. The
xnemory et liew she lias picked himi up will
ho a botter antidote for scopticismn ln his
bellot than ail the apologetics ever writteii.

On Christmas Day a felIow came to the
churcli asking me te admit bis dlium to tic
liospital. 1 told hlm that we hac] noue,
but couic] take him to Skagway if the case
was serions. 1 sent hlm te have a doctor
examine is patient, promising te call in
au hour. When 1 called 1 found a fellow
ln a bunli-liuso, ini a h1gb fever and other
symptoms of pueumnonia. He bac]taken sick
on the way to Dawson, and bad lalu on
seme brus in luM3 tent down on the lako
for five days c]uring the first big sterm. The
doctor bac] callod, bac] remarked that lie
bac] consierabie fever. asked if is fecs
would be fortlicoming ana on finding tliat
ho wouid have te wait for bis focs, iet
abruptly, telling is partner to give hlm
a littie quinine ! 1 put mustard on hlmi that
niglit and next day toolç hlm to the hos-
pital at Skagway. Ho is now out again, hav-
ing narrowly escapod a serlous attack of
pneumonia.

Mr. Whltten, manager of the Golden
North bote] at Skagway, a great friend et
mine, with whom I lived for ovor a year,
was kiiied on January lOth bv a fail from a
gang-piank of a steamer. His wife wired
me that day and I weut over on the first
train, taking aiong aiso a patient for the
hospîtal. That was the last train, for a
wvorse storm than the former one bas blocked
thé road ever since. 1I "mnshed it" back
getting iu last night atter a wild oic] trip.
Thlis is the second tine I have bac] to do this
as I was canght ln the proviens storm, hav-
ing then also taken over an Indigent pa-
tient te the bospital.

Last time I faced a gale 'with the ther-

moinotor twcnty-11vo bolow zero. Pcrliaps 1
wasn't cld, but thianks to former acquain-
tance %vithi Jack Frost 1 "*dldn't get a bite,"
boing tho only oneoeut et a party et a dczen
who escaped. But 1 sec that thoso tramps
arc putting some more wrinkles ln my face.
1 made thc twenty mlles freux the Sumit
te Bennett lu six and a hait heurs' actual
îvalklng yestorday ovor a bac] trail. I taucy
you wvlll say that the tramups "must be malc-
Ing othor changes ln my aldermanle torux,
tee." Well, as they say bore, "that's; ne
iosh, elither." 1 Cool like a feundorod herse
to-day, but wlll be ail rîglit to-morrow.

Se we pog awny doing what WCc au te
mînister te bedy und seul. The resuits we
cannet ceunt ln large churcli mexnberslip,
ln selt-sustalning cengregations, uer la large
financial roturns. Tihis werk at present
doos net pay ln nionoy, but I feel that lu
many places far from hiero, the churel will
CeeI a uew throb ot lite ami loyalty Crom
what may seem rather rockit 3 expeudîture
ont liore. In this work et relief wve are
slmply carrying eut the original spirit et the
apostolle cbnrch whoe first dlinrch ofilcers
were a cbarlty commnittoe rather than a
modemn Board ef MUanagement.

Small nsed te put it, "Quît." 'Ple paper le
net large, and le only 25 cents a year. It le
straightforward, cemmon seuse, aud lu "dead
earuest." Christian and Temperance workers
will find it a healthfui tenie.

If our Sunday scbools are tnrned into
Bible scheels, where the very werds ef Hely
Writ are studled, aud helps and metbods
less deponded on. those who teach and thOse
who are tauglit wlll denive that illuminatien
which ever comes trem the outrance et the
trutli et God.-Episcepal, Recorder.
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FAMINE SCENES IN INDIA.

Rev. J. Fraser Campbell, DUD., our mis-
sionary at Rutlam, writes:

"The distress is Increasing and must in-
crease. «Yesterday on my way homo froni
our morning service I met a stream of mis-
erable creatures, and flnaily the extreme
emaciation of one littie tot broughit me to a
stand. Immedlately I was surrounded, bis
tather showed me that another who, was
being carried In a basket was still worse,
and other people had their own miseries
to show. 1 had tliem corne to the bouse,
began with milk and hot water for the
children and had food prepared for ail.
About forty were ted, and among tbem was
a partIcularly emaciated maxi whe was re-
cognIzed as having been here before with
a brother, is wife and child, but now be
was alone-the rest had died, lie said.

"Thils morning about 6 o'clock when 1 was
dresging 1 heard a nman's voice crying; the
sotind came trom waste grouind near our
house, and I sent a mani to enquire. The
word came baec that the man's child had
died. Later I found that it was the one
who was ln the basket;, It proved that It
was stili alive, though lni the cold of the
early morning it had seemed to die. The
parents 'with tears besought me to take thxe
children and bring them tit. 1 did what
1 suppose yen would have clone-arranged
to talce the mother and three chlldren mean-
while and give the mani soine wor'!. But
It Is probably too late to save ail of the
eildren.

"Mean'while word came thnt the carrion
birds were at the corpse of a boy ln an-
other part of the sanie grouind."

Dr. Margaret McKellar, our rnedicai mis-
sionary lni Neemuch, ln a letter et Feb. 12,
Just recelved, says:

"For over 100 years there lbas not been a
like <istrcss. conscquently last September
the poor people in iess favoured districts
began fiocking Into Central India, feeling
sure that bere they would get food and
fodder, but alas! they were doomed te dis-
appointment. It has been wltb great dit-
flculty that those la authority have driven
back outsiders to their respective states te
be provided for by their own Rajahs.

"lIt was whle these streams of people
were passlng to anid fr0 that we started
ln a small way to gîve food. From Sep-
tember Ilth to December 3lst we gave bread
or grain to 55,912 souls. At first, we gatiî-
ered them on our own compotind and were
abie to tell them of the "Bread ôf Lite," as
weii as give them the bread that perish-
eth. The congregatlng of them together ln
this way was dlscoutlnued by erder ef the
Commaning Officer, for fear of bringlng ln-
fectieus diseases se near the British sol-
diers.

"Since January lst I have been glvlng
bread and boiled peas from my cart, go-
Ing to and comlng from xny dispensarles

to those on the ronds, and lu tîxis way about
8,000 more have received a littie.

"It Is sad to seu men, women and chil-
dren wlnnowing thxe dust of the streets and
folioîving the heavy-laden carts of wheat,
ln the hope of pickilnz ut> a few grains tc,
eat; sadder stili te see them breaklng up
exerement on the rond for particles of' un-
ligested food, -whlch they greediiy deveur.
In the villages round about many are grind-
Ing down the barks of corzain trees te mix
wlth tlhe-flour te make their bread and then
only get one meai every second or third
day.

"Whien thotisands are on the miarch, many
a mother with her new-born babe found
sheiter ln one et our "mangers" and was
ted and cared for until she was strong
enougli te continue lier Jeurney wlth hier
people.

"Sonxe 200 souls have been takeon lni by
our mission ln Neemucli. 0f that number
severai are chidren forsakexi by their par-
ents ln the Bazaar streets or eut lni the flelds,
who were pleked up by policemen or some
of our workers and brought te the orphaxi-
age. where thev are tenderly cared for by
the big girls, whe were saved froni the fam-
ine ef three years age. Others were brought
by their parents. The number miglit have
been double or treble what It Is had we
been îvilling te buy the chlldren hrougbt
te us for sale. Is it net sad that the Dangs
eftinger se stifle tender parental feelings
that for a "«mess of pottage" they are will-
Ing te sel] what should be dearir than lte
te, them? Net a few have been feund bY
wells "sick and helpless and ready to, die."

"Saturday as I was coming home frein
my city dispensary I tound a woman Iylng
by a well and saw that sIe was tee weak
toecorne for the fooe'. se 1 went te ber, but
l)efore she would touceh the fooO' she pleadedl
for a drik et water. There Is ne tellIng
liow long she may have been there, wlthin
two or three yards efthfie weli and scores
coming and geing fer water but nao onie
gave ber te drink. I had only boiled grainieft, as I had giv,;n ail the bread away,
whieh when she tasted, slie asked tor bread.
I said If she would stay where she was that
T w'otild go and bring hier some bread, cleth-
Jng, and ail thnt was nercsairy. An heur
inter Mi1ss Campbll and 1 returned In the
moonliglit, with a bottle et milk, bread, a
warm blanket. and a bullock cart for lier.

"In Jlie meantime she had dragged her-
self away te the verandah et an empty
boeuse where she had been sleeping for some
time with lier only cblld a brigbt-eyed bey
et 8 or 9. Both were trylng te warm tbem-
selves ever a lire et sweepings. She was tee
far gene to taste the bread anid mulk we
had brought for ber se, the boy got tliem.

"We get them Inte tbe cart, anid, as we
were ready te start, the bystanders said
there was axiother woman and ber cbild.
Sure enough, lying without any ceverlng,
was the mother. with ber daugliter lni a
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pyiab1e condition. as shoc had beon bitten
by a dog. They, too, woerc put into the
cart.

"M'ýoniiay evenlnk, 0o1 passlng the sanie
woll, 1 fourni another poor woman, whoso
cry too was for Nvator. 1 nskied a wan
whio Wfts drawIng watcr at th tie, ta givo
lier a drinl<. but she x'eftiseîi. 'l aking thc
tin îvlth which 1 scoop out the bolled peas
to the people and heiping lier ta sit Up,
for sho was too wcak to get up by ber-
self, 1 forced the wvonan ta gîvo me some
ivater for lier. In a very short time she
,was put luto a cart and brought ta the
slieiter of the HIome, wvhere the Ikind. niotx-
eriy matran began carlng for hier at once,
but she was tao far gone ta revive. The
followlng morning she passed the way af
ail living.

"'\Vlieîî thcy corne ta us they ar'e s0
wretched, s0 hungry, Sa dirty and decettin
tl-t we say: 'Howv shall 1 put thee among
the childIren?' Thereforo we have opened
up a receling home, wliere they are bathed.
have thoir heads shaved, dlean clothes gîven
them and cleaniy habits taught tiîem. WVhen
they are ready thcy wIvli bo draftcd Into the
Orphanage.

"An aid man camne anc day with bis anly
cilld and gave hier ta us, desirlng at the
same tinie that we feed hlm toa. Ho was
very 111 so we sent Jilin a few days later
ln a cart ta the Charitable Haspital. He
was nat taken lu, and, as the Instructions
were ta take hlm timon on ta tho Relief
Camp, as tiiere Is a haspital there also, 'we
saw hlm na mare. The driver said that
when hoe faund that hoe was being taken ta
the Poor House lie Juniped out oý the cart.
We fear that the truth of the matter Is that
whcn the driver learned that the distance
wvas so great lie dumped hlmi ont ou the
roadside for tlîe man ivas tan weak ta leave
the cart by himself. A man ivas sent ta
search for hlm. but lu vain.

"The daughter toa was tlîought, ta be
at the point af deatb whien she ivas braught
ta the sunuy side of aur bouse and put an
tic verendahi whiere she mlght breathe lier
last away f rom the noisy babble af the
60 Inniates af the Orphanage. Fram that
timo she seemed ta get a new lease of lE,
althoîîgl for days hier bife hung iu the bal-
ance. Miss Campbell kept lier lu lier awn
study for weeks and naw she is back with
the others, ;vcll, althougli far from strong.

"In ail aur care for the sick onos we have
been greatiy hampered by uaL having a bas-
pital wvhere they eau bo properly nursed.
IVe have had as many as 30 "in patients"
ait a tinie, ta treat, without the canveni-
onces af a hosnital.

"«Anather item af gaad news lias came
from the home baud since I started thîs
lotter. Our W. F. M. S. bas voted $500 for
use la te present distress amangst the
womien and chldren. Like the five boaves
that sum is good as far as it wiib go, but".wbat yare they (the dollars) amang 50
many"?

How Iltting ta Lthe above are tic wards ar
a Calcutta ne'vspapor, Tiîo E!nglishmnan.
whlch says ar a famine Incident:

«Mie only comiment wve would niakoe le
that It Is a moro sampleof ai nnunîborcd
sîmnilar cases of tic mast abject distresa.
It should be read and ro-read by overyonc
wlmo has a rupee ta sparo, anI wha lias tho
lieam't ta fee], and the head ta understa<1,
tlîat tho snmaloest coin 'vhiclh ho flings, per-
imaps thouiglitlessly, ta Lue relief fund, may
save at least anc ituman lite. Wo trust that
te narrative af tiils mnssionary, dreadful

lu ILs sinmplicity, will ho widely notnd. and
timat IL wiil give a stimulus ta the public
mîeeting ta be lieid ln Calcutta this week lu
urder ta Inaugurato a new relief fund. Great,
;:lmast overwiemning as are the necessities
af tue time, ILs opportunities are groater
still.",

Tho sanie' îaper says:
"Evory <iay It becames cloarer tliat the

biaci record af the yenr 1897 wvill be
ecllpsed by the present anc. Famine, plague
and wvar were tue spectres whlmi brooded
over timat niemorabie poriod-a perlod ta
whmli anc and ail bade farowell with a feel-
ing af doleful satisfaction that the calami-
tics It had brouglit wvero toa gigautie, toa
piienanienal ta caîncide again. But thîey
have ail couic back, amîd wvitl greater Inten-
sity titan ever. Indita gazes horror-strieken
at tue pragress iu Southi Africa ai anc af
tue umast desperate struggles lu whcli Lime
E mpire lias ever beon engageci. whlîe iearer
homne the famine roturns show a total af
4,000,000 impon relief warks, aund (largely ow-
ing ta tue piaguie ravages) the deatît rate
lu Biombay has reaclîcci the staggoring to-
tal ai 400 lier day.

"IL is, as the Viceroy rcceutly observpd, an
unparalleled situation. and If His Excel-
icncy coulci say titis with regard ta the fam-
ine alomme, lmow mucli mare trume does it ho-
corne when we cansider the concurrent pro-
gress af famne auni Dlaguie?"

Rev. Dr. Buchanan, M.D., aur missiouarY
ammmg the Bhiis, writes ai the sare neeci
ou accounit ai the prevaibiug famine. men-
tioning incidentally an instance, nat as
anîong the wvorst, but as shawing how a bit-
tic timely aid wins outrance for the Gospel.

"A man, lis wiie, andi tlîeir chidren came
aio'g a couple ai weekcs ago lu great desti-
tution. I gave theni a, couple af pouncis af
corn on trust aud provideci t.bem work. The
trust, at a time wien tiiere is aimost no
trust lu tîxe country seemeci ta take hald
af him and lie listcricd ta the Gospel vcry
attentively for scune time.

I-le has been %N,.rking ever since andi geL-
Ling te small wage of four cents a day
andi bis wife tbree cents. With this they
have ta try andi support thecir fauîlly. 1 arn
having hlm taught a wnile every day and
now hoe seems inclineci ta believe lu his and
aur Goc.
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"News of trouble tornes to us £rom, Many
quartcrs," wrltes Mr. Mitchell, of 1-lonau,
"but wve bave te report that ln four weeks
spent la tourlug, wo have met wlLh ,îvarcely
any uxîicasantucess from the people, and
with mucli friendlluess. Occasionally qjues-
tions are uekced as to wvly It docs flot rali,
and whetlier it ivili ramn tlîis year or flot.
Many have given up ail hope of sowlng tiS
year."t
Canada and China. A Contrant.

What liere would bc called a year of pion-
ty-wrtee Dr. Malcolrn frotn i -oîîan-niighit
at horne bc called a hard year, ana 1 arn free
to confese tliut, before corning to China, I
diii îot uppreclate tic reuI nîeaning of the
word "famiine." Boyhood's daye are fruughit
with mernorles of barns ani granarfes
stuffed te bursting, ami vcry vlvld are the
recollections of Uies, wvbcn, trying to pacic
a few nmore sheuves under thîe ridge-pole,
the long shingle nule wvhill protruded
throughi the baum roof yearly ecarred the
scalp. B3ut wlîile at home corne years are
better tîxan otiiers, no sucli thing as famine
le ever dreamed of.

What a contruet bore, wlîere harvests are se
often a failure and whore cwurming vil-
luges are as numerous as tarm dwellings ln
the borne land; and whlle the expert of
grain le absolutely prohibited here, this
year'e output of wheut alone, froni two of
thc home provinces is estlmated ut forty mil-
lions of hushols.

But Ged's gifts of gruce far outnumber
hie temporal blessinge, and what poverty-
etriekcen China neede to-day ie not s0 muclb
food and clething, but the Gospel ef the
Grace e! God. Are we who are so greatly
favored doing our duty ln bhaîf of China's
millions?
Famine ini China as weIl as India.

Twn salutations are unbeard ln China,
viz.-"Good memning, bave you used -'s
soap?" and "This ie a fine day." Thc first
would be meaninglese in this "Land of the
great unwasbed," wvhore soup of any kind
te an almost unknown quantity. The latter
would be equally eut of place, for ail days
are cloar and hright. But to tliese wlîo
know, thiere le untold saduese in these
"beautiful" duys. Unliko our bolovod Canada,
where there le altornuto rain and shino, in
Hlonun the weather is fine the year round,
oxcepting the rainy seasens, and that le why
a Honanose loks at us ln sucil arnazernent
wbon we remark that it le a fine day, and
euys hy biis loks, If net ln s0 niuny words:-
4"Wby do you malte such a romark? 0f
course It le a fine day. Aron-'t ail the days
fine? And le it net just hecause ail the days
are so fine that we have not enough to eut?"

It le thorofore in a year like the presont,
when thore bas been no ralny souson, that
one of Longfellew'c dreary rainy days would

be looked upon as "beautiful," for it would
at once brlng Joy to those sud hearte. and

frulttuincess to thc dry grouind. The usual
salutation bore la: "H1avu you caten?*" wvhich.
la3nmachi more to tic ploint la this great land
of wvunt tlian a conirnoaplace rernurk about
the weutlîer.-Dr. Malcolma.

Ho %ras wortlî working for.
lUr. Mitchell, one o! our H-onun mission-

amies, says thitt-"Tlio care o! tic cimurchcs,
iii tlmîs Ileld ls often not a maLter o! mnucil
coifoî't, but occasioally one nîcets ivitil
sucli a be'.iever as to mik up foir a number
of dlsappoltatients.

The etlier dlîy, ut a place thlrty mlles from,
theo station, 1 told a mnaî tuat on thc foi-
lewlag Sabbath we shiould euit tlîe Lord's
Supper. lie ut once replled: "l'il be tiiero.
Vve becu gutlierlng fuel foi' corne duys, andi
to-morrow 1.11 carry soîne wator for îny nie-
tlîer, and go ln on Saturday." So on Sutur-
day lie trurnped the tlîlrty miles to bo one et
the little hand te commomorate Chmlst's dy-
lng love."

In rofemning to our good hoaltil laet year,
1898, our deur friend, the lato Dr. Morrisen,
wrote: "Whp.t a comfort and Joy It muet be
te be able, with the hieund o! baulth te carry
on the work with -. fine swing!" It was
'vhen lics own etrengtb was failing that thie
eurnost worker wrete those werds. May
those o! us who are now ln the full onjey-
ment of the Inestimable hleeeing 0f bealtb
coneocrate that boon to the service of our
Master more than evor before.

Siekuese Among the People.
Weuld I ceuld tell you that our Erroman-

gans have aIse had a yoar of good bealtil.
and that thore bave been few deathe among
theni. The reverse o! aIl tis Ie truc ln
their case, for there hue been, and still cea-
tinues te ho, much sicknecs over the whole
island, and alue! a large number have died,
and ut tie present Lime both Influenza and
nieasles are prevalent and delng thcir worc
of doath among our poor people.

It le these dreadful epidemîce, not the en-
demies, that carry off our people. Thoir ewn
ordinary diseuses and littie attueks o! inter-
mittent or remittent foyer, or foyer and ague,
they can grapple wlth fairly well, but they

are mown dewn boforo even a mlld ferin of
epidomie. I3efore this Influenza and the
moasios came. thoro wvas muoli sickness andl
nîany doaths, but since thoir coing many
strong moni and womoiî auid Young people
have been out ofT.

The measies wore carrled te Tanna and
Erromanga by tie "Sydney B3elle," a
Queensland labour vessel. No matter wliat
care may bc taken at the Queensland end
ta soc that ne one lilce!y sufforing frem sucli
epidemies la aliowed te leave any port fer
the Islands, it wiil bo vain te hope fer froc-
doni from the consoquetîces that must foi-
10w, se long as tiiero la ne govornment at
this end te miake and enforce rogulatiens,
te provent the Introduction of diseases, vihen
'vObses, whorovor from, or liewever emi-
pioyod, arrive lu the group. 1 need flot
j oint eut te roaders liow aisurd it weuld
lie te allew any ship arriving, say f rom Lon-
don or New York, te ge right Up te a dockc
at Halifax before she had been passed by
the iîoalth officer of the latter port, ne mat-
ter lîow good the bill of lioalth given at
London or Newv York may bave been at the
tie of departure of the vessel.

The Labor Traffie.
Thc laber tratlc can nover bo and nover

lias been "reguiated," ami our ene boe flow
is, in Its utter suppression, wlion cenfedera-
tion, of ail the Australian colonies becomes
a fact, as liappiiy it is ln Canada. But
thauk God Canada lias nover liad the dis-
graco of a se-called "labour" trallic, as un-
fortunateiy Queensland bias lad fer years.
1-iad Queensland, ef lier ewn accord. given
i(p forever thîs Infamous traffie it weuld ai-
ways continue te ho a great hionour te lier,
an&d wvould have, Ini some consldorable meas-
tire, wiped out lier stain; but if she is only
comipeiled te it by a cenfederation thiero wviii
1)0 small thanlis te lier. She lad the chance
a fewv years ago, but she lest it wvhen she re-
iiewod the traffie. Lt do moet oarnestly pray
lor confederatien for this reason aîîd for thue
f:reater reasen, nameiy, the progress and site-
<cbs and inerease of Australia herseif.

Personaliy, te ourselves as a famiiy, those
iii the labeur vessels are most kind and
obliging, and are eften mon of education
.tnd refinement, but the wliole traflle is de-
s;tructive te our werk at ail times and la the
iiîost petent factor in the extermination of
tlie natives, an extermination new rapid.

While writing about this labeur trafiec, a
stibjeet and actuai tact aiways painful te
mge, I must mention that a large number
oif our Young men and boys under special
iraining at our principal station, as well as
mbany of those under the care ef tho teadli-
ers at the outstatiens, lef t for Queensland
during the yoar, but more especiaiiy dur-
ig tlie menthe of midwinter, when the traf-

fie was represented by a number o! vessels
inl the Islands. This «was a sore blew te
mci in my werk among tlemselvee fer their
future education and good, and meet dis-
couraging te my daugîters, who lad been
sliending se muel timo in teaching them.

Wlîele sehools ef promislng yeutis, woe
thinned eut: If the Indolent and thoseo f
bau enuracter aud b)au iniiuetinc eniy bad
guno, we would let thom go, wltlî ail our
heuart, but thoy unfortunatoly sjon. te have
a streng Influence over tne geod youths and
boys and are vigoreus ln uslng thnt inilu-
once, as bad pcoîno (Io îlot lîlce te be alone
ln anything adverse to prosperity and the
liguier good ef thc greater number.

Doath of Yomet.
And now before i change te tacts and

lopos that are cheering and bright lot -nie
tell you e! one evont that toeki place ini
Septomber last, enly ton days atter wc loft
our station te corne bore to Sydney. But
that ovent, though et deop sorrew te my
fainlly and nîysoif, lias a vory briglit sîde,
yos stretching away back for torty-twe years
and Inseparabie frem the history ef the Er-
romangan mi2-lon. WVo hard by lottors
f rom the toachers, as well as frein the mis-
sionaries whio came t.o Sydney by thiU steamer
ln November hast, that Yoemot, our fli-st el-
der and thc ablest and braveet friend the
mission at Erromanga ever las lad, died on
Sept. 20t1. TIeugh grleved te learn that ho
lad diod, we were net mudli surprisod, fer lie
lad been !aillng ln lealth for a number of
years, and under God lis lite was. I believo,
prolonged by our attention te hlm, and bY
nourishing food and by rolievlng hlm of ait
wor]c which might expose hlm te wet or
celd, by soa or by !and. Though net retirod
wo allowed hlm te be very muel lis own
miaster and enly te teacli, proadli and vîsit
as hoe felt lncllned and able te do, but I paid
hlm lits full saiary up te the iast, and wel
1 miglit, for lie liad been e! Immense service
te the Erromangan mission.

I weuid like te tell the Committeo more
about our departed friend Yomet and what
a hlip and protection hoe over was te us in
tHe Pariher vears ot our labours and dangers.
but 1 must net make my report mudli longer.
However, I Intend te write a short sketch
about tlis once strong and even «"iron man,"
and I f001 I weuid bo wantlng in my duty
te our churci, reprosentod in Erremanga for
neariy forty-tlre yoars, if I !ailed te o 10se.

Owing to age and failing lealtI and the
peculiarities which 1 fear ail ef us take on
as we grow eider, for fow of us "'grow old
gracefully," Yomot was net se hoîpful te
the werk ln latter years as lie weuild other-
wise have been, and lis strong force o!
eharacter, and lis acknowledged power as
a leader among lis ceuntrymen, made it
lard for hlm te adept mild mensures seme-
t;-aos, whicl I have always feund net enly
tho most eniigltened, but which, succeed
best and prove o! the mest permanent geod
te the natives themselves, for if the bw lie
bouit overmuel it is almeet sure te break.
But Yomot tîrouglout ail lis ferty edd
years as a flrm friend e! the mission hiîd
a dlean record, and a etainlese life.

A few days a!tor Yomot dled, Mole, an-
other teacler and eider, died.
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Schools.

Muci close attention lias been given to
tenchuîîg, and more espcciaiiy at tic two
centrâl stations, whcre classes have been
conducted daily, with flic exception of Sat-
urclays, and fthc progress of tic chidren and
young pecople lias been most encouraging,
and mîore tlîan in any former year have tlîe
parcents axîd frieîîds of tlic chidren lîelped
us in getting flic clîildreiî and younig peo-
ple to attend regularly fthc classes provided
for tliem.

Perliaps tlic only drawbacki of any im-
portance to flic progress of the Mission on
Brr-omanga now is flic Queenîsland labour
traffie. S0 'nany young men and boys have
goile to Queensland, and so many are anx-
iou-c f0 go, that we lind that in most of
thec districts the miost liopeful class of our
people are eltier awvay, or unsettled, and so
wui are discouraged in our efforts f0 imparf
a miore tliorougli education to our young
pîeople flian fhey have liitherto eiijoyed.

Tl'le Lord's Supper lias been dispenscd
five times during flic Synodical year, anîd
ecd tinie at a different district. Tlîree
years ago we began to press tipon our Dii-
lon's Bay people, wvlo can read well, tlie
grc-at benefit to tiemselves f lat wouid re-
suit if they wvould commit to niemnory a
Gospel. A nuniber L1-g.an f0 do so. 1 scice-
ted flhc Gospel by Jolin, and quite a nunîber
are now wveIl on with that Gospel, and a
few have finished it and have begun Markz.

lu free labour flic teacliers and better class
of people uîave re-thîatched two of our mis-
sion buildings at Port Narevini and nine at
DiIlon's Bay, and tlîey have cleaned ail flic
roads leading from flic lead stations and
have goîîe with nie any finie whlen ý have
been visiting the districts ami scliools.

New Testament in Erromaugan.
Flor many years 1 have been engaged iii

franslating portions of flic New Testament
and have given as muci time fo this im-
portant work as other wvorlc fliat could nof
have been nlegiecfed %vithout injury f0 fthc
mission, 'would permit. In IS78 1 priîîtcd
1,000 copies of flic Acfs of flic Aposties, in
Sydney; in 1884 au equal number of copies
of Maftlîcw and Mark, in Toronto, and in
IS90 2,000 copies 0f the four Gospels and
flic Acts, in Sydney. l3csides these wve have
liad four editions of our (Jateciism and
Hynînal printed in the islands and at Syd-
ney, from finie f0 time, as we added new
miatter and former editions werc exliausted.
Wliatevcr prinfing was donc in the islands
for us. wvas donc wifhouf nîoney and wifli-
ouf price, by Messrs. Paton, Watt, Annand,
Laurie, and Gunn.

Any editions of our Hyninal and Cate-
chîismn printed and bound in Sydnecy wve have
î>aid for ouf of procceds 0f our mission ar-
rowroot, prepared annually by our better
class 0f Christian natives, for uîîforfunafely
wiflî us as wvith cinrehes evcryvJlîere in the
-world, we have nof a few slugs and para-

sites wvho have a namne to live but none of
the power.

Ail portions an(i books of the Seriptures
we have hiad printed, were l)rinted and
bouind af flic expense of ie th 3ritish and
Foreign Bible Society in London, in the
first instance, and we have refuncled the
wvho1e sumi, w'itl the exception of £30,
whqlicli this noble society generously dedue-
ted wvlieil we made oui, iast payînenf of the
balanîce due on the edition of the Gospels
and Acts.

The Bible Society also printed Genesis and
.M\attlîew for James D.. Gordon as a free
gift, for at that timie thiere were few Oliris-
tiaîîs on Erromalîga to lîelp.

During tic past year 1 have been enabled
to give a considerable portion of the fore-
noons of four days of ecd -%veek wlien flot
visitiiîg district scliools and settiemients, toý
tuec mot important work 1 can now do for
the firmn establishîment and permanence of
fli' mission on Erromianga, namnely, coin-
pieting the translationi of tic New Testa-
me~nt. And nîy special objeet in coming to
Sydney at tlîis time is f0 finishi and revise
and transcribe that w'orlç and have if
printed directly under my own personai su-
perinfendence, and 1 can do ail tus mucli
better here than on iErronianga. 1 Leed that
woe is mie if 1 do not give the E rromangans
tlic entire New Testament, ami that no
aiount of general missionary work, flot
even the preaching of the Gospel, can sup-
ply the lack now of flic written Word of~
Gofl in building up and esfabiishing flic peo-
ple in ftie faith.

1 therefore feel thaf -Tlhis one thing 1 do."
A duty too long delayed, and thec oniy duty,
as regards 1Erromanga and fthc Erroman-
gans, that i reproacli myseif for not doing,
but lîitherto 1 have been hindered. This
lias not been aecording f0 my hieart, but
no one man can do everyflîing and perhaps
as 1 now linow the u~rromiangan la.nguag(,
better than 1 did some years ago, the work
wvill lic better and more nearly correct than
if if hiad been donc carlier. And how our
better men and women arc now fairly hun-
gering for tlîis preclous treasure! This too
urges mie forward in the work, at once dif-
fi cuit, laborlous andi intensely interesting.

I have just complcted arrangements witlî
the Bible Society to have the complete New
Testament in Erromangan printed and
boîînd here in Sydney. under their auspices.
and for theni and at tleir expense. the So-
ciety allowing me to refund the whole cost
of printing and binding, year by ycar, as
we may be able to prepare and dispose of
arrowroot for that pîîrpose, affer paying the~
salaries of our own teachers on Erromang'.

Our Sale of Arrowroot.
Weshipped 2,000 pounds of arrowroot in

Auguist, in the steamer "Thermopylea"' of
ftic White Star Uine. That fine steame~r
was wrecked on thaf liomeward voyage and
our aî'rowroot was 10sf, but fortunately.Dlr.
Coshi liad insured if, as lie always does for
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me, and the amount, about £100 sterling,
when recovered by Dr. Coshi's agents in Lon-
don, '%vill form our llrst refund to the B3rit-
ish and Foreign Bible Society towvard the
cost of printing and bindlng the New Testa-
ment, and that we niay find it Impossible to
apply the money to the Teachers' Fund, or
to any other objeet on Erromanga howvever
good la itself, 1 arn asking Dr. Cosh to
write to London *at once> instructing that
the wvbole of this insurance money be im-
mediately paid to the Bible Society as 1 have
indicated, and gradually, as our constant
friend, Mr. Barnett of Glasgow, can find a
market for our arrowroot, we will reduce
the balance till «%ve shali, 1 trust, pay off
every shilling of it. Mr. Barnett finds mucli
more difficulty now than formerly in dis-
posing of our arrowroot as so many other
New Hebrides missionaries are sending ar-
rowroot to Scotland, but in a recent letter
to me Mr. Barnett says lie will do bis best
to find a market for Mr. Mackenzle's arrow-
root and mine. \Vhat a friend Mr. Barnett
has been ln helping us in this way for many
years! Indeed, but for bis help we neyer
could have disposed of our arrowroot.

A New Stage in Self-Support.

1 arn quite resolved, for their own real
and permanent good, that the Christian na-
tives of Erromanga shall now and hence-
foi-th pay tbe salaries of their own teach-
ors on their own island. 1 do feel that
the Canadian Church shiould now be re-
lieved of the expense of the Erromangan
mission to tbat extent.

Our Erromangans are very far from be-
ing a rich people. Even as we understand
the terni in reference to native races. Tbey
arc, among the poorest in the group, as their
isiand bas few, very few> cocoanlits upon it.
But that is the people's fault, for not plant-
ing them, as the soit will grow anything
which cau be grown in tbe tropics any-
where. Yet tlîey are flot poor, and where
there is the will there is always tbe way;
and since they can and do spena money
for tobacco, guns, hair oil, perfumeries, and
upon too murh Iieavy needless clothing in
such a warmn climate, and upon other £001-
isb things; 1 have no hesitation in pressing
iîpon tbem their duty as professed Chris-
tians to support entirely and freely and un-
grudgingiy and systematically their owfl
faithful and bard working teachers. And
if tlîey will not do so then they shail not
have them, for after years of tbouglit and
prayer and planning in connection with this
inîportant department of the 'work, my wife
and I have corne to the conclusion that the
Urne bas fuliy corne when the Erromangans
should support ail native helpers on their
own isiand, build and keep in repair ail the
intive-made sehool bouses and cliurcbes, and
Pnying for ail their own books, including
thc compiete New Testament, and tliat to
i%(,ep the ChrIstians of our isiand any longer
iii swaddling-bands would only prolong

their helplessness and foster the natural
selfishness of the hurnan heart.

Whien 1 paid the teacliers at the close of
thp sacrament at the end of April (1899),
I distinctly told them, firmly but kindly,
tbat that wvas the last- xoney tliey wonld
ever receive from. the 1resbyterian Ohurch
in Canada as salaries, and thiat we must
now look to the people themselves for their
support. 1 bad announced this the previous
oecning at the close of our Gospel meeting
to over 100 people, including 200 church
membeî's, and we must go forward li. this
mnatter.

Our own feeling is one of the deepest
gratitude to God, who has given us the vie-
tory in contributing, on our beloved Erro-
manga, tbis year, £100 ln cash, and arrow-
root to the value of at least £200 more,
thus heading the list for the whole group
fur this year at the time of our synod, in
June last. 1 do thank God for supporting
and blessing my efforts against heavy odds
on Erromanga in this matter.

A Year of krogress.

Wi7th tbe exception of the sickness and
mortaiity on tbe isiand and the untoward
outcome of tbe Queensland labour traffic,
draining our field of so large a proportion
of our able-bodied, strong young men and
lads, I regard our twenty-seventh year of
nxissionary labours a very successful one
upon the whole. One of the most solid
proofs of this statement is that fact, aiready
referred to, viz., the amnount given by the
natives for the support and extension o! the
Gospel. Another evidence is that neyer be-
fore have parents and friends of the lit-
t1ie children taken such a iively interest in
the education and general iznprovement o!
thechebudren committed to their r, . and
this we bave found to help us imm-iisely
in our classes at the leading central sta-
tion, Dillon's B3ay, in which our second
daugbter has taught for over four years and
our third daughter nearly one year. Stili
anotlier point of encouragement and comn-
fort to myself is that during the past tbree
years 1 have had ail my hitherto multifar-
ious work better in biand than during my
otiier period since our settiement on the
island more than twenty-seven years ago.

Tangoa, Santo, New Hebrides.
Pear Mr. Scott,

The turning 0f the year, as with you at
home, brings its spécial work and cares, and
even more than with you its memories and
refiections, for we are so far removed f rom
friends and kmn.

About the beginning of November we were
visited with a severe kind of influenza. It
attacked 'almost every one on the station.
The coughing some days ln sehool was any-
thing but edifying. Upon some of our num-
ber it settled in a more serious form. An
infant of three weeks, a daugliter of oneO of
our students, was the first to succumb. A
week lator a chuld in the village passed
away.

The Story of William.
The next day one of our students died

after seventeen days' illness. His case was
a very sad one. His father became the first
Christian on his own island, and William
was baptized in childhood. He, when a lad,
to escape the restraints of home life and
to see something of the world recruited for
Queensland. Instead of returning to bis
home 'when bis termi of service was ended,
lie remained a time in the colony and then
engaged as one of a boat's crew on a labor
vesse].

While associating with heathen lie ]earned
to reverence thoir fetishes. To protect hlm-
self from the bullets and spears of the
savages hie bought a small sacred stone
fromn an Ambrim man in Queensland for
the sumn of five pounds ten shillings ster-
ling. This lie carried writh him overywliere
and as hie escaped aIl dangers hoe gave his
fetishi the credit thereof.

Finally returning to bis own island, where
ail were then Christians, hie also made a
profession of faith and was received into
clinrch fellowship. Soon atter that lie and
some otliers came away to the Training In-
stitution. For a time hie g-ave us some trou-
ble liere but eventually lie settecl down to
good worlk. Apparently lie was -reatly im-
proved, and hie joined tlue evangolistic «work-
ers and toolc an active part in their labors.

l3efore bis dcath -%e loarned to our sur-
prise that lie liad nover tbrown away bis
fetish; but that lie liad even carried it with
1dlm for protection wlien going out to spoalî
to the buslimon. Wlien talion soriously ilI
lie hid it somowliere. His death under sucli
painfill circumstancos cast a- gloom over
our whole company.

Deods of Darlcnoss.
Thon in some parts of the inland districts

the onemy is remarkably active. Two mur-
dors bave been comimitted ,vithin a fort-
nliglit. A mnan who is unpleasantly linown
at this station lately shot a man and cut-

ting up his body lie excbanged the pioces
for pigs.

The Bright Side.
On the other biand, as compensation for

the cares and sorrouvs connecteu with the
foregoing, we have bad the groat joy of
seeing aIl the people of Tangoa, and also
some of those of Abinaus and Araki, break-
ing fromn their old heathen ways and placing
theiselves under instruction. The old vil-
lage of Tangoa is being deserted and thir-
teen now bouses are now going up on a uew
site near to Mr. Bowie's churcli. The new
life is to be started amicl new surroundings.
Even the chief, whom few expected to see
join us, is now work-ing industriously at his
new house.

The last Tangoan heathen, to escape the
persistent entreaties and prayers of our
workers, fled to Malo. Some o! the bush-
mon who are appealing in vain for teachers
to settle among them bave sent two of their
lads bore to, be tauglit the gospel so, that
they may carry it back to their people. Some
of our people, both mon and wonien, are
engaged every evening in teaching the new
pupils.

Our Students and their Work.
In the end of November throe more o! our

students conipleted their four yoars' course
o! study and returnod to, their homes on
Malo. In December two others finisbed
their termn bore. Thus the number o! our
students bias fallon to soventy-two.

Our student ovangelists are still actively
ongagod in urging the hoathon to accept
the life offered in the gospel. There have
been only two accessions to the Christian
party since my November letter. One old
man, wlio bad promisod to come over, bas
not kept to lis word, because, lie says, that
the devii is pulling him back more strongly
than our lads are drawing him towards the
Saviour.

Our Holiday Soason.
The Christmas vacation witb its antici-

patod ploasuros and its two weoks' holidays
gave joyful activity to ail our young people.
Great preparations for these glad days were
made. Who does flot enjoy a holiday after
long montbs o! labor ? Good work brings
real liappiness, but brief rest and rocroation
are necessary to lessen the friction in life's
movemonts.

Witli ourselves one of tlie joys was tbat
the steamer bringing our mails and stores
from Sydney was about duo. It is a great
pleasuro to rocoive ov-r letters and supplies
on the ove of our hiolidays, and to 500 fresh
stores coming in as the old stock becomes
neariy exbausted. To bave thue iatost word
from loved ones far awýay, and two months'
fresh news of the woridl to peruse duriing
our rosting time is bappiness oniy to lio
linown by experience.

Landels, hearing that we were needing a
rest, sent over their boat for us; s0 leaving
our assistants in charge we set ont on rest
and pleasure bent. Under the influence of
our hosts' loving care and genial hospitality
the charming retreat monI benefited us.

WORK AMONG THE BHILS.

Letter froni Mrs. Dr. Buchanan

Anikhut, Aliraipur, India, Jan. 29th, 1900.

Dear Mother,
Many tbanks for Xmas calendar and

books. The former is very pretty and with
the latter the childreu are delighted.

We are aIl very well indeed and enjoyiug
Amkhut cxceedingly. I have iiever iinown
such joy as these last weelcs. f sjuppose it
cornes partly froin being again together after
rny long sickness and absence in the hos-
pital froin home and its loved eues.

But so many of the 'people seern ready te
receive Christ that our hearts are glad
with a deeper joy than this world or its
lileasures can give. We had such a preclous
communion service a week age last Sun-
day. W%ýle hiad held nightly prayer meetings
during the week of prayer foulowed by a
week of special meetings in view of comn-
maunion service. These two were held night-
ly, while daily John and 1 had each a class.

Iu my class *were the three Bhils baptized
last year and three of our orphau boys.
John liad fine Bhils, ail of whom want to
be baptized. This class hie stili teaches daily
and often cornes in with a heart overfiowing
with gladness.

I do net think 1 ever feit more touched
tlian on the evening before communion «wheu
John wel-,cmed into the Ohurch of Christ
those poor people giving them the right
hand of fellowship.

Ou- liearts are glad for our orphan boys.
We i ee repaid for ail India lias cost us.

Let me tell you of thiree of these boys.
Two ef themn were with us before we
went home and whule we were at
home, they were witlî Dr. Canmpbell at Rut-
lamn. The other was a famine orphan re-
ceived by Miss Jamieson. W\e brouglit hlm
out hast year and lie has been working for
John ail the ye-ar and is such a comfort, so
faithful and earnest. He sat down at the
Lord's table for the first time. One of the
ot*hers 'we brouglit out this year. 1 amn
teaching him to do housework. We have
no doubt that both boys are not only res-
cued froin suffering, but are saved for eter-
nity. The third, also -with us before we
went home, is cooking for the Bhil orphans.
He, too, is a brighit littie Christian.

Did John tell you of our Bhil orphans.
We have twelve of them. I teach themn for
an hour daily. We have a large and deeply
interesting Sunday Sehool. \Iy class nuni-
bers froin twenty te thirty. Tt is really too
large, but such a joy.

We have besides services every maorning
at seven and again at one, noon, for ail the
workmen. On Wednesday evening we have
a class for the study of the Sabbath ScÉbol
hesson. John and Cassels (Dr. Buchanan
and their hittie son) go a]most every moru-
ing to some little settiement to tell the
people of Christ. Cassels has a little pony
and is quite a horseman.

There is much suffering arouud us on
acceunt of the famine, and it takes nuch
of our time giving out food to the people.
They have to walk to Ali Raipur, sixteen
miles, to get food, and 'wlen weak and
hungry it is so bard for theni te go se far
with only a few annas and get so littie, $0
we are doing what we can to get themn food
here, but it ineans a lot of work, and often
we foc] that the people are so hungry that
it is hopelesýs to try and reach their souls
while thieir bocli-s are iu such need.

Pray. much for us and this pleasant work.

LETTER FROM HON-4ý.

By Rev. J. A. Shimmon.
It is interesting sometimes to get a look

at things froin a Chinese point of view, and
1 bad the opportunity ef doing se the other
day, when I was interviewed in niy Inn bY
Mr. Li.

Mr. Li is an intelligent B.A. Sou of au ex-
magistrate, and merchant in the towumi of
which his fatiier -was once the "big mnan."
lIe had the fat, smnu, comfortable ioloek that
men of his class usually have, aud cern-
menced converFation in the half-playful,
bantcring toue that isome people at home
adopt when speahing to children-and which
childrcn rebel agant inwardly. This is
the toue complacent Chinanien adePt te-
wards foreigners and only drop it wheu the
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foreigner lias sufficlent language and readi-
ness to nieet tliem on their own ground. Fer
they are extremely tlin-skiinned and weithe
visibly «%vieni the laugl iIs turned against
them.

Finding that 1 liad language enough to
engage iii serjous conversation Mr. Li began
to ply nie with questions, questions which
are occupying the thouglits of the best men
lu China to-day. He surprised mue by the
amount of information lis questions sliowed
hlm to possess.

Starting off wvlth Russia hie asked liow the
Trans-Siberian Rail way was progressing.
Wlien would it be finished? Wliat was the
true object of it? 110w would it affect
China? Did Russia mean to occupy ail
nortli China leaving Shantung to Germany,
and the Yangtsi valley to Great Britain?
We discussed these points at length, and lie
added "*We fear Russia but wlio does not?
Even Great Britain fears lier. The scattered
possessions of Britain," lie said, "are at
once the souirce of lier wealtli aud tlie weak
point lu lier armor. Russla's possessions
aire ail ln one place, easily defended, there-
fore she 15 f ree to devote ail lier energies
to extending lier kingdom and she will neyer
rest tili slie bas absorbed not only China,
but India too."

Then lie went on:-
"*Wly doesn't Britain corne to our lielp

against our common foe? America, of
course takes uothiug to do witli outside
affairs, Germany and France would gladly
help to break up China. But Britain wants
China kiept intact because only thus eau
the open door be preserved. If China is div-
ided among tbe powers, lier markzet will be
limited to tlie two or tliree provinces that
fall to lier share, wliereas now, nearly al
tlie business is in ber bands."

"In your country," lie went on, "everyone
cau make bis voice beaid. In China -we dare
not speak of national affairs, but auy man
in your country eau make bis voice heard
ini parliament. WilI you not urge tbem to,
corne to our belp? "Mlas!" bie said, "we
are not so weIl off as Turkey is. Srnall and
feeble thougli she is, she is sale, because
eacb European power is ready to defend lier
against the others. We are in great danger
of becomiug like India."

When I remarked that Çhina's only bope
or help, lay in herseif; that uuless she re-
formed, nothing could save ber. "Yes," lie
said, "reform is the only tbing, but bow
ecau we set about re!orm, when Our officials
are full of jealousies, and trust and sincerity
are uuknown lu the kingdom?"

Then hie wauted niy opinion of the two
leading statesmen lu Pekzin. "Wbat dld I
thinli of the differeut squadrons? Were the
foreign driiled troops effective? Could the
Kansuh troops malxe any stand ngainst
for>lg-n troops?"

11je refused altogetber to be drawu ou the
subject of Kang Yi! Wei, and turned the
conversation to international politics, ash-Iug

why was there a difference made between
criminals and political refugees?

We then got ou to a discussion of re-
ligions. He malntalned that the religion of
China was the same as that o! western na-
tions in that it had for its end tlie instruc-
tion o! the people lu morals and the worship
o! God, only thiat the Chînese method liad
tlie advantage over, and was more reasonable
than tlie western, in so far as that we would
begin witli God, -%vho was far off, and !rom
that corneto the duties o! man towards man;
while in China tlie emperor and parents were
acknowledged as God's representatives; and
to do Our duties and worship tliem was to
do our duties and worsblp God. As for so-
called idolatry it was no more than the use
of images and the crucifix iu the Roman
Catholie Churcli, and that when people
bowed to tbe images it was no more tban
revereucing tbemn for their great virtues,
and sucli reverence would lead to the desire
to imitate them.

When pressed upon tlie point he had to
confess that wbatever tlie tbeory was, tbe
actual practice was rank idolatry, that had
no conuection witli morality. He tried to
,,loss this over by saying tbat it was only
oh! women and ignorant people who really
worsbipped tlie idols. But bad to yield tbat
point too for there are no more sincere
and faithful worsbippers o! idols than busi-
ness men who public]y invoke the god of
wealtb to enable tliem to get ricli. And not
ail the images are supposed to represeut good
and virtuous men. Some were anything but
that. H1e admitted but could not account for
the fact that tbere is more rigbteousness
and siucerity lu Christian nations than tbere
is in China.

Nor-on tbe ground tbat Jesus was no
more than Confucius, that botb were but
preachers and examples-could lie explain
why followers of Jesus came nearer to, tbe
exatmple of their Master than fo]lowers of
Confucius liad ever doue. H1e wouid not
accept any explanation, because lie main-
tained that man required no outsi.de belp.
H1e was a free agent, and it lay with each
man to decide whether lie would follow good
or evil.

This is the truc doctrine of the Confucian-
ist, and tbey do not seek to account for tbe
fact, that aIl men uaturally follow evil.

Fiually lie explained tbat tlie object o!
bis coming was to enquire if I would instruet
a young friend o! bis in tlie English Ian-
guage. "Englisb." lie said, "is to be tbe
lanf-*!ge o! the future, and those who can
spea& Engiisb are sure o! 'getting on."'

I expained that those wbo sent me out
and maintaiued me lu China, expected me
to devote mysel! to instructing people lu
matters relating to the soul, and everlasting
life, and we placed littie importance on suc-
cess lu this ]Ife If we were ignorant of the
life to come. "The same old story," lie crled,
"begin at that wbich Is far off, and then
corne to, tbat wbich. is close at baud."

Work and Workers in the Yukon,

By Rev. E. D. McLaren, Vancouver.

1. The Work.

Mission work in the Yukcon differs la some
respects from mission work la any other
part of Canada; and even those features of
it that are common to, the Yukon and to
certain districts of B3ritish Columbia, are
found in -~the golden north" in specialiy
pronouneed and accentuated forms.

1. The work is peculiar in the dangers and
hardships it involves.

T hose ouly who have had personal experi-
ence of life in the Yukon can fully realize
how great, these dangers and hardships are.
Think of the enormous toil required to reach
"the summit" in the early days; when mnin-
ers and missionaries alike. on leaving the
boat at Dyea or Skagway, had to '*pack"
their stuff for miles up the steep mountain
side; and when the WVhite and Chilkoot
Passes-sometimes airnost impassable-
were thronged with eager but weary gold
seekers, and crowded from end to end with
thousands of tons of merchandise. Think
0f our missionaries toilsome i5abbath tramp
from Telegraph to Glenora, or picture him,
'%,jihbis paek on bis back, truclging, foot-
sore and weary, over the lonely trail o! 150
miles bet,%veen the Stikine River and Tes-
lin Lak-e. Think o! the raging WVhite Horse
Rapids through which men went in peril
0f their !ives and ln whlch there have oc-
cxurred so rnany sad fatalities. Thiak o! the
mvud and the muskeg; the blinding snow-
F>torrn and the piercing cold; the nights
spent on the trail without any sheiter amid
the rigours o! that frozen north, and the
dreary winter days that are chiefly night
Think of the terrible, tedious journey of
600 miles from. the seaboard to Dawson, lie-
fore railway and steamn boat and mounted
police posts had corne to lessen the dangers
and privations of the trip; when the physi-
cal and nervous strain was so great zuxat
men, naturally cheerful, grew moody and

ilent, lifelong friends quarreled and parted
forever over some trilling diilerence of opin-
ion, and sometimes brave hearts quailed lie-
fore the magnitude o! the taskz, and the
quet that bad been entered upon so hope-
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fulIy, was abaudoued ln the bltterniess of
despair.

0f course these liarclshlps were) fot ex-
perleuced by our missionaries alone; they
~vere the comýmon experlence of ail Kion-
dylters. Others, bowever, exposed them-
selves to these cllscomforts and dangers
buoyed up witli the hope of fabulous wealth.
Our wissionarles encountered them at the
cal] of the Churceh and because the love of
Christ constrained them. Ail honour to
theai, and ail praise to God for the self-
sacrificing devotion with which they faced
and conquered the dilliculties that con-
fronted theai.

2. The work is peculiar in the promui-
nenco it lias received.

The eyes of the world have been fixed on
the Yukon, and from mnany countries of tube
,world mon have rushed in cager hiaste to
oui' Canadian gold fields. The Iawless des-
peiadoes of the Amierican Repubîli have
long been aware that on Canadian soil they
'wouid be compelled to bowv to the majesty
of law; their experience lu the Yukon bas
taught them that the British flag nieans
flot only the necessity of obeying the law
o.£ Britain's queen, but also the opportunity
of hearing the Gospel of Heaveu's k<ing; and
some of them have heard it to the saving
of their souls.

The Rev. J. A. Sinclair, in a letter that
has just been received, speaks of "the repu-
tation our church bas to-day up here for
doing a rare sort of disinterested Christian
work." That reputation extends f ar be-
youd the boundarios of the Yukon. Ali
through Canada and the United States, and
in many other lands as well, there are peo-
ple who have good reason to speak thank-
fully of the fact thiat at least one branch
of the Churcli of Christ la Canada feels the
pressure of its great respousibilities, and is
quick to recogaize its glorlous opportunities.

3. The work is peculiar lu its unspoken
but' pathetie appeals.

To some exteut ail pioncer work: is pa-
thetie; but to those who bave eyes to see
and hearts to feel, the pathos of life lu the
Yukon becomes painful iu its inteusity.
There, lu its fullest and most saddening
manifestations, is to be seen the material-
izing and deteriorating power of an all-ah-
sorbing greed for gold. There, lu its most
deadly forms-gambiing and druukenness
and licentiousuess-vice lies lu wait for the
unwary, and linds its senseiess victims alike
amongst those who have "struc it it icl,"
and amongst those who have bad to drink
of the cup of disappointing failure. There,
lu many cases, the great failure-the fal-
ure of life itself-has been unexpectedly en-
eounterod;, for flot a 1v'who bave gone to
the Yukon to seek for gold have only suc-
ceeded in finding graves. There, deprived of
the sweet comforts and helpful associations
and the moral restraints of home, men are
cast entirely ou their own resources; and
uniess the -race of God cornes to their as-
sistance tloy are almost certain to go dowu

bcfore the wvild onset of lunumerable spiri-
tual foes. ruiere, lu comfortless tent or
shack, sickuess must be terrible; and wbo,
cati adequately describe the awful liorror of
batting %Ylth deatli ail alono lu some dis-
tant guich, wvlthout a word of lovlng sym-
pathy or Christian hiope to speed the pass-
ing soui-wlthout a single human being to:
minister to the ueeds of deatli's louely vie-
tim?

4. The wvork is peculiar lu the variety
of the dexnands It maltes upon the work-
ers.

A missiouary lu the Yukon bias to be bis,
owu cook aud lîousemiald, bis owu architect,
and to some extent even, bis own carpen-
ter. He must be reatly to play the part
of beadie as well as preacher, aud to dis-
charge the functions of physician and nurse
in addition to those of pastor. lie must
l'ave a brigbt saile and a cheery word for
tbe nien bie mneets ou the trail; and be intist
niake biaiself a welcome guest lu the large
railwvay camp or lu the solitary miuer's but-
Out. in the rougli and tumble of daily life
ho must commeud hiaiseif to meu wbo ad-
mire manhood by bis owu mauly bearing;
and lu the pulpit bie must compel their re-
spect by the force of bis intellectuality.

Like the old Hebrew propliCz lie must
be fearless lu bis denunciation of wroug ini
the midst of abounding iniquity; and yet
lie must be as tender as a woman lu dealing
privately with the sinful and the sorrowing.
He should be able to, file a saw or grind
an axe or repair a broken sied; for some
sucli act may prove to be bis first step along
the path that ieads into the sacred recesses
of a stranger's soul. lie must koep bis
church every day as a reading room for
those who 'wisb to resort to it, and be ready
at niglit to turn it luto a dormitory for
those who are "dead broke"; and week af-
ter Nveek lie must arrange for social gather-
ings, to keep as many as possible away
from the soui-destroying influences of tlie
brothel and gambling bell. He must tramp)
niany a weary mile to visit the miners on
distant creeks or away up oni the mountain
tops; and, with bis soul lu bis eyes, and
his heart lu every tone of bis voice, he must
bend over the dying, listening to the last
messages for loved ones far away, and whis-
pering, lu tender solemuity, of the trule
"home land" where, lu beautiful Scripture
imiagery, the city streets are ail paved. with

gold. Il. The Workers.

In view of the nature of the work it is
êviuent that the workers, if they are to b(,
successful, must be men of strong person-
ality, rare tact and wonderful versatility. Il
is men of this stamp who have been sent
to represent us lu the Yukon; and the memi-
bers of the Home Mission Executive are to
be warmIy complimented ou the excellence
of ail the appointmeuts tbey bave made to
this important field. No botter men could
have been found anywbere than the monl
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who, have so faithfully ani creditably up-
held the banner of Canadian Presbyteriau-
lsm ln our distant North.

lu October, '97, the Rev. R. M. Dlckey be-
ganl lus labours la Sleagway, where le at
once eiîdeared himself to ail classes of the
community, ani laid the foundations for the
success of his subsequent wvork among the
mnfers, of the creeks lu the vicinity of Daw-
son. A few monthis afterwards he wvas fol-
lowed by the Rev. A. b. Grant, who at once
proceeded across "the Summinit" and estali-
lshed a mission at Lake Bennett. In the
spring of '98 Mr. Grant weult down the river
to Dawvson City, wliere, for a year and a
haif, lie laboured ln ail sorts of capacities
and witlî indefatigable zeal, establishing for
himseif amongst the inhabitants of Dawson
a reputation that a king miglit envy, and
Ieaving bebind hlm, when lie came out last
flu, a well-equipped bospital and self-sus-
taining congregation.

lii the beginning of '98 there was a great
deai of tallv about an ali-Canadian route
to the Klondyke, and a large number of
people had gathered at Fort Wrangel to go
up the Stickine River and into the Yukon
by the trail from 'relegraph. Creek to Tes-
lin Lake. In Mardi of that year the Rev.
,John Pringle was sent to labour in the vast
parish that stretches from Glenora to Tes-
lin; and amid countless discouragements lie
dil bis work with rare lieroism. and con-
spicuous success. When the Stickine route
was abandoned, lie accompanied a large
number of bis widely scattered but deepiy
attachied fiock to the newvly discovered gold
fields of Atiin, wliere lie stili displays the
same brave, cheery, earnest spirit-the best
known and the best loved man ln the wliole
Atlu district.

In June, '98, the Rev. J. A. Sinclair took
up the work at Skagway, Mr. Dickey liav-
in,-, gone on to Bennett to replace Mr. Grant.
Subsequently on Mr. Dichey's going "inside"
tu labour at Eldorado and other creeks-
Mir. Sinclair took charge of Bennett, but still
continued to supply Skagway as well till it
was taken over by the Âmnerican Presby-
terian Churcli. In botli places his forceful
character soon mnade itself felt, and lie
speedily became one of the most influential
factors in the life of the community, and
an unmistaliable power on the side of law
and order. IDuring the dangerous and ex-
clting events connected with the shooting
of "ISoapy" Snmith, he won the admiration
of Skagway by bis manly, Christian con-
(luct; and at the time of the strike during
the construction of tlie White Pass Railway,
lie was the means of averting very serlous
trouble, enjoying, as lie did, the fullest con-
fidence of the railway olilcials and of the
mien on the Une. Tbe beautiful littIe cliurch
at Bennett (which will be free from debt
lu a few montlis) wçill remain as one monu-
ment of bis labours wlien lie goes on tliis
spring to White Horse to establish a mis-
sion there.

Early hast summer tbe Rev. D. G. Cocl<
*went lu to take Mr. Dickey's place at El-

dorado; and later lu the sunimer the Rer.
J. J. Wright wvas sent to succeed INr. Grant
at Dawson. Both of theàe men are proving
themselves worthy foliowers of the men
wvlose places they bave been cailed to, f111.

The writer of this article lias neyer feit
s0 proud to be a minister of the Presby-
terian Churcli as when returning IClondyk-
ers, sometimes singiy, sometimes in groups,
have sought hlm out ta express their grate-
fui appreciation of what our Churcli was do-
ing in that noi'thern district, and their ad-
mix ation of the splendid type of men she
liad sent to represeut ber there. One's seuse
of revereuce may>-be somewhat shoclced by
the language used, but every Presbyterian
wvill surely confess to a feeling of thankful
pride when lie hears that a rougi miner,
speaking to the Rev. W. L. Clay about our
Atlin missiouary, said of hin: "Hfe's the
wixitest niaxi God Aimiglîty ever put into
shoe leather." Other miners bave spoken of
hlm and of the other missionaries ln terms
just as complimentary, and sometimes just
as irreverent.

Sucli is the work to which God lias called
our Churdli in that distant part of Canada,
and sucli are the men whom our Ohurci lias
called to prosecute the work. God speed
tic work! God bless the workers!

One Servant Girl's Influence.

A Boston lawyer, wlîo lias for forty years
been eminent lu bis profession and no less
eminent iii Christian work and in princely
gifts to the cause of benevolence, tells this
story of wliat fixed bis course of life:-

When lie was a young man lie once at-
tended a missionary meeting iu Boston. One
of the speakers ut tint meeting, a plain nman,
said lie lad a girl in bis domestie service,
at a wage of less than two dollars a week,
who gave a dollar every montb to missions;
she also laed a class of poor boys lu Suuday
scliool wlio neyer missel lier from lier place.
and he said of lier, "She Is the happlest,
kindest, tidiest girl 1 ever liad ln my kit-
dlien."

The youug man weut homne Witli these
three broken sentences sticking ln lis mmnd:
"Class iu Sunday school-doliar a montli to
missious-liapplest girl."

The first result was tint lie took a class
lu Sunday school; tic second was a resolve
that if this girl could give a dollar a mntl
to missions, lie couhd, and would. Tliese
were the Immedilate effects of one plain g-irl's
cousecrated life.

But who can count, wlio can imagine, the
suma total? Tînt lawyer was, for ahmost
hli a century from this time, an Increaslng-
]y active force in every good work withiru
bis reacli.-Sel.

If you have licen accustomed to sleep urtil
seven o'clock in the morning, and to-niglit
you put beside your lied an alarm dlock set
to ring at five o'clock, you will likely Jump
clear up in bed to-morrow morning wlien it
goes off. If you get Up promptly in response,
and go out to the day's duty, it will not take
more than three or four or hlf a dozer.
such awakenings for you to get drilled into
the habit of waking at five o'clock in the
morning as certainiy without the alarm
dlock as with it.

But if, on awaking, you seize the dlock
and thrust it under the mattrcss on your
bcd, and lie down and sleep again, it wil
oniy lie a few mornings before that alarm
dlock coul'! ring to its heart's content, and,
if you are a rcasonably sound siceper. not
disturli you at aIl. You will liave drilied
yourself into the habit of paying no atten-
Lion to it.

The sanie is truc concerning sýelf-eontro1.
Solomon says that a man wvho rules bis own
spirit is greater than the man who captures
a city. Any boy cnay liecome such a ruler.
Ail it requires is a daily drill in self-mastcry.
If the quick-tempercd boy will put hiniself
under drill, and, when he is temptcd to say
the wickcd word, or do the rash, wrong
deed, through anger, will hold huiseif silent
and force huiscîf to lie patient, it will not
be very long liefore lic wili get control over
himself. H1e drills huiscîf into self-mastery.
Habits of courtesy and politeness arc ac-
quired in the sanie way. Hbits of kind-
ness and unselfishncss of conduct. toward
others are also great drill-grounds for boys.
The first thing they do with a young sol-
dier is to put him to drill until lic can
carry huniscif and stop like a soldier. I
lhave a fricnd who will stand with me in the

street andi pick out every man who lias
been a soidier as lie gbes by, by the way
hie walkzs. It is the effeot of the drill stili
lefL on hlm, thougli It rnay lie years since
hie was In the army. So the first thlng
Christ does %vitli those wvho are to be Utis
soldiers is Lo drill thern in prayer, and Bible-
rcading, and lionesty, and truthfulness, and
kindness one to anothier. Are you a soldier
0f Christ? Then ho faithful on the drill-
grotinds.-Louis Albert Banks, J.P., "«The
Ohildren's Record" 0f Scotland.

Weekly giving la systematie. Tithe giving
is proportionate. The ancieut Hebrews were
tî'ained te beth. Christians are net under
Jewisbi economy, net under Iaç' but under
grace. Shall they on this account be bass
devoted and benevolent? Nay, more. Chris-
tiau service is voluntary, and beuce the most
cc'rnplete in its self-dedication. A miserly
Christian la a contradiction of ternis. A
disciple of Christ dedicates ali-person and
possessions-te God. But te give aIl dees
not prevent apeciflo benevolence. Nay
rather, it ensures IL The following priucl-

pies are accepted by Intelligent Cliristiaus
as fundamenta:-

1. A stated time for glving la essential to
Christian development and Christian fldelity.
'«Let eaciî lay by a speciai offering to the
Lord on the flrst day of the week," was the
,epostle's command. One could give montbly
or at atny regular interval, but the weekly
Sabbath marks the natural time for public
worship, and ail asseciate duties. Frcqueney
is best promotive of spiritual discipline and
rigbt habit.

2. A stated amount is as essential as a
stated time. IL calls for an Intelligent,
prayerful adjustinent of ene's Income to
religious duty. One cannot serve Qed by
impulse. Stewardsbip Is flot baphazard.
Giving requires planning. The off ering
should be proportionate te abiiity: "«As
the Lord bath prospered hlm.> Seme adopt
the tithe. It is net a cempulsory standard,
Many sheuld gîve far more.

3. Such giving Is uecessary: (a) te self-
discipline; (b) to represent the spirit and
genius of our religion. Christianlty is born
af love, is based on love, and love is an
eternal self-giving, an eternal miuistry.

4. Such giving alone bonours God. De-
votion is net intermittent. Oareless, irregu-
lar service dishonors the Christ, whose self-
devetien is the ideal af our service.

5. Such giviag alone ensures the cemiug
of Christ's kingdom. The lack af it is the
cause of ail the sad retrencliments in aur
missionary werk. Sbould the collection plate
or tlie collector's book tell Its story, it would
impeach the spiritual life ef many a Chris-
tian. The few give royally. But oh the
appalling apathy, greed, penurieusuess of
multitudes whe profess discipleship te the
Divine Master !-U. P. Miss, Record.
