Free Presbytery of Glasgow.

Tug Presbytery of Glasgow, met en W'
nesday,—Mr. McLall, Moderator,
STATE OF TIE SUSTFNTATION Ft ND MOVEMI N :.

Dr. Brewawsss said —Now, Muderatur, 1
am very desirons to call the attention of the
Presbytery, and, as far as possible, of 1he
Church generally, 10 the Report wiich has
just been luid on the tuble.  Our mecrease tpen
the income of this miportant fumd, as compared
with the corresponding perind of last yuar,
1s less at the end of the first four months hau
it was at the end of the fitst three. For the
first three months we made steady progrese,
amounting 1o all to an ercase of vasher wore
than £3560. At the end of four months, our
inereger, inetead of advancimg has pumiuvely
declined. It now amonnts us has bevn already
stated, 10 only £3WR - The Commintee, z
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will ke scen trom the Report, have taken
prompt measures to bring this uncomfuriable
fact under the notice of the partics immediately
conicerned. A circular has heen transmutted to
gvery congregation whose contnbutions have
come short as compared with the correspunding
months of last year, and a communiction has
at the same tune been transmitied to every
Presbytery within which such cases bave ve
cirred 1 regret to say that the number of
these cases is very conswuderable.  The contri-
butions of no fe ver than 231 congregations
exhibait on the tour months that have clapsed
of the current financial year, a falling of, the
agaregato amount of which 13 no Tess than
L£1248. What makes thie deficiency sull more
unsatisfictory s, that in the corresponding
months of last year the present movement for
increasing the Fund had not commenced. In
pmnt of fact, the sncome of the Fund was fall
ing off during these months of last year; aid
thewr present deficiency is therefore a falling
offupon a fulling off.  So, that n regard to
these 231 éhngregations the case stands thus -
Insicad of dowmg anything in the course of
these four months to further the movement,
they are actually doing less for the Tund this
year than they were doing hefore the movement
began.  (llear, hiear.) 1 have a further fact
to state about some of these congregations,
and one wtiuch is sull more discouraging.
There are 57 of them winch, taken altogether,
gave L£661 17s. dd. less to the Susteutation
Fund w the vear ending at May 1855, than
they had doae n the year ending at May 1854,
o othier words, wlide every one of these con-
greaatious recaived for its manister at May Jast
£13 more ot supend than they did the year
before, they, mstead of comnbuting to this
result, tyuik away, by therr shor(commgs.’
nearly o pound from the stipend of cvery
mtster of the church.  ‘This vear apparemtly
thev are gong to mahe matters worse.  They
tell off st vear, and they are falling ofl sull|
more tins yvear. (Ilear, hear.) It s quite
true tho o the ease of sume of the cungrega-
tlons whose coutribetions to the Foud seem to
be gettiny ity this state of chronie decline,
the evil wmay have ansen from causes for which
they are uot to blune. Vs apology, how-
ever, eannot well avail for more than a mere
fraction of therr number.  Only seven of them
are vucant eongrepations.  As for the great
maonty of them, i s difficult to find any
evplananon of the fact wieh might not just as
well be made by half the congregatuns of the
Chureh. My regrets, however, are not by any
means exhausted, when 1 have spoken of the
conareeations whose contributions exhibit a
posiive decrease. 1t 1s hardly Jess disappuint-
ng to find how very trifling is he amouut of
progress which has been made by a number of]
congreantions fully as great. It sounds, ne
donbt, very much better 1o be in the incressing
rather than in the decreasing hist; and yet the
reality may be very lntle beuter afier all. There
are 79 congregations which have tto doubt made
an increase dunng these four months, but i
not one of these cases does it amount o more
than £1, sterling ;0 not o few of themn
amounntsto anfy a few shilings, oreven pence!
At this rate of progress it is casy to sce what
mnst becosne of the movement for adding a
Jourth 10 the income of the Funds Besides
these 79 congregations, there are 228 others,
whose, increase on the four inonths is less then
&£5 cach ; the average heiug probably aot more
than from £2 to £3. Let us look at these
facts.  Tu the first place, we have 231 congre-
rativas positively falling off, as compared with
*he eerespoading menths of last year ; and in

|
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tho next place, we havo 307 congregations
whose increase in no case exceeds £6—the
average not being wmoro then half that sum.
What does this prove? It proves that not
more then on¢-third of the congregations of the
Church are doing anything fitted to'tell on the
all-important result at which we are aiming—
of securing a minimum stipend of £150 for the
amstry of our Churehs  We have 231 congre-
gations which, instead of helping the move-
went, have taken, by their deficiencies, £1248
from it ; and we have 307 congregations whose
entire aggregate increase is probably net more
then seven or eight hundred pounds.  Practi-
cally, therefore, in so far as these 538 congre-
gations are concerned, we not only Have no
wovement at all, but a positive falling off to
the extent of about £500. It is in the face of
that deficiency that the remajning 250 congre-
gations are left, as matters now stand, to pro-
vide the expected fousrth tothe gross income of
the Fund. The thing is out of the question,
On such a footing it cannot and will not be
done ; and the sooner people open their eyes
to the fact the better. ‘Itis quite plain tha
halfthe Churchis still asleep upon this subject,
—dreaming, no doubt, that the waork will soine-
how or other be accomplished, but at the sume
time leaving others to doit. It seemsto be a
universal infirmity of the human mind to pass
from one extreme to another, Last year abont
this period there was something amouating al-
most to a panic abrosd in the Church in vefer-
ence to this Fund. One might have supposed
from the way in which it was then very com-
mon to speak of it that it was on the point of
going to picces. Of course, that wasa great
extravagance. DBut that groundless alarm has
been succeeded by an almost as vnreasonable
confidence. A vague notion seems someliow
to have gotten into men’s minds that it 18 all
right now, and that there is no need to give
themselves any moro trouble or anxiety upon
the sabject. I fear that under the mischievous
influence of this mdelent and good-for-nothing
idea, there has been a great and altogether
premature relaxation of the efforts necessary to
ensurc success 3 hay, thatin cases only too
aumerous, these efloris have never heen begun
atall.  The staustics to which I have referred
wake 1t manifest that this is the fact. 1 ear-
nestly hope that there will be an end of tius,
If the wamisters, elders, and geacons of the
nuweraus congregations that were domg litle
ot satlung, many ofthem Jess then nothmng
for this great movenient, will not bestie them-
selves, 1t must fail, and it will deserve to fal.

Three Hundredth Anniversary of the
HMartyrdom of Ridley and Latimer.

> A serinon was.preached on T'uesday after-

noon, m St. Mary Magdalen Church, Oxford,
adjmmag the Martyr’s Mewmonal, and adjacent
to the very spot where Iudley and Latimer
were burned, in commemoration of that event,
by the Rev. J. C. Miller, of Lincoln Collego,
Houorary Canonr of Worcester. and rector of]
Si. Marun’s, Biroungham.  The church was
crowded in every part. The preacher selected
for lnsiext the 11th verse of the 12th chapter
of Revelation,

The preacher commenced-by reminding his
hearers that on this occassion they were as-
scmbled to commemorate the death of those
who were martyrs not onlyin will but in deed.
Foremost among the many beauties of Oxford
stood that sculptured memorial, which told how

they cherished the martyrs' mémories, and

maintained their protest against tho Chyy
which kjndled those fires. Ilard Ly wagqyy
memorable spot on which those noble spyy,
mounted on their chariots of fire 1o 1ake they
place near God's altar.  Oxford had yet magy
a son who gloried in the Protestant Reforr,.

At
Coustantinople, two co’portcurs and a Turk
sold, in the course of a month, three or four
‘Turkish Bibles, and upwards of seventy Turk-
ish New Testaments and Psalters. ‘The Bis-
hop of Jerusalem, 1 a feuter from that city,
dated July 7, states, that several Moslems had
apphied for Bibles; and having nonu left, he

splendid chivalry which never beat highes than
1t now does amurg our military men, went
abroad at the call of duty, braved the dangers
and the suflerings of the campaign with their
comnrades, meekly bore many a hard speech,
uttered against them with the quiet dignity of|
conscious iutegrily, and the sell-respect that
will not explain itself to injustice—until at
last some, like Catheart or Strangways, were
killed in the midst of batile, others died from
their wounds, or, like the noble Raglan, ex-
hausted in body and mind, yielded to the
fierce assault of disease. ‘I'ie voung, 1ov, are
among the fallen—the pride vf many a hoine—
their ardent enthusiasm, their brillian caurage,
and bright hopes and honourable distinction
suddenly arvested by the cruel canuon ball;
most attractive youag spirits, ltke one who
came to me to remember the Lord who died
for him, cre he went himself 10 die, clasping
his colours to his breast an the field of Alma.
Christian men are among the fallen, good
soldiers of Jesus Christ, who were not ashamed
of the Cross while they grasped the sword, bt
who, in keeping their own spirits as they did,
were even greater than those who take a city.
Ob, my Lord Duke, from being secrctary of a
society here for supporting missiwnaries in the
hospitals, reading all their journals sent to me,
and also from being the mimister of the largest
parish in Scatland, 1 have many sad opportu-
nities of realizing the breaches which have
been made by war in the homes of the humble,
of whose losses, however, the busy world hears
litle. During the Jast few days only, I cau
recall 2 widow bowed down with grief for 3
wost kind husband, who had survived the
campaign till the last ternble assault—and =
sister who had there also lost her only support
—and 2 mother who had always brought me
with pride her son’s letters, but who now, with
soubs of agony, gave me one to read, written by
a warm hearted comrade, who told her how
hier son died heside him near the Redan, and
who heard him say wuh lus latest breath,
“Oh! my poor mother! I mention shese things
becanse I know that you intend the humblest
soldier among the fsllen to be remembered
to-night as well as the most distinguished
officer. (Cheers.) And can we, my Lo
Duke, let me ask in conclusion, fur one mu-
ment believe that those men have died n vain,
aud that the best blood of Lurope has been
poured out like water on the ground, never in
any form to be gathered up again! It eannot
be. T 1think it would be iuconsistent with our
faith in the wisdam and poodness of the uni-
versal Governor of the world. History wself
contradicts so hopeless a view of the future,
and connects too closely with nighteous wars
such enlarged measures of good obiained by
the human race, to make us doubt for one mo-
ment that the ‘bluod of the army, as well as
that of’ martyrs, will prove 1o be the seeds of
the Church.  And it is becauso I believe this;
because I believe that this great war, whether
it cnds soon or after many years, will be over-
ruled by the Prince of Peacy for advauciug
that ** Kingdom which cannot be moved,” the
Kingdom of Righteousness, Peace, and Joy ;

it is because I believe that the very jusuce
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with which we have treated Turkey, and
fought for her, will but more clestly demon-
strate the fall of Islam to be from circuinstances
of the most disinterested character on our part,
because I believe that the deaths of the thou-
sands who have perished, and whose graves
may be typical of more beaunful spotsiu the
moral wildetness, and may ultunately prove
the life of thousands and hundreds of thousunds
of the human race in coming generatiuns—
that, as a Christian pastor and a Chnstian
patnat, I can propuse with cheerfulness a tanst
to the memory of those who have fallen m the
Crimea. ('The toast was received with loud
applause.) '

Principal Maorarnax, in reply to the toast,
san.—We are mintsiers of the gospel of peace,
but we are no advocates of that pusitlanimous
peace which would rest -contented wuthout
resistance, and sympathy for suflerers under
tyranny and appression, and which would aot
oppose every agpression on our civil and
religious hiberty,  (Cheers.) The clergy of
the Church o which I belang, 1 know, look
back with sumething of consclous satisfaction
on the painful and difficult progress by which
their own civd and religious hberty wae
established. They retain a recollection of that
period when the men of Scotland, the great
bedy of its inhabitants, were forced, in order to
serve their God and enjoy freedam of canscience,
o betake themselves to the hll-side, the heath,
aud the glen, having for thair companions the
Bible and the broadsword. (Cheers.) ‘Thew
resistance was successiul, but sull they retamn
the same spirit of sympathy for the freedum of
others, and of independence which they
demand for themselves. (Checrs.) I can
assure our brave defenders in arms, that amid
all therr struggles, and all their efiorts, and
now in sympathy with their triumyphs, they
have enjoyed the prayers of the clergy of
Scotland , and they snll call forth therr
warmest interest and earnest gaod wishes for
conunued success and sull more splendm
achievements. (Cheers.)

Death of the Honorable Thomas
McKay.

We have this month to record the death.of
the Ionorable ‘Thonas MeKay. “I'lns melan-
choly event took place at Rudeau Hall, Ins late
residence, near the (' 1y of Ottana an Tuesday
9th October. He was horn at Perth in Scot-
land on the 1st September,’1792, and his age
conssquently was 63 years and 39 days.

Mr. McRay’s remains were followned to the
tomb by a numerous body of ull classes and of
all denomations of Christians, and on the {ol-
lowing Sabbath a foneral sermon was preach-
ed by the Rev. Alex. Spence in St. Andrew's
Church, Ouawa City, of which Mr. McKay
was an-Elder and ‘Trustee. We give the fol-
lowing extract from that Sermon.

‘ We have duulntless at the present time a
call for consideration. A breach has taken
place among the Office-hearers of this church
and shall we aot lay it 1o hieart? 1If there is
joy in Heaven at the sinner’s first turning unto
God donbtless there ismore exceeding joy when
the righteons is addmitted 10 the -heavenly
mansions ; and, ifinterest ismanifesied in Hea-
ven when a righteous ‘man<hies, shall we, the
wembers of this congregation, gherish apaihy
or unbelief?  Shall we lay ourselves open to
that charge which was bronght against the

men-of Jeraclof old. when the prophet said of
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them—~*Tha rightcous perisheth, and no man
layeth 1t to heart,™

“Itis very true that it has not been our
practico i tlus placo to attempt a delinention
of the character of thuse who from time to time
aro romoved (romn amongst us to an eternal
world,  Bot it is to be borne in mind that an
Iitder is pubhic property 5 and, tlus being the
case, sucely wewmay bo excused fur endeavour-
mg to pay somo tribute of respect to the mem-
oty of ane, whose lustory as an office-bearer in
this church is 1o be identified with the history
of the congregation nsolf. Itis now nearly
25 years sinco he, who died i the Lord an
‘Tuesday last, was set apart_to the holy office
of the eldership, being ordained the Sth of
Janmary, 1831 § and Ins metnory must ever he
conuected in the minds of the members of this
congregation with the moet deeply interesting
of their associations, Nor was the deceased
conneeted with tlns congregation only as an
Elder.  Asa trustee and manager, ho was led
to tuke a part in reguluting 1ts temporal affaurs.
And we imight safely leave 1t to yoursclves to
say . what way ho discharged s dutiesn
both these officcs.  \Whatever may have been
the subject of dispute—ur whatever diversity
of opinion may have existed, as to the best
means of promating the 1terests and welfare
of the congregation, throughout the course of
its history from the time of its vrganisation—
we have not heard that any have ever ventured
1o call 11 question the eminence of his services.
O the contrary, was it not the case that by a
continued series of praise-worthy exertions, and
by an unremitted perseverance 1 well-doing on
your behalf he acquired such a degree of influ.
ence over you all, as that vou felt that the ut-
wost deference was dus 1o us opinton on all
occasion~ of diffienlty? Ifave you not even
delighted to pay to the worth and excellence of
Ins character~—as maumfested in the two-fuld
capaeity of Blder and Manager—the unbought
tribute of respect and esteem ?

“ Nor was 1t only as an Officc-bearer 1n this
congregation that the deceased wan the respeer
and the grontude of those around him.,  As
vour representauive Elder, he not unirequently
toak part n the superior Church Courts, and
an wterest i the gencral concerns of the bedy
to which we professedly belong. It i3 doubt.
Jess crednable o lns memory that, along with
one other member of the Legislative Council,
he received the thanks ofthe Synod withmn the
eurrent year, for his exertions on behalt of the
wterests of this Chiurch—especially during the
last session of Parliament, and thathe should
be deemed worthy of being one of 5 commus-
sioners appointed with full power,to give the for-
mal sanction of the Synod to what 1s known as
the Commutation Scheme—a scheme which 1s
uow happily eflected, and which promises to
prove a blessing, not only to the people of our
days but hikewise to gencrations yet unborn.

* But thus 18 not all: It was not only as
an Ofice-bearer in this congregation, or in
cannectton with the general interests of the
Lhureh, that the deceased distinguished bims
sel.  Though he came to this country and to
tins neighbourhood without any of the means
of acquiting adventitwus distincuon, he gradu.
ally attained a marked ascendancy 1n the com-
munity among whoin s lot was cast. This
was probably owing to that good sense which
he possessed m such a remarkable degree, to
that prudence and caution which he esercised,
and which were the fruits of that masculine
understanding, with which he was_naturally
endowed. Itis not unworthy of notice, more-
over, that without sacrificing any of his dignity,
withont any artifice or flattery hg had a won-
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derful fucility of accommudating himself 10 all
sorts of socicty, and of rendering himself ac-
ceptablo to all classes, Dut it was 10 those
who have to Jabour with their hands for their
dailybread, that he madifested himself a special
friend. "This may have been mnore obvious at
that peried when thero were in thi locality
few ten of enterprise besides himself; but
even latterly, or during she last few yeurs of]
his Jife, such was his activity of mind, strength-
ened by habit, that through his instrumentality
the temporal lmplpiness of many a family was
greatly promoted ; and, wo are persuaded,
that, much as his death may be lamented by
the public in general, lus loss will be deeply
(el {:y the cluss 10 whom we have justalluded.
One of our oldest trees has indeed faiien, whose
luxuriant branches afforded shelier sud comlort
to not a few households.

* As to the mode of conducting his business
which was adopted and strierly acted upon by
the deccased, f shall say nothing but aimply
tins, that 1 do helieve that the public possessed
the utmost confidence in his integrity. His
probiy, so far as I know, wasnever suspected.
ft was aduntted by all that he was strictly,
even n the broadest sense of the term, a
straightfosward, honest man.

“ As to the personal piety of kim, whose
loss we this day Jament, there conld be no
doubt. At what period of his life he became
a converted man wo have no means of know-
ing ; but not a few of you know better than 1
dv to what extent he exhibited, during the
course of a long residence amongst yon, the
froits of a living faith, It was during the
petiod of his iliness, hovrever, that the strength
of his faith hecame more apparent. It is most
true that to pass judgment on ohe's character
and state in the sight of Gad, from.feelings
lexpressed under the languour of discase, and
from cxpressions uttered amd the pains of
dissolving nature, were unwarrantable temerity,
inasmuch as the tastes, the sentaments, the
pursmits, of habitual life wmake up character,
and 1 gencral indicate our actual state ; and
on these penerally ought our opmion to be
jarounded. m as far as 1t belongs to us to deaide.
Nevertheless on the approach of death we
anxiously look for indications of interest in the
Saviour, anl in the case before us these were
very ample. On being nformed of the danger-
ous character of the disease with which he
l\v:\s afflicted, and of the probability of ns seon
proving fatal, the deceased calmly and deliber-
{ately set lus house in arder hike one who knew
and felt that the tune was at hand when he
would be no longer steward. [lethen divected
much of his time and thoughts to the things
of eternity, and, although he sometimes ex-
pressed a wish to remamn somewhat longer
here, for the sake of those whom ho decply
loved, yet his language was that of perfect
tesignation to the will of the Almighty ; and
he seemed to feel, to realize the thought that,
lovely as the scene was immadiately around
ki, it was not to be compared to the green
pastures and the still waters of the Paradise
above. Iis last hours wero hours of extreme
pain and weaknces ; but they were much de-
voted to prayer; and the last words which he
was heard distinctly to utter were an invita-
tion to his weeping family around him to
umte in supplication for his soul. Shortly
after he died calmly in body and in mind,
testifying as by a voice out of Heaven how
holy and righteous the ways of God are with
His children, how great their peace is, how
inviolable their security.

Society for Irish Church Missions.

A remarkablo testimony (says the London
Record, in n recent numbet) has reeently been
afiorded of tho steady progress and permancat
character of the work of the Society for Trish
Church Missions to the Roman Catholics,
The Lord Bishop of T'uam has recently hield a
visitation and inspection of the Mussion in lus
diocese, and has authurised the publication of|
a report upon the subject, from which we make
the fullowing extracts i~

«In the course of the present tour the Ris-
hap has consecrated five new churches, one of
which is the re-construction of a parish church
and four were new misstonacy chuarches.  He
has besides inspected a fifth missionary chureh,
nearly ready for consccration.

u]lis Lordship has also inspected five new
pasonage-houses, built for tho residence of
missionary clergymen, with funds collected by
yarious irdwiduuls, Three of these are
alteady ocenpicd, and two are in an advanced
state of preparation., .

«The episcopal _visitation wus held in four
different places. Iifiy of the clergy attended,
of whom thurteen were parochial miisters, and
thirly-seven wete missionaries.

#Confirmations were held in five places,
where persons were presented from seventeen
different localities. 'Tho total humber was
378, of whom 305 were converts from Roman-
1sm, and 71 were original Protestants.

“The number of new mission school-houscs
that have been opened is twelve, while prepar-
anons have been made for the commencement
of two more. -

“The number of mission schnols which
were examined in the course of the tour is
1wenty-six.

«In six different places, the subordinate
agents engaged in, the missionary work were
swited, and the numnbec of persons present
were 151,

“The Dishop desires in drawing up this re-
port, that it may bo stated that from the inquiries
nede by his lordsino he learns from every
qoarter, that although the peopls are strongly
vrged to oppose the work of the missions, there
rever was a time when the missicnaries and
Senpture-readers found a more ready access
and general acceptance amongst the Roman
Cathotics.

nues as one of the most important featuresin the
institution.  Atthe beginmng of the fullowing
year, twelve young criminals wero admitted ;
and in succeeding years the nunber of the in-
mates was very gradually dneiersed, until it
1eached five hundred or thereabout.  Tho dis-
cipline to wlach they have been subjected has
heen attended wuh the most happy vesults,
Ninety per cent. of the criminal hoys have
grown up mto honest and useful men, whilst
the remuinder hate tusned out much better
mcmbers of socicty then they could possibly
have been under other circumstances.  These
statistics are no chamtable fichons, founded on
the observations of a few cases; they are ac-
wal facts, ascertained by the clearest evi-
dence.

Presbytery of Halifax.

A pro re nala meeting of this court was
held in the session room of St. Matthew's
Church an the Tth ult. tho Rev. John
Martin, Moderator, to draw up and present
a certificate, to the Rev, Georze W. Sprott,
from the Presbytery, on his removal from
the Province to Scotland, A draft of the
proposed testinionial was submitted to the
coftrt which after seme diseussion and reveral
verbal slterations was wnanimously ndopted
and presented to that clergyman by the
Moderator. The following is a copy of that

on his return to the mother country, and
they trust that through his statements and
representations, along  with other influcnces
the Colonial Committee will be induced to
nmake an immediate appointment of a mis-
sionary within our bounds, to lubour in this
destitute portion of the colonial vineyard,
if such an appointnient has not already
been made, -and also to send out a sufficient
number of missionarics to supply the other
vacancics under the inspection of the Synod.

Tt has been well said that the Prophecics
concerning the Jews are as clear as & narra-
tive of events.

As they have beenall
along. and are so at the present day, so the
Jews were at that time in the expeetation
of a great Deliverer that was to arise among
them. They were longing for tke day, or
period, of his arrival ; and hence the last of
the Prophets, in assuring them that the day
they so anxiously looked for would indeed
come, warns them, at the same time, that it

brother with mingled feelings of satisfaction
and regret : regret at the Joss they are about
to sustain, and satisfuction at the good he
has been enabled to accomplish during his
stay amongst us; and they desire with
ferveut prayers, to commend him to the
guidance and protection of the exalted king
and head of"the church, who appoints the
bounds of our habitation and makes our way
prosperous, and will never suffer any of his
faithful servants to Jabour in vain, or lose
the promised reward.”

Maxy a one thinks that ifhie had been pri-
vileged to live at the time our Saviour was
upon the carth, if he had witnessed Lis life
and miracles, he would certainly have be.
lieved in him and become one of his faithful

would be of a very different character from
what they espected,—in short he foretells

Ithe destruction of the Yoly City. Accord-

ing to their Mistorian Joscphus, a general
meering assembled from all quarters to ccle-
brate the DPassover at Jerusalem, were
engaged in the war.  Titus, the son of the
Roman Ewperor, after several bloody hat-
tles, shut them up within their walls.  This
vast body of people was thus, by the right-
cous judgment of God, cooped up in the city
agin a prison. The Roman Army cucom-
passed it round with a wull of circumvalls-
tion strengthened with towers, so that the
Jews were so hemmed in on every side, that
no onc could cscape out of the city, nor
could any provisions be brought in. And
now, all those things fell upon them which
Moses had declared to be the marks of their
last rejection. Imagination shrinks from
the narrative of such borrorsas their own
historian relstes. Famine, pestilence and
the sword having done their work, the city
was at last taken; snd notwithstanding

1evcr_v cffort made by the Roman General to

followers.  But if we read the history of
the Jewish nation, and compare with that
the wany striking predictions regarding it,
we cannot fail to sce the finger of God as
manifestly displayed therein as in any work
of power taking place before our eyes  Their
history is, in fact an accumulstion of mira-
cles, known and read of all men, and the
evidence for which is patent and open to all,
if they will only put themselves to the trou-
ble of cxamining it. We are told that in
in the time of our Liord, multitudes contin-
ually followed bim in order to sce. the
migbty works which he did ; so,at the pres-
cnt day, it is as incumbent on us to exercise
our understandings with reference to these
things as it was {or the Jews of that period,
to put themselves in the way of witressing
the miracles which were wrought for their!
conversion,~—to exercise the hodily eye and
car in secing and hearing the things which
were done.

save it, amid the most horrible carnage,
burnt to the ground.

jevery dircction, but raged more fiercely

then, in the case of the Jews, and aceording
to the word of their own propher, may that
day be said to have burued as an oven.

This and the various other prophecies re.
lating to the same great event have now for
many ages been fulfilled.  With regard to
their present position in the world there are
three remarkable predictions concerning the
Jews, The first is from Ilosea, IIL 4,
**The children of Isracl sball abide many
days without a King, and without a prince,
and without a sacrifice, and without animage,
and without an cphod, and without terap.
him.” The sccond is from Deut: XXIN,
G4, «The Lord shall scatter thee among
all people, from the onc end of' the carth
cven unto the other!! And yet, Numbers
XXIIL 9, *The people shull dwell alone,
and shall not be reckoned among the
tions.” The third prophecy is found in
Deut : xxviii. 37.  “Thou shalt become an
astonishment, a proverb, and a byewond
among all the nations whither the Lord
shall lead thee, Among thesc nations shal
thou find no.case, neither shall the sole of
thy foot bave rest.”  These three prophecies
have been so manifestly fulfilled, and are at
this day fulfilling before our eyes, that com.
ment scems to be superfiuous,

be accomplished.  The Prophet Xosea, aftes
foretelling that the children of Isracl should
abide many days without a King, adds thee
words: ¢ Afterward they shall return, and
seck the Lord their God, and David thek
Kiug ; and shall fear the Lord and his goo:

Tue Wanix Asia -The Mormng Herald’s
correspondent at Kars gives details of the
battle of the 20th.—They fully confirm pre-
vious reports of the desperate nature of the
defence. flad there been but two regiments
of English cavalry, the whole Rassian force
would have been annidulated.
