the first, but neglect the second part of the
apostle’s injunction, so beautifully modifying
the sternness of truth. If thus they spake
the truth in love, they would choose their time
better ; they would recommend the precious
word by the proprieties of time, place, circum.
stances and persons; they would remember
that medicine does not cure because it is nau-
seous, and that it is all the better of being ad-
mipistered in a pleasant form.

Others again are disposed to sacrijice the
truth in some measure. With them, pleasure
and popularity are everything, and truth next
to nothing. They fecl so much love, so much
mistaken tenderness, so strong a desire to
stand well with their fellows, that they tamper
with truth, they flatter, they sacrifice truth to
false delicacy, or a baser motive. ‘They please
their neighbor, but not * for his good, to edi-
fication.”

A believing and amiable spirit will avoid
both extremes. Wisdom will be « justified of
all her children.” The people of God, while
they speak the truth, will speak it as Jesus
spake 1t—=“in love.”

The phrase in the original is very peculiar.
The word translated * speaking the truth” has
the widest signification. It refers to truth in
doctrine and to truth in heart. It mesns

sense. By this means, onc great source of
perplexity, and therefore of contraversy, would
‘be remioved, and the meaning of Scripture
“hore easily ascertained.
Returning to the subject more immediately
“under constderation, we may rema:'s, on the
whole, that, notwithstanding the endless con-
troversies connected with the Scriptures in the
form-which they possess, but which would not
be awanting under any form, the honest
searcher after truth need be at no loss as to
their gencral teaching, nor under any difficulty
as to the meaning of the greater portion.
'T'his suitableness to human nature in its fresh-
“est condition, is too obvious to require com-
ment, and their very difficulties will be found
rofitable, if humbly regarded as matter of
aith. The absence of systematic arrange-
ment is amply compensated for by the greater
“interest which, through that very want, they
‘possess, and by the more numerous sympa-
< thies to which they appeal. "Trath is not pre-
sented in the Bible in a form naked and un-
attractive, but adorned with every variety that
fanguage and circumstance can supply. Its
origin is ever asserted to have been from God :
‘its illustrations are derived from a considera-
~tion of his works and ways, and its effeets are
demonstrated in its influence over individual
and social character, and even in determining
the affair of nations; and thus the Bible sup-
plies us with philosophy teaching, not only by
preeept, but'by the most varied and valuable
axample,

ST. PAUL’S CHURCH, MONTREAL.
From the last yearly report of the Trustees ¥
of this Church, which was read at the annual 3
meeting of the congregation, held on the 6th §
day of September fst, and which has since §
been printed and distributed among the mem-
bers and sitters, we extract the following 3
statements :—

“'The Trastees are happy to be able to no
tice the continued satisfactory condition of the
temporalities of the Church, considering the
late unfortunate commercial diificulties, which
always affect, to a greater or less extent, yo-
ligious institutions voluntarily msintained, and
for proof of this they beg to refer to the ac- §
counts of the Treasurer. 2

The Trustees have much pleasare in stating §
that there exists an increased demand for sit-
tings and pews.

The revenue has agaia been handsomely
supplemented by the valuable and untiring ef-
forts of the ladies of the Dorcas Society, in £
connection with the Church, toreduce the debt ;
and the Trustees hope that in so laudable a
work they will, in future, have their hands
strengthened and hearts encouraged by the
countenance and aid of the congregation gen-
erally. To the ladies of the Dorcas Socicty,
for their valuable addition to the funds of the
Cleurch, t‘iim Trustees desire on beh:;lhf of them- §
selves and congregation, to return their grate-
il thanks. oo -

The repairs of the Church, which the Trus-
tees had 1n contemplation at last annual meet-
ing, have been completed, and the result, ths
Trustees venture to say, i3 satisfactory, both
as regards appearance and comfort; and par-
ticularly in the heating of the Church. The
cost excceded the first -estimate, but this was
owing to a much larger extent of work having
been found necessary, as the improvements
originally contemplated, progressed. The
amount collected being insufficient to meet the
expense of repairs, the sum presented the
year by the ladies of the Dorcas Bocely,
which had usually been applied to the liquida-
tion of the original debt on the Church, was
by them generously handed to the Trustees to
cover the deficiency.

Without this, nothing can be done,
as there is no existing instrumentality avail-
able for this purpose. Even your mission-
aries, in some districts, are still frequently-
obliged to cmploy comparatively inefficient
men, and even heathens, in conducting thel
schools, Hence it is obvious that a great
work has to be done in raising up.and prepar-
ing a large hody of Christian vernacular teach-
ers well qualified for the department of school.
instruction. 'We rejoice in the formation of
the # Christian Vernacular Education Socie
for India,” and most fervently hope it w:ﬁ
meet with truly liberal support, and be made
a great blessing to this dark land.

But there is also amost iaviting field open
to the Anglo-vernacular system of a higher
education for the middle and upper classes,
In all our cities and large towns, there are
great numbers, either learning English, or de-
siring to do so. ‘That & knowledge of tha
Enghsh language is the one thing which,
above all othors, will enable a young man to
get on in the world, is now a rooted conviction:
in the minds of many thousands, This is so.
marked, as to lead to the conclusion, that it is.
a part of God's all-comprehending plan for
bringing these youths under the teaching .of
the Gospel. .

Without such a sysiem of superior Anglo-
vernacular education, based on the Bfole,
these intelligent vouths. of the middle and
upper classes will he long, before they azé
effectively reached by the Gospel. Itis amia-
take to suppose the Government scheme of
education will do it, and also a mistake for the
Church to congratulate itself that the Govern-
ment are taking the work of secular education
out of its hands, so long as they do nothing,
else.  While the Bible is excluded from thess
schools, and even so long as Christianity i3
not thoroughly tanght, the Church must aup-
plement the deficiency.

The means for bringing such 2 system into
extensive operation are more easily available
than thoss cssential to the efficient working of
a purely vernacular system. Europeans may
come out and commence their labors at once,
without waiting for two or three years unti]
they hove learned an original tongue; and
with sufficient funds at their disposal they may
obtain a staff of suitable assistants in their
work. Money then would scem to be here the
chief want. But thisis just the very thing
which, above all others, God has given to the
Christians of Earope and America the powe?
to supply. We would here refer our friends
back to the middle ages, and ask them to re:

But these
fustitutions are among the most costly of our
jnstrumentalities, and require a large amount
of time and strength of the missionary. Shall
they then be permitted to languish, now that
such helpers as they provide are more urgent-
Iy needed than ever?

({)zé) The printing-press is evidently destined
to be as powerful a lever in moving the masses
i India as it bas been in other lands, and n-
deed has already accomplished great results.
But its productions cannot yct be sold for
fpore than a tithe of their cost, so that to sup-
ply the millions of Seriptures, books, and
tracts that are needed for the people of India,
money must be freely given. But we also
need, in addition to the stafi of missionaries
strictly so called, a body of men largely devot-
ed to the work of translation and authorship,
&nd they must be sustained cither as mission-
aries, or specially by the Bible, Tract and
School-book Societics for this purpose.

There is the most urgent need for a
la:ﬁer number of superior native tcackers,
well instructed and trained for their work.

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PRESBYTERY OF FORFAR.

At the mecting of this Presbytery, the Rev.
Mr. Stevenson, Horfar, brought under consid-
eration the scheme for giving a thorough edu-
cation, on the lowest terms, to the daughters
of ministers and professors, as propounded in
a circular by the Rev. D. Esdaile. Havin
expressed Lis approbation ol this scheme, an
pointed out its great impo-iance, the reverend
gentleman expressed a desire that Me., Esdaile
should address the Preshytery.

At the request of the moderator, Mr. Es-
daile exjlained the object of the scheme, and
the means by which it could be carried into
effects  Ife dwelt upon the power of combina-
tion, by means of which a first-class educa.
tional institution could easily be mat tained,
and, in illustration, referred to St. Mary's
ILall, Brighton, which aifords the highest kind
of education to 100 daughters of clergymen of
tl e Church of Pngland, at an average of £30
a-year, The benevolent founder of this insti-
| tution, the Rev. H. E. Elliott, had expressed
his interest in the proposed Scottish nstitu-
tion, and his desire to be permitted to contri-
bute “a brick” when it camo to be built.  Mr.
Esdaile stated that he had assurances of in-
terest and support from cleven donors and 112
annual subscribers in all parts of Scotland,
and comprising names of well-known profes-
sors and ministers, among whom werc Princi-
pals Lee, Dewar, Campbell, Tulloch; Profes-
sors Robertsor, R. Lee, Mitchell, Day; Rev.
Drs. Fowler, Grant, McFarlane, Crawford,
Stevenson, S. Leith, Coak, Haddington, ete. ;
so that, notwithstanding the apathy of many
of the clergy, the scheme haxf been well re-
ceived, and was acknowledged to be the most
needful. In illustration of the need for such
an institution, Mr. Esdaile read letters from
clergymen in Shetland, and in various parts
of Scotland, warmly approving of th2 scheme,
and urging him to persevere. He intended to
use every effort previous to the General As.
sembly, when the subject will be brought pub-
licly forward, and arrangements made for
future proceedings. In the meantime, he
hoped for the cordial assistance of his brethren
throughout the Charch, and expressed his con-
vietion that this would nat be withheld, espe-
cially when they reflected that, by means of
30 small a sumn as £1 a-year, they might have
the assurance that, in the event of their death,
their daugaters should receive a first-rate edu-
cation.

;‘I’HE LATE REV. DR. STEVENSON.

(The Bombay Guardian has the following
ptice of the late Dr. Stevenson, who died
me months ago at Ladykirk, and who was
known in connexion with the missionary
brk in India :—

“Dr. Stevenson arrived in Bombay in Fe-
uary 1824, as a missionary of the Scottish
ssionary Society; labored in the Southern
bncan till 1830, and in Poona till 18335, when
; accepted one of the chaplainships of the
otch church in Bombay, the connexion with
hich he maintained till he finally left India
1854. He was much esteemed in Bombay
2 member of society, as a Christian pastor,
 as a preacher. His forte consisted m con-
erable readiness of extemporary address,
ncing much liveliness and ingenuity, by
ich the attention of his hearers was easily
tained.

‘ He contributed several valuable tracts to
Bombay Tract and Book Society, of which
was a cordial and peinstaking supporter
I the time of its origination till his depar-
p from this country.  The very first report
hat Society acknowledges the receipt of a
rathi tract prepared by him. A valuable
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tract from his pen, hearing the title of ¢ Dis.
cussions in Poona,” has been often reprinted.
Another by him entitled ¢On knowing God.’
He was the author of 2 Gospel Catechism and
of a work on_ Speculative Philosophy. All

1these were in Marathi.  For twenty years he

continued on the committee for the examina-
tion of tracts, and it would be difficult to over-
estimate the value of his Jabors in connection
with this Society, and also with the Bombay
Auxiliary Bible Society, He is hetter known
to the general public, perhaps, by his labors
as an Orientshist. We may be excused for
attaching a good deal of importance to his ef-
forts in connection with the above-mentioned
socicties, bearing, as they more directly do, on
the spiritual interests of the masses of Western
India. '

“Dr. Stevenson prepared a Marathi Gram-
mar, and also an Englsh Grammar in Marathi.
He edited a portion ot the Rig Veda, and con-
tributed a great many articles on various Ori-
tal topics to the Bombay Branch of the Royal
Asiatie Society.

“Dr. Stevenson was ane of the originators
of the Dombay Guaerdian, and during the first
threc years of its existence took a constant
and prominent part in the editorship.

“ 'i)‘he memory of Dr. Stevenson will ever
be cherished by those who knew him, especial-
ly on account of the genial and catholic spirit
t{at he unfailingly manifested.—News of the
Church.

DEATH OF THE REV. MR. MACKICHAN,

In our obituary, lately appeared the name
of the Rev. Dugald .\I)ackichan, minister of
Daviot. Mr. Mackichan was a native of Ard-
chattan, Argyllshire, where he was born in
March, 1795. In 1813, he entered the Univer-
sity of Glasgow, and during his curriculum
distinguished himself as the most able and
expert student attending the classes of praeti-
cal mathematics and natural philosophy. In
March, 1829, he was ordained by the Presby-
tery of Lorn, and soon thereafter sailed for
America. After a few years residence in
Nova Scotia, he removed to Cape Rreton, and
was the first ordained minister of the Scotch
Church, who settled in that populous island.
The duties here were of the most trying and
laborious nature.

There are rumors of serious misunderstand-

.ings existing between France and Austria—
probably respecting Italy. That country ap-
pears to be in a most wretched condition;
nothing preventing open insurrections, but
the presence of large bodies of troops kept
there by France and Austria. Such is the
state of this country, that a war may break out
in it at any day.

Ouvr American neighbors are blustering
about the interference of Britain and France
in the affairs of Central America. ‘This small
independent state has, in 2 manner, placed it-
self under British protection. But the Yan-
kees, ever jealous of foreign influence, as they
call it, on this side of the Atlantic; especially,
as their main route to California passes
through ‘this state, would like to have it
added to the Union. Some years ago armed
bands of American filibusters found their way
into Central Americg, under Whalker, and
caused much disturbance at the time. Last
suminer, ancther band, under the sume leader,
was prepared to start on the same errand ; but
their own Government interfered, and stopped
part of them. There are strong suspicions,
however, that the American Government
would feel inno wise displeased, had these
robbers get awayv quictly. One vessel, the
Susan, did get away. She sailed out of Mo-
bile, destined for Central America, with a full
