He was deputed by the Gov-
otnment to viet the principal cities of
Ireland, at the death of the late Prince
Coneort, to see to the due carrying out
of the orders for general mourning on
the part of the British Army, He
resigned a military vareer to enter the
austere order of the Cistercians at
Mount St. Bernard’s Abbey: but the

Apart altogother from hia
religious convictions he was & man of
honor, honesty and ability, ' Ah!
but,” said some olever fellow among
thopack *heknowanolaw,” *That's
it oxaclly™ eaid all the editorial
lawyers, and the chorug rang out loud
and long that a Oatholic Quaen's
Counsel,who knew uothing of the law,
had been appointed in the room of a
Protestant Quoon’s Counsol who was
a distinguished juriat.

But when we come tc look at the
cage ag thus prosented wo must confess
it lsoks originality quito as much as
did the bald anti-Oatholic bawl. Most
of us remeinber the famous acousation
made by Lord Hyndhurst against Lord
Brougham whon that grest lawyerand
orator was made Lord Chancellor:
* Brougham " eaid he ¢ weuld makea
capital Lord Ohancollor if he had any
lsw.”

In speaking of the
primagy conforred on Poter wo said it
wag geraonal: that is, Potor was,
porsol nlly addrossed by the Savigur,
and ;speocial power wag given to hjm
that was nob given to thu other
Apostles, and a powor that made him
superior, supreme ruler, even over the
o}her Apostles. Now, the power thus
given to Petor might have been meroly
personal ; that is, it might have ended
with Poter. But what the Vatican
Council declared, and what Catholics
are bound to beliove, is that tho
power given to Peter was not meraly
porsonal, but official; that in confer-
ring the power on Doter Ohrist, dur..
Lord, expressly declared that it waa so
be perpetual—to continue in Pater's
successors o tho end of time.

Tho guta which exudes from any
woutds on the bark of cherry, plen,
peach, aud other stone-fruit trecs, i3 of
the samo character and composition
chemically as the comwon gum arabic,
which is derived from a species of
acacia. It does no particular harm to
tho trees, is unsightly, and, as its ad-
hesiveness causes it to gather tho gorms
of tho common black knot that infests
all theso trees, it is dosirablo to prevent
tuo gum or removo it. This latter is
easier than the formor, and may bo dono
by shaving off tho gum aud applying a
little common paiat ou tho wownd, The
gum is probably not tho cause of tho
unthriftiness of the trees, but on the
other hand, this may most likely be the
cause of the gam. 'Tho shriveled leaves
and immaturity of the fruit are doubt-
less Auo to tho presence of borers jn tho
tree, near the root, whero, too, this gum
will be found oxuding, as -voll as on the
stem. ‘The borors sﬁonld be kopt from
tho trees by painting tho stems from a
fow inches below the surfaco of tho
ground o threo feet above it with a
mixturo of lime, slacked into a thick
wash, and cow-dung %o thicken it a
littlo, with carbolic_acid t, give it a
porceptible odor. The ez white.
washing of tho trces will bo somo pro-
tection against theso pests.
