DPAN EGAN ON THE CORONATION

OATH.
‘Barrle, Ont, aprit 2.—Insufferable,
it in-

louitous, outrageous were a few of the
characterlzations which Dean Egan
used 1ast night in a scathing denuncta-
tion of the British coronation oath.
‘He said the Roman Cathollc Church

is the Church of Chrlst, and Its doc-

trines were promulgated by Christ,
‘Therefore, he sald, the coronation oath.
speaks of as damnable and untrue the
doctrines that Christ himseit taught.
The dean urged that the oath is an in-
sult to 42 per cent. of Canada's loyal
cltizens. “But,” sald he, “befors fitty
years have passed it will be known and
seen that Catholics are in the major-
1ty In this country. Obedience to Cath-
ollc laws will necessarily bring about
that result, He potnted out that Alfred,.
Egbert, and other prominent flgures in

English history were <Catholles, but -

since Charles IL the insultlng oaths
had been the law.

“Think,” sald the dean, “how hu-
miliated Victorla was 18 years of age,
whose mother was sald to have been
a Cathollc, must have felt In having
to fnsult such_a large proportlon of
her subjects, Victorla, as defender of
the faith, was head of the church thas
had formulated this oath in the 17th
century, This oath condemns ritus-
ism,” " he satd, “yes, to-day one halt
the clargy in England are ritunlists
who belleve i the transubstantiation
of eluments, and the ocacerdotat power
of absolutton rites which the oath
ceademn3. This places the ritualists
In  the awkwrrd pos.tlon that they
condemn, yot shows that they are bus
returning to thelir first love."

Dean Egan urged every Cutholic.so-
clety in Canada to pass a resolutlon
condemning the coronatfon oath and
forwurd o copy of their resolution to
Paritament.
