ed experience,” writes the venerable
Pontiff, ** has clearly taught ug that
the state of tho country is so chunged
thatin tho presont condition of France
it does not appear possible to roturn
to the old forw of power without pass-
ing through grave porturbations.”
He regrots that his lurmer appenl for
tho loyal support of the present Con-
stitution of France has not met from
some that deferenco which an expres-
sion of solicitude coming from the
Head of the Church should command.
“We esteem as true sons of the
Chureh those who know how to make
without difficulty, for the very superior
good of religion and the fatherland,
aacrifice of their sentiments and pri-
vate interests.”

The Catholic reading public will
learn with deep regret of the demise of
that polished writer and clear thinker,
Brother Ararias. He bhad go e to
Plattsburgh 1 the latter part of July
to deliver his lectures on Educational
Epochr before the Catholic Sumnnmor
School. Eo gave his course, and re-
mained over to take part in tho delibe-
rations of the Board of Trustees, of
whom he wasone. Before tha meetings
were finished Brother Azarias was
prostrated by an attack of pneumonia.
It was feared from the outset that the
attack was serious; but after a time
the patient took a favorable turn, and
sirong hopes were entertained for his
recovery. A relapse set in and the
lamented author passed to his raward
on August 20th. It was the closing
of a delicate life, which leaves behind
it monuments more onduring than
bronze — the evergreen thoughts of
books, which will be sources of pure
pleasuro, storehouvses of intellectual
wealth, from which will be distributed
to generations of readers a juster ap
preciation of much the Church has
taught and done in the brighter days
of her glory. He will even rank high
as a guide to readersand us a keen yot
gentle literary crite.  His chief works
are Books und Reading, Philosophy of
Literature, and Phases of Thought and
Criticism.

Brother Azarins, whoso name in the
werld was Patrick Francis Mullaney,
was born in the county of Tipperary,
Ircland. Early in youath he came to
America, and joined the Cbristian
Brothers in 1802,

Another loss has been exporionced
by the Catholic Church in the death
of the Rt. Rev. Lawrence S. McMahon,
Bishop of Hartford, Connecticut. He
bad left his diocesan city for 3aratoga
for the benefit of his health. Being

too feeble to continue his journey he
rested at Lakeville, Conn., whero he
died on tho 21st instant. Bishop
McMahon was a Canadian by birth,
boing born in Nova Beutin, Deo. 24,
1885, His paronts moved o Boston.
where the Bishop grow up, and neer
which oity he was educated in Holy
Crcas College, \Worcester. He made
his theological studies in France and
completed them at Rome, where he
wnas ordained in 13060. During a
portion of the Awmerican war he
accompanied o Massnchussetts Regi-
ment to the field as chaplain. He
was consecrated Bishop of Hartford
August 10, 1879,

Tho storm created by the Aigues-
Mortes mussucro has died down, until
its rumblings are only heard in the
angry gossip of the provincial towns
of Italy. It was at its higheat point
when 8 mob attacked the French
Embasgy at Rome, and attompted to
carry out their threats of burning tho
Embassy, notwithstanding the pre-
senco of & strong force of soldiers who
had been detailed to guard the build
mg. The next most serious ren.
contre was when rioters visited the
house of a French Consul in Sicily,
smashed the windows, tore down the
escutcheon, and tried to burn it.

The French Governmrent has pro-
mised to give complete satisfaction to
ltaly for the affair. The families of
the victims, as waell as the working-
men who have suffered from the anti
Italian agstation, will be fully indemni-
fied. The Italian ambassador at Paris
is reported as having informed the
French Government that in view of
the prompt dismissal of the Mayor of
Aigues-Mortes, and placing confidence
in the officient and impartial action
of the Frenoh magistracy for the
punishment of the guilty, the Italian
Government is happy to be able to
congider the incidents satisfactorily
closed.

The coal strike in Wales is abating.
What last week was gigantic in sumn-

bers is now moaderate, and what then
was threatening with force is fast
becoming lndicrous. The march of
4,000 strikers from the Rhondda
Valloy to Ebbow Valo proved a fizzlo;
only 200 got more than half way, and
these never reached their detormined
destination. Non.union miners are
still at work, and many of the strikers
are known to be willing to return to
work withbout the advanco in wages.
The trouble arises not so much from
the Welsh themselves as from unmar-
ried roving English young fellows,
who are only too glad for a pretext to
quit work if there is a friendly union
in the neighborhood which will sup-
port them.

The political programme in Eng-
Iand, after the defeat of the Home
Rule Bill by the Lords, will consist in
the introduction of a resolution in the
House of Commons condemning the

Upper House and reaflirnung most
onrnestly the principles of the Bl
Such a resolutiun can be pasaed 1 o
fortnight, ar.d bo just as offective as a
new discussion on thy bill, wiich
would take the entirv seosion. A vory
much needed holiday of six weeks is
promised the weary House of Com-
mone.

A London eable annuvunces that the
beginning of tho thard reading is to
be marked by another qreat specch
from Mr. Gladstone, who will make
the motion, und perhaps Ins final effort
for the Irish cause. Tho roply to the
Premicr falls to the lot of Mr. Goschen,
formerly Chancellor of the Exchequer,
an able foe but not a first-class debater.
A grand displsy of eloquence will fol-
low until, during the sitting to-morrow
mght, the Commons will have closed
its long struggle and will have passed
the Bili.

The battle over the Silver question
is at an end, so for as Congress can
close it. An attempt will be made in
the Senate to secure a compromise.
It is expected that this bill repealing
the purchagse clause of the Sherman
Act will be referred to the Financo
Committee. A debate of two weoks
will follow and a differont bill sent
back to the Congress, declaring in
favor of bi-mietallism. but in all other
respects agreeing with the Wilson Bill,

The Democrats are preparing a
tariff bill, which they propors to be
brought before Congress immmediately.
Mr. Wilson of West Virginia, Chair-
man of Ways and Means, advocates
the reform of the McKinley tanf,
especially £s to all of those schedules
which affce. the Dominion. He hus
been, however, h:."herto opposed tn
free coa..

Cholera, which this year has been
more widespread than last, i3 now
pretty well under control—a faet which
mekes the cutlook quite hopeful. The
investigations at Paris and Naples,
where the dust was examined and
found to contsin a large quantity of
bacteria, prove that the disecase is
communicated from person to person,
not by the general atmospliere.

The London Standard reports that
the disease is spreading slowly but
steadily in the great centres of Galicia
and Hungary, where it is most diffi-
cult to eradicate it.

Sir John Thompson returned to the
Capital last Saturday from his visit in
Paris. An address of welcome was
presented to him by the members of
the Municipal Councit of Ottawa.
The address, without discussing the
ultimate vesult of the Behring Sea
award, felt that it was a subject of
sincere congratulation * that once
more an ioternational dispute so preg-
nant with issues of importance to
ourselves ' should be referred for

sottictuent to the peaceful method of
arbitration. The distinguishied Pro-
mier, in reply, udmitted that in this,

arty may feel altugether satsfied :
Eut still it wus a deop satisfactiun that
it was happily rettled 1n a manner
consistont with tho absolute peaco of
the two countries; and in a way that
will eventually be recognized as con.
sistent with abso'ute justico to this
country. *¢Canada,” he said, * had
been vindic-ted among the nations of
the earth by having a voice in the
sottlement."

The General Intention for tho moem-
bers of the Leaguo of the Sacred Heart
for September 18 the Chureh in Italy.
As the attacks of the impious and
unbelieving centre upon Rome, the
residence of the Supremo Pontiff. so
it is of paramount importanca that the
prayers of the faithful should be direct.
ed in defenco of the freedom of the
Holy Father and the fidelity of
his immediate subjects. This in-
terest involves the preservation of
the clergy m proper spirit and
required numbers. Aunother interost
is that which concerns the religious
ordsrs, both active and contemplative.
Yet theso are harrassed most severely
by the Free Mason Government of
Itely, so that parighes are without
priests, and convents cmpty. The
schools aro filled with teachers who
neglect roligion or teach impiety.
Aguin the enormous burthens of taxa.
tion are producing extreme misery and
untold evil. All these reasons should
urge the fervor of prayers for the
amelioration of poor Italy, which goes
from bad to worse.

A very forcible article appeared
lately in the Daily Chromele of London
in rogard to the determination of the
Bouss of Lords upon the Home Rule
Bill. It points nut the fact that 500
men, individeatly as proud, idle and
luxurious, a3 any other 500 in any one
part i the civilized world, are going
to sit in prejudiced judyment upon a
question which has been already
debated for sevun years. In Ircland
people bave fought and died for it. 1In
England the argument has been main-
tained with severe intensity. At
length, after a revolution of the great
constitutional machine, the mandate
goes forth demanding Home Ruale.
In all this contest these 500 took little
or no part. They have only to re-
main a few days in town, and the
whole stream flows backward. Ireland
is thrown into a revolution. Englend
is sent to solve & problem she has
already decided, and the House of
Commons must repeat its incessant
six months’ toil oi threshing out a
Constitution for Ireland. Bnut this is
no exceptional action on the part of
thege noble five hundred. « What
they will do for Home Rule they did
for tho land question over and over
again. Thay rejected the Compensa-
tion for Disturbance Bill; they muti.
lated the Act of 1881 ; on their guilty
heads lies the blosd ttat has been
spilt, the misery that has been enduy-
ed in Iroland for the last twelve
years.” The Chronicle insists that
* these vulgar outofdate appaneges
of an impossible system™ go and
stand not upon tho order of their
going, but go at once. This abolition
of the House of Lords is to be the
Liberal test at the next election.
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SERMON ON BRAVEWY AND DUTY.

At {lio roquest of tho widows and
frionds of sovornl of tho mon who wero
killed or burned to death at tho firo at
tho World's Fair on July 10, aund also
in lionor of tho brave mon thowsclves,
who so courngeously gave up thuir
lives in obedience to the call of duty,
wo publish the following scrmon
proached at tho Ohurch of %ll Saints,
Chicago, by Rov. Alexander McQGavick
on tho occasion of the funeral of Fire.
man Denning :

My Dearn Brrrunex—The recent
disastor, which Urought death to so
many homes, hins moved the pubiis
feoling to its lowest dvpih. As the
sad nows flashed through the city and
out over the country, there was a
universal shudder. A cry of horror
went up from the wholo land. When
the circumstauces and dotails of tho
awful ocalamity were made known,
strong men, who wero far away from
tho sad scene and strangers to ever
fireman in our city, turned from cao
othor and wept-—wept for the brave
men who went down to death in the
discharge of their duty—iwept for the
widows and orphans who wero search-
ing in tho ashes and coals or in the
public morgue for the face thoy loved.
Tho sympaihy of the wholo country
goes to the boreaved It is exrressed
in the public journals. You hear it
oi« the streots, in tho cars and hntels,
everywhore where people congregate.
Thoere is but ono sentiment in every
heart for the sorrowing relatives of tho
dead, and that is a deep heartfelt
gentimont of pity and commiseration.
I know you are grateful for this wide-
gpread expression of sympathy, but I
know too how futile it is to dispel the
sorrow of this occasion or to compen-
sate you for the loss you have sus-
taived. It will not reanimate the
heart that is atill, or give back speech
to these silent lips. Nevertholess it
must be a comfort to you to feel that
the publioc mourns with you in your
distress, and that if it were possible to
lift from you your burden of woe, a
million hands would be outstretched
to do you service.

We admire tho soldier who fights
and falls on the battlefield for his
country, we admire the nurse who
goos cheerfully to attend the sick and
dylng in times of pestilence, we admire
the explerer or the discoverer who
sails forth to lsnds and seas unknown,
animated with a lofty motive, bent on
aerving not self but God and fellow
mayn, wo udraire also and in quite the
samo degree the heroic firemen who
on lest Monday afternoon climbed the
deadly tower st duiy's call, and were
obedient tp duly even unto death.
You can scarcely pay & man a higher
compliment than to say that he died
while faithfully and fearlessly doing
his duty. God has appointed all our
daties, and to fulfil them is to fulfil
God’s beliests. To die in their dis-
charge is to dio in God's service.

The sense of daty is inborn in man.
It comes to us from God and i8 un-
folded with the unfolding of reason.
1t i one of God’s greatest gifta to us.
It brings us into the moral kingdom
of God and makey us accountable
beings. It opens up to our perception
1aws of right and wrong, laws which
aro unchangeable and which no power
in the universe can abrogate. It sets
before us a course of conduct, which,
if we pursue, we shall be happy ; if we
neglect we shall bring apon ourselves
inevitable misery. Now in some, this
sense of duty is more fully developed
then in others. Habit and association
often 8o dull it that we become ruorally
blind. The man who {fcequently
shuna or neglects duty, soon loaes a
clear porception of the nature and
import of ita deiaands. Itisno longer
a gacred thing in lus sight. He con-
founds it with perscnal comfort or
gross materisl advantage. But even
an unclouded apprehension of duty is
not sufficient. Somothing more 18
nece_aary, and that 1s the courage to
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fulfil it, Thero is so much weakness
in humnan naturo that it often shrinks
from emotion and pain, no matlor how
noble ths purpogs which beokons it to
undergo tho encrifico. Now, the
grentost men, tho greatest horoes, are
tliose who know their duty and are
brave enough to do it. ‘This poor
man whoso remains lio boforo us was
suoh a hero, Ilo followed duty into
tho jaws of death. Ho sacrificed his
lifo on duty's altar, a plensing holo-
caust to tho great God, n sublime
oxamplo for the world to imitate,
tod's blessing on liic noble soul. I
bow to his immortal spirit. I rover-
onco his saored dust.

A suro indication of greatness is tho
giving up of onu’'s self to othors, That
was, without a doubt, the most marked
virtno in Obrist. Ho came to save
tho world, and to givo himself for its
salvation, Ho pawncd his lifo for
our redomption. That has heon the
distinguishing virtuo of all the great
samts. Their own comforts aud con
venienco were forgotten in their efforts
to do good. 1In tho presenco of priva-
tion and danger the fire of their zeal
burned brighter, The same virtue is
clinranteristio of all good and worthy
men. The solfish man is evor des-
pised. Tho uuseclfieh, the self-forgot-
ting, the sclf-sacrificing, those who
givo not words or mero material helps,
but who surrender what is dearest to
thom, thes lives, in others' service,
these are tho men wo love to honor,
theso are the men whose names shall
bo forever beld in benediotion. Such
a man lies dead before ns.

We somotunes estimate our wealth
by whut we have, by what wo have
hoarded up, but our true wealth lies
rather i what we give to others.
Our gifts to others are gifts to God,
and are treasured up for us in heaven.
« Whatsouver you give to the least of
these little ones,” said the Saviour,
*you give unto Me.” This poor man,
like most of his comnpanions, had httle
of earth’s goods. If you took an in-
ventory of his possessions you would
find that o was poor. If his wife and
children depended for their support
upon what he bad left thom, they
would scarcely have a roof to shelter
them. His weslth was indeed littlo if

ou estimate it by what bhe had ; but
it was very great if you compute it
by what he gave Lo others. In this
senso he was richer than a Vander-
bilt or Gould, for he gave thoe priceless
treasure of his life. He gave his wife
and children, not the legacy of a
hero—the memory of a great name
and the inheritance of a great example

His death though sudden was in &
measare foreseen. It is hard to be
stricken down and hurried beforo one's
Creator witheut thonght or warning.
From such a death, good God deliver
us. His taking off was not that se-
ve yand awfol kind. God mercifully
sav 4 him a little while o make his

cu with Him, and we thank tha
Almighty to-day for that signal favor.
He wae received into the arms of one
of God's ministers while yet life re-
mained, aud that brave priest, I am
told, stood by him until he died.

Yet even had no priest been thero
to whisper God’s naome to him or
breathe the words ¢f absolution over
hin, I cannot believe that he would
not find favor in Heaven. As he
stood on the fatal tower and saw every
avenue to lifo cut off, as he felt his
footing tremble beneath him and luok-
ed down at tho long, long leap, which
moant a leap to death, no doubt, after
bidding his companions farewell and
biddirg a blessing to his loved vnes at
home, no doabt, in that snpreme mo-
ment, face to faco with eternity, he
lified his heert to heaven and uttered
a fervent prayer to the Most High.
That prayer, the great God Who made

-all tho bravery that is ic humsn gouls,

Wko made 2ll the courmge which
urges the strong and good on to do and
darenoblo thinga, that prayer, breathed
amid the crackling flames, a morciful

God would surcly answer. Tho snori-
fico which ho made that day in tho
sight of Heaven and carth, would
movo to pity a being o thousand times
loss morviful than God. Ob, I think
all tho angols and saints in Henven
woro at Qod's feot pleading for him,
whot ho nerved himself for that nw-
fu} strugglo with death ; and mingled
with theso angelio prayers were, 1 am
gurc, tho prayers of fifty thousaml
mon and women, who wopt and groan
od and grow faint and sick, ax thoy
stood watching the progress and close
of ns sad a tragedy as was gver cnaot-
ed inour oity. With all these prayers
and his own deep dovotion and loyalty
at all times to lis Oreator, 1 feel
gratified in holding out to you, us o
comfort and a consolation to you in
your bereavoment, the cheoring hopy
that bis portion in eoternity shall bo a
happy und blessed one.

And during theso moments of awful
anxicty, when ho saw death reachine
up for him in crue} flames, no doubt
his religion stood him well.  His fusth
and trust in God norved his soul and
made him braver and more harnic.
110 felt that though he was leaving all,
ho was not leaving God ; he folt that
though doath would como to him, be
would atill live and his spirit would
look down from Heaven on those he
loved, and he would bless them yet
frow the unseen world, and meet them
agnin in that calm bright Lond where
tears und gorrows and partings ars
not known

Beforo concluding let mo say a word
of praiso for the brave firemen of our
city. Their horoic conduct at all
times, and undor wost {rying circum
stanceg, hus wmerited for them the
esteern and admiration of the whole
community. There is no one who
cannot recall instances of their cour-
age and daring, and I havo nover yet
bheard of a case whero they flinched
from duty, or stood cowardly baok
while human beings perished in the
flames.

Ono sontiment I have for the firemen
living and the firemen dead—1 have
chieers for the living, I bhave prayers
and love and tears for the dead.

A useful lesson wo might all well
learn on this sorrowful occasion—it 15
to love ono another. There is an
underlying principle of good, I think,
m every one. It may not ulways be
evident, but 1t s there and will leap
forthh when the time and place are
ripe for 1t.  Who could dream that
there wore such heroes, such great
noble souls, beneath the mi:d ealm
faces and common 2zdinary exteriors
of those who rode away carelessly on
their engines to the futal fire last
Monday noon. No one would dream
that they were as brave warriors a3
ever buckled a sword. Nu one would
dream that they wero * nature’s noble
men."” Yet such they wera, Multi-
tudes of others may be medo of that
same storn stuff ; and wo should never
therefore despise or lhato our fellow
beings, but rather bo filled ever with
deep love and affection for them. Yot
us all to-day clasp hands together,
and the hands of all men, in godly
Christian charity, like the brave fire-
men who on the tottering tower reach-
ed gut their hands, the one to the
other, as a last prouf of their mutnal
friendship and devotion,

Pray for tho happy reposo of all
their sonls, but especially of the sounl
of him whose remains are before you,
for he wag dear to you in life and you
ghould not forget bim in death.

He takesa groat intorest
in you, I, who yearned above all
things for communmication with m
husband, was, although interested,
somowba$ disappointed, and oxclaim-
ed with soms vexation, that [ Lnew
notlung of any such person, and that
there were no Priests in my family,
*Ho gays thoro werc once Pricsts
belonging to 1t,” Mr, B———roplied,
“and ko allirms that he belongs to
your family.” Curiouslyenough, it was
not until long afterwards, when I had
been a Catholic porhaps about ten
years, that I chanced upon some family
doouments mentioning o collateral
ancestor, of the name given by Mr.
B———, who was the last Abbot of &
certain Cistercian monastery i the
reigne of Honry V1i.and Henry VIII.
A voice certminly hike that of my hus-
band, spoke words of comfori to me
lator on that ovening, through Mr.
B———'"s mediumship, winch gave me
consolation for tho moment, but I
could have no possible certainty of
identity. dlessages purporting to cowe
from him were also written during
my visit, through the hands of another
guest of my hostess—one who was
then, and still is, a good religious
person, but who has naver coms juto
tho Church. Margaret and I also re-
ceived messages said to be from my
husband, and also from many other
Spirits, spalt out on what was called
aa * Indicator," upon which wo used
to place our hands. Some of these
messages wero beautiful, explanatory,
and lelp{ul, but ocoasionally decep.
tions were attempted. \We wers bidden
alwaya to make the aign of the Oross
before entering into these communica
tions. and to request any Spirit, wish-
ing to spell a messnge, to move the
indicator in the form of a cross, as
thoy said that evil spirits were unable
to make tho holy sign. e found
this » great protection, but stilf I think
weo were sometimes deluded, unless it
might have been, that we perbaps did
not always accurately obtain a mes-
sage as it was intended.

I recollect particularly, that on one
oceasion, when s friend of mine and 1
had our bands on the ¢ Indicator,” a
Bpirit endeavoured to communicate
with me which professed o be thst of
my busband. This, for several reasons
I doubted, and, in accordance with the
directions we had received, we both
mada the sign of tho cress in order to
test the chameter of the Spirit. Yet
it still persisted ix: the assertion. Still
dubious of the identitv, and consciouns
of a distressing influence, T said: I
clarge you to speak the trath in the
Name of the Blessed Trinity.” Instant-
ly the movement of the * Indicator®
consed, though our hands remained
opon it. For some minutes it Legan

.again to spell, though very slowly, aud
asg it wore, painfully: I am one of
the unbappy beings who you would
call o devil.” At that timo I was not
a Catholic and did not know that jor
such thero could be no redemption, so
I roplied: “You will always be
nisorable if you try to decaive.” «I
like to deceivo people,” was neanswer.
** Bat,” I said. *you will bo alwavs
unhappy in so doing.” « Aroe you
yoursell saved from misery ?” asked
tho evil Spirit. **I hope I am saved,”
{ rejoined, ** from snch misery ag

yours.” Then tho 8pirlt epolt out,
“Hot bat ha!" Andboth my friend
aud I had a gruesomo imyprossion as of
the mocking laughtor of a flond.

In this instance, oven tho sign of
the Orozs was insulticiant to compel
tho truth ; but, ndjuration in the Nawe
of the Blossed Trinity provailad, as it
has in many similar cases. 1 think
8t. Torese says she found that some
ovil apirits woro wicked ecmough to
resiat tho Orosa. If 8t. Teresa, who
was a great Baint, wag oexposed to
sttompts of thodovil to docoive hior,
which were intermingled with the
rovelations she reccived from Almighty
God and tho messengors of Hoeaven,
how much moro will this bo the case
with thoso who are not saints and who
nre stumbling alone in the -darkness of
error, ovon though thoy may be in
good faith and honestly searshing ufter
truth. I say nothing of thoso who
hold thess communications with the
unscen world, not for any good motive,
but out of morbid curiosity and witk a
balf-guilty consciousnass of the “influ-
onoe” to which they are subject, being
no Heavon-sont messonger., They
must expect to bs made the sport of
the walicious spirits whoso delight. is
to deceive, and who will avail them-
solves of thoir suporior powers and
knowledgo to impart to them just that
amount of information that will earn
their confidenco, in order that thoy
may the more co-upletely lead thom
astray rospecting all thet concerns
their highost interest and the welfaro
of their souls.

All the secances at Mrs. R~—'8 were
begun by prayer and the singing of
bywmns, by the specin! desire of tho
Bpirits present. Thoy invarisbly
begged to be prayed for, as did nearly
always all the Spirits with whom I
was brought into contact diring my
investigations, in other places, and
through other mediums. This fact
struck we very mvooh, and was indeed
the first ray of light which flashed
acrosg muy path. I3 not this the
Roman Caliolic doctrine of Purgatery
ond of the prayers for the dead ?* I
agked of n Bpirit, * Yes, and it is
true,” was the reply. The Spirits
litorally beset us with enfreaties for
prayers. Some of them appeared vary
uahappy, greatly lameuting the selfish
and useless or sinful lives they had
led upon earth, and which they wore
now expiating. ** Are youin Hegven 9
wo would somectitaer inquire of one
whose words were morae hopeful, and
whose *‘influence’ was sweet and
neacoful. ** Ob, no, nol yet—but
soon shall be, if yon will pray,” was
once the answer.

Aund so we prayed for the desd for
the first time in our lives! Gradually
mauy other Catholic tratls wers
taupht to Margaret and to me, spelt
out by the ¢ Indicator,” but we were
so ignorant of the docltrines that we
did no} always understand them, cr
recognizo their full import at the time,
though we begsn to wonder whether,
as the Chiurch of Roma was apparently
considerably right, it might not be
actuelly possible that she shonld be
right in o good deal more. And what
if ghe ghould be altogether right, and
bo tho oo true Teacher!

I have heard that Mr. B——also
became a Catholic eventually, but as
my fricnds, the R—'3, lost sight of
him when he left their neighbourhood,
I am not sure of the facs.

Another old friond, at present s
professed Nun, who hasbeon a Catho-
lis more than twenty years, often
joined me in my inquities into Spirit-
nalism at the period at which Iam
writing, chiefly by putting her hand
with mine on the *Indicator,” to
abtain the spelling of messages. Quite
recently I paid her a visit at her con-
vent, and, 83 wo were talking ovor the
* Auld Lang 8yne,' befrre the con-
version of sither of us, and wondering
atour dreads and Gifeultios in those
now dim and distant days, sho recalled

o my mind en incident that had
escaped my memory (though I now

romomtber {¢ porfectly), as to a com.
manieation wo had veceived, in roply
to n question of here as to whether the
Cliurclt of England was proforublo to
other forms of religion, as sha bolieved
it thento bo, meaning, of ccurse, to
Protestant geots, tho (atholic Ohursh
being entively outside her region of
thought, « AN thess Churchos full
short of tho ideal," was tho roplﬁ;
“tho Roman Catholis Church ig tho
truo religion,” Upon this, my friond
immediatoly axclaimed: * Now, [
kuow that this is not a rolinble mes-
sago ! Yot sho sayssho nover forgot
this testimony, and considers that it
indireotly bolped in her conversion.

I nover had much medium-power
mysolf, oxcept with tho * Indieator,”
which used to spoll very rapidly under
my hands; and I had also what my
frionds called ** an impressional gift,™
canisiating in a strange, sudden, inward
approhension of some Catholio dogma,
quite new and unknown to me, somo-
timos with, and sometimes without,
words interiorly spoken. I montion
this bocause it 18 connected with a re-
markablo incidont whick considerably
sided my conversion.

O  onving the R—- ‘g, I went to
Londun on a visit, aud saw a great
deal of Spirituahiam, of sll kinds. some
of which was decidedly undesirable,
and dangorous evon from the point of
view of & non-Cathiolio; but I was now
determined to go fully and thoroughly
into tho subject. I also mot and be-
came intimarely acquainted with some
of the most enlightencd and intol-
leotual leadors of the movement, who
wero in reality rather mysties of the
sohiool of Bohmen, Jung, Stilling,
Oberlin, and others, than ordinary
spiritualists. By one of theso carnest
and thoughtful persons, [ was lent an
old Italian Life of St. Catherine of
Siena, which took a great hold upon
me, 50 much so, that I begat: to invoke
her, asking ot hor instruction as well
ag intercession. And from this time
T came gradually to sse more clearly,
and to accept Catholic doctrine in'a
way very wonderful, considering that
I bad nover scen a priest, or read any
dogmatic Catholic book, or spoken to
any Catholio in the flesh.

One day 1 went to a searce with
soms friends, two of whom were High
Church clergymen, at the house of a
well-known medium. Answers to in-
quirizs wero spelt out by raps on the
table, floor, and, indeed, all over the
room. Questions having been asked
on theological matters by the two
clergymen, especially concerming the
Real Presence, and gome confusion in
the enswaors baviog arisen, I said,
“ May I tell you what has been told to
me?" Aslrepeated what hod been
given me by * impression,” 1 was
accompanied by a perfeot chorus of
;. . * Is she right 2 asked cne of
the clergymen, ¢ Yes, yes. yes,” from
all paris of the room. ¢ How does
ghe know this?"” ¢ Becauso a very
high Bpirit, called Catharine, is teach-
mg her.” ** Who is this Catherine "
said one of my friends to me. I ye-
plied, “ I have been reading the Life
of St. Catherine of Siena.” Yes, yes,
yes,”’ came again from tho invisible
chorus, The impressional message
received by me concerning Transub-
stantiation was, 0s X afterwards found
when more fully instructed, entirely in
scoordance with Catholic doetrine, I
cannot, of course, answer for the por-
sonal identity of my saintly instract-
regs, neither is it possible to decde
how much wog actual and objective,
and how much subjective and imagina-
tive, in the commaunication, nor have
Tthe least idea who constituted tho
congenting chorus. I simply cironicls
the ciroumstances.

From this tims I began to §o to
Mags, and left off attending Anglican
Services, bat I know no Catholics,
and had not the remotest 1dea of how
fo put myaelf in communication with
8 Priest. I have ofien since heard
Priests say, that it in quite easy for
Protestants to go and seo them, if

thoy wish for instruction; and so,
Weernlly speaking, it cortainly is, but I
tinnk thoy hardly roalize the unscon
barriers of hesitution, uncortainty, and
geaeral difliculty which stand betweon
an ordinary Protestant and a Roman
Catholic Prieat, whom projudica and
traditign havo represented, as a very
awful porsonage. I was, howavor, ro-
cotved into tho Churelt, about six
months aftor this opisode, by a vory
axparionced and rvemnckablo Priest,
now dead, to whor 1 was made known
by an American lady, horsolf a con-
vert to Catholicism through the tench.
ings of tho spinits, a friend of the
person .who lont ma the Life of St.
Catherine,  Hor ocoult exporiences fur
transcond mine in nterest, and sho
eamo mto the Churoh in a much more
marvoilous manner. She died a fow
years ago, sfter roceiving the Saora.
ments, an undoubted instance of the
¥omevomnco of a former Bpirituahst,
should like to relata many of the
wonderful things she told me about
her conversion, but spaco fmls, so I
will only say in passing that it would
seom to hinvo been chiefly tho work of
Jesuit aund Franciscan martyrs, who
sppeared to hor and taught her, sho
baing utterly ignorant not only of tho
Catholic raligion, but of any form of
Christianity, though very desirous of
truth at any prico, and from whatever
quarter. Her husband uand some
friends, impressed by these extraordi.
nary manifestations, followed in ler
footsteps, and were alsd received in
Amarica- -I believe by a Jesuit Father,
I bave only been able, in thig
skatch, to furnish a fow broad outlines
of strange facts, which to some may
seem startiing, but which I hold to be
less urusual thaa i ordinarily su
posed, for God is vary good to souls
who geek Him.

Acknow-
rcdging mysolf a novice in contrnversy,
1 am strong it the sucenty of ru
belief, and can not eit placidly by wit
folded hionds and hear the Church of
my adoption calumninted.  The objeot
Iixad In answenug you Was not 80
much to open o disoussion as to correst
your statoment that ** tho Church is o
pro-nental slavery wistitution,” and
to open your 0{08 to the fact that tho
torrible ¢ales of tho eruelties and por-
socutions of the Catholic Church so
current among Protestants are faler-
ties—untruths which have been n-
vented for the purpose of decaiving
tho people as to the truo teachings of
that Church—to chow you that her
rocord is not filled with crimes of
intolerance, but, when read with clear
oyes, and not through glasses colored
with projudice, ehows many a clean,
bright page, and very few that are
stainced with blood. I have many
near friends who are devout worship-
pers of the god of Reason ; and know-
1ag this you will not think mo capablo
of judging you harshly, or of even
daring to judgo you at all, and as you
pardoned my presuinption in toking
up the weapon ycu threw ot the foct
of another, 1 irust you may overlook
what may scem like personal fecling,
but which is, 1z reality, my unfortu-
nate manner of expression.

When you tell me you **do not
deny there is good in the Roman
Catholic Church,” you say it as if
there was a vory emall dianond bidden
away in a chiest somewhere in a garret.
The chost is so thickly covered with
the dust of ages in truth, has been
so long neglected as to bo entirely
forgotten by tha present occupants of
the house. and, withal, the jewel is
so small, and there is required so
much exertion to find it, that it is not
worth the troublo to institute a search,
inasmuch as there are, you believe,
finer qualities of the gew, more
brilliant and larger specimens lying
nearer at hand.

It isa source of wondor to me how,
with the long track of light that bas
marked its course through the world,
how with tho softening, refining and
moralizing influences that have cman-
ated from its teachings, there can be
found those who, unbiassed by the
opinions of others, do not recognize
how ver much civilization owes to the
Chureh of Rome. I most emphati-
cally dony that the Roman Charch
keeps her members in ignorance and
guperetition. The long list of brilliant
pames that Stand at the head of tho
world's scholars are, with very few
exceptions, sdherents to the Roman
Church. The invention of the teles.
cope, barometer, thermometer; the
discovenies of the colar syatem, ro
tundity and motion of the earth, and
galvanism, with numerous other in-
ventions and discoveries, show us that
Catholics were allowed to think, not
only for themselves, but the whole
world.

The Catholic Churcth has encour-
aged the cultivation of the fine arts to
the extent that her painters, sculptors
and musicians sre unexcelled. They
may bave exerted their highest powers
to adorn her Cathedrals, but therr
work bas never been equalled. At the
present day, with all their ** intelligent
reasoning,” artists, with the experi.
enco of othere before them, are bat as
pigmies in comparison with Raphael,
T.eona do di Viner Michae! Angelo,
Correggio, Beethotc., Mozart,Chopin,
apd the many wbo furished under
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tho patronage of tho Churob. Tho
magnificent cathedrals and palaces in
Europe attest to tho porfestion, aveli.
tocture atlaired Jdaring tho Middle
Ages, sud in_ America the superiority
of Catholio ediflces is too woll known to
need comment.

Your atatoments would lead ono to
thu conclusion that the path to the
light. through the Church, is so dark
and tortwous that only the fow
strongest minds havo the power to
push ther way into it. 1 think you
aro mistaken, for 1 find nothing in
bistory that eonfirs much a statoment
Instead, there scemas to bo a auper-
abundatico of keen, intellectual, think-
ing men—mea whose miuds wesv not
dwsifed by superstition, but whose
abilitico were recognized and nurlured
by tho Church, and whoso influence 18
felt at tho present day. Among such
men are Pascal, Daute, DBossuct,
Cardinal do Richelicu, Cardinal Maz.
arin ond the Abbot of Clairvaux.
You certainly will not deny that
Catlolic pricsts, aud particularly tho
Jesuits, are tho most thoroughly edu
cated clorgymen i the Christian
Church; and I have never heard of
an instance, whore any one had a
desire for knowledge, that obstacles
wero placed in their way.

It1s truo that an Index Expurgato-
rius oxists, but I have nover known
of a Chuech ur moral family where
there was none. It 18 true that the
ignorant masees of humauwty (the poor
laboring people) in a great majority
belung to our Charch. 8he is their
mother. She as all that they know of
any higher, holier fecling than what
amimates many a dumbbrute ; yot the
Chureh, recughizityg i them the soul
of God, that was Lkreathed into their
nostrils just thy sawe 88 to the
nostrils of the most powerful monarch,
takes them m, nonrighes them with
her sacraments, and is to thewn what
o mothur is to her clnld.

Who were the inasses that made up
tne Commune of Paris? Who are
the men of our own day and country
that make up the mobs in any uprisal
of the people? They arc ignorant
people who, under the leadership of
thogo who are far superior to them in
intelligence, so influenco them, with
the well told tales of slavery and
oppression, that, for the timc being,
they throw off the power of the Church,
and become, as yon rightly expressed
it, ** the coanterparts of wild beasts.”
such neced a teachor and guide, and
guch aro the Church and her pries:is.
The Church is the only power that
can keop in check the terrible vices
that the growth of centuries has given
in Herculean pawer,to the ignorantand
criminal portion of bumanity. She is
the only teacher that can develop
their sense of right and wrong, and
the only one that does

When a person is capable of doing
right, becausv thoy and the world are
better for 1t— when they cansacnficoa
life of happiness for tho benefitofothers,
they can, 1 believe, live & moral life
out of the Church , but, untl they can
do so, it would be as much folly to
remove the Church a3 to cast u babe
into the sea expecting it to save itsclf.
Before a peraon 1s capable of standing
alone without the help of the Church,
they must be able to do right from
no other motive than that it is right
—for no other reward than that of a
clear conscience and a knowledge
of their own self-respect. A person
who does not realize the duty bo owes
to God and his neghbor, one who
does right through fear of conse-
quences, or .n Lupe of a reward, is not
the person tu take out of the Charch
snd away from s priest. He must
first be taught to do right, expecting
no manifestation of the Deity’s appro-
bation—no approval from hio fellow-
man, no raward other than the inward
conviction that he has nnt dishonored
o own soul While this may be
sufficient recompense fut vue wih a
deep conception of morality and hfe,

yot thero avo thousands in overy
Church whose only idea of tho sin of
morality is the heinous offenco of be

ing found cut. Bueh nced o teacher,
a guido, and such oaro tho Church and
lier prinsts.

Your groat sympathy with tho
Roman CUatholis priosthicod, m therwr
stato of ccllbnc{. 18 & complimont, not
only to Mrs. Bladworth, bat to all of
our sox. It shows ycu appreciato us.
1 thank you for it, and I presumo tho
Church would also urdorstand and
commend your tnotive for o reform in
that particular, but undoubtedly hor
reasons for requiring of tho postulants
{or tho pricsthood the vow of chastity
aro very strong and good ones, clso it
would not ausk it of them, 8t. Iaul
certainly did not approve of mnarriage ;
ho choso it ag tho lease: of two ovils,
He says: * For I would that all moen
woro oven as I mysell,” —** It is good
for thom if thoy abide ovon as 1"—
ond then, as if giving his reasons, ho
says . ** Ho that is married caroth for
tho things that aro of thio world, how
he mny pleaso his wifo.” Aud, {from
tho remotest times 1v has beon hold
ond taught ag a truth that a special
sanctity accompanied tho state of coli-
bacy. So you will understand tho
Church did not ** usurp the authority *
to mako this one of the requircments
of her clergymen. It cannot bo be-
causc ghe does not honour ¢ .rrage,
it must bo that it finds a singloe life
moro conducive to holiness, LThore 18
no body, political or religious, that so
deoply respects the marriage vows as
tho Roman Catholic Church. It
teaches that marringe is o sacrament

Quoting from the
article ** Inquisition * m the Fneyelo-
padia Brittanica : ** Tho war of Louis
XIV. aguinst freedom of opumnon was
not moro distimctly political than that
of the two monarchs, although s
machinery was moure civil and military
than thewrs. It was a political tribu-
nal, and as such porscouted, tortured
and oxcouted bishop, pricst and lasty.
His Holinse, Sixtus IV., and other
Pontiffs protestod ngainst the sevority
of the pumshments, und, as I before
stated, the Roman luquimtion, wihich
hias always existed hand in band with
the Church, Lias never been known to
cause n capital punishment for tiiwo
orime of heresy.

In Spain, under the sovereignty of
Ferdinand oud Isabells, thousands
were, 1 suppose, put to the most
excruciating tortures, and died the
most horrible deaths. It was fully
charged to the Church ; and although
I hiave no doubt mony a zealous priest
incited the uprooting of heresies, we
must not forget that at that period of
tho world's lustory human hie was the
price demanded for the most trivial
offoences. Tho pages of the lstory
of Catholicism were then stained with
blood; but the crimes have been
cruelly exaggerated, and new ones
maliciously invented.

THE BLESSED VIRGIN.

—r

Futher Villiger's Account of His Visit ta the
Holy Land,

Wihere did tho Bloesed Virgin dio ?
Where was she buricd ? These ques.
tions bave been often agked. During
my recont pilgrimago to tho Holy
Land, I diligently gathored many
local traditions that have been handed
down for cepturies. I was astonished
and greatly edified (writes Rov. Bur-
ohard Villigor, S.J., in tho Messengrr
of the Sacred Heart) to learn of the
tenacity with which Christians in the
East cling to the trad tions which date
back to the early days of the Church.
Historical sites are pointed out to us
on mountains or on tho slopes of cer-
tain hills, on the wadsides or in the
valley, or in caves. Not unfrequently
theso sites are marked by heaps of
stones, o by carvings in the rocks—
the 3ign of the Cross is of frequent
ocourrence—or by stones set in the
top of a wall, When pareuts bring
their children to these spots they ro-
late to them all tho ovents for which
the place is memorable, and thus
historical ovents aro made known and
the record of them handed down £ram
generation to generation.

After the descent of the Hol7 Ghost
upon the Apostles, $t. John the
Evangelist left Jerusalem with our
Lady and went to live in Lphesus.
Our Lady's life at Ephesus and the
preaching of St. John wrought many
wonderful conversions. It is said
that the first community of Christian
virgins was established by the Blessed
Virgin in that city. During her stay
tnere, St. James was behecaded on Mt.
Simon, St. Peter was delivered from
prison by en angel, and Herod, the
tetrarch, was punished by death for
having allowed divine bonors to be
paid him. St. Paul and St. Barnabas
were preaching with great fruit in the
cities of Asia during this time. St.
Luke speaks of their Iabora at Antioch,
Lystra, Pergen and other places in
Asia Minor.

After his deliverance from prison,
8t. Peter bad left Jerusalem to escape
the fury of his enemies, the Jews.
While he was absent, disputes arose
in Jerusalem and Antioch regarding
the observance of the Mosaic Jaw, and
its impoaition upon Gentile converts
to Christianity., The head of the
Apostolic college convened a council
and designated Jerusalem as the place
in which its sessions were io be held.
St. Peter sent word to our Lady and
St. John and asked them to return to
the Holy Ciiy for the consolation of
the faitbful.

Car Lady returned from Ephesus to
be present at the Council; after it
was over she remained in Jecusalem
until her death. Our res~ms for ad.
mitting that our Lady 1 and was
baried in the Holy City at. these:

1. The honor paid her tomb by the
various schismatics of the East, all of
whom celebrate in their liturgies, the
death, burial and Assumption of the
Blessed Virgin.

2. Within the Cenaculum on Mt.
Sion, a small chape!, now with the
rest of the buildings in possession of
the Turks, is pointed out by an unin.
terrupted tradition as the place where
St. John said sfass daily during our
Lady's hfetime and gave her Holy
Communion.

8. The Greek authors testify to the
existence of the (radition that our
Lady died in Jerusalem. 8St. John
Damascen and Andrew of Crete ex
pressly state that the Blessed Virgin
lived on Mt. Sion ; that ber bouse was
afterward changed into a chapel; ~hat
she died in the presence of the Apas-
tles and disciples; that her body was
carried out by the Apostles into
Gethsemani, that she was assumed
into Heaven, body and soul ; and her
tomb was honored 10 their day by the
concourse of all nations.

Regarding the clsims of Ephesus
this negative testimony may be cited :

Polykrates, writing to Popo Vietor
concorning tho glories of the Churoh
of Ephesus, is silent with regard to
tho death and burial of our Lady.
This silence can bo aceounted for only
by tho fact that the Church of Ephiesus
possessed no traditions regarding theso
ovents.

Wheun in tho fifth contury, tho Em-
press St. Pulcherin wrote to Juvenial,
Bishop of Jerusalom, askiug for rolies
of the Blessed Virgin, he answored :
* Wo can show you our Lady’s yrave
in Gethsemani, but it is ompty, for
you should know that she was assum.
ed into tleavon.” He told the Em-
press also that he had opened the
tomb and had found some vestments
and wrappings in which the body had
been buried, these hie sent her as tha
only relics lie had to give.

To all these testimonies is to ba
added the local tradition that identi-
fies our Lody’s tomb to-day, as it did
in the days of the Eimperor Constan-
tine when St. Holena, his mother,
built & church over the tomb. Por-
tions of this church survived the do-
atruction wrought by Mahomet's
officers when they captured the Holy
City; ** the masonry of St. Helena's
work intermixed with the moro orna.
mental architecture of the Crusader's,”
is still visible in the porch by which
entrance is gained to the fomb.

Many beautiful fraditions concorn.
ing our Lady's death and burial, ave
still preserved in the Holy Land, and
are recorded by the early Fathers and
historians of the Church. Thess tra-
ditions tell us that tho Angel Gabriel
was sont to announce to our Lady the
tidings that the days of her exile had
drawn to a close and that she was to
be united again to her divine Son.
The angel presented her with a palm-
branch in token of her triumph, gain
ed by crushing the serpent’s head.

As of old, when the message of the
Incarnation was brought to her, so
now too, the humble Virgin answered :
Belold the handmaid of the Lord. Be
1t done unto me according to thy word.

Thep, when the heavenly host that
accompanied Gabriel had departed,
Mary told St. John, the son whom
Jesus had given her from His Cross,
and St. John informed the Christians
of Jerusalem that the Mother of the
Church was to be taken from them.

All the Apostles, except St. Thomas,
were gathered in Jerusalem to be pre-
sent at our Lady’s death. We are told
tbat the humble Virgin knelt to receive
the blessing and to kiss the feet of
these Princes of Christ's Church.
After this she consoled the faithful
who bemoaned their loss, and promised
them her aid in Heaven. Then, when
the moment of her departure had
arrived, her divine Son came himself
to summon her. Bowing her bhead
ghe repeated His werds: Into Thy
Lands, O lLord, I commend wmy spirit
and breathed forth her soul into the
hands of her Creator. ‘¢ Her death,”
St. John Damascen tella us, * was
painless. » - « it was caused
by the veliemence of her love whose
teangports human nature could no
longer sustain.”

The heavenly song of the angels
that camo to receive the soul of their
Quen, was heard by all those who
were present at her death, although
the hosts of the Blessed wern not
themselves visible. During the time
that elapsed botween the death of our
Lady and her burial, the angels con-
tinued therr song of triumph. The
Apostles joined in the sad strain and
reverently kissed tke feet of the blessed
body that had been the tabernacle of
the Incarnate God. The Fathers tell
us, following in this the ancient tradi.
tions, that many of those who were
afilioted in body begged the privilege
of venerating Mury's relics ; their de-
votion was instantly rewarded, for the
blind received their sight and the deaf
their hearing, speech was restored to
the dumb, and the power of motion
given to those who were lame.
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When tho time for tho funoral had
come, tho Apostles bore tho sacred
body of thoir Queon through the
streots of tho oity., All tho faithful
:\ocom(}mnled them in procession, with
lighted torohes. A oolestial porfume
filled the air. When tho funeral pro-
cession had roachod the houso of
Caiphasg, the Jows impeded its progress
and insulted those who took part in
it. Ono rabbi had tho boldness to
placo bis hands on the bicr; tho
moment they touched it they were
separated frow his body and fell to the

tound. Filled with torror ho con-
essed his fanlt and begged pardon for
it. St. Petor bade him bend down
and bring his matilated arms close to
his hands, he did 30 and tho hands
were at onco joined to tho arms. St.
Joht. Damagcon recounts this tradition
and adds that the rabbi becams a
Christian,

Whon they had come to Gethso-
mani, the Aposties pluced the body of
our Lady in a rock-hewn tomb, the
door of which they olosed with a great
stone. During the time following the
burial, they kept watoh at the tomb in
turns, and the angels continued their
heavenly songs about the resting place
of their Queen.

At tho erd of threo days, St. Thomas
reached Jerusalem. Lonrning of our
Lady’s death and burial he besought
the favor of a [ast look upon tho face
of Christ's Mothaor. Tho Apostles
wished him to bave this consolation
and proceeded to the tomb. After
praying before it they rolled awzy the
stone, but in place of the body they
had buried there they found only the
linen clothes used for the burial. An
oxquisite odor filled the tomb with
fragrance. They saw at once that no
human powar had removed the body
while they kept watch at the tomb,
and they understood that our Lord
wished to preserve his Mother's body
from corruption, and to honor it by a
glorious life of immortality, before the
duy of the general resurrection. Thus
St. John Damascen speaks and the
Catholio Church confirms his words
by inserting them in the Breviary
Office during the octave of the Assump-.
tion of the Blessed Virgin.

Following the route of the funcral
procession, which bore our Lady's
body to the tomb, wo pass out by the
castern gate of the city and across the
brook of Cedron, aver the stone bridge,
then turning to the ivft we see the
entrance to a subterranean room in
vwhich is the tomb hewn out of a rock.
The tomb is opposite the Garden of
Gethsemani and near the Grotto of
the Agony.

Few structures round Jerusalem
can vie with the * Virgin's tomb."
It is in the lowest part of the Valley
of Jechosophat. The facade of the
building erected over ths tomb was
greyish white, the stone is worn by
the lapse of time. Patriarchal olive
trees surround the building which is
Gothic in style, the facado, of course,
is arched. The outer arch reaches to
the top of the building. Within the
deep recess of the inner arch 15 a
spacious doorway with square archi-
trave. Entering by this door we
descend o magnificerr flight of stone
steps—49 in all, ench step 14 feet
wide. Half-way down we are shown
two altars in a recess; these altars
are built over the tombs of SS.
Joachim snd Anne, the father and
mother of the Blessed Virgin, Two
steps lower down on the right, is a
similar recess whioh econtains altars
dedicated to 8t. Joseph and to the
hioly old man, Simeon, who received
our Lord into His arms when He was
presented in the temple.

Reaching the end of the stairease,
we find ourzelves in the chapel hown
in the solid rock. This chapel is 90
feet long and 24 feet wido. Looking
towards the left we see a amall altar
which belongs to the Schismatie Copts.

The ceiling is without ornamont
and ig blackened by the smoko of tho

lundred lnmps that aro lighted on
feast days. On the right of tho large
chnpol is a sraaller one which containg
the Blessed Virgin's tomb; the duor-
way oponing into it wasg about four
and o half feet high; tho walls abovo
and at the sides of the doorway
oro covored with rich tapestry, Bond.
ing our heads wo enter and stand
looking upon iho spot whore the
Apostles entombed the body of Christ's
Mother, The room in whieh we
stond will contain gix pergons, Di-
reotly in front of us, at a hoight of
about three feot, is tho rock-out tomb,
Tho atone upon which the body rested
is now arranged asan altar; tho wallg
around are covored with costly hang-
ings, maay lamps burn night and da

bofore the tomb. It is surmounte

by o smail cupola.

Wo kneel upon the spot in which
tho sacred body of the Mothor of God
reposed 1n denth snd wo bei her
powarful intercession. We ask her to
obtain for us the favor sought by all
who say tho Ifail Mary, the help of
her meers in Iifo, and most of all, at
tho hour of our death. She was con-
coived and lived immaculato had no
debt to discharge to death. Imitating
her Divino Bon in dying, sho followed
Him in rising from the tomb, and
was by Him assumed iuto Heavon.

An Old Irish Maswsoript,

At & mesting of the Royal Irish
Academy, held recently at the Academy
House, Dublin, the Rev. J, . Bernard,
D. D., read a paper on “ The Fragments
of the Latin Gospels Contained in the
Domnach Airgid.” Dr. Bernard said
the fragment of the Latin Cospel con-
tained in the Domnach Airgid hed
been in the possession of the Royal
Irish Academy for forty five years. It
came into the possession of the Academy
through Lord Rosamore, who bought it
for £300 from Mr. George Smith, a
Daublin bookseller, who obtained it from
an old woman who lived in Fermanagh,
its former powessor. When it becams
known that Lord Rossmore had pos-
semion of the Domnach Airgid & sub-
scription was sct on foot by members
of the Academy and the manuscript
waa secured for their library in 1848,
A paper by Dr. Petrie describing the
mavuscript, sad the beautiful shrine
which contained it, was printed in their
transactions .

So
at loast said a poster, thrust into our
bands by a woman-anti, or an anti-
woman, of Methodistical mien o fow
days beforo tho vote was taken. At
fiest sight wa thought that * the cqual
rights of the horse '* might mean that
the rights of the horse aro equal to
those of the dog and the cat ; but on
reading further wo found that the
philosopher of the flaming document
gave the poor working horso tho same
rights as the poor working man.

The butcher
is not cruel when he kills a sheep, nor
is the biologist cruel when he practises
vivisection on a rabbit in the interests
of true megical science. The Humane
Society ig all right as long as it

does not encourage hospitals for dis

cased poodies and homes for dilapidat.
ed cats. Such mstitutions exist in
New York ('ity. If Mothodist oldmaide
continuo to preach the poor horso
doctrine such inatitutions may be scen
in Toronto beforo we have Bunday
cars.

The wanton infliction of pain upon
aninnls is of course to be condemned.
Not becauss animals have rights, bus
beeanso man has renson—has a mind,
and a hieart in which reason is to rule
and passion is to bo kept in chieok. Weo
moy not agree with Dr. Johnson that:

** Whe drives fat cxen should himsclf Le fas ;°
but wo do say that a rider should bave
o carc of his own temper when ho
mounts a mottlesomo eteed. Yot it is
o mistake to think that those who aro
goentlest in tho saddle, stahle or dove-
cot, are alwoys the meokest and kind.
liest in tho home.

It i not wanton cruclly to infliot
pain on animals in sport, when the
pain is not the sport itsclf, but only
an incidental concomitant of an other-
wise legitizaate rearcation or pieasuro.
1t is not tho pain but the play of the
salmon that the genial son of Isaak
Walton enjoys. It is ouly a Nero who
will torture a fly for tho mero pleasure
of it. Thero mny be some modern
Neros. I so, wo hand them over
unhesitatingly to tho tender morcica
of the Humane Society. Tha practico
of cruelty towards poor dumb brutes
has of course a brutalizing eifect on
him who inflicts it, and on those who
willingly witnces the infliction, and so
becomes a social crimo liable to public
punishment.

But it is a mistake to make crucity
to animals tho great social crime, or
to think that men can bo mado por-
feot by making themy humane. Wo
may indeed learn industry from the
ant, and trustfulness in Providence
from the hirds of the air. But when
the Mastor Himself would have us
learn mercifulness Ho said: * Be
you merciful as your heavenly Father

is merciful.”
&

The Mail on Archbishop Corrigan.

What the Toronto Daily Mail does
not know about the Catholic Church
and French Canadians is not worth
knowing. Wiser and moro infallible
than the Pope himsalf, it hurls ana-
themas with moro authority, and
dogmatizes with less fear of contradic-
tion. In its issue of the 216t it com-
ments upon Archbishop Satolli's visit
to New York, and referring to¢ Arch-
bishop Corrigan’s sermon, says :

The submission of Archbistiop Corrigan,
of Now York, to Monascigoeur Satolli, and
his spcoch the other day at St. Patrick's
cathedral, in which ho humbly and almeat
aervilely disolaimed the possession of a wish
or a thought that should not be laid at the
feet cf his apiritunl superiors, mark an opoch
lsnhmo history of the Church in the United

tos,

This is quite misleading. Thero
wad no unusual subimission on the
part of Archbishop Corrigan, for
nothing had been dono to call forih
such o thing. Newspapers which
ought to have known better—and in
this respect they differ from the Mail—
had used their columns for criticisms
which were hurtful and for gossip
which was without any foundation.
The Archbishop of Mow York main.
tained a digpified silonce, trusting that
this course would do most good and
and would vindicate his own honor

e

beforo tho only legitimate eourt,
That timo arrived when Mgr. Satolli
tho other day paid him o visit
of courtesy—not an official ono—
not one in which the Delegnto was
to condemn cither Archbishop Corri-
gan or his oritics, but o visit which,
when made, would do sway with many
of tho iwaginary dififoultics that out.
sidors had heaped svound tho delicato
relations and tho various questions
necessarily arising botween o Papal
Delegato and tho Ordinary of tho moat
important Boo in tho United States.
Archibishiop Corrigan avafled himsolf
of tho cccasion to publicly vindicato
his honor, uot by entering upon any
particulur quoestion — for tho pulpit
would have beon tho wrong placo—but
by calmly diselaiming tho very thought
of disloyalty, This ho did with the
samo diguity ho bas maintained from
tho beginning. Thero was nothing
soervile about it : all was manly, up.
right and worthy of a good Arch-
bishop. Ho sald: * One who has
enjoyed such advantages (those of
studying nt Rome) counts it no glory,
but rather o kumiliatinn, that it should
over become necesgsary for him to evow
that tho thought wven of resisting the
Holy Fathor's will, much more of dis-
obeying his positive enactments, nover
found lodgment in his mind. Moare
than this one cannot gay. After the
guilt of offending God a conscien-
tivus Bisiiop feols no wound more
keenly than his faith bo impugned
or his oath called in quostion.” What
placing at the feot of Pope or Dolegate
of every wigh and thought do zhwso
words contain 2 \Vhat servility do thoy
botoken ? They are tho high-minded
words of a man who loves his Ohurch
and bis own honor.

What ecclesiastical opoch do they
mark ? Unless they are the sign of
silence on the part of a large number
of the gossip-mongers who have done
their little utmnost to make trouble,
we can read no other. Thoy wark an
epoch in the life of Archbishop Cor-
rigan, for bis hour of trial must be
well nigh past. In the history of the
great American Church epochs are not
so essily marked as that any one
man's sermon can turn the clergy or
the people far from the path of duty
traced by faith and religious discipline.
The ship may bend to the passing
wave, but it turns not from its course.
The only epoch we hopo theso words,
and the occasion upon which they
were spoken, mark, is one of betier
understanding, cloger union and more
prudent silence. 1t goes without eay-
ing that neithor the Dolegate's visit
nor the Archbishop’s sermon marks an

epoch of.despotism on the one hand
or servility on the other such as
appears to the distorted judgment of
the Toronto Mail.

The Leakage of the Church.

The minates of the annual general
conferenca of the Society of St. Vincent
do Paul in England are decply inter-
esting by reason of tho differont
papers which wore read and the dis-
cussions held upon them afterwards.
Amongst the sabjects treated was the
very important question of tho leak-
age of the Church by one of the dele-
gates, Br. Btory of Cardiff, Wales.
The first cause of this falling away
was eccording to this writer, that

The oure for theso two cnuncs was to
bo found in the real of the 8¢, Vincont
de Paul Socioty, whoso mombors
could, to a great oxtent, ameliorato the
miscrablo condition of tho lower
classes. In tho disoussion whioh took
placo upon the papor it was con-
gidored that a great deal moro good
could be done by paying moro ntten.
tion to tho young and lesa to the old.
Young men's Bocioties and tho League
of tko Cross found wavin advocatoes, as
best caloulated to keop tho youuy
togother. It was also covaidered very
advantagoous to place individual lads
in the keoping of Catholio familics.
The general question involved, e
woll as somoof thosolutions suggested,
are nnot without their interest to thia
country. It is oceaeionally forced apon
the most enthusinstio and liopoful that
if tho Church is increasing rapidly in
Amerles, undoubtedly lavgo leakages
have ocourred, and aro still occurring,
to tho serious loss of religion.. How
many familios thero are, some 6 whose
rolatives, father or mother, or porhaps
both, were Catholic. In former genc.
rations thia is so true that if all had
been saved to the Chureh the Catholio
population would be treble what it is.
Has it, however, ceased ? Is it not
going on now ? Not porbaps to the
same oxtent ; for the sarae csuses do
not exist. Priests are more numerous ;
Catholio echools bhave dono a great
deal, and a Catholic spirit has been
cultivated, with increased instruotion
and a more intimate intercourse
umongst the children of tho Church.
But there are causes, and very in-
sidious causes, which still allure the
young, the poor and the ignorant
away from the faith. It must bo so
in communities in which society is
non-cathelie, in which the air we
breathe is poisonous and the principles
imbibed are unsound. \What mast be
the effest upon the lower classes of our
co-religionists whose early training did
not fit them to stand up against the

sneer of their fellow-workingman, or
against the temptation which has its
origin in an hereditary wenkness?
And then there is the evil of modern
civilization in cities, against whooe
floods of intemperance and immorality
all the barriers of religion are little
better than hoaps of sand against the
incoming tide. The clergy do a great
doal, and the schoo! also ; the zeal of
the good religious produces its fruit—
much remains to bs done. More
syatem and well organized charity aro
needed—The laity have much to do,
not in providing alms only, but in
such societics us that of St. Vincent
de Paul the! sctivo co-operation will
save many s soul which would other-
wise perish, Prayer, temperance and
Catholic education are the great
weapons of defence for the proteotion
of tho youny and the poor. They are
in the hands of laymen as well as in
thoso of the clergy. DBoth should
work together, with the assumed con-
fidonco that if they cannot stop the
leakage entirely they can do moro to
provant that which is stil! producing
severs havoe amongst souls in our
cities,
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Et_‘aan;uc Smith's Sohobls.-

Hov. Lather David Huwmplreys,
O.C., after s thorough searching and
oxamination of the nriginal documents
hias discovercd that for yeurs, ayo ovon
for mnro than two centuries ('atholic
tennnte, on soveral largo estates in
Ircland, have Dbeon syetemationlly
robbed of large sums of monoy le-
queathed to them for tha edueation of
their ohildren, Al tho tonants on tho
Smith-Barey Latates, Co. Tipperary,
and the Lord Derby reservations in
Limerick, besides thoso living in tho
Barony of Dunluce in the County of
Antrim, and upon catates m tho
County Galway, wero included in the
last will and testnment of Irasmus
Smith, Alderman of the ey of Lon.
don, who came into posscasion of
60,000 stutute acrez of someo of the
best lund in Ircland——under the Acts
of Settlement nnd Explanation during
tho years 1006 and 1084, Before his
demise Eengmus Smith divided his
lands into three parts, 1o left one
part to poor schools, irrespective of
rehgious denominution ; one purt to
tho predecesuors of the present Lord
Dorby ; and the romainder to tho
predecessors of Mr, Smith-Barry of
Now Tipperary fawe.

For 284 years tho directors of theso
schools have been obbing the tenants'
children of their birthright, and have
been giving these ondowments to
othors, whe had no legal right what.
uver to such benefactions. In 1865
an Edueational Endowment Aot was
passed, oxplaining and confirming the
titlo of tho tenants' children to theso
endowments as distinctly and clearly
as an Act of Parlinment could do so;
and even yet, with the knowledgoe of
their past illegality of procedure, the
governors of Brasmus Smith board
refuse to grant one cent of the lurge
sums at their disposal towards the
education, either primary or inter-
mediate, of children of Catholic ten-
ants, whom Fathcr Humphireys proves
most conclusively to be the heirs-at-
law of Erasmus Smith, and the really
intended recipients of his manificent
endowments.

Home Rule government is expected
to unearth a large number of similar
injustic-. and downright acts of rob-
bery which the unsophisticated and
torrorized Catholics in lreland bhave
been subjected to for the last two
hundred years ana more. Boards
named by Government for the propsr
distribution of endowments and chari-
ties nover considered that Catholics
vere iocluded in bequests, in which
thero was no mention of religion, or
that they were entitled to any part of
the sums donated to them by con-
sciontious Protestants who, in their
last moments, sought peace for their
souls by attempts (however late or
inadequate) at restitution of ill-gotten
goods.

The bistory of Erasmus Smith fur-
nishes a striking illustration of the
ethics, social and civil, that obtained
in his day. He was an Alderman of
the ity of London who undertook,
with other citizens. to equip and pay
for an army of 5,000 foot and 1,000
cavalry for the suppression of rebellion
in Ireland. Extsnsive estates and
thousanés of acres of the best land in
that country wore promised all those

g e s

who couttibuted largely to the war
fund, and who wero called Adventur
crs.  The arny equipped by Erasmus
Stith & Co. nover reached Ireland ;
1t was marched off by Oliver Cromwell
agoinst tho forces of Charlea 1., who
was defeated and afterwards beheaded,
Thoszo who contributed were nnt for
gotton, however, Erasmus Bmith
wans appointed contrnetor of supplies
in focd and olothing to tho fanatics
and savage Qospellors led by Crom-
well to tho Conquest of Ireland. After
tho sicgo of Drogheda, and the mas
sacro in cold blood of ita inhabitants,
Smith obtained for s roward 21,709
acres in Tipperary, with 3,704 acres
in Limerlck : his portion in Galway,
Antrim and other counties amounted
to well nigh 50,000 acres of oxcellent
pasture and tillage lands.

It is now cstablished beyond all
possibility of doubt that by- letters
patent and a chartor grantod in 1069
Erasmus Bmith provided for tho prim.
ary, intormedinto and university edu-
cation of tho children of all tenants on
his vast cstates, ns well as for tho
cducation of a certain number living
swithin 20 miles of Galwey, Limerick,
or his cstates in Antrum.  No religious
test whatover wae required as a condi-
tion of acceptance, so that all children
of Catholio tenants were s much
entitled to their sharo of the endow-
ment as Protestant children. Although
a Board of Commissionors has at all
times existed for tho proper application
of such provisions, no Catholic child
has ever reccived any benefit from the
proceeds of those funded estates. Tho
Board Commissioners, of whom Vice-
Chancello. Chatterton is chairman,
try to get out of the difliculty by
stating that tho poorer classes have
their National schools, and that inter-
mediate and university education is
of too high a character for bestowal
on the children of poor tenants. But
the people have to pay thewr taxes
towards the fund that maintains the
National schools; and when cach
district, as in Canada, and probably
as under Home Rule, shall have to
support its own schools, the Commis.
sioners’ argument must fall to the
ground.

Father Humplreys has gone sll
over the districts named in the endow
ment charter, and has Jiscovered a
Iarge number of tenants' sons receiv-
ing intormediate education, and seve-
ral professional men who had passoed
through the Univorsity. On one
cstate, within an area of six miles, 135
boys were receiving intermedinte edu-
cation, and 269 professional men had
passed through this University course.
Not one of these had received a
farthing’s benefit from the provisions
of Erasmus Smith endowment. Nor
iz it likely thar the tenants on the
Smicth-Barry or Lord Derby estates
shall ever profit by them, until a homne
government appoint an honest Board
of Commissioners, who will meet out
justice and fair play to all the children
of the country, whethor Protestant or
Catholie. -

The relation of such flegrant ncts of
injustice to the poor tenants, and of
such porsistent alienation of {uuds
from their intended 2bject, farnishes
one of thoss incortrovertible argu-
ments that crop up every hour, show-
ing the absolute necessity of an Irish

Government secing to ita own intornal
interests and managing its own affairs,
as well in tho spiritual as in tho tem-
poral oxder.

Fronnhﬁ&:hooll.

Snmo yeacs ago tho Minister of
Fdueation appointed the Rov. Frof.
Roynar, the Rov. D. D. MolLoeod
and Me. J. J. Tilloy to inspeot
certnin  schools in tho Provinco
which were practically Frenoh ashocls.
‘I'o roport madoe by thoso gentlemen
recosmacnded the establishment of a
apecinl model schiool for the training
of Fronch teachers, tho withdrawal of
the unauthorized toxt books and tho
wtroduction of bi-lingual roaders.
Stops wore immediately taken in ordor
that these views might bo carried out.
Tho samo gentlemen havo again beon
sent out to sco what progress has
been made ; thair commission oxtend.
ing this time only to the schools of
the countics of Proscott and Russoll,
Tho Plantagenot Mode! Sohool ocou-
pies a prominent placo in tho roport.
The County and Townabip Councils
granted $1,000, and incroased the
yearly grant to $800. All subjeots in
tho ourticulum aro taught in English,
The bonefits arising from this gcliool
are not confined to the Eastern part
of tho Province, but it hus supplied
several teachors to othor parts. Tho
roport  quoted by the Globe shows
great success in tho charaoter of the
different schools and the progress
made in English :

Out of tho 60 schools vhited in 1859, 17
were olassified o3 vory satisfactory, 2l as
fair, -1 18 ** as achools in which the pupils
know vory little Fuglish.,” Now the classi.
fication {s: 30 as very satisfactory, 16 as
fair and 11 as inferior. .

In 1889 tho whole numher of classes in
English reading books was 177 ;: now there
are 208 classos, an increaso of 81 per cent.
Tho increzso in Engliah text.books other
than readors is atill moro marked, or from
23 in 1859 to 110 in 1883, an increase of 376
per cont.

The timo given for teaching in Hoglish,
which was two hours daily in 1859, is now
threo houra.

In 18S9 thoro were 3,210 Frencl children
carolled, and of these only 2,484 were loarn-
ing Fuglish, whilo now there are 3,640 en-
rolled, and of theso 3,681 are learning Fog-
lish. This showsa reduction in the number
not learning Boglish from 726 {n 1889 to 69
at the prosent timo, Aud tho commissioners
further stato that nearly all of thoze 59 had
a'tended school but & few wecks.

The Sunday Strest Cars.

The memorable twenty-sixth of
August hes come and gone, and we
are bonton, but not discouraged. With
a voto of 18,128 against 14,101 which
our opponeuts had, what great reason
is there that we shonld be disheart.
ened? In point of numbers it stands
48 1.5 per cent. for the carg, and 531
4.6 per cent. against them. But there
is no use closing oar eyes, or con-
g.2tulating ourselves upon our morsl
victory-—wo have not yet reached the
turn in the lane, though this second
vote has shown that we are much
nearer to it. The World deserves
groat credit for the plucky, hopeiul
fight it mede for liberty and unselfish-
ness ; and altbough coveted triumph
is not theirs, still, ag it remarked in
its issue of Monday, it is still young,
and it may woll rejoice in the grow-
ing lifo and strength whioh belongs
to it. The day is not far dis-
tant when the phariesism which
now rejoices will bewail its defeat,
and when the bigotry which armed
thio majority of our opponents in this

contest will haul down its black flag
of porscoution, The 1Wurld ia vzl
whon it says that : * Tho only v .on
that hundreds of people hind for voting
ugainst the onrs wna becauss Arch
bishop Walah had rigned tho potition
to haw: tho quoction voted on.”” With
tham it was not a question of moral
right and wrong, or of public benefit «
or injury : it was simply that it Gatho-
lics wish tho cars we will nct have
them. Thoy did not reason or liston
to protest. Hnowledge of what a
Suuday upon Christisn  principles
enould be thoy had none. Their
theology was ncgative, and their
bigotry tho only pcative quantity in
their problem. Mon reap as they sow;
and tho ovil seod of religions perscou.
tion can nover produce, on Canadian
soil espeocially, anything but tho worst
of fruit. o close thio question—into
which our clerical opponents drove
ug moro firmly than the merits of tho
ocase demanded.

In advocating Sunday Streot Cars
not only were wo fighting for tho
greator liberty of the individual: wa
worc fighting the bigotry and insolence
of men who nover appear in public
print excopt to insvlt our prelates,
priests and peoplo. We wore never
vary hopeful of success on lnst Satur-
doy; the growth of tho question
seemed too forced and sudden. It is
no use ieoralizing afterwards; but the
arguments on the opposite side are so
weak and contemptiblo that the friends
of the Strect Cars may well alford to
bido their time, for they will bo all
the strongor. Until then we must be
eatisfied with pulling down the majori-
ty, snd tho knowledge that we are on
the sido of right, liborty and fair
minded justice.

Wo bave received from the Monas-
tury of tho Praoious Blood in this city
a very neat little prayer-book written
for the spread of devotion towards the
Precious Blood.

Whatis the groat cvent of each rocur-
ring day! Not the dinuer-party or
ball, the theatre, or the drawiag-room.
Tho Catholic can give but the one
answer. The grand event of the day
—surpassing in magnitude snything
that occurs on earth—st the moment
of the truoe vision, when the scales shall
drop from our eyes, is, surely. Tue
Mass! on every day of the week, in
the early morn, at seven or eight
mostly, does Our Lon descend upon
the altar of thousands of churches and
chapela  The great Event is repeated
day after day, year after year, wathout
interruption. As we approach the
door of the lowly chapel, ¢ going to
mas,’ 88 it i3 called, we may think of
thoe wondrous reality of the whole ; wo
are going to the most wondrous reality
of the whole, wo are going to the most
tromendous thing that will boseen that
day, beside which alt the battles and
parlinments are as nothing—no wore
than the crossings and ewarmings of
ants,

So it is Bed versus
Maxs , and Bed carries the day. What
greater form of indifference, or even
contempt, could thero be than thig!’

Selected Recelpts.

Onive SaNpwicies.—Stone a dozen
olives ; chop them fine ; add an ounce
of butter and a little caycnne ; mix and
spread on slices of buttered bread ; trim
neatly and arrangoe on a dish, and gar-
nish with lemon.

Cmckes Fixcens - Cut thin slices
from thie breast of a cold roast chicken :
cut each slico in narrow strips ; dip in
Mayonnaiss sauco ; arrange four strips
on each slice of buttered bread ; cover
with top slices and in four narrow
strips, lengthwiso ; fold cach alice in
wax paper ; pile on a napkin and sorve.

Ickp Curest SourrLes.—Grato one
and a balf ounces of cheese ; Parmesan
is best. Whip balf a pint of cream
and a gill of aspec jelly to a froth ; stir
in the cheeso; season with salt, cay-
cune and a little mustard. Fill small
coscs with the mixture; grate cheeso
over the top, and sot on ice until firm.

Cuaxrnoin or CHICKEN.— Boil a fat,
young chicken ; cut up into neat points;
take off the skin ; dip cach piece in be
chawmel sauce ; set on ice balf an hour.
When well sot arrange on a dish with
chopped aspec; garnish with narrow
strips of cucumbers and Loil>* beets,
pour half a pint of Mayonnasse, and
serve very cold.

Eogs A LA Oneorr.—Teke a dozen
fresh eggs and cook in buttered molds.
Take from the fire and let cool ; slice off
the whites at one end of each when
perfectly cold ; take out the yolks cave-
fully 8o as to preserve the shape. Mix
with s tublespoonful of chopped truffies;
a little pepper and salt, and put back
in tho whites. Dip the eggs in aspec
Jjelly ; set on ice untif cooled, and dip
again. Set in a dish on a bed of fresh
lottuco leaves, drop a teaspoonful of
thin Mayonusise on each egg. Set on
ice until very cold.

GELATINE  oF Breast or Vean.—
Bone a hreast of young veal; spread
out flat over a board ; trim tho meat at
the ends for an inch or two, so that
the skin will bang over; take the
scraps of weat ; a quarter of a pound of
veal cutlet, and n slics of unsmoked fat
pork, chop fine, and season with salt,
peppery a littlo minced thyme and pars-
ley, with a dish of spica. Mix with
halt a pint of chopped beef tongue
(cold boiled), aud half a dozen olives.

Form this dressing in a woss ; roll the
veal around it, and sew it together;
wrap in a cloth and tie with tape to
keep in shape. Puat in o braising pan;
pour in a quart of steck, and cook six
bours. Take up; lot cool; unwrap
and slico thin. Garpish with olives
and equare off as pie jelly.

Farm Notes.

You can not afford to buy all your
homo supplics, no matter how big crops
¥ou grow to sell.

Surplus earnings can not bo invested
in anytbing th.at will pay much better
than a good barn.

Odd times can bo used to advantage
in cutting weeds which will sced a
little lnter if lot alono.

The fruit grower who keeps ahead of
the weeds in his froit plantation is
always master of the situation. His
groond is easily and rapidly worked,
and it is o satisfaction to feol that the
woeds Bave not robbed his soil of
moisture in advanco of their des-

truction. But the man who sies o
occasjon to fight weoeds until they aro
o foot high—what can bo sgid in his
favor 1

Many trees exbaust thomselves in an
attempt to produce fruit, and only bear
a worthless kind, when a very little
troublo and expenditure to supply them
with fartilizer would strengthen the
trees and mako the fruit saleable.

Honey is a good crop to sell at n
tail. The cxtra prico ohtained will
wuch moro than pay for the labor, and
if well put up it is an easy matter to
secure permanont customors. Pry it
this yenr before selling your crops out
right to a dealer.

All of the New England States now
bave agricultural colleges except Ver-
mont, and tho curious fact about the
matter is that Vermont is the most
puraly agricultural Stato in the six.
It is not a little strange that Vermont
farmers permit themsolves to plod along
in the rear column in this respect.

A great many farmers would not
believe there was any advantege in
dehorning cattle, and when finaliy they
had to como up to the scratch they
did very gingerly—ususlly haviog
three or four animals dehorned as a
beginning. They finully bad the whole
berd dehorned, however, wheu they saw
how it works, and the most bitter op-
ponents of tho system became its most
enthusiastic friends and advocates.

What n Root Did.

It is sometimes hard to understand
how the roots or shoots of plants are
able to do what thoy do in their appar.
ont scarch for water aud light, without
specinl consciousness or intolligence,
and yet we know that they possess no
such qdalities, enys the Yowth's Com-
panion. Thero are fow farmers who
havo not seen the eprouts of potatocs
in their collars find the way to a knot-
holein a board, andextend their growth
through it in search for suulight. Tho
following case, reported Ly a California
papor, tells what a root did :

The root of a treo followed the brick
casing of 8 sower until it reached a high
brick wall in which, soveral fcot above
the level onwhich the root was growing,
was o small holo leading through to the
other side. For this hole the root made
8 ‘' bee-line,” passed through it, and ran
down on the othber side, whers finally
it found the water it sought. The
questions are asked by the journal
which records tho case: * How did
the treo know of the hole in the wall{”
“*How did it know of the water on the
other side?” The snswer made by a
botanist i a very simple one. The
treo did not know anything about the
hole or the water, for trees do not
‘‘know " anything. But they send
out their roots in every direction,
Those which find moisture and nutri.
ment grow and thrive ; and those which
find nono die and waste away. The
root in the case in question was proba.
bly turned upward by the wall, so that
its discovery of the hole was purely ac-
cidental. But once through that aper-
ture, its discovery of the water below
was perfectly natural. The roots of
trees do ‘‘know "—not of their own
consciousness, but as the result of
countless ages of growtb in their kind
—how to push on in the direction of
water.

THE POPE AND FRANQE.

Tho Sovereign Pontiff has addroesed
tho following important lotter to his
Eminonce the Oardinal Archbishop of
Bordeaux :

“ They wezo singularly agroeablo to

Us, the lottors that you addressed Us
on the 26th uf Jaly, for they gavo Us
o fresh proof of your affcction and of
your constant solicitude for the two
intorests which Wo have most at hears,
the good of the Church and the good
of France Assuredly, according to
your detailed description of tho present
stats of your country, We huve ro-
coguised with joy that the cfforts for
concord and peace aro dnily multiply
ing. ‘Thisiswhat Our letters, renewed
at such frequent intervals, had recom.
mended to all men of heart and con-
science. Weo regard as o happy pressge
what appears to bo the case to day
namely, that the voice of reason is be-
ginaing to triumph over the false
opinion admitted by certain men who
scemed to conaider the Church as
absolutely the enemy of the prosperity
of the country, We see returning to
more moderate points of view both the
most intelligent minds and the men of
the people whom their laudable sim-
plicity naturally leads to more equitable
appreciations. This fact gives Us rea-
son to bope that the happy and longed-
for time ia approaching when pesce
will be solidly established, and when
the French nation will be able to unite
1ts scattered forces and utilise them for
the common weal.

* But 1n spite of the joy with which
Wo note thezse new tendencies, We
cannot conceal Our feeling of psin and
and profound disapproval ot the
audacity of some men, putting them.
selves forward asCatholicsand attashoed
to the religion of their ancestors, allow
themselves to be carried away by the
spirit of party to such a point that they
do not hesitate violently to attack, by
insaltiog and public written ntterances,
the highest digoitaries of the Church,
not even sparing the Supreme Pontiff
in their bitter criticism. It would, in-
deed seem that these writers, must foel
the impossibility of obtairing snything
by these tactics for the political causs
thet thoy defend, find themselves suf-
ficiently recompensed for their work
if they can delay or interrupt by such
action theresnits of our efforts,and thus
paralyss the heslthy condition of those
porsons who, weary of the struggle, in.
cline towards peace. Thus, as if they
feared that that which cau bring safely
to France may realised, they prefer to
gee the children of same fawily in dis-
cord one with another, and prolonging
the battle of brothers to the great detri-
mont of the Fatherlaed and religion,

& Aud yet, in truth, noone conld find
obscure or ambiguous the thought in
our mind when, inspired by the duties
of Our sacred ministry, we addressed
to the Frénch nation Qur first oxhorta.
tion of good will and paternsl affection.
A prolonged experience has clearly
tanght Us that the state of the country
ia so changed that in the present con-
dition of France it does not sppear
possible to return to the old form of
power ‘without passing through grave
perturbations. The Cathelic religion,
which many—quite wrongfuily, bow-

over—regard as the cause of annoying
divisions, was in daoger of running
groat risks and the Church was oxposed
to vexations which becsme daily more
and more acute. Thissituation was so
evident that it could escape no one.

«We, moved by thisstate of thinge—
We, whose daty it is to sustain that
which can best onsure the safoty of
rehigion—aithough We knew that it is
permitted to po onv wmthout temerity
to impose limits to the setion of Divine
Providence as to what concerns the
futurs of nations—but with no thought
at any time of wounding private senti-
meants, to which all respect is due, We,

novertheless, could not allow some
mes, lod awsy by the spirit of party,
to don, as it wero, the backler of re-
ligion %o ko armed the Letter in their

opposition against tho power now so
long catablished, Of theso attomptann
useful result could Le oxpeoted, but
rather consequonces very unfavourable
for tho Ohurch.

“For this reavon o, considering
the importance of the situation, and in
order that religion in its august majeaty
should not be mixed in tﬁo struggles
of human psosion or the deceptive
complications of politics, but wishing
rather that it should guard its placo, as
it should, above all human incidonts,
we appesled to all French citizens,
men of heart and equity, to persunde
them to recognize and loyally presorve
the Jonstitation of tho country as it is
cstabliched, and, forgotful of old quar
rols, to work energetically that justice
and equity might preside ovor the laws,
that respect and the conditions of true
liberty mighi be insured to the Oburch,
and that thus, in common fraterna!
eflort, they might provide for the pros-
perity of the common Fatherland.

“ As this was the whole bearing of
Our thought and acts, it is both un-
fortunate and absurd that it should
meet with anyone, whko boasting that
be has moro solicitude for the Ohurch
than We ourselves, arrogates to him-
self the right of speaking in its nawe
against the teachings, instructions, and
prescriptions of him who is at once the
protector and the Head of the Church.
We believe in truth that these men,
whose conduct is both so rash and so
unworthy, cspoot find in France
among the true children of the Church
acyone of their opinion will follow
their example. For we esteem as true
sons of the Church those who know
bow to make without difficulty, for the
very superior good of religion and the
Fatherland, secrifice of their senti-
ments and private interests. We can-
not doabt that the docility and solid
virtue of such a3 theso will be amply
recompenssd by God, and that all hon-
et men will approve thecn and ptaise
them as they deserve. In thess cir
camstauces, We grant you fx:o;p the
bottom of our heart, our very dear son,
you and your clergy and the Faithful
intrusted to your care, as gage of our
special goodwill, our Apostolic Benedic-
tion.
