'Register of the Week.

Our French exchanges are to hand,
with commonts upon tho elections
which wero beld on August 20th, and
which are to decide the fate of France
for tho noxt four years, Tho ropublio
has gained in stability, and the sup-
porters of the Governmont form a
mgjority against all the groups, even
supposing they united togother. The
old Clerical parly, which is now called
the ** Rallied " party, because it rallied
to tho republic at the plea of the Pope,
bas suffered greatly. The candidate
who would not * rally ** was abandon-
cd by the clerical electors, wiile the
candidate who would * rally ** was not
trusted by the Government supporters.
The former supporters, despite the
most earnest appeals, would not go to
the polls in suflicient numbers, and
the consequence is that of the twenty
six Oatholic Consorvatives 54 the last
Parliament only thirteen keep thar
seats. Against this loss of thirteen
the Rallied party has gained two.
Count de Mun, one of the first to
follow the Holy Father 1n Ins appeal
to support the republic, has been shut
out; and Paul de Cassagnac, who
from being an ardent Bonapartist had
Joined the new party, is obliged to go
through the ordeal of a new ballot.
We must not judge the Rallied party
by the last elections. It was too
young to have greatly influenced the
vote, oxcept adversely to itself. It
will grow in numbers and power ; and,
hke any other trust in the hands of
the many. will yet make itself felt for
better or for worse One lesson even
the present clections have taught the
atheists who would expel every reli-
gious from the soil, that the French
people favour moderation, and that
the Republic shall no longer be the
enemy of- the Church and thus curb
Radicalism, which threatess to be
very strong in the now parliament.

The financial situation in the Unit-
ed States has already given signs of
retarning prosperity aund reviving con-
fidence. Althougn the repeal of the
silver purchase clause 18 not yet law,
still the mojonity 1t had n Congress
acted tremendously on the trade nerves
of the country. The premmnmn on
currency is now nominsl. boreign
banks are offering loant at & rea-
sonagble rate. In the \West money
ig at band in large enough amounts to
movo the crops.

The action of the United States’
Senate upon the silver will be some-
what retarded by the strength of the
Silver Rings in that house, but 1t is
expected that there will be a majority
of from 8 to 10 in favor of repeal.
Whether any expression regarding bi-
metallisin will be given it is hard to
say, but the single metal advocates
sre fighting a hard battle and a slowly

loging caure. (‘ommerce has increas
ed its facilitics of exchange so much
that the stablo imwmovable gold will
fail to do all the work,

Tho London Weekly lteyister of the
26th ult. contains an account of a pro-
posed investigation concerning an es-
caped nun, not Margaret L., but one
whoin they call Miss Golding. Miss
Golding had been going arcund the
country hawking her lies to the morbid
crowds who are always eagor for such
filth. Asour oxnhange putsit: * The
accusation begins with impropriety snd
does not stop shork of poison.” She
boldly states that attempts had been
made upon her life for ber moncy.
She had forgotten to mention that she
had only a life-interest in this mouey
and thot the nuns in question, for she
namod the convent, knew this fact.
This wretch lectured at Bournemouth,
whore the priest confronted her. A
proposal was made that a certain num
ber of people should consider the
charges. Mames of most honorable
citizens were suggested to the repre-
rentatives of the Golding party, but
to no purpose. The Evangelicals had
determined to take na part in the in-
veptigation ; they prefer totake heron
trust. Thus do the well meant efforts
of a zealous priest fall to the ground.
We in Canada have bad our ex
perience in such things, and we find
there is no use getting the vast ma-
chmeryof law or putlicinvestigation to
work upon such low eantemptible sub
jocts as AMiss Golding. It is lke
clectroouting & wasp. The game is
not worth the candle.

The /ltustrated London News, in an
artiolo on ** Seals and Arbiters,” says
of the Behring 8es Arbitration :
 Apart from the public fame which
the issue of the cuse confers on Eng
land's counsel and on her solicitors,
Sir Charles Russell hag come in for an
unexpected compliment. The perora
tion of his speech has been bodily
quoted in St. Paul's Cathedval. That
a Catholic layman should thus mn ef-
fect occupy the pulpit of metropolitan
Anglicanism is surely a cign of the
times. Ofthe two counsel for America,
one—DMr. Coudert—has religious con-
victions in common with those of Sir
Charles Russell. Of the soven arbi-
ters, Baron de Courcelle and the Mar-
quis Visconti-Venosta are Catholics
born, while Sir John Thompson is a
Catholic made, having taken the long
leap from Presbyterianism to the re.
ligion of Rome.”

Not in America alone, nor so much
there, but in England and in Earope
the labor question presents the gravest
difficulties, with which co-operativs
socisties, tredesunions end religious
agencies seem unable to copc.  Never
before did & quarter of a million refuse
to work England's coal mines. The

only argument they would listen to for
o long timo was that of fighting it out ;
compulsion was the only thing whish
would make unchristinn and groedy
capital yield. Arbitration and sliding
scales had failed the workmon beforo ;
they would not trust thom again.
Hungor and want won the battle which
lackof organization could not maintain,
This is a terrible state of affawrs, that
men who should work together are
drawn up against one another in a
policy of destruction and social hatred.
France presents a somewhat better
pioture, where leaders of wen are un-
selfishly striving to work on the lnes

of the Papal Encyclical to mtroduce
a reiga of industrial peace. The best

speakers among the pnesthood of
France are stepping down frum therr
pulpits, and, face to face with workmen,
are proving to them that the best
friends of the laborers are the priests,
apd that the Church holds the keys
for the solution of the awful problems
now agitating society.

-

Few words, even from lubor leaders,
are stronger than what were said by a
Belgian priest, when addressing o
meeting at Liege. He told a vast
audience that *‘the new epoch had
wade its appearance, and one might
say the old social mills wers aged ap
—let them fall.” Again he eays.
* The Church comes on the scene at
the moment when the social question
is reaching fever heat, at the moment
when it is taking us by the throat.”
And again ; ¢ Charily is necessary, no
doubt, but if there was more justice
in the world there wouid bo no need
for so many charities. 1o are dying
for want of justice. Some people
think they have doune their dety when
in charity they have given the tenth
part of what they ought to have given
1n striet justico. \Weare not Socinhsts;
so much the worse for us if Socialism
succeeds, by this means or that, in
securing to the workers the fruits of
their toil."”

At Bienne in Swilzerland last
April there was held a Congress on
the Social Question, at which M.
Decurtins, one of tbe leading Catho
lics, moved that the Catholic socicties
be invited to propose an international
plru of action founded upon the
Encyelical of T.co XIII. His letter
to the Sovercign Pontiff calls forth
a remarkable Papal Brief in re-
ply. After expressing once more his
solicitude for the working classes
the Holy Father points out with
his usual clearness the fact that the
disunion between the employers and
employees is at variance with the
principles and policy of the Church.
He feols and knows that this groat
Mother of Society can, by ber prudence
oharity and sympathy, decide the dis-
sensions amongst her children, and
heal the wounds inflicted on one side

or the othor. When Socialiuts aro dis-
playing so much zeal and notivity
it becomes nccossary for leading
Catholics to help 1n tho solution of
the social problems and in tho sme-
lioration of the miserable. We print
in full this paternal and statesmanlike
utterance of tho Sovereign Pontiff,

The notification of the excommuni.
cation of the * Old Catholic* Arch-
bishop of Utrecht addressed by the
Holy Father last Fobruary to the
Archbishop, Peter Matthias, and his
sulfragan bishops, and to all tho
Catholics of the Netherlands, appears
in the London Weekly Repister of
August 19, After the death of the
former Archbishop the Chapter of Old
Catholics met and elected one of their
number, Gerard Gul, to whom the
 go-called Bishop Cagpar Rinkel
affected to give Episcopel conseora-
tion.” The Chapter and the person
thus elected informed the Holy Father
of tho proceedings. After using per-
sonal intervention in vain the Sovereign
Pontiff declared the election unlawful
and void. * In like manner we Jeclare
that the episcopal consecration of
Gerard Gul is sacrilegions and uncan-
onical, and we hereby condeme, reject
and“utterly repudiate it. The person
thus consecrated, the consocrator and
all who, by Lelp or counsel, have taken
part in this dotestable transaation are,
each and singular, declared excom-
municate, soparated from tho member-
ship of the Church, and to be avoidod
of the Faithful as manifest schisma-
ﬁcs.'l

The great arena of tho House of
Commons was cleared on Friday night
last of that long continued fight of the
Home Rule Bill. Not so demonstra-
tive as was the close of the Commitiee
stage, it was, ond willjremain, the most
Instoric night of that bistoric chamber
since the Emancipation bill of 1829, or
until Homo Rule Bill will have beco.ae
law. Justin McOarthy, first speaker
in the last scene of tho great drama,

remarked that while the Bill was na
finulity, as its opponents claimed, it
must be, still it contaioed finality in
principle. Mr. Morley closed the de-
bate, which had really lasted seven
years, and hiad been conducted with
bitterness, with these memorable
words  ** This popular assembly,
which is virtually supreme, is about to
pass the Home Rale Bill for Ireland.
Whatever msy be done elsewhere to
delay, resist or obstruct the bill, thig
solemn declaration could never be can.
celled or recalled.  Wherever English.
wen toiled, hoped, yearned ; wherever
there wera Englishmen and Scotch-
men, weary of the inveterate stain on
the fame and honor of their country,
they would presently know that
this House had taken the final steps
towards the true incorporation of
Ireland into a united people.”
At the appointed time the Speaker
put the question, and called for
a division. Mr. Gladslone was the
first to rccord his vote, which re-
saited in 801 for the motion and 207
againgt. Thus passed the Bill to the
Housa of Lords, where a fow moments
later it wag read a first time.

Have you forgotten, my dear sir,
the many Catholics that suffored death
in England during the reign of ** good
Queen Boss 2 Has tho tragio death
of Mary, Queen of Scots, bean forgot-
ten ? Whon you speak of tho intoler-
ance of the Oatholio Chureh, do you
not recall the record of bigotry that
was written in Ameriea with the blood
of many a priest? Al of tho colonies,
excepting Pennsylvanin, instituted an
Inquigition of tfmir own on a small
soalo. As late ns 1740 Massachusetts
punished tho entrance of Catholio
pricsts with ifo imprisonmont; an
attempt to ecsca,~ was punished by
deaih. Neow York, under Lord Bella-
mont, passed the same aot; yet 1740
i8 over two hundred and fifty years
later than the dato of the Spanish
Inquisition,

Theso records do not savor of an
intolerant, bigoted religion? These
are not the stories that are remembored
when we aro telling the children of
the cruelties that have been perpe-
trated in the name of the Church,  If
the Roman Church is so intolerant,
how do you account for the fact that
the first colony in America, where
overy religious sect could find a foot-
hold and home, was Maryland, under
Lord Raltimore? Your Protestant
colonists,with their open Bible, printed
in as plain English a3 was attainadle
at that time, could not seem to find
that little sentence of seven words:
* Thou shalt love thy neighbor as
tbyself.” The meaning of the golden
text became distorted, particularly in
Maryland, after it passed into Protes-
tant governorslup. To be sure they
bhad the Bible: mt they read it
through the musts of pi;vdice und
bigotry, which cruelly twisted the
meaning of the words.

When, in this 19th century, the age
of free-though. and reason, as yca are
80 proud to call it, and in these United
States where every person’s religious
opwion 18 entitled to respect, a body
of so-called intellectual men, professing
belief in the divine love of Christ, can
leaguo themselves egainst a Church
which clearly traces -1ts foundation
back to the lowly Christ, and finds in
their Christian brethren fit subjects
for a foreign mission, we can not say
that bigotry and the Inguisitorial
apirit d°ad with the uprisal of Martin
Luther. When society, with its eyes
wide open to grasp and examine every
doctrine pertaining to the future lifo—
when, with its loud protestations
against all priest-bound ideas, it can
ostracize one who, through thorough
examination and study, deep and
honest conviction, feels ealled upon to
leave the easy and well-trodden path
of conventional religious belief, and
painfully trcad alone the stony path
that leads them on to a higher hfe. it
seems as if Prctostantism, Free-
thought and Reason hiad not softened
the human heart.

When you censure what you call
the Jesuiticel doctrine, and uphold
your clerical friend, the Episcopalian,
for believing in the doctrine Colonel
Ingersoll expounds, you sare, I think,
inconsistent. 1 can see no difference
between what you eall ¢ Jesuitism "
and your friends explanation. If he
thinks Mr. Ingersoll is * ploughing
the ground and preparing the field,”
why does he not slight from his
carriage that rides s0 easily, and assist
him in holding the plough to the
furrow ?2 X he does not believe that
the truths embodied in the Apoatolic
and Nicene Creeds are such, why does
he repeat, and require of his congrega-
tion the same, when it only serves to
impress aan error on their minds, and
particularly of the young. If he does
pot believe he has the power to
gbsolve the penitent from their sins,
why does he gt every sorvice require

i attrvees.

the worshippers to ncknowledgo thoir
sing, and convey the idea to their
minds that he can forgiva their trans.

essions ? He is, to mo, the voriest

ind of a hypocrite. YWhy does he
not como out and preach honcstly
before the world what he bolioves to
bo the truth ? If it 1eeds men like
Colonel Ingersoll to do tho ** sappor-
work," wby does he not, now that ho
knows what it needs, take o spnde and
help Colonel Ingorsoll dig the trench ?

Like England itsolf, the Lnglish
Ohuroh, in 1ts covotous desire for all
Christiamity, has a crecd for overy
individual soul  With an uttor disro-
gard for the 89 articles, some have
gone go near Rowo as to be almost
indistinguishable from the truo
Cburch. Thoy have their religious
orders, have introduced confessionals
into their churches, a gorgeous ritusl
into their sorvices. Others are ns far
the other way, hardly bowing their
heads at the name of the Saviour, but
all are Lipiscopalians. You ecan con-
fess your sing, or you can go unshrived;
you can partake of the sacrament
simply as bread and wine, or you can
take it in its most rolemn maaning.
You can believe it universal punigh-
ment or etornal salvation; you may
wear a crucifix, seapular or cther reli-
gious emblems, or you may be Puri-
tanical as regards the paraphernalia
of religion. Anything and everything,
everything or nothing, so long as you
acknowledge that the Church of Eng-
land is tho T'rue Cathotic Church.

I have tried to find out, but have
been unable, which was the original
Apostolic Church—the Low, High or
Rituabistic? They coudemn * the
errors of Romanism "—why are they
introducing the doctrine of transub-
stantiation, confessivn and all that the
Roman Church has always taught ?
When you accuse the monks of twist-
ing the meaning of the Scriptures, of
what do you think the translutors of
the 19th century guilty? They have
removed and added to and so distorted
the truths contained in the Book as to
make it unrecognizavle ag the words
of Holy Writ in its new dress.

The Catholic Church does not dis-
courage the study of tho Scriptures.
Instead, it puts into the hands of the
children Bible histories, printed in
large, clear type, beautifully illustrat-
ed—a book that is attractive to young
and old. Not only is tlus done, but
every Sunday a portion of the Gospels
end Epistles are read from the pulpit
or altar in plain Engliad, or the lan-
guage of the parishioners, and explain-
ed, and most of the prayer-books con-
tain Scripture.

As one of the ** poor benighted wor-
shippers " you are so pleased to call
us. I ask vou back over the ninetoen
centuries that have elapsed since the
birth ot Christ in Judea The babe
who was born on that far away Christ
mas morning, whether believed to be
Divine or simply like other babes,
cast an influence over the world which
has never been equalled. We know
of the intense light that radiated from
the lives of Buddha, Mahomet and
other lesders of great religious bodies;
we know of the immense numbers
who have lived and died, and are liv-
ing. believing in the divinity of these
men, but we also know that under
no influence lhas the world reached
such a lheight of civilization as has
been attamed under the influence of
the short hfe of Jesus cf Nazareth. It
is true that crael and bloody wars
have been waged in His name; it is
true that persecutions have been prac-
ticed for His sake by re:igious fanaties,
but it is also true that tho greatest
blessings bave come from the Chris-
tian religion, and the Roman Oharch
has been the able servant of Christi-
anity. It would be morsthan strangs
if among so many millions of people
who arein commanion with the Roman
Catholic Cburch there should not be
found those who are lacking many of
tho virtues that make up the truly
Christian character; bat as wo find,

among the tweolvo Apustles choson by
our Lord, ono who thrico denied his
Master, and ono who basoly betrayed
Him, we must not look for perfection
among tho many professing Ohristi-
anity ginco Ohrist's death.

When St. Potor and 8t. Paul camo
to Romo thoy found the pagan city
sunk in the dopths of infamy, Her
nights turned into doys, hier days into
nights; hor roligious festivals, drunken
orgies ; hor sacrifice, licontiousness,
Amongst the Bo:: lo of this dissoluto
city thoy ostablished what has since
oxisted—the Roman Catholio Church.
Through long yeara of perseoution tho
few disoiplus of Christianity builded
slowly, but suroly, the great structure,
laying carefully sne upon another tho
solid blocks ol good works, cementing
them together with brotherly love,
seouring thom moro firmly with the
bolts of faith, and all upon that foun-
datior of truth—thoe Rock of Ages,

Year after yoar, contury after cen-
tury, we sco the influonce graduaily
extending over the world. Gaul, Ire.
lond, England, Scotland, Germany,
Egypt, Palostine, Byria and Grecso
recaived the Gospel. Now and thoen
some hercsiarch lifted up his voico
agninst the Church; but tho move-
ment he would create soon subsided,
and it wag not until Martin Lnther, in
tho carly part of thesixteenth century,
protested against tho Church that she
reocived a blow that was felt, and
although the wound upon her fair face
was gevere she did not succumb.

From the time of the Protestant
Reformation the Church Las been
assailed by her enemies. Forgotting
how much they owed to /er fostering
care, they added to whateves errors
may have been committed in her
name, until at tho preseat day intel-
ligent (?) Protestants repeat the most
horrible stories of the crimes that
have been committed by Catholics,
and which are attested to as historical
facis. But the power of Protestantism
has been insufficient to crush her,
even though her destruction has been
foretold ; and she exists to-day in this
American Republic of the United
Btates in a most healthy condition,
and by ber wonderful vitality and
growth has given rise to much appre-
hension on the part of other religious
bodies.

When you write so sarcastically of
the symbols of religion you seem to
forget what they may be to some poor
soul who, with 8 body weary with
labor and starved by poverty—one
whoso lifo has not Liad for s luxury the
things we have scorncd—such a one
looks up to the imsge of the Infan:
Jesns with His virgin mother, or the
sad rep-esentation of the Crucifixion
of our Saviour, and feels that it is
indeed true—God is the God of the
poor—that for them, the poor outeasts
of humanity, Ho died. One whoso
body and soul has been starved and
beaten, whoso only idea of life is labor
and ljttlo to cat and wear, can form no
conception of God, that is all love and
goodness, excepting they can perceive
with their eyes some representation of
Him or His life. Thoy must bave
something tangible whereby . form
an idea of the spiritual. They have
been so uneducated that the only
object they have in looking &t the sky
is to sco whether it portends fair or
foul weather. It is thoonly chapter
they ever read in the Book of Nature,
To such, then, you would not take
away tho representations of God, and
placs instead your Bible ? .

When you #rite so forcibly and with
such scathing sarcasm of * the biassed
and bigoted priesthood  you forget it
is thig same priesthood who have dons
50 much to redecm the world from
misery. The different religioug orders
that have taken for their life work the
redemption of slaves, rescuing of fallen
women, educating of the poor, nursin
of the sick, and every object that ocoul
bonefit their fellow.men, have done
enough good to save their Church

-

from calumnintion. Buch oxamples
of charity, sclf-denial and solf-sacrifico
o8 tho lives of tho Jesuit missionaries
contain ghould 6. ona for tho vices of
thoso who sciled hor pages with dis-
honor.

Is it nothing that the little volumo
written by tho Augustinian monk in
tho fifteonth century hins saved our
soul from despair—has pointod out the
way to peaco that had been wholly
lostt When your apostles of Reasun
shall writo t{oso truths which shall
point o sinning soul to o bottor lifo;
when they shall writo the words that
shall lift to lope thoe beart bowed
down to despnir, then I can more
rendily boliovo it is tho religion of to.
doy. But it is to mo tho most barren
outlook into life.

I look out of my window this morn-
ing. The ground is frozen ; the troes
lift their black and leafless branches
to tho sky secking tho warmth of the
sun; but over the carth and through
the neked limbs swaeps o cold, merei-
leas blast, driving all it can before it,
breaking what is nct sirong enough to
resist its force—and that is whet your
faith tenches mo. I ses npoor woman,
whose soul is dark with sin, looking
up, trying to find the sunlight of
God's love. But no - there is nothing.
Only the pitiless wind of fate that
shall blow her farther down into tho
ﬁulf of despair. Woiat matters it to

er whether evil is shadow or sub.
stance. She cannot stop to theorize—
she only wants to live her little lifo
better, to bring the soul she had dis-
honored cleansed to her God. Error
is to her, not the shadow; it isreal.
It is something tangible, something
she must fight physically. It may bo
the cloud over the sun, but it is one
that will not wear off in this life. It
is not how she stands before mankind,
but how stands her soul before God ?

Your creed, with its plausible theo-
ries, may do for joy, but what does it
say to misery? I do not beliovein
anyone yielding up their individuality ;
but a priest can, with his knowledge
of life and the world and humanity, so
teach you that you will be able to
baflle the waves of life and not get
stranded. Individual reason teaches
two great dependence upon individual
gtrength. People, with only their per-
sonal inclinations to restrain them, do
not realize too often how far thay aro
going, and step into danger when a
little counsel would have saved them.
This is the mission of the Church—
to point out the way to a better and
nobler life, tv save huroanity from the
congequences of their own misdeeds.
She has been maligned. Her children
have beon persecuted, The sons she
nursed in her very bosom have tarned
againg her. Forgiving their ingrati
tude she points with her wounded
Hiand to Him who sealed hor brow
with His life’s blood, knowing He will
not forsake her in her hour of tribula
tion.

The Right Rov. Abbot Snow, 0.8,
B., contributed to the Conferenco of
the Young Men's Booietics tho follow-
ing papor on a subjeot which ho has
mado n mattor of particular reseayols :

A littko learning lots in o little
light & sixponce may bo mistaken for
o half-govereign. Board schools have
lot in a littlo light, and cheap tracts
and penny papers hold up a well worn
sixponce, which in the dimuess has the
glitter of gold. Men in workshops, in
clubs, and i» publis-hauges,talk candle
light philosophy. With nn ono to
goinsay, noono to bring in more light,
thoy wax cloquent on rights and duties,
on tho rights of labor and the wrongs
of capital, tho cquality of man and the
incquality of wealth, their title to o
living and the injustice of lautowning.
In the disoussions certain maximns pass
for current gold, accepted and untest-
ed, whereas moro light would exposo
them as picces of battored silver. Mon
aro by naturo equal : in the boginning
all things wore in common : all things
aro in common by the law of nature :
all men should bo madn to work:
every man has a right to live on the
fruits of tho soil : what man can make
man can own, what no man mado no
man can claim ag exclusively his: the
land belongs to the natinn, tho State
should be the orly owner property
1 land differe wholly from property in
manufastured geods. Such and similar
axioms pasg from mouth to mouth as
golden maxims, boyond dispute, defi-
nitely sottled, and taken ag the foun-
dation of all argnment.

These sayings are no new dis-
coveries. Thoy hove been examined
and discussed by learned men of the
present and pastages. Two thousand
years ago Anstotle and Plato treated
of gimilar subjects. Philosophers and
theorists of all times have speculated
on the nature and rights of man, on
his social life, on systems of govern-
ment, on rich and poor, on the
hundred questions that cluster round
the connexion of man with his fellow-
men. In our own day kindred subd-
jects have baen ventilated, and argued,
snd developed in scientific periodicals,
and it requires the traiming of an ex-
pert to follow the rersoning on either
side. The spread of vducation and
the cheapening of printing have
brought these questions within the
range of the worsing man, and with.
out giving the arguments that may be
urged against them, certain proposi-
tions are sclected that are specious
and pleasing, and that bring hope of
better prospeots to hus hard lot. They
are supported by taking illustrations
that exatto the imagination, and they
foreshadow 8 now ora, & new state of
society 1n winch all shall be on a level.
Not abgolutely false, they contain
sufficient truth to give them a glimmer
in the dimness, They are true only
in certain aspeets, with certain lim-
tations and distinctions. Thoy have
been debated and sifted by men of the
keenest intellect and highest attain-
ments, and they are now brought
before men who have not the same
ndvantages of learning and training,
and who aro asked to accept the prin.
ciples without dispute, and to dwoll on
the dazzling future winch the prin.
ciples aro made to foreshadow,

A Catholic workman hears these
sayings and discussions, perhaps occa-
sionally reads a Socialistic leaflet, and
is naturally attracted by the golden
promises when be feels the pinch of
poverty, the drudgery of laboor, or the
Iack of work. Hisinstinct warns him
that tho fairy structure is unreal, that
life without capitalists, without land.
lords, without poverty, with abun.
dance to eat and drink and moderate
1abour, ig like the beautiful things pro
jected on a magic lantern sereen ho
canpot geo tho lantern, and the pio-
tures are very pleasing. A short paper
canvot exposo the fallacies of each
maxim, for it would bo nocessary to
refine and distinguish worda and

meanings, nad to track tho principles
to their many consequences and uppli
cations. Morcover, it involves o wider
rongo of philosophio treatment than
the educntYon of an ordinary workmnn
ia proparcd to monter. Horo rest the
dangor and tho power f tho maxims.
1t ig easy, for instance, to assert that
all men should bo free, and it hasa
ring of plausibility ; but it is not casy
to man out tho limitations of frec
dom. Suflic’ant, howover, may be
stated to mako ar  ordinary mind ze-
coivo these sayiug s with great caution,
and to point out tiat any rencvation
of sooioty on their foundations would
be ureamy, unreal, and delusive. At
the outsst 1t 18 assumed that tho griov-
ances of tho working man of the pro-
sent day sro not visionmory, but that
hie has solid snd substantinl wrongs.
Starvation wages, wrotched homes,
grinding competition, heartless oftimal
18m, a blank old age, lack of reoreation,
absence of family life, the workhouso
systom, are ovils that ring the heart
of all who feel for the poor. The
question at issue is not tho existence
of the ovils. but whether the faney
schomes that are flaunted before tho
oyos of <ho working mon provide n real
romedy ; whethor tho redistribution of
proporty, tho readjustment of capital,
tho abolition of a leisured class, the
monopoly of Stato management, the
lovelling upwards and downwards are
feasible, or, if feasible, whether they
would after all produce o bettor state
of things.

Existing in tho world for six thou-
sand years man bas lived in overy
variety of circumstances. 1le las
boen sparsely scattered and has beon
gothered togethor in musses, in small
villages and in huge cities, in fortile
lands and barren wastes, under
tropical sun and Arctio cold. During
tho long interval he has been subject
to overy varioty of government and
social condition : under a one man
power, under the sway of a few, under
the rule of the many, under autocratic
despotism and popalar democracy,
under military tyranny and philoso-
phic ordinances, with all their different
shades and modificatians. He bhas
been in a state of barbariem under
rough free institutions, and under
bighly oultured civilisation. The
mighty ocitiecs of ancient Persis,
Assynis, and Egypt, the long extend-
ing dynasties of China, the active and
brilliant career of the old Greek
States, the extended sway of tho
Roman Empire, suffice as instances of
variety in aneient civilisations., Tho
Ttalian Republics, the German States,
the Spanish Empire, the vicissitudes
of France, the Russian despotism, the
American Republics, Colonial develo
ments, tho sway of thae ineffable Turk,
supply modern examples of vanety in
the past 1600 years. Now in all this
range of time and place, of season and
circumstance, of empire and kingdom,
of raca and character, one oloment is
over constant, over prosent in all, and
that is inegunality in the condition of
the people. In all there appear luxury
and misery, leisuze and labour, rich
and poor, groed and oppression, dom-
inion and servitude. Whother called
serf or slave, villain or free labourer.
mechanic or Jegionary, servant or
olerk, in all there is the larger class to
undergo the drudgery or the toil, while
the smaller class gives orders or takes
its pleasure. At times the worlang
olasses have suffered tho lowest state
of degradation and misery, they have
been bought and sold, have becoma
mere chattels, have beon treated
simply as animals; at times they have
onjoyed a fair gharo of {recdom and
social comfort, but in all cases the
standing fact of the incquality is pro-
minent to o greater or less degroe.
Yot both in ancient and modern times
learned 1en— honest, upnght and
powarful—have dovoted their know-
ledge, their energy and their influence
to the amelioration of the lot of the
working-class. OQccasiozallyupheavals
of society have led to the trnumph of

this lower olass and tite cstabliglitmoent

of tho government of tho people, but
it hina invarinbly sottled down again to
tho constant inequality the uppor
cleas may have been somewhnt rear-
ranged, but the incquality continues.
Without entering into philosophical
speoulations, does not a broad view, a
common gense view point to something
in the nature of man that causes this
constant fact 2 Does it not seom
Iikely that it is some quality, somo
defect n our common nature, that
produces tho same results under overy
varioty of circumstances in six thou-
saud years?

Furthermore, might there not be
design in this mcquality go universal
and go constant ?  Might it not ho a
part of an all-ruling Providenco dis-
posing all things to the ond that His
wigdom imntonded ?  Take the annlogy
of nature, and i s sphoro thoro
appears tho sime ruxture of rich and
poor, of leisure and labour, of pleasure
and misory. The bare mountain crag
overhangs a fruitful valley, huge
wastes of sand border on the fortile
banks of tho Nile. Vast expanses of
jand are sterile and barren, wlile
similar traots of alluvial deposit ure
luxuriant in vegotation. Tho centro
of Africa and the shores of the Medi-
terrancan, tho fngid Lapland and the
balmy South Sea Island, tho hurricane
and the trade wind, the lava of tho
volcano and the streamlet of the
valley. present contrasts n nature as
sharp as any in social ife. Tho bleak
wountain, tho desert, Arctic cold,
tropical heat, tempests, carthquakes,
all have their purpose in the design of
the physical world. The sovil that
brings forth the car of wheat and the
rose produces also the bramble and the
deadly night shiade, an1 together with
the horse and tho dog we have the
geat and tho viper. If, then, in the
works of the Creator good and evil are
blended, the beautiful and the loath-
some, the nourishing and the noxious,
the aseful and the worthless, the
wheat and the cockle. it should not
cause surprise on turiing from the
physical to the social order to find a
similar minghng and inequality. If
this inequality amongst men obtains
in overy climate and race and condi-
tion of life, it is a reasonablo 1:ference
that there is design and purpose in it,
known to the Creator and porhaps but
dimly scen by the creature, and that
distrers and subjection and poverty
form part of the general scheme of
social life, even as tho mountain and
the glacier and the desert form part
of the physical scheme. Man may
pierco the mountain, irngate the sand,
turn the course of streams; but if he
attempts to interlers with the general
design by striving to level the moun-
taing, to dry up the sea, or to mei.
the Arctic regicns his efforts will be
vain and mischievous, Soalso in the
social order man may ameliorato &and
improvo, may modify and change
within limits; but if he attempts
thero to intr.fere with the geneml
design by projects of Socinlism nnd
universal levelling. his efforts will be
equally vamn and mischievous.

Another standing fact that bears
directly on the social condition of man
is his follen nature. Swayed by pas-
sion, blinded by ignorance, led by
ignoble motives, infirm of purpose, he
never realizes the ideal of any scheme
of social organization. Most of the
wrongs under which the working
classes of this, or any other, age have
groaned have thewr origin in these
weaknesses of human natare. Greed,
ambition. luxury, love of power. self-
interest, and pride are at the bottom
of all the tronbles between class and
class. None of tho proposed socinl
reconstructions suggest any change 1
our common nature; and who shall
guarantee that any nuw state of society
shall not be marred end upset by the
same passions and wenknesses, and
that the ultimate state sbull not bo
worso than tho present? Theonsts
are fond of appealing to the state of
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naturo, tho law of naturo bofore gov-
ornments and a privileged cluss med-
dled with it. But what is tho faot ?
Tho atato of naturo gave riso to such
confusion, uncertninty, and moral
obliquity that o apecial positive Iaw
beecame necessary, the Ton Command.
momts ; thou shalt not kill, thou ghait
not steal, thou shalt not bear falso
witneas. thou shalt not covet thy
poighbour's goods. The Ten (om-
mandments did not chinnge the nature
of man; they only made thoe law
known and definito; go that mon con-
tinuod to kill, to steal, to bear falao wit-
ness, and to covet. Is it probable that
a now codo issucd by tho theorists will
be moro succossful than tho Ten Com-
mandmonts, espeoially whon tho tonets
of tho now tnbles aro of doubtful
utility ? You shall bo cqual one with
anothor, thou shalt not own land,
thou shalt not heap up wealth, thou
shalt not be poor, would faro worso
than the Ton Commandments in con-
teat with tho passions and weaknesses
of human naturo.

Tho Bed of tho Atlantic.

Procoeding weatward from tho Irish
coast tho ocean bed deopons very grad-
ually ; in faot, for the firat 230 miles
the gradient is but six fest to the mile.
In tho next twenty miles, howeyer,
the fall is over 90GO foot, and 80 pre-
cipitous is the sudden descont that
in many places depths of 1200 to
1600 fathoms aro oncountered in
vory close proximity to the 100
fathom lino. With the depth of
1800 to 2000 fathoms tho sea bed in
this part of tho Atlantic becomes a
alightly undulating plain, whose grad-
ients ave go slight that thoy show but
little afternation of deptk for 1200
miles. ['he oxtraordinary {latness of
theso submarine prairies renders tho
familiar eimile of the basin rather in-
appropriato. Tho bollow of the Atlan-
tic is not simply & basin whose depth
increasts rogularly towards tho centre;
it is rather a saucer or dish.like one,
80 oven is the contour of its bed.

The greatest depth in the Atlantic
has been found some 100 miles to the
northward of the Island of St. Thomas,
where soundivgs of 3875 fathoms were
obtained. The seas round Great Bri-
tain can hardly be regarded as forming
part of the Atlantic hollow. Thoy are
rather a part of tho platform banks of
the Europesn continent which the
ocear has overflowed. An elovation
of the sea bed 100 fathoms would suf-
fice to lay bare the greatest part of tho
North Sea and join England to Den-
mark, Holland, Belgium and France.
A deep channel of wator would run
down the west coast of Norway, and
with this the majority of the fiords
would be connected. A grest part
of the Bay of Biscay wonld disappoar ;
but Spain and Portugal are but little
removed from tho Atlantic depression.
The 100 fathom line approaches very
near the west coast, and soundings of
1000 fathoms can be made within 20
miles of Caps St. Vincent, and much
groater depths have baen sousded af
distances but little greater than this
from the western shores of the Therian
Peninsula,

Thack-
eray suys of Macaulay that for every
lino ho wroto ho read twenty books,
Aud hero is Mr. Lang, who dolights
in putting Macaulay under cross-ex-
am:pation over ¢very foot-note, ridi-
culing men whom, had he cared to
learn, bo would know to be hiz own
superiors and worthy of the praise he
knows how to bestow.

Your article quoted last week -
the * Bweet Language of the Gael”
—with the best of intention drops
into similar error, These three
instances bave cowe undor my no-
tice during u very brief pericd. In
Mr. Dent the tlung was bad enough ;
in Mr. Lang it amounted almost to
the awakoning of distcust in a favour-
ite critic ; and now when the writer of
tho above sorrows over a statemeny
tho opposite of which is tho fact, it is
time for o partisan to say somathing.

The question mooted Dby this
article is ono which will always bo
of keen interest to educated Irigh.
men. In those in whom are the
regults of several generatior.s of Cana-
dian existence, it is to be iioped that
there will always be enough sympathy
for Ireland to awaken an interest in
the language which was the speech of
her heroes and her saints. But with
our environments there can be no
excoss of enthusiasmn on the point.
Few enough speak well the language
that is required in common affairs.

But with the founders of the Nation
it was different. ‘They hoped to make
Ireland & nation and Dawvis quoted
from a Welsh code : ** There are threo
things without which there i3 no
country—zcommon language, common
judicature, and co tillage land.” And
he himself wrote; ** A people without
4 language of it3s own is vuly half a
naton.” A nation should guard 1its
language more than its territories—
'tig & surer barrier, and more 1mport
ant frontier than fortress or river.”

* What a wonder,' says the
article, *that none of them wrote
8 line—and what & pity, because it
would be an cloquent and stirring line
—to tell us hold fast by our olden
tongue.” In the Camelot series, pub.
lished by Walter Scott, l.ondon, there
is a volume made up of selections
frown the prose writings of Davis. It
15 edited by Mr. T. V. Rolleston, the
secretary of a society in London formed
for the purpose of encouraging Irish
literary talent. On page 158 of this
volume beging an article on * Qur
National Language,,” which will
acquit “ Young Ireland ** forever of
the charge of neglect. But more than
that. Davis founded a Ceitic Society,
and endeavored to form classes for the
study ot the language, Encouraged
by him, Petric O’'Donovan and others
accomplisbed the translution of Ingh
documents. After copsulting him
John O'Daly published some Jacobite
reliques in the native tongue, and in
form and price saitable for the poorest
clagses, William ‘' mith O'Brien
became interosted. d wrote. *Ac
custom everyone tu write Irnsh wordg
in the Irigh character.” e himsolf,
at forty, began the study of Gaelo.
Chorles Gavan Duffy published his
Ballad Poctry of Ireland with fre-
quently the native words printed in
the native character. Davis insisted

upon tho use of ul1 Irish names, until
one of tho young pocts returned his

manusenpe to Mr, Dufly, sltered to
this ond with tho supersoription :

*1ond save us
Frons Alatic Davis”

Y et, of the great work accomplished
by the founders of the Vateon, this is
but a morsel. Without any prestigo
of roputation they entered the field of
journalism, and until their comng
theic views had had no adequate ex-
pression.  With one hand they had to
rear up & band of writers aud poots ,
with the other they had to rouse a
people to a sense of the nation's
d.guity. They succeeded. The kng
lish speaking public will not be
wllowed to forget Mangan, Davis,
Ferguson, McGee, Duffy, Mitchet,
Meagher, O'Hagan, DeVere, Wilhiams,
Lady \Vilde. Even Lover was a con-
tributor to the Natren. Thackeray,
who roared at the paper, and gave
Mr. Lang ius cue, answered himself
by a caricature of Harry Lorrequer in
Punch, and drove Lever from his im
aginary swashbuckler dragoons to a
study of actual Irish character.

The young writers rofused to ac
knowledge the Ireland painted by
Maguire, Crofton, Croker and Lover
for Enghish eyes as the Ircland either
of existence or of prospect. Mr.
Lang may, if he so choose, prefer
Lover to Gerald Griffin or John Ba-
mm ; Lover to Carleton ; but he should
not, if he value his reputation as a
critic, banter about the literary failure
of men whe forced praise from Ma-
caulay, Carlyle and Jeffrey. And if
be knew aught of Davis he would find
it unbecoming to charge with jealousy
and selfishness a man whose greatest
friond refrained from any praise of his
work, konowing that it would be un-
welcome : and who, many years after-
ward, aftirmed that ho had nover met
any man so wholly unselfigh, nor ever
expected to. Nether 131t profound,
now when the greatest of Englishmen
has all but undone the wrong of cen
turies, to taunt with failure the men
who gave to Inshmen that impulse in
education wihnch has brought the
work to thisstage least of all, 3 man
who was wise ecnough to writo:
** Those who struggled unsuecessfully
did not struggle 1 vain: they hved
vigorously and died well:*" and who
dying, as did Birabeau, in the noon-
time of s greatness, left o fame that
will not be furgotten so long as Insh-
men are nblo to read the story of their
Motherland.

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CHAPLAIN JOilN IRELAND,

Romliniscences of Ono of tho Herocs of
the American War,

Correspondence ot the  Philadelplia
Catholic [1mes.

In tho year 1862 Father John Iro-
land, then a young priest, was opooint-
ed chaplain of the Fifth Minnosota
Voluntoers of Governor Ramsey. The
average chaplain of tho army in thoso
days waslittlo better than a nonentity,
Very scldom wero his aervices called
into requisition. The incidents con-
nocted with those troublesomo times
wero such as to place him almost “hors
du combat” in tho minds of tho sol-
diers, who wore always on tho move
or engaged in the noble and manly art
of killing,

Occasionally a straggler on the road
or resting after maorching day end
night would have wished for his bless:
ing and his services, but gonerally
thore was vory little attention paid to
tho spiritual comfort of tho soldier.
Aftor the fatigue and exhaustion of
the marching and the fighting the
wearied soldier, oflicer and choplain
were glad to look into their haver-
sacks and their canteens to find some-
thing in the shape of hardtack snd
muddy water to refresh the inner man
ond to take that rest that tired natare
required. I do not moan to infer
that there_was wantinga desire on the
part of soldiers or cheplains to engoge
in those exercises of devotion. Onthe
contrary, whenever an opportunity was
afforded it was utilized and the good
and popular chaplain, Ireland, could
slways be found in the midsc of battles,
skirmishes, marches and retreats, re-
lieving not only the spiritual but the
temporz! needs of his soldiers.

Father Ireland was one of the most
popular officers in the regimen:, He
was always ready to drop a kind,
encouraging word to this soldier, a
smile and & nod of recognition to ano-
ther, words of cheer to every oze. He
was of cheerful, happy disposition him-
self, and like the sun, he cast his rays
of sunshine all around and won the
hearts of all, officers and soldiers alike.
It was cheering to the sad and home-
sick youth to see this good father
gather around bim the soldiers and
zeek to divert their thounhts from the
thousand and one trials .nd bardships
they had to encounter through their
love for fatherland.

‘The Rev. father was a good chess-
player, too, and always carried with
bim nis little snt of chessmen and
board, and after cumping for the night,
first taking his supper of bacon and
cracker, washed down by water or
coffee, he was ready to give battle with
his chessmen on his rubver blanket
board to any of the men, no matter
bow rough or polished, ragged or other.
wise,

After the aiege of Corinth the Fifth
Minnesota went intocamp oo the banks
of a little river called Clear Oreek. It
certainly was not called by that nosme
becangs of the clearness of the water,
for it was the muddiest of stream..
The soldiers wore delighted, ns they
expected to remain in camp for some
time, but their expectations were soon
nipped in the bud by the stirring
incidents of the war.

The troops passed one Sunday there
and the day was made memorable, for
it was on this day that Father Ireland
gave the regiment his first sermon.
The boys vied with each other ix: their
efforts to construct a little rude altar
and soon made a shelter for him from
the burning heat of the sun by way of
a canopy of branches of trees and gzeen
sspplings. I have never heard of a
similar occurrence during the war.
Very soon thevoiceof the father drew
around bhim & large audience. Soldiers
who wero scattered over the placo—
under trees, loitering and playing cards
and amusing themsolves as soldiers
usually do, were seen approaching from

[ orable for the charge of the famous

: were releagsed and it did the work of a

R

all dirootions, and there, under tho
burning rays of tho Mississippi sun,
thoy listoned to the clequen$ and soul-
stirring words of the youug chaplain,
The fathor bandled bis theme in a
mastorly monner, talked to tho hearts
of the boys, as ho woll knew how to do,
and aftor ho had finished he recoived
such a cheer as would mnke the wolkin
ring. The vetorans choeered and choer-
ed a8 he came down from“his brush
pulpit.

On Mondny morning all wero again
ready for the march, ¢ Boots and
saddles ” sounded and the army moved
on to begin anew the sanguinary atrife,
Tho 4th of Ootober, 1862, will never
bo forgotten by the Fifth Minnesota
Voluuteers, for on that day one of the
most deaporate and bloody battles of
the far West was fought boetween tho
Union ard Confederate forces—the
Union under the gallant Rosscrans
and the Confederate under Price aud
Van Dra—-at Corinth, Miss, Thou.
sands of brave men on both sides were
killed in the battle. whioh is now mem-

Texas Brigade, under Rogets, on the
Union position. The charge was that
of tho bravest of tho brave of the
forces of tho Oonfederacy, n..d Rodgers
and hundreds of his men wero loft
dying on the field.

The Union position was protectod by
Battery Bobinett, and after the smoke
had cleared away the Confederates
were soon retreating {n their original
position. It was in this ever momor-
able battlo that Father Ireland cover-
od himeclf with glory. The chaplain was
on tho right of the Union position in
the afternoon and his wodesty was
such that bhe was uncouscious of the
victory that through bis agency he was
achioving.

(encral Hubbard, commander of the
Fifth Minnesota, made the following
report in connoction with the circum.
stance to which I refer: *“The de-
termined assault of Van Dorn's army
bad been gallantly met and firmly
withstood, except upon the right
There the rebels bad susceeded in
penetrating our lines and captured
some of our batteries and were pouring
into the streets of Corinth. Tho situa-
tion was critical. Ualess the enemy
was turned back aund that gap closed it
would admit a column of Van Dorn's
army to the town and Rosecrans’ lines
would be taken in the rear, the conse-
quences of which would not bo other-
wige thaw calamitous. 7The Fifth
Minnesota Regiment closed the gap.
It was like a whirlwind against the
fiank of that penetrating force. The
enemy recoiled under the sbock. The
peat-up energies of the Fifth Regiment

brigade of men. Stunned by the ter
rible execution of volleys poured into
it the confused mass .. enomy halted
and fell tack, closel, ressed by tke
Fifth Regiment. It took the batteries
that had been lost and re-established
the line at the point whure it had been
broken.”

To enable the reader to understand
the circumstances under which the
enomy succeeded in penetrating the
Union lines, it must be bor.ie in mind
that when the battle on the Union
right raged the hottest, the cry for
ammuuition was yelled along the Union
line, but the ammunition was exhausted
and the soldiers weore hunting for it
smong the cartridge-boxes of the desd
and wounded. The Union soldiors
were giving way, when lo! in the
distance a man was scen burrying fer-
ward with a barrel of cartridges on his
shonlder, yelling ot tho top of his
voico: “ Here, boys; here acs the
cartridges ™ A cheer went up from
the soldiers, which resounded all along
tho Union line. Thi® man rughed
slong the line, distributing tho car-
tridges. Throughout tbe whole time
the leaden hail thinned the ranks with
death and destruction all around.
This brave man, the bravest of the
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brave, repeated his visits with the

barrel of oartridges on his shoulder
until ho had provided the full forty
rounds or until overy soldier was sup-
plied. Who wea thia wonderful non-
combatant? None othor than the
chaplain of the Fifth Minnesota Regi-
ment, the horoic Fathor Ireland ! It
is doubtful whethor a similar instence
of bravery is recorded ¢f oither nrmy
during the wholo of the war.

The Fifth Regiment turned on tho
advancing column and the rosult was
as stated in Goneral Hubbard's report
abovo quoted. When tho battle was
ovor search was mado for the chaplain,
but ho was not to bo found. Then it
wes that tho noldior boys bLegan to
spoak of the horoism of tho good chap-
lain, and eapeoially the lnst never-to-bo-
forgotten heroic deed. All becio
alarmod at his abssnce. Tho search
was ronewed and to the great joy of all
ho was found uuporintenging » hospital
burriedly constructed for tho wounded.
There, succoring tho distrossed and
wounded and ministering like an angol
of gladness to tho dying, was this brave
pricat found. The whole rogiment
gave one great cheor at the nnuounce-
ment that he was safe.

Years havo passed sinco that historic
battle, but its momory will remain
greon as long us & votoran of the Fifth
Minnesota Regiment survives. Father
Jobn Iroland is now tho great Arch-
bishop Ireland, one of tho most promi.
nont prolates in Christondom. Hie
name has been heard the world over.
Ho hag captivated the hearts of all who
ever met him in Europe or in America,
He is the pride of his people and the
glory of his country, the highest repre-
sentativo of American genius and
American institutions.

LEO XIIL AND M, DECURTINS.

The following i the full text of the
letter of His doliness the Pope to M.
Decurting
Beloved Sonm, Greeting and Apostolic

Benediction : :

Nothing is more welcome to us than
an occasion for declaring the love and
the solicitude which we feel for the
working classes, whose unhappy lot
we earnestly desire to seo improved
and rendered worthy of civilisad
nations, under the influence of that
justice and that kinduess which the
Christian religion brought forth upon
the earth, and apreads aver wider
emong the peoples. Indeed, the duty
of our ministry demands that our suc-
cour ahou.ld.be ready at hand there
where afliction asks for comfort, sick-
ness craves protection, and poverty
pleads for rolief. Aware of this most
noble of duties, and mindful of that
which the Divine Saviour tauglht to
humankind, we have spoken words of
love and peace to the Catholic world
by means of our Bneyclical, Rerum
Novarum. In this document, treating
a% length of tho condition of Izbours,
we aimed at the gottlemont of the
unfortunate dissensions agitating so-
ciety, which is overbung by a threat.
ening cloud of popular passions, the
herald of the “storm.  We did not

omit to treat tho cause of tho labour
ing poor in connexion with the dutios
of civil authority, so taat so groat and
80 nocessary o mult:ludo of human
boings shou{d not Lo leit unadvoeatod
and undefonded at the meroy of the
rirh or of greedy speculators on thoeir
povorty.

Thereforo it was with no small
satisfaotion that wo heard that you,
doar Son, now teil us, ag to the Con-
gress at Bienne, in which delegutes of
thousands of working mon from re
mole parts of the world and of all
variotios of religion and of wanners,
unanimously applauded and welcomed
this our Encyclical, moagnisin? -
partinlly the fact that its toaching is
oxceedingly well adaptod to defend
their just rights, and to lay those
solid foundationa (desired by all men)
whereon may be built up an equitable
order of things for tho peace of a
socicty rescued from tho old conflict of
employor with employed. And bow
muoh, indoed, tho werking of the
Catholic Church wakes for such an
ond may bo judged from universal ex-
perience, and from the acknowledg-
ment even of thoso who profess them
solves alions from that Church. By
her naturo and by her institution she
is the mother and the educator of tho
peoplo ; she holds within her hand
tko rules whereby mankind in civil
socicty may be guided to an easy as
well as to an honest and'a virtuous
life. Thus sho cannot do otherwise
than labour with maternal love and
gencrosity to soften all aflliction and
succour all privation. Lotit be enough
to quoto the testimony of history to
the work of the Ohuroh in wiping out
tha social stain of slavery. From the
fact that sho alone, of her own
strength, was able to root up this re-
proach to human kind, inveterately, as
1t has fastened upon social mannoers, it
is vasy to augur what sho will accom-
plish in tne deliveranse of the werking
clasges from thut distress into which
the present condition of society bas
cast them. Tt i casy to see that for
achieving this work of piety and
humanity nothing will serve so wellas
an insistence upon the adoption into
individual minds and into civil legisla-
tion of tho Olristian law and of the
precopts of the Gospel, as & check
upou the ways of men. And we hold
to be extremely admirable, opportune,
and fruitful the action you have in
view—the instruction of all nations,
by means of such Congresses, and
especially the instruction of the work-
ing classes, in the principles we
gathered together from the holy doo-
trinos of the Church, and explained in
our Enoyclical aforesaid. It is much
to be desired that, having thoroughly
learnt those principles, the working
classes should bo persuaded that the
advantages they lawfully claim are to
be aequired not by an unadvised dis-
turbance of existing order, but by the
healthy strength and by the holy
authority of that wisdom which our
Lord Jesus Christ brought from
Heaven to earth and gave for the

ui(éance of the institutions of man-
ind.

Not less were we pleased to hear
that the Congress of Bienne passed a
resolution for the convacation of an-
other and larger Cou of the work-
ing olasses, which shall undertake to
solicit from all Governments further
logislation for the protection of women
and children according to the sugges-
tions of our Enoyolical. Not many
words are needed to point out tho
capital importance of this peint; for
if there is grave and imperative cause
for the intervention ot public authority
with legislation for the defence of the
rights of working men, no cause is
graver or more imperative than the
protection of women and children in
their weakness ; for with theseare the
origin and the beginning of the new
goneration, and from these mn great
part spring the strength and the

wealth of every nation. Again, it is
easy to see how imperfect wonld be

tho protection given to tho labouring
clagses if cach Stato should propose
difforont laws. For inasmuch as the
produce of various countries ofton
comes together in the same locality, a
regulntion imposed upon the labourers
of any ono nation and not afleating
tho others would causo the fruits of
industry to bo imported and exported
in & mauner resulting in local injury
and injustics. o

This difficulty, and others like it,
cannot bo ovorcomo by tho forco of
human laws alone.  But they will be
overcome and destroyed when Chris-
tian morality, cverywhere accepted,
shall bear fruit i1 tho hearts of men,
and whon Jhese shall direct their
actions according to the suggestions of
the Church. This grauted, thero will
not bo wanting tho right action of
thoeo legislative powers which are
poaaoaseg by all nations.

And to you, Boloved Son, who with
ardour have dovoted your talent and
your encrgy to such 1oblo ends, we
havo desired to present this public
testimony of our affection, in the hope
that you will persovere in propagating
tho teachings that have 1ssued from
this Apostolic Sco for the consolation
of the peor and the strengthening of
social order.

Reply to Archdeacon Farrar.

In answer o tho violent attack of
the Archdeacon of \Westminster Mr.
Knox Littlo comes forward as cham-
pion of the Ritualists, and devotes
fifteen pages of tho Conterapurary Re-
vsew of Auguat to this pucpose. The
reply is divided inte two parts, of
which tho first consists in romons-
trances with Dr. Farrar as to his
mothod of controversy; for fhie as.
sumes a * tone of infallibility which is
startling," and a violence of language
which is ag unexpected as it is unbe.
coming. Again th. -w Churchman
runa with the hare and hunts with the
hounds. In striving to beat the Pro-
testant drum, writing about tho dan-
gers of sacerdotalism, the Mass, the
undoing of **tho work of the reforma-
tion,” he is appealing to popular pre-
judices, while he also pozes as a mar-
tyr for the unpopular opinion of low
churchism,

It was natural that the adversary
gbould remonstrate. That a promi-
nent olergyman should write of fellow-
members of a Church as tho Arch-
deacon wrote should not only call for
remonstrance, but if there wasa shred
of authority’in the Church it would
call for action. Simply because there
is no authority in the Church of
England, either to define the faith or
to enforce discipline, we have in one
of the great reviews the pitiful spectacle
of one minister calling & whole school
of ministers bad names, and one of
tha latter on bis knees, sajing. ** Now,
brother, don't do that. that 18 rude,

not becoming an English goentleman. |

You shoald bave moze generous con-
siderateness, a larger allowance * for
our diverzities of view and Christian
fove.”

It s also natural that this reply of
the Ritualists should be unsatisfactory,
Mlogical and cvasive, The very posi-
tion of Ritualism is unsatisfactory to
every honest man who thinks serious-
ly upon the subject; it claims the
necessity of an historical priesthood,
yet closes its eyes to the only quarter
from which that undying stream
springs end flows. 1t insists upon
religious sacramental practices, e. g.
confession, yet when pressed, yields

upon the point. It all comes of there
being no authonty in faith or practice
amongst them. But now for some
unsatisfactory points in Mr. Rnox
Little's reply :

** The Archdeacou wntes asfollews : * In
the Apustulic age- the Eucharist folluws

the Love Feaat. vet thero are clorgyrmon
who now teach that to rocelve the Euchar.
ist unfasting is a deadly sin.’ f Shovo are
clergymen who teach tlus {although 1 my-.
sclf do not know of avy such) one may well
beluve with the Archdeacon vhat they use
very extreme languags."

Now what ia to bo thought of the
man who, whilo tenching the Real
Presence, will not count nsa deadly
gin wilful irroverenco towards it?
Ho acknowledges that somo clorgy-
men teach that fasting before com-
munion does not mattor. This for
the laity is the unsatisfactory part.
Ono extromist aays: You must [nst
under pain of deadly sin, Tho other
oxtremo puts the case . It is desirablo
that you do not fast Mr. Knox
Littlo evidently requires fasting before
communion, but scoms tu think a
violation of it to Le what we cull a
veniol sin,  \Where are the poor lay
peoplo who are conscientious and who
wieh to be reverent? Are thoy in the
samo class with thoso who tako a hot
breakfast beforo rocciving holy com.
munton 2 What o mockery! It is
no wonder that the Farrare ory to
them to take off the mask. o are
not, however, done with this point.
Fasting communion being a long
established cuatom of the whole Cath
olic Churceh, which 18 the pillar and
ground of truth, and his own Church
distinetly repudiating ** the notion of
striking at cstablished dootrine, or
laudable practice of the Church of
England, or indeed of the whole
Catholic Church," fasting with prayer
being u devou! custom—for all these
reasony the Ritualists require fasting
communion. Here is confusion., The
fast before communion is one thing—
the fasting with prayer referred to is
entirely different. The former is rover
ence towards our Blessed Lord, and is
an oxercise of the virtue of roligion;
the latter is an act of the virtue of
mortification. It is most illogical to
reason from the fasting which the
angel Raphael praised in Tobias to the
fast which the Church commands as a
bodily preparation for loly com-
munirn.  No one sheuld quote Scrip-
ture as fast as that,

Mr. Knox Little claims that there
is a real priesthood in the Church of
England. Here comes in the evasive-
ness of hisanswer. Insist asone may,
and should, upon the priesthood of our
Blessed Lord, it is a long conclusion
to draw therefrom the reality of the
priesthood in the Church of England.
Nor is ihe case covered by arguing
that Sacerdos— 1.e. sacrificing priest—
was used ia the Latin gervice books
at the time of its establishment, and
was retained in English as ** priest,”
and therefore they wished to maintain
the sacrificial and ecssential function
of the priesthood. Even if we grant
that all through the history of the
Chureh of England from Henry the
Eighth sl iusists upon her ministers
Yeing styled priests and exercising the
priestly offices of sacrifice and absolu.
tion, we have not reached the essential
point in question - the validity of their
orders. Not only does tho weakness
of the Anglicans cunsist in the fact
that their ministers are divided as to
what the Book of tommon Prayer
means, but the greatest weakness 18 to
maintain the necessity of the priest-
hood and at the same time be doubtful
about the validity of the Orders. We
would be very glad if every mimster

in tho Koglish Chureh insistod nponﬂ

tho want of sacordotalism, because
many more would then turn o the
only port of safoty ; but all tho insist.
ing in tho world will not form a single
priost.

Tho second point, that upon Tran.
substantiation, is unswored by a fint
donial. ** Whatowr part of tho Catho-
lic Church douvs is this: shio refuses to
say how that mysterious Preaence is
givan, and sho declines to accept the
teaching of the Roman part of the
Catholio Clinrehi that ¢tho how ' of
the Presence is to be defined by the
term, Transubstantintion.” Our part
of the Catholic Chureh! The part
muet bo connected with tho whole.
Whore i8 the connootion ? Vhat
mockery again! Aro theso Ritualists
children, playing o part 2 Or do thoy
trifle with tho etornal intorests of
men ?

** Confession, according to her (tho
Church of Englaud) teaching, is o
privilego allowed to hor children if
thoy choose to useit. Shodircets her
pricats to offer to hor childeen the
opportunity of making confeasion to
their pricst {f they choose. 8he encour.
ages confession to the prieat in certain
cases. It is & matter of liberty not of
absolute necessity.” Thoero it is again
—something wanting, Nothing defi-
nito, scoure or satisfactory. No nu.
thority to teach or command., Mr.
Knox Little maintaing that it is God
who pardons: ¢ Of course evory priest
agrees with the Arohdeacon that
‘ none but God cun say .désolve te,” but
thoso who hold the dootrines taught us
by tho Bible and Prayer Book beliovo
that God does say ao to those who
confess their sing with penitenco by
the mouth of the ordained priest.”
Whaere is the power to absolve in the
name of the Lord, which Mr. Knox
Little claims for himself? YWhat is
the meaning of the words which the
English Church uses in its ordination
service— Whoso sins you shall forgive,
they are forgiven ? Thus again does
he evade the very essenco of tho
question. Kitker the priest has the
Judicial power to pardon the sin him.
gelf or his function is merely minis-
terial. In faot he yiclds this point to
his opponents.

He concludes by saying . ** It seems
to me that, * quot homenes tot sententia,’
that in a great communion like the
Anglican Communion there must be,
and there ought to be, a very various
ritual and large liberty in such o
matter.” We agree with him that
there must be disunion and a variety
of opinions in the English Church;
for it will always be the case where
there is no authority, no legitimate
judge. But we deny that it ought to
be the case in Christ's Church, other-
wise uonity would be destroyed and
Catholicity would perish from the
earth.

Home Rule at Last.

Tho night of tho 1s! Soptember,
1808, is destined to mark for ever an
opoch in tho history of the British
Fmpiro. Seven hundred years of mis-
government and of persistent persecu-
tion of a faithful and noble race of
peoplo wezo brought to a close on that
memarabie ovening. From Woest-
minstor Hall, and frum n full Houge
of British ropresentatives, tho solomn
declaration went forth that Ireland,
benceforth and forover, enjoys the
right of overy other oivilized nation,
to 1anke her own laws, and, under
God's guidance, to carvo out hor own
destinies. Many a fervent payer
and desp-drawn sigh from purest souls
and well nigh broken hearts, woent up
to Heaven, year afier ycar and day
after day, in hopeful, enduring pa-
tienco, that the God of all justice and
eercy would loock down on the suffer-
ings of the people who only asked for
peace and temporal prosperity, that
they might the more freely worship
Him, and the more abundantly share
in tho blessings whish His providence
lavished on the rich and beautiful
gea-girt home of their birth. To-day
that prayer of o martyred nation is
answored ; the voice of tho British
people is heard in thunder tones over
overy land and ses proclaiming that
the poet's dream is & reality :

Erin, oh Edn, thus bright thro' the tean
ot 5‘003 aight of bondage thy spirit appears.

It is impoassible for us, however, in
the mdst of rejorcing, to shut our eyes
to the fact of the probable rgjection
by the House of Lords of so just, so
long wished for, and so universally
demanded an act of national repara.
tion and humanity. But the whole
people have spoken by their represen-
tatives, after having battled for seven
years in the prosecution of go holy a
cause, and after having struggled un-
flinchingly and with anflagging endur-
ance and courage through a Parlia-
mentary contest such as never hefore
was witnessed in any legislature,
Naver in the history of English legis-
lation was opposition ao fierce, eo
unsorupulous and so determined, offer-
ed to any bill or to any change in the
Constitution. Never we may add as

a corollary, was thore more righteous
justification for party triumph and for
natisnal rejoicing and self-congratula.
tion for the Irish people, whether at
horae, where a future of self-aggran.

discment or aservitude hung in the
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balauca, or abroad boyond tho seas,
whero tho still greater Iroland offered
up prayers and gifts and sacrifices for
so grand a consummation,

The Houco of Lorda will rjeot the
bill, and biast tho hopes and crush the
aspirations, and shattor tho peace and
destroy the happiness of tho sister
kingdom. Never, if Britons rule the
geas,  Never, if the voico of England
must bo listened to in the Councils of
Btate, Never, if Ircland at homo or
abrond hus n tongue to speak and an
arm to lift. * England,"snys tho Daily
Chronule, “ropresontaa thousand intor
ests, above all tho interest of Labour
—mechanics, agricultural labourors,
furmers, ahop keepors, sailors, traders,
the whete busy fabrio of modern oiv.
ilization,  The Houeo of Lords stands
for two- -rent and enobbery--yet tiese
600 persons, somo with abhorrent
memories  behind them - like the
Cuatlorenghs and Clanricardes—othors
foithless and timid Wings, hiko the
Duke of Duvonshire-—others lifo long
enomies of the people, like Lord Salis-
bury, others, again, mere low owvil
livers and race-course notorioties—pos-
gess the supreme constitutional ba-
Innce of England. Their pranks may
not even be discussed with freedom in
the House of Commons. Wo have
only to think of it seriously, and the
odious tyranny of it strikes us ns
keenly a8 it strikes foreign obsorvers
of our institutions."

It is not possible to conceive hLow
freo-born Britons, the masses of the
English and Scotch people who up-
hold the Gladstone ministry and ccll
for justice and fair treatment to the
Irish people, may tamely, or at all,
subit to so lideous un anomaly, as
that the fortunes of a nation and the
fate of the Ewpiro should bo loft to
the passions and projudicoes of so un.
representative and so unworthy a body
as the British Houso of Lords. Lot
the Clauricardes, the Castlereaghs,
and Balishurys rage and protest all
they may, their impotent fury can
have no weigh. with the deteriasnation
of the great majority in the three
Kingdoims to undo the wrongs of cen-
turies. ** Must we not admit,” said
the Grand Old Man in his last great
speech, * that after 700 years of Brit-
ish connection with Ireland, the result
of our treatment is thtt we have
brought her to such a stato that she
cunnat, without danger and ruin,
undertake tho responsibilities which
in every other country are found to be
within the capacity of the peopio and
fraught with tho richest beneiits ?
Vo repel the charges which hiave been
made by the opposition. We deny
that the brand of incapacity has been
laid by the Almighty upon any par-
ticular branch of our raze, when every
other branch Las displayed capability
on the same subject, * 1d haa attained
to succeas which is an examplo to tho
world.”

The great majority in the three
kingdoms share ia the convictions of
Mr Gladstone — viz. : that during
seven centuries Ircland has been
cruclly and wrongfully treated as a
nation, and that no brand of incapacity
rests on ber people. If a gonornl
olection is called for, to opposo the re-
jection of the House of Lords, and
protest against its unjust and tyran.
pical dictation, & ory may be rawsed

snd s goneral move bo advanced for
the total suppression of so intolerable
an inoubus on the freo cholce and
freoly oxpressed will of a great and
powerful nation.

3ut, howoever it may fare with con
stitutional ohanges ia Fugland, made
necessary by want of foresight or
jmbecility on tho part of the Lords
thomsolves, nothing can now impede
tho onward march of Ireland to her
glorious destiny of n free, sell-govern.
ing and prosperous natien.

The Chuach and the School.

Tue (flube in A3 i83ue of the Snd
instant, giver u synopsis of a pro-
nouncemont by Father Brandi, 8.1,
LEditor of the ivilta Cuattalica, upon
the 8chool yuestion in the (mted
States. Our contemporary romarks
that those who expected * a cliangu of
attitude towards the educational ques-
tion in mixed democratic communities
like the Umted States will receive n
govore shock' when thoy read tins
lotter, emanating, as it docs, froma
very high and indeed semi-official
source. We do not sco why oven the
most nervous shoull feol a shock in
the caso. If shock there was, it was
from tho other direction--that the
struggles of years should bo practically
abandoned, and the principle of reh-
gious education driven out of tho
school-room. Though the Apostolio
Delegato, by his decisions, could not
bave intended such a thing, still that
was the interpretation put upon them
by thoso who wero never averse to rid
thomselves of the burthen of support-
ing two school systems. The Holy
Father set the matter right in his
lettor to Cardinal Givbons, and now
the learned Jesuit brings out a pum-
phlet, dwelhng exhunstively upon the
Apostolic Delegation and the good
which it is expeoted will result there-
from, both to the children of the faith
in America and the universal Chuarch.

Tho pamphlet is divided ito various
sections, the first of which treats upun
delegates in general , the second upon
tho appointmeut of the Delegate to
the United States, and the tlhird to
the Pontificai letter of which there s
now question,

The power of an Apostolic Ilegate
is tho very power of thv Fupreme
BRuler of the Church, and theretore
commands all honar, favor and obed:-
ence. This power of the Apostohe
Delegate 11 no wise prejudices that
ordinary and imuwediate power of eps:
copal jurisdiction wherowith Bishops
“got by tho Holy Ghost as true
pastors over the faithful, rule and
guide, each the respective flock assign-
ed bim." Other sections treat of the
conditions of the Church wm the

United States and 1te relatwns to the
Constitution, 1ts progress during the
contury, and the special interest which
the roigning Ponuff has taken mn 1ts
welfare. Touching upon the behool
question he reminds lus readere that
the Holy Iather, hanng dihgently

examined tho propositions drawn up
at the meeting of the bishops, the
publication of which he deomed incp-
portune, holds that all interprotations
opposed to the wiso decrees of the
Baltunore Council are totally alien
from the mind of the Delegate, ¢ as
they ore assursdly from the mind of
this Apoatolie Beo.” What {s the
mind of the Apostolic Sce is casily
gathered from the Acla of Pius IX.,
and particularly of Leo XIIL ; whilst
the Apostolic Delegato has mado his
menning evident, more especially in s
public declaration in which he said :
* That to us, Catholics, education
morally apeaking which is not Cathiolio
is an impossible education. Schools
without religion cannot boe approved,
becsuse they aro prejudicial to indi-
vidual persons, to the family, to the
State.”

This resume gives n poor iden of an
exceedingly ablo pamphlet upon the
Apostolioc Delegation to the United
States, and some of tho questions
arising therefrom. But our attention
is more olosely directed to the ill
grounded hope expressed by the Globe
that there was some expectation of a
chango of front towards education.
Discipline may change, but the prin-
ciple of religious education will perigh
only with the Chursh, which ¢an never
yield up to another its commission of
teaching. The difficulty is not of the
Church’s muking ; it has been made
by the Stato inasting that its subjects
ghould be cducated in a certain
class of schools in which conscience
hag no voice and no protection against
dangerous curroundings. It is very
truo that where Catholic population ia
gparse, it is difficult, and sometimes
impogsible to maintain schools, just as
it is hord to supply priests for scattered
fammlies. The principle is not thereby
affected. The decision and solution lie
with the Bishops who, in America,
have guarded this trust, which was
greatly exposed, with a truly apostolic
zeal and a saintly prudence. Nor
need the advocates of the public
schools be anxious as to whether onr
teachers or the prelates who are
responsible will nol be true to the
great charge in their Lande. Those
who work for conscience’ sako aro as
tully alive to the interests of all con-
cerned as the hirelings whe toil for
money ; and wherever an independent
comparison has been made, as in the
World's Fair and in the Canadian
House of Commons, the teaching
of Catholic schools compares fa-
vorably with all comers. Written
examinations, cramming, book learn-
ing are not the only elements in an
educational system wbich will com-
mend themsalves to the thoughtful
londers of men. Moreover material
success 13 not the desired end which
16 to be inetilled into the mind by
those who aro forming future genora-
tions: That certain schools in Quebso
are not up to the mark proves very
httle—least of all does it prove that
tho Church has not a sense of its
respongibility 1n assuming tho educa-
tion of its people. If our friends in
Quebec are too slow to adopt new

methodsin teaching and other matters,
1t is equslly certain that the Enghsh
speaking world is likewise too hasty in
running after overy new fad. A happy
mean 18 8 surer guarantee of progress
and real saccess.

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Nelected Recolpts,

A Dusty Disu.—A most dninty
dish can be mado with rice, cream and
any fruit, although apricots ure, per-
haps, to Lo proferred. Rich croam
must bo propared the day before it is
wanted,

A Bresv Pubmixe,.—Two cupfuls
of bread crumbs, two eggs, four cupfuls
of milk, a meringue made from tho
whites of two or threo eggs.  Brown
in tho ovon if desired.  Bofore sorving
dot with spoonfuls of jolly. Thia may
bo prepared tho day beforo, or in the
morning for the noon weal,

Fiuriiis —Pare the ogg-plant and
cut into slices about one inch thick,
sprinklo with salt and pepper. Beat
two eggs without separating, adding to
them one cupful of milk, half a tea-
spoonful of salt and one cupful of
flour. Beat well, add one level tea-
spoonful of baking powder, beat again.
Cut each slico of egg plant into quar-
ters, dip them in the batter and fry in
smoking hot fat.

Lesoy Sviee.—Roll the lemons
backward and forward on a plate to
soften their fibres, then press the Juice
into a bowl and strain out all the
seeds. Doil the pulp in the water—
not the skin. A pint of water to a
dozen pulps. Ten minutes boiling is
sutlicient in a porcolain kettle. Strain
that water into the lemon juice ; allow
one pound of sugar to each pint ; boil
for ten minutes longer, and bottle for
use. Cork when cold.

Saran.—Prepare a dressing by put-
ting a teaspoonful of selt in an earthen
bowl, pour over it five teaspoonfuls of
melted butter, do not let the froth or
galt go iy, etir well, pour in slowly two
tablespoonfuls of vinegar. Havo the
lettuce washed in very cold water and
drained; cut a fow of the outside
ieaves fine with a sharp knife, and mix
through the dressing, cut the tender
leaves of the lettuce in a gaiad bowl,
and pour the dressing over them.

Grauay  Biscuirs. —Three-fourths
of a pint of grabam tlour, one-fourth of
8 pint of white flour, one tablespoonful
of ealt, one teaspoonful of baking-
powder, slightly heaping, one table
spoonful of lard, also, heaping. Mix
salt and baking-powder with flour.
Rub thelard in the flour. Use enough
water or sweet milk to make a stiff
dough. Use a spoon for mixing, not
using the hand at all. Work as little
as possib'e, turn out on a kneading.
bosrd, roll thin, and boke quickly,
Delicioue for breakfast,

CoLp Roast Brey, STUFFED. —
Choose a cut of the flank, not too fat ;
wash it, but do not let it soak in the
water ; sprinkle the inside with salt
and pepper; spread over the meat &
dressing cf forcemeat prepared as fol-
lows: To two teacupfuls of fing, dry
tread-crumbs add half o teacupful of
finely chopped fat salt pork, one table-
spoonful of pepper, two teaspocafuls
of summer savory, two teaspoonfuls of
sage snd one saltspoonful of ground
cloves. Mix all well together with
one wellbeaten egg (if not moist
enough, add one or two tablespoonfuls
of water). Afier spreading the dross-
ing ovenly over the beef, roll the meat
firmly together, tie with twine, place
it in a pan with onc sliced onion, one
sliced carrot and one quart of water,
and smummer until very tender; then
remove it from the pan and place it in
a dripping-pan.  Press the gravy
through a colander; pour it over the
meat; place it in tho oven until the
meat i8 a deep rich brown, and let it
bo thoroughly cold beforo putting it in
ths ice chest.

A Word Out of Scason,

1t is the fashion of the thoughtful
and thrifty person to look ahead, to
provide things in advance. lle is
naver caught nappine, never discovered
in a suddon emergency without a little
put aside for just such an unforescon
occasion : nover found off his guard by
sudden calls upon his purse or sympa-
thy ; nover surpriged by the coming of
the blasts of wintor or summer's heat.
If this person be & woman, sho is even
more & triumph of system and fore-
thought. Her larder knowa no empti-
ness, her family wardrobe no weak
points. Unexpected visitors do not
disconcert ; monetary stringency does
not alarm. She is o valiantly equal to
any occasion thst it may be said that
she grows wore cheerful with the ad-
vorsity under which a less thrifty and
admirable parson would sink dismayed.

Just now this good creature is em-
ploying her summer leisuro in gather-
ing togother or constructing various
articles of more or less intrinsic value,
which are to be distributed at Ohrist-
mas.time to an ever-increasing circle of
friends and kinsfolk, In this she is
abetted by the inane newepaper column
supposed to be devoted to topics femi-
nine. Woll- meaning correspondents
advise ap anticipation of the gift sea-
son, and urge summer loungers, and
women in general, to take time by the
forolock by an early providing of a
stock from which to draw at that busy
time.

It is not too early for the thoughtful
to venture a protest against this con-
ventional Christmas prodigality, which
masquerades as thrift ; and to suggest
that o vacation, if one is so fortunate
as to have any, csn be better employed
than by assisting to perpetuate a cus-
tom which, innocent and suitable
cnough at first, has sssumed propor-
tions that threaten the real sentiment
of the most holy and happy scason of
the Christian year.

The simple and delicate gift, once
offered to a friend in memory of God’s
great Gift to mankind, has become
metamorphosed into an expensive token
which demands a like roturn. The
bad taste and vulgarity of this exchange
of valuables amoug the wealthy is ob-
vious ; among the poor it is a slavery.
Occupation of a different sort from
cmbroidering costly trifies upon o sum.
mer hote! verands, or picking up art
treasures in anticipation of the annual
drain upon one's pocketbook and inge-
nuity, may result in partial reform. A
country trip given to a city waif or an
ovorworked sowing-girl, slthough it
may consume the * Christmas money »
so carcfully hoarded, will be a more
accoptablo gift to Him who was oncoe a
little Ohristmas Child than any amouat
of tho conventional and insppropriste
barter which has become so great o
burden, and which has no meaning,
religious or otherwise.

Advice similar to this will, of course,
bo spread broadcast as tho holidays
approach ; bat it will then bo too lato:

Dairy Notes.

A man at a recent dairy convention
anid he had given up dairying becauso
ho couldn't make it pay. Subsequent-
ly bo said that when ir the business he
always used a one-legged stool—¢ it
wos 80 bandy to thump a cow with.”

How many men are constantly ask-
ing which is the best biced, or which
ig the best separator or churn or other
thing to bo used in tho dairy 7 Nature
does not seem to admit of any absolute-
ly best in the world. There are so
many points to cover that no one breed,
animal or machine can possibly com-
pass them all.

When cows, and especially heifers,
come in in warm weather when tho
feed is good and their udders got full
and hard, they should be milked betore
calving, There is no danger of injury
from this course, while to neglect it is
often dangerous. Heifers’ udders are
often permanently iujured by too sovere
distension in hot weather without re-
lisf.

Professor Robertson says stresked
butter may result from an imperfcct
mixture of the salt with it. Re-werk
ing after the salt is dissolved will
remedy this. In all cases use fine-
grained aalt. Sometimes the rotention
of buttermilk in the butter will cause
streaks. Remedy this by adding a
quart of water for each two quarts of
cream, after the granules appear end
before the churning is com+leted.

When the results arc1. gsorted of the
operations of some successful dairyman
it will be found that he used pure bred
or grade cows. The scrub bas never
figured in o record, nor has any farmer
ever given to the agricultural press his
results with such cows. Yet tho ma-
jority of dairywen will go on the high-
ways or on the market, and buy their
frosh cows without regard to their
breeding or quality.

Ono of the undeveloped resources of
the creamery is cottage, or more com-
monly called * Dutch cheese.” Butter-
wilk, which is so plentiful and appar-
ently of so small value, makes a fine,
creany cheese which seems tobe very
digestible, When creameries are situ-
ated near a city market this could be
be made a source of considerable reve-
nug, especially as no additional appara-
tus is required beyond that used in the
ordinary creamery.
