Dr. W. J. Leyds, the European agent
of the South African Republie, fur-
nlshes most interesting inforwatlon ns
to the views whicll tac Doers them-
selved hold regarding the present war,
the actlons of the aritieh goveriunent
which they regard uy responsible fo.
